Chauncev Weiler, 81, died 
Wednesday afternoon, Oct. 22, in 
a Wichita Falls nursing home af­
ter a short illness. He had been 
in failing health several months.

Chauncev was educated in the 
public schools of Handlev and at 
Carlisle Militaiy Academy at Ar­
lington.

He later was 
district gauger and engineer for 
Gulf in the Kamav and Burkbur- 
nett areas, retiring in 1956.

While living in the Electra and 
Iowa Park areas he served in 
many civic capacities. He also 
was a member of the board of 
directors of Wichita Falls Camp 
Fire Association; on the Texas- 
Oklahoma Fair board of direc­
tors; and was quite aotive in the 
Bov Scout movement, serving at 
one time as cukmanter at F.loctra.

Mr. Weiler was commander of 
Camp Bowie Post (Ft. W’orth) 
VFW. in 19.32. He was a charter 
member of Gold Star Post in Elec- 
tra. in which post he continued 
his VFW membership.

Chauncev became a Master Ma­

son at Handlev Lodge No. 1140, 
which ho later served as master. 
He was president of Masters and 
Wardens Association of Ft. Wurth 
in 1927, and w-as appointed dep­
uty grand master of 64th Masonic 
District (Ft. Worth) in 1928 bv 
Grand Master Frank Hart graves.

Since moving to Iowa Pork in 
1916, he has been a member of 
Iowa Park Lodge No. 713.

On Nov. 7, 1922, he married 
Miss Ruth Henry at I balls*. There 
is one son William H. Weiler of 
Manama, Rahrain; and there are 
three grandchildren.

Lone StaT Gas has asked the 
Citv of Iowa Park to increase 
local residential and commercial 
natural gas rata* to enable the 
company to earn a reasonable 
return on the fair value of prop­
erties used in rendering public 
service.

Application for rate increase, 
first major request since 1953 
based on income deficiency in the 
Iowa Park distribution system, 
listed increased cost of gas, high­
er property and equipment costs, 
increased wages and salaries, in­
creased taxes and higher interest 
rate on borrowed money as pri­
mary reasons for the deficiency.

Lone Star Cas Co. indicated it 
has used every means available 
to avoid a request for rate in­
crease, but inflationary pressures 
not under the company’s control 
necessitated the application.

“Ob viou-ly our wish to keep 
gas rates low must he balanced 
with the economic pressures we 
face,” said Norman Mayes, man­
ager of the Iowa Park distribution 
office. “The se pressures can no 
longer he offset in any other way.” 

Approval of the application will 
increase the average monthly resi­
dential gas bill by approximately 
$1.33. Lone Star Gas serves ap­
proximately- 1,850 customers in 
Iowa Park.
