Mobile Homes and Parks
Stripped of much legal verbi­

age, we are publishing for benefit 
of Iowa Park folk the following 
outline qf Ordinance No. 137, 
which is now the law here:

The ordinance regulates main­
tenance of Mobile Home Parks 
and provides for permits and li­
censes and defines requirements 
for location o f mobile homes. It 
also sets for penalties for viola­
tions.

I. Definition:

A. House trailer, mobile home 
or trailer means any vehicle or 
structure designed to permit oc- 
occupancy as sleeping and living 
quarters for cne or more per­
sons, or the conduct of any busi­
ness or profusion, so designed 
that it is or may be mounted on 
wlreels and used as a conveyance 
on highways or city streets, pro­
pelled or drawn bv its own or 
other power, excepting a device 
used exclusively upon stationary 
rails or tracks.

Such structure shall be consid­
ered as a prefabricated building 
w'hen its wheels are removed and 
when mounted upon permanent 
foundation, and as such will be 
required to conform to all require­
ments of building, electrical and 
plumbing codes and all other ap­
plicable codes and ordinances of 
the city.

B. Dependent Mobile Home 
shall mean a mobile home which 
does not have a flush toilet and 
bath or shower.

C. Trailer Park means anv site 
c  tract o f land maintained for 
purpose o f sui*plving a location 
for house trailers and shall in­
clude all buildings used as part 
of the equipment, whether charge 
is made for use of trailer park 
or not. Trailer park shall not 
include sales lots on which un­
occupied trailers are parked for 
purposes of inspection and sale.

D. 7 railer Space means a sec­
tion of ground in trailer park o f 
not less than 3200 square feet 
o f unoccupied space in an area 
designated at location for only 
one automobile and one trailer, 
or one trailer.

E. Owner means individual, 
group partnership or corporation 
legally responsible for or owning 
a Trailer Park.

F. Recreational Vehicle shall 
mean a travel trailer, motor home 
or pickup camper less than 9 feet 
in width used principally for rec­
reational purposes, with wheels 
and used as a conveyance on 
highways or city streets, and pro­
f i l e d  bv its own or other power, 
not to be a permanent residence.

D. Report to City Health O f­
ficer all cases of persons or ani­
mals suspected o f being infected 
with any communicable disease.

E. Prevent the running loose of 
dogs, cats or other animals or 
pets.

F. Maintain in convenient plac­
es approved by fire department, 
hand fire extinguishers in ratio 
of not less than one to each four 
trailer spaces.

G. Prohibit the lighting of open 
fires on the premises.

H. Prohibit use of any trailer 
by a greater number o f occupants 
than that which it is designed to 
accommodate.

I. Each Mobile Home Park own­
er, on Jan. 1 shall report to the 
proper taxing agency the trailers 
in said park. He wdl collect from 
each mobile home owner a sum 
of money equal to taxes due for 
taxable year and place it in an 
escrow account with taxing bod­
ies.

II. Permit and License:

A. In Iowa Park and within its 
planning extraterritorial jurisdic­
tion boundaries, any owner desir­
ing to construct a trailer or mo­
bile home park will be required 
to obtain a permit, except no 
parks shall be allowed in the No. 
One fire zone. There will be an 
annual permit fee required. Ini­
tially a $100 permit fee will be 
charged, thereafter $50 per year 
payable on or before Jan. 1. Fee 
Jor transfer of such permit shall 
be $25. Upon application bv said 
persons, a complete plat by Li­
censed Engineer shall be submit­
ted to City Planning Commission, 
showing location, space size (min­
imum 3200 sq. ft.), number of 
locations (minimum of 10), wa­
ter, sewer ami other utility con­
nections on each space. Parks on 
anterial streets must have inter­
nal streets with entrance-exit to 
the arterial street.

B. Request for permission to 
construct mobile home parks will 
be administered in manner simi­
lar to land subdivision request. 
Plans and specifications will be 
reviewed bv Citv Planning Com­
mission and at least one public 
hearing held. Final plans shall be 
tubmitted. Citv Secretary, at the 
direction o f Citv Council shall 
issue a permit good for one year 
and renewable from year to year.

HI. Duties of park owner or 
manager and maintenance o f the 
Park:

A. Keep register of all mobile
home owners and occupants lo­
cated within the park. ,

B. Maintain park in clear, or­
derly and sanitary condition.

C. See that provisions of this 
chapter are complied with and 
report to proper authorities any 
violation.
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A. It shall be unlawful for any 
person to park any trailer on any 
street, allev or highway or other 
public place or anv tract of land 
owned bv any person, occupied 
or unoccupied, within the city, 
unless such mobile home shall be 
placed on piles, blocks or on con­
crete slab, with wheels removed 
and have a separate water, sewer, 
and other utility connections. 
Furthermore such trailers must 
with the approval of the City 
Planning Commission, conform to 
or blend with, the surrounding 
dwellings.

B. Emergency or temporary 
stopping cw* parking is permitted 
on anv street, alley- or highway- 
for not longer than five hours.

C. No person shall park or 
occupy any trailer on the premises 
of anv dwelling or on any lot 
which is a part o( the premises 
of anv dwelling either o f which 
is situated outside, an approved 
trailer park, except no more than 
one camping or travel trailer or 
hauling trailer per family living 
on the premises shall he permit­
ted, and said trailer shall not ex­
ceed 24 feet in length or 9 feet 
in width; and further provided 
that said trailer shall not he 
parked or stored more than 48 
hours unless it is located behind 
the front yard building line.

A camping or travel trailer 
shall not he occupied either tem­
porarily or permanently within 
the citv limits except in a Mobile 
Home Park.

D. An individual site for a mo­
bile home will he considered a 
city lot of 50x142 feet or 50x90 
feet, depending upon location. 
Such individual mobile home own­
ers will be required to obtain a 
permit from City Secretary, same 
basis as building permit.

E. Liquefied petroleum gas will 
he prohibited.

V. Additional Construction:

It shall be unlawful to have anv 
additional structure attached to a 
mobile home or travgl trailer ex­
cept awnings and portable prefab- 
ricacted temporary rooms for the 
•express purpose of increasing liv­
ing area, commonln called “ ca­
banas,”  which meet the following 
requirements:

Of metal only, fire resistive, 
double wall, mechanical joint 
panels.

2. Strength of materials and 
structure to meet minimum stand­
ards o f City Building Code.

3. Capable of being dismantled 
when moved.

4. Such rooms shall be re­
moved from site at time mobile 
home is moved.

5. Finish and appearance to 
be as near the same as possible 
to mobile home or travel trailer.

6. Length must not exceed that 
o f mobile home or travel trailer.

7. Only one such room per mo­
bile home or travel trailer shall 
be permitted.

VI. Nonconforming Trailers 
and Trailer Parks:

A. Any house trailer parked, 
used, or occupied outside a trailer

park on June 23, 1969, shall be 
considered a nonconforming 
trailer. Such trailer shall not ’be 
eligible for the issuance o f any 
permit for work thereon under 
the building, plumbing or elec- 
tricacl codes o f the citv and no 
work on such trailers requiring 
such a permit shall be performed.

X. Penalties: .

Mobile home parks and trailers 
that would be considered non­
conforming by the City Planning, 
Commission will he given written | 
notice to conform to the ordi­
nance or he subject to fine ofj 
*10 to $21M). Each dav will be a| 
separate offense.

The full text of Ordinance No. 
137 should be consulted by any­
one planning to go into the Home 
Trailer Park business or by any­
one planning to locate his own 
Mobile Home or Travel Trailer 
within the jurisdiction of Iowa 
Park City Council.
