Among them were bills to re-
organize the Pentagon defense set-
up, raisec the pay of government
workers, new farm legislation, anti-
racketeering labor legislation, ex-
tension of the Reciprocal Trade
Agrecments Act, a $2.5 billion
public works program, and a $40
billion national defense budget.

Each of those bills received
careful consideration by committees.
Some involved weeks and months
of hearings, then long debate in the
Senate and House, Congress did a
tremendous amount of work in the
seven and a half months between
convening in January and the end
of the session. X
