Born in Sullivan county, Tenn., 
of hardworking farm people, he 
knew what a mortgage was. In 
1885 he came with his parents 
to Texas, settled at Farmersville, 
where he lived until 14. _

Briefly he toiled in corn fields 
of Iowa, and in 1885, lure<l to rail­
roading, went to work as “ snipe”  
(section hand) on the StLlM&S 
near Muldrow in a fourman gang. 
Promoted to section-boss after 18 
months, he oversaw dirt ballasted | 
track. A year later, in 1897, at a 
w'reck a conversation with an em-1 
ploye resulte«l in his getting a 
fireman’s job.

“ Then engineers got $3.75, car-' 
men ‘25 cents an hour, brakeman' 
$1.85 a <lay. Since as foreman I 
was getting only $49.50 a month, j 
I went firing,” Redwine said. I

But not, he said, until he learn­
ed how to use a coal scoofi to per­
fection. “ I unloaded coal for a 
gondola car at 10 cents a ton. I 
got so I could unload 30 tons in 
six hours. I got room and board 
then for $8 a month.”

A fter two months the embryo 
fireman went to Fort Smith, Ark., 
fired out o f there until 1904, 
quitting a passenger run to go to 
Springfieild, Mo. He worked suc­
cessively out of Haileyville, Okla., 
or the old Choctaw, Oklahoma & 
Gulf (on Rock Island), on a 
run from Haileyville to Boonville, 
Ark.; the M-K-T (K aty ) out of 
Denison, Texas. From there he 
went to the Texas and Pacific.

Redwine figured in another nar­
row escape from death during his 
career. On Christmas eve, 1899, 
the engine he fired “ split a 
switch”  at Meadows, out of Van 
Buren, Ark. The engine bounde<l 
along the ties for a distance, 
and 14 box cars following piled 
up and covered his locomotive. 
“ Fortunately, not a pers(?n was 
hurt,” Redwine recalled.

Udween Clyde and Baird, it was 
harrowing. Big hog 625 had Re«l- 
wine at throttle, with D. C. Powell 
firing, “ Coming down Baird hill 
witih 84 cars, 27 of crude oil, I 
noted when I ma<le application of 
air brakes they did not stick. 
The big, long train was going 
wibl making 55 miles an hour— 
and on curves I reversed engine 
under 200 pounds of steam aft<-r 
brakemen had begun twirling 
brakes. We were both ready to 
jump, when reversed drivers sav­
ed the day.”

“ In all my running I have nevqr 
had the big hook (wrecker) sent 
to clear up my train,” he said 
with pride. “ I always felt my 
responsiibility, hav alwa.vs tried 
to live a clean life, never touched 
liquor. Only once did an engine 
I operated kill a person.

Early settlers in this country 
met the housing shortage by us­
ing their own hands and such 
materials as could be hand-fas- 
hioneti to provide shelter for their 
families. .Nlany of their descend­
ants today are considering meet­
ing the present housing emergen­
cy in similar ingenious ways.

To these home talent builders, 
agricultural engineers of the U, 
S. Department of Agriculture 
suggest relying on readily avail­
able, not requiring special skills 
in assembling and constructing. 
For example, they suggest two 
layers of split logs, set upright,

building paper between the lay­
ers; ,'teel building frames, ready- 
cut wallboard and metal sash for 

; w iiidows. finder bltHrks and 
I concrete blocks are faster and 
I easier to lay than brick and also 
' more plentiful. Wood shingles are 
' scarce, but rolled wofing and I asphalt shingles are in supply. 
I Although wrought iron sewer 
I pipes are more exiH-nsive, they 
are advised insteail of east iron 
pipes because they do not re­
quire leading at joints.

! When frost is not a serious pro­
blem, economical, ilurable build­
ings with out basements may 
Miinetimes be built on concrete 
slabs which serve l>oth us a 
foundation and a floor.

Much of the expense, time and 
labor necessary for building in­
terior walls, ma.v be saved if the 
family is willing to combine and 
.'impiify its living arrangements, 
l-'or utmost economy, the Iving 
room, dinning room and kitchen 
may be combined in one room. 
Such a room should not be less 
than liOO square feet in size. More 
desirable is a living room seper- 
ute from the kitchen with dinning 
space in either one of these 
rooms. .A living room should not 
l>e .'inaller than 150 s(|uare feet.

SELECTION OF SHEETS

With sheets soon to be avail­
able on the market again, the 
ability to make wise selection, 
once more becomes important to 
housewives. Miss .Allen has sever­
al suggestions on choosing quali­
ty sheets.

Thread count has much to do 
with the difference l»etween a 
goml and a poor sheet, Miss Allen 
says. Whether a weave is fine 
or c o a r s e  c a n  be d e t e r ;  
m i n e d  f a i r l y  w e l l  b y 
holding the sheet up to a light ' 
and stretching it tightly la-tween 
the hands. Signs of a poor sheet 
include loose weave, treads that 
show small knots or unevenness, 
puckers, and missing w a r p  
threads.

I f  the sheet is hemmed with 
long coarse stitces, it also will l»e 
ceap, flimsy, and without good 
qualities. Small stitches char­
acterize a good sheet.

By rubbing parts of the sheet 
together one can learn wheat her 
starch has been added to give it 
a smooth, soft finish. I f  the 
starch is present, a fine powder 
comes off.

Important to the strength of a 
sheet is the selvage, which shoubi 
be closely woven, almost like a 
tape, and free from wrinkles at 
the e«lges. Since all sheets 
shrink in the first few wa-ihings, 
they should be 108 inces long 
to give an ample 20 inch turn­
back.

Increased yields of around 300 
pounds per acre have foiled con- 
troll of leaf spot and leaf hoppers 
on peanuts.

A series of tests were made in 
Georgia and Virginia, where it 
was found that dusting should 
be started when the first spots 
appear on the lower leaves. That 
was usually about 00 to 05 days 
after ulanting in the ruse of 
Spanish peanuts, and about 10 
days later for other varities.

l)usting to control the leaf 
hoppers was started when the 
hojipers first showeii up.

The control measures tried out 
were dusting with sulphur or cop- 
tmr-sulphur dust and spraying 
with Bordeaux mixture. The 
Bonleuux was mixed at the rate 
of 4 pounds of copper sulphate 
and 4 of hydrated lime to 50 
gallons of water.

Under Texas conditions, good 
results may be obtained bv dust­
ing or spraying peanuts three or 
four times at two-week intervals.

If .vou are planning to bud 
pecan trees in the next few days, 
first carefull.v examine the cam­
bium tissue, noting if a jelly- 
like cloud.v layer o f cells exist 
under the bark.
