Brighter Prospects for Home-Furnishing Field
Few industries felt the impact of last year's recession as much
an t_he home furnishing makers. Tighter pocketbooks and re-
strained spending by consumers coupled with the retailers

desire to reduce inventories caused
a drastic drop in sales and earn-
ings during 1957 and early 1958.
Now, after last year's improved
second half, manufacturers are
looking to the future and fore-
casting substantially better busi-
mess. Since mid 1958 consumer
spending has turned upwards and
with retail inventories depleted,
the demand for home furnishings
is expected to show sustained im-
provement.
Carpet and Rug Manufacturers:
While the demand for carpets

has steadily improved since World |

War II with a pronounced trend
towards wall to wall carpeting, it
has failed to produce the profits
originally anticipated. Stimulating
this growth has been the rapid
population increase, and adequate
home construction pace and ris
ing standards of living. A further
incentive to sales has been lower
retail costs brought about by lower
priced raw materials being used
in carpet manufacture, such as
tufted cotton and rayon.

It would seem from all this that
the industry would have been able
to show better operating results.
However, this has not been the
case. During the post-war period
most of the companies reported
erratic earnings with many fre-
quently reporting deficit opera-
tions, The reasons for this unsatis-
factory performance have been the
increased competition which
entered the field both through new

plagued with the heavy-start-up
expenses that were experienced in
the past several years brought
about by moving their operations
to the south. Finally the carpet
industry is one with fairly heavy
fixed charges. Therefore, as oper-
ating rates increase, profit mar-
gins rise significantly.

How To Avoid
Skidding

MOST WINTER DRIVING
«kids occur at turns and curves
and when starting or stopping.

To avoid skidding, many driv-
ers virtually stop at every slip-
pery curve or turn.

They use short, repeated brak-
ings — rather than one hard
plunge on the brake pedal — to
slow the car, As the curve is
reached, n little acceleration will
keep the car moviag around the
danger,

With increased power going
mto the wheels from the motor,
more control is gained over the
automobile itself. Instead of neg-
ative action only, positive con-
#rol is acquired.

BUT BE CAREFUL and use
enly a little gas to negotiate the
eurve. Too much gas and too
i fast a pickup can start the

wheels spinning and cause the
ear to skid.

If the car does go into a skid,
tarn the front wheels in the di-
rection the car is skidding. This
permits the wheels to roll and
stops the slide,

A common sense rule is to test
the road surface in bad weather.
¥ it is icy, try a practice stop
and find out—before an emer-
gency arises — just how much
and what kind of braking is re-
quired to stop safely.
