either at law or in equity, as is 
more fully shown by Plaintiffs 
Petition on file in this suit.

If this citation is not served 
within ninety days after the date 
of issuance, it shall be returned 
unserved.

The Officer executing this proc­
ess shall promptly execute the 
same according to law and make 
due return as the law directs.
