PARK GIRL NAMED 
STATE NURSING STUDENT 
OF TILE YEAR

Mias Violet Brott, daughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. Harry V. Brott, has 
been named 'Texas Student Nurse 
of the Year.' The title was be­
stowed at San Antonio last week 
during the Texas Nursing Students 
Association convention.

Miss Brott is a senior at Wichita 
General hospital and will be grad­
uated in September. She will com­
pete for the nationn title at a 
convention in Miami, Fla., in May.

Violet plans to continue studies 
and work for a bachelor of science 
degree.

Few international ‘saucs have 
stirred the interest of Texans as 
deeply as the recent recommenda­
tions of Eisenhower and Nixon 
that the Connally Reservation be 
repealed.

As many of you recall, in 1946 
the Senate passed a resolution 
Joining the International Court of 
Justice—the so-called World Court 
—except that the court was not 
granted jurisdiction in domestic 
matters in the United States. Our 
beloved Senaitor Tom Connally 
amended the Court resolution to 
provide that the United States re­
tain full auhorlty to decide for 
itself which cases were within its 
own domestic jurisdiction and 
which ones should go before the 
World Court.

Both the president and the vice- 
president have urged the Senate 
to adopt a new resolution which 
would repeal Connally’s reserva­
tion. They would give the World 
Court, instead of our nation, the 
power to decide what matters were 
our domestic masters and what 
matters were international and 
therefore within the Jurisdiction 
of the World Court.

The American Bar association 
endorsed the Elsenhower-Nixon 
recommendation in their efforts 
to substitute a World Court and a 
rule of law /or force or for di­
plomacy as a method of settling 
disputes between nations. I agree 
wirth their objectives but think the 
method of doing It now unsafe.

Thousands of Americans and 
Texans have written me express­
ing a strong interest in this ques­
tion, and thousands of you Texans 
have written me your views, many 
recommending that Tom Connal- 
ly's reservation be kept and that 
the new E-N resolution not be ap­
proved by the Senate. Most who 
have written me on this matter 
strongly believe that extending this 
additional power to the World 
Court would be giving away a part 
of our American sovereignty—our 
right to run our own affairs, our 
right to decide what we will do 
here at home on local domestic 
issues. Most of you who have writ­
ten are concerned that granting 
this additional jurisdictional power 
to the World Court might abridge 
the constitutional guarantees In 
our Bill of Rights for American 
citizens.

Those who favor repeal of the

Connally amendment, say that the 
greatest hope for world peace lies 
in a World Court where issues of 
lav can be settled with reason and 
justice.

In studying this matter, I have 
availed myself of Senator Connal­
ly s views. He was chairman of 
the Senate foreign relations com­
mittee when we joined the World 
Court. He believes that it is just 
as important today us it was the 
day we joined the Court that his 
amendment be retained.

Under present world conditions, 
I agree, and I will vote to retain 
the Connally amendment. As a 
lawyer and a former judge, I too 
believe in the rule of the law in 
this world, but I favor without 
equivocation the United States’ 
retaining power over all its do­
mestic affairs, and I will never 
vote to give up to another country 
country the running of our own 
local or domestic affairs. With this 
iD mind, I am going to support 
the Connally amendment as it now- 
stands and the position of Con­
nally 'n this matter. We must re­
tain America’s authority to decide 
for Itself what cases are Its own 
domestic cases.

Under present world conditions, 
and as long as there is danger that 
the World Court would attempt to 
Inject Itself in America's domestic 
affairs, I think the Connally 
amendment must be retained. The 
Court’s Jurisdiction in internation­
al affairs could be assured with­
out language giving up the U.S.'s 
exclusive jurisdiction over its own 
internal affairs, but that isn’t done 
in the pending resolution. Any ex­
tension of the World Court’s Juris­
diction should be done only if do­
mestic affairs are properly defined 
so that we would know, the Court 
would know, and other nations 
would know, what jurisdiction was 
granted and what was retained. 
The Humphrey resolution fails to 
make that clear, so I’m voting to 
retain the Connally Reservation.
