Jim Robinson takes this oppor­
tunity to thank the citizens of 
Wichita county for their support 
and confidence shown him in the 
past. I think a servant should be 
worthy of his hire and now I am 
giving an account of my steward­
ship of these years as your Tax 
Collector and Assessor, in order 
that both old timers and new res­
idents can decide whether I have 
been an asset or a liability. It 
seems to be customary to tell 
about family history, connections, 
etc. However, I will be brief.

I was born in Jacksboro, Jack 
county, and lived there 10 years.
In those days we were only al­
lowed one pair of shoes for the 
season and when I lost one of 
mine I would have to wear the 
other one on one foot until the 
other one got sore and I would 
change back and forth. I moved 
to Ft. Worth where I received my 
high school education. I remember 
I cuts lots of cord wood for $1 a 
cord in Arlington Heights Bottom 
west of Ft. Worth. I then went to 
Lubbock and drove the mail hack.
A friend and I dug more mesquite 
roots off of Lubbock county than 
any other two men in Texas. I 
punched cattle and did some farm­
ing. I came to this good city In 
1918, which has been my residence 
ever since. I belong to the Lions 
club. Odd Fellows, Burlington Vet­
erans, North West Texas Fields 
and Stream, and the Soroptimlst 
club. However. I don’t think all of 
this or my children and grand­
children would have any bearing 
on my ability as Assessor and Col­
lector of Taxes. I am also a mem­
ber of the First Baptist church.
I don’t know whether I should tell 
this on the church or not. but I 
wilir explain how it happened.

About 35 years ago, they told 
mo they were going to make me 
a deason. I was astonished and 
told them they must be very short 
on material. They agreed with me 
that they were for this special kind 
of work. When I asked -what it 
was they said it was to represent 
the rough element. I asked them 
how they happened to pick me and 
they said, "Birds of a feather flock 
together.”

The first year I served as Tax 
Assessor my office was connected 
with the Tax Collector’s office with 
just a hall between.

I also 
corresponded personally with each 
Senator and Representative at 
Austin and I tell you it was a 
long hard fight. Now this last 
Legislature raised the sales tax 
from 1.1% to 1.5 and was taking 
4 per cent of our 5 per cent with 
which to pay It. I think this was 
very unfair and at that rate the 
next session they would be charg­
ing us for the privilege of collect­
ing It. We immediately went to 
work and was successful in having 
tho bill changed allowing the 
counties 3V» per cent of the 1.5% 
which was one-quarter cent less 
than we were getting before.

This 
sales tax bill, in connection with 
other bills that I helped the legis­
lature pass, brings in more money 
for Tax Assessing-Collectlng and 
Car License Sales In one year 
than it will take to pay my salary 
In two yeArs. The County Auditor 
will verify this statement.

I was awarded a life time mem­
bership In the County Judges of 
Texas for having made the hard­
est fight to get more money from 
tho stato to help the financial 
situation in all the counties In 
Texas.

My books have been audited for 
14 years under tho Pat Lambert 
Auditing Company and Berry 
Brown, who assisted in this audit­
ing, will tell you the worst year 
I had was 1956 and I was fifteen 
cents over.

McDaniel Seeks 
Legislative Job

Vernon MoDanlel, Wichita Falls 
attorney, issued the following state­
ment this week:

But, if I fail to see any voter, I 
want to take this opportunity to 
ask for the help and vote of each 
elector.

“Knowing full well the*, when 
elected I will be but one of the 
150 members, and that one person 
can ony promise to represent this 
district to the best of hLs ability. 
However, my experience as a con­
gressional investigator, as a state 
official and as an attorney should 
help me to make a substantial 
contribution to the work to be 
done In Austin for this county.”

In the early 1920's McDaniel, as 
a newsboy sold the Wichita Falls 
Daily Times at the corner of Ohio 
and Eighth. Later he was a mem­
ber of Wichita Falls’ first “All 
Eagle Scout” patrol, headed by 
Scoutmaster Bill McClure.

(now Midwestern). McDaniel was 
also tho last member from Wich­
ita Falla to serve on the powerful 
appropriations committee.

McDaniel was graduated from 
the University of Texas law school 
and was admitted to law practice 
1 August of 1949. He was deputy 
commissioned of agriculture In 
Austin before becoming counsel 
for an investigating committee in 
Washington, D.C.
