Guar, Red Peas for
Soil Building Use |

With fine moisture in the ground,
farmers have a golden opportu-
nity to plant soil-building legumes,
Elvy Sargent said this week.

Guar, a relatively new legume for
this area, and Chinese red peas
may be planted now,

Guar should be planted in three-
foot rows, five to six pounds of
seed per acre, Fertilize with phos-
phate, or on poor soil, with 100
pounds of 16-20-0.

Mr, Sargent recommends 10 lbs.
of Chinese red pea seed if planted
in rows and 25 lbs, if drilled. Fer-
tilize similar to guar,

Farmers are urged to inoculate
all legumes for better yields. Guar
is an excellent crop for fixing free
air nitrogen if it is properly inocu-
lated with a specific strain of liv-
ing bacteria, It produces up to 14
tons of organic matter an acre,

The District Agriculture Workers
council, composed of agriculture
workers of Wichita, Archer and
Clay counties, is urging all farmers
in this area to plant as many
legumes as possible,

Bob Crocker, president, said con-
ditions are now perfect for planting
the valuable soil conditioning crops.

Red Cross Today Is
‘Living Memorial’
To Military Men

Monday the nation pauses tof’

honor those who served and died
in its milifary service. Established
in 1869, the first Memorial Day was
intended to honor those soldiers
who died in the Civil War, but to-
day the public looks to it as both
a tribute to the heroes of past wars
and today’s soldiers as well. It is
a solemn annual tribute by 156 mil-
lion Americans.

And during the past year these
same Americans have been paying
another kind of tribute to our mil-
itary people, through the American
Red Cross. A tribute in the form
of material aid, counsel and fi-
nancial assistance,

Last year the Red Cross helped
an average of 109,000 servicemen
each month at military installa-
tions and hospitals around the globe
and served approximately 213,000
families of servicemen and veter-
ans each meonth through chapter
home service, A total of $11,778,000
was given in financial assistance
to servicemen and their dependents
and $799,800 to veterans and sur-
viving dependents,

In one recent month 204,000 com-
munications were exchanged be-
tween field personnel at military
posts and hospitals in this country
and overseas and Red Cross chap-
ters in local communities. The com-
munications included requests for
securing information for the mili-
tary authorities as to the need for
an emergency leave; the notifica-
tion of illness or death in a family;
and requests for “why Johnny has
not written "

The Red Cross last year spent 40
per cent of its budget for welfare
services to the armed forces, veter-
ans and their families, and for spe-
cial services and recreation in mili-
tary and Veterans Administration
hospitals, and plans to spend the
same amount during 1955 as a “liv-
ing memorial” to our servicemen,
past and present.

DOES RADAR HAVE ANY
EFFECTS ON ACCIDENTS?

During the first six months of
Radar’s use, the highway patrol has
stopped with radar 2355 speeders
in this north Texas area consist-
ing of Archer, Baylor, Clay, Cottle,
King, Knox, Foard, Montague,
Hardeman, Wichita, Wilbarger and
Young counties,

Results for the same period last
year without radar were 21 fatal,
95 persondl injury, 179 property
damage accidents, totaling 400 ac-
cidents. With radar the past six
months picture looks brighter with
14 fatal, 73 personal  injury, 179
property damage accidents, making
a total of 266 accidents—or 134
accidents that didn’t happen.

Capt, K. B. Hallmark jr., com-
manding this district, says that
radar has primarily helped this
reduction, and continued effort on
the part of the patrol will continue
to reduce accidents, Hallmark says
much of this reduction is due to
voluntary compliance with speed

J. Walter Hammond is calling on
the 60,000 member families of the
Texas Farm Bureau to protest ef-
forts to increase the tax on gasoline
two cents a gallon,

In a letter to all county F'B pres-
idents, the state president called
for immediate action to defeat the
proposal,

“Get your Farm Bureau members
to oppose this tax,” he said. “Also
explain to them what is about to
happen to the people in the cities,
who are not organized, and encour-
age and insist that they too write
letters and send telegrams in oppo-
sition to this most uynfair and in-
equitable tax.”

Hammond said there is a con-
certed effort on the part of the
administration, highway commis-
sion, trucking industry, city and
county governments and the oil
and gas industry to increasé the
gasoline tax,

The proposed federal tax of four
cents and state tax of six cents
would put a total of 10 cénts a)
gallon on gasoline,

“The proposed taxes on gasoline
would be all out of proportion to
the taxes levied on natural resourc-
es. Gasoline sells at the refinery for
11 to 12 cents. Such a tax would
amount to 83 per cent, as compared
to 9 per cent on natural gas ,and
that tax will drop to 7 per cent in
September, 1957.”
