1. Created a Rural Areas De­
velopment Board, headed by John 
A. Baker, who is Freeman's di­
rector of agricultural credit and 
will be in charge of the special 
program for low-income, smaller 
farmers. Baker started his career 
in the old Farm Security Adminis­
tration and was head of National 
Farmers Union’s Washington of­
fice.

2. Relaxed eligibility require­
ments for farm operating loans 
available through the Farmers 
Home Administration. This will 
particularly help young farmers, 
farmer* nearing retirement and 
farmers who are n3t supplement­
ing their income by off-farm work.

3. Appointed Murray D. Lincoln 
as the Secretary's only representa­
tive on the Federal. Farm Credit 
Board. Lincoln, who 1s president 
of the Co-operative League of <tJhc 
USA find of Nationwide Insurance 
companies. 1* widely known for 
his liberal views on credit and 
finance.

4. Kennedy asked Congress to 
extend rural housing legislation 
and liberalize Its loan terms some­
what. The President declared that 
"almost a fifth of the occupied 
house* In rural areas of America

are »o dilapidated that they "^ s t  
be replaced” and that "hundred. 
of thousand, of other rural home, 
arc far below the level o f comfort 
and convenience considered ade- 
quate in our nation.
