Disease at one time was the 
principal killer of children. But 
modern medicines and vaccines 
are so effective today that dis­
eases don’t kill nearly as many 
children as do accidents.

One of the greatest hazards for , 
children under four years is suf­
focation, according to Carl Walsh, j 
1 one Stir Gas company manager 
here. Lone Star and the Herald 
are co-sponsors of the 1961 Home 
Safety Program in Iowa Park.

Approximately 1400 Americans 
a year die from suffocation. Of 
these, 1250 are in the 0-4 year 
age group.

Infections of the respiratory 
system cause some fatalities. Re­
ports show that babies have been 
smothered by becoming entan­
gled in bed covering or in their 
own clothing; others have stran­
gled in gagging after vomiting; 
some hive been suffocated by 
smoke; others have choked afte^ 
having swallowed objects.

“ Babies and toddlers pop just 
about everything into their little 
m ou th s ,”  Walsh said. “ Small 
items must be kept out of reach. 
These include pins, needles, nails, 
buttons, beads, tiny toys, peanuts 
or peas or popcorn, dolls’ eyes, 
stones or shot from broken rat­
tles, marbles, bottle, caps.

“ At bedtime, for protection 
against smothering, the child 
should have his own crib without 
a pillow. Soft bedding should be 
avoided. Do not let blankets cover 
his face. His sleeping clothes 
should not be tight around his 
neck. Beware of thin plastic mat­
tress covers.

“ Hold the child when he is be­
ing fed. He may choke if left 
alone with his bottle propped.

“ Do not give a small child any­
thing to play with such as plastic 
bags, blankets, sheets, etc., which 
mught cause smothering.

“ Teach the child to avoid kit­
chen appliances and electric 
cords. Keep knives and other cut­
ting objects out of the reach of 
children, Walsh concluded.

GOD WANTS US TO HAVE MORE /

I once heard about a man 
who was very wealthy.
