Unless the American public ob- |
serves essential safety rules, the|
greatest toll will be taken in the |
0-4 and 45-64 age groups. Three
hundred and fifty lives will be
snuffed out in each of these age
groups.

In the 5-14 age group 40 will
die 15-24 age group 60; 24-44
age group 300; and in the 65 and
over age group 100.

To eliminate this needless loss
of life, disinfectants, cleaning
fluids, insecticides and other poi-
sonous compounds should be kept
in a special cabinet away from
food containers.

Poisons in the medicine cabinet
should be clearly marked, the
antidote written on the label, and
a pin inserted into the cork or an
adhesive placed around the stop-
per as additional precaution.

Keep drugs, poisons and other
household chemicals out of the
reach of children.

Do not eat or serve foods which
smell or look abnormal, and re-
member they may poison house-
hold and farm animals.

When you throw away drugs or
hazardous materials be sure they
cannot be reached by children or
pets.

Warn small children not to eat
or drink drugs, chemicals, plants
or berries they find, without per-
mission,

Use non-flammable cleaning
fluids with adequate ventilation
only, and avoid breathing vapors.
Never use carbon tetrachloride.

Protect vyour skin and eyes
when using insect poisons, weed
killers, solvents and cleaning
agents. Be sure to wash thorough-
ly after use of such things, and
promptly change clothing.

Do not allow food or food uten-
sils to become contaminated when
using insect sprays, aerosol mists,
rat poisons, weed killers or clean-
ing agents.

Do not take or give medicine
in the dark. Be sure you can read
clearly the label on the container.

When measuring drugs give it
your full attention. Give infants
and young children drugs only as
directed by your physician.

Before measuring liquid medi-
cine, always shake the bottle
