ABSTRACTS

While driving around, John and 
Mary saw a For Sale sign on a 
piece of lake property which they 
decided to buy.

They contacted the owner and 
agreed on a price. They inquired 
about title and the owner assured 
them he would give them an ab­
stract.

They took the abstract and the 
deed, filed the deed at the court­
house and thought no more about 
it, assuming that an abstract is 
an assurance of good title.

Years later they wanted to sell 
to a buyer who was better in­
formed. He insisted that the ab­
stract be examined and an opin­
ion be given by an attorney that 
the title was good— or that the 
sellers must provide title insur­
ance.

They were dismayed to find the 
title was not in good order and 
there would have to be a quiet- 
title suit to dispose of some flaws 
in the title before the buyer would 
buy. An insurance company would 
not write a title policy without 
legal action to clear up title.

An abstract is merely a record 
of every document which has ever 
been filed of record at the court­
house affecting a particular piece 
of property. It may show' good 
title or bad title, or no title at all. 
It is only a bundle of papers which 
summarizes the state of the title. 
Its possession does not in any 
way assure good title.

One may get possession and oc­
cupy a property with an unsalable 
titles, but difficulties will arise
when tha property is to be sold 
or mortgaged. It makes good sense 
to correct any title defects when 
you buy property.

John Lemley, city-county Civil 
Defense director from Wichita 
Falls, addressed the group. He 
stressed ihe fact that if Christian 
brotherhoods of the world were 
strong enough and active enough 
there would he no need for a 
Civil Defense program.

l Tse of the atomic bombs in 
1945 changed the defense needs 
of every living person, he said.

First recorded civil defense di­
rector was Noah. He tried for 120 
years to get his neighbors to pre­
pare for a national emergency. 
When disaster struck he saved 
only eight lives from die known 
civilization.

One of die next civil defense di­
rectors was Nehemiah. He tried 
for years to get the people to re­
build their city walls for protec­
tion. He was finally able to make 
the statement “This city was saved 
because the people had the will 
to work together.”

It was pointed out that Omaha, 
Nebr., is the No. 1 target for any 
enemy attack. A study of meteor­
ology will reveal that under nor­
mal wind conditions their weather 
will he in this vicinity within 3 
to 5 days. This means we would 
have at most 5 days to prepare for 
severe fallout from an atomic 
bomb. “What would you he able 
to do to protect vour family from 
atomic fallout with only 5 days 
notice?”

It was suggested by Lemley 
that men’s organizations of the 
churches work together to start 
some form of organized civil de­
fense for this citv. Not necessarily 
for war. but to have something to 
fall hack on in case of a local

emergency: fire, storm j r  other 
catastrophe.
