Washington observers 
figure he will have a tough year 
filling the shoes of the late Sam 
Rayburn, hut those who know the 
Bostonian think he will work well 
with President Kennedy and do 
a good job.

The Speaker and his assistant 
Carl Albert of Oklahoma will he 
the key men, probablv second in 
importance only to Kennedy in 
getting good programs through 
Congress.

In 13 selected roll calls on key 
issues of the last session, McCor­
mack voted right down the line 
for farmers. This includes favor­
able votes on the Feed Grains pro­
gram, Area Redevelopment, and 
tlie Agricultural Act of 1961.

Over the years he has u near- 
perfect record on public power 
and REA, with 46 right votes out 
of 48, according to records of the 
National Rural Electricc Coopera­
tive association.

Albert, high-ranking member of 
the House agriculture committee, 
has a record as impressive as that 

j of McCormack. lie had a perfect 
farm vote last year and missed on 
only one NRECA vote in 16 since 
L944.

By way of comparison, the Re­
publican counterparts, Charles 
llalleck of Indiana and Arends of 
Illinois rate near zero.

llalleck voted against the farm­
ers all 13 times last year and has 
only 2 “ right”  NRECA votes out 
of 46. Ahrends voted with farmers 
onlv twice in 1961 and with 
NRECA only 4 out of 50 times 
since 1944.
