Next Governor 
Visits Iowa Park

Don Yarborough, who has good 
reason to believe he will be next 
governor of Texas, made a short 
visit to Iowa Park, Wednesday, 
in the interest of his candidacy.

He declared a substantial in­
crease in the oil allowable is a 
major part of his program to 
abolisli the general sales tax.

Yarborough said the “ lobbyist- 
politicians clique”  which passed 
the general sales tax is the same 
clique which has worked hand 
in glove with the big out-of-state 
oil monopolies to depress arti­
ficially the Texas econoinv.

“ Oil wells stand idle 22 to 23 
days a month while politicians in 
Austin wring their hands, saying 
they can't do anything about it,” 
Yarborough said. He predicted 
the present eight-day allowable 
would be cut to seven if the same 
leadership remains in power.

“ A substantial increase above 
the 8-day oil allowable would give 
an upsurge to the saving  Texas 
petroleum industry by providing 
a great increase in jobs to oil 
employees and creating a pros­
perous climate for small business­
men,”  he said.

Wicliitan, lias authorized the Her­
ald to announce his bid for re- 
election to the state House of Rep­
resentatives. Having been elected 
in 1952, Stewart is now serving 
his fifth term as representative 
for Wichita county, Place 1.

He has risen to a position of 
leadership and influence in the 
Legislature and lias served on 
such committees as: Banks and 
Banking, Insurance, Municipal 
and Private Corportions, Reve­
nue and Taxation, Congression­
al and Legislative District, and 
Motor Traffic.

Lverv other state school I 
except the University of Texas 
and A & M is under this program.!

“ When Mid western University | 
came into the state system, it | 
could not automatically partici­
pate in this building fund.

has been outgrown for many 
years. Books and periodicals that 
should he on display and easily 
accessible have been stored awav 
in other buildings. Great histori­
cal collections have been offered 
the school, but to date there are 
no adequate facilities for taking 
care of them. The new library 
will provide excellent facilities 
for students and residents alike 
for the next 20-25 years and with 
provisions for expansion.
