Multi-family housing project 
draws protests from neighbors

A five hour Monday night meeting 
of the Iowa Park Planning and Zoning 
Commission which attracted about 50 
persons resulted in the calling of a 
special meeting in mid-May to 
continue discussion on two controv­
ersial subjects, the hottest issue 
being a proposal to construct a 
multi family housing unit here.

About a dozen homeowners who 
live near the housing proposal site 
appeared to protest construction of a 
multi family unit.

Maintaining the construction of 
such low-rent housing would decrease 
the value of their homes, the 
homeowners present helped continue 
debate for about three hours.

The controversy stems from the 
request to re zone Block 31 of Texas 
Addition.

Charles McGitvray with the 
Farmers Home Administration 
(FmHA) reported on how the FmHA 
had become involved in similar 
projects and told of the status of like 
undertakings at H enrietta and 
Archer City.

After about three hours of debate, 
the commission tabled the issue until 
later in the meeting. When discussion 
rekindled commissioner Tom Neely 
asked Conroy to supply the names 
and addresses of other complexes 
operated by his company.

Conroy also was asked to 
investigate the possibility of other 
suitable locations for such a project in 
Iowa Park.

A recommendation to the Iowa 
Park City Council was tabled until a 
special meeting of the commission set 
for May 16 when discussion will 
resume.

Also tabled and placed on the May 
16 meeting agenda was a request to 
rezone Lot 2, Block W, Texas 
Addition.

Larry Ford and Karl King of

Pioneer Realty appeared before the 
commission to request rezoning of 
1.37 acres from single family 
residential to convenience commerci­
al in order to construct a real estate 
office.

Future plans would include the 
possibility for construction of a 
professional office building for 
possible use by a doctor, dentist or 
lawyer, the real estate agents 
explained.

After disqualifying himself from 
voting because of personal involve­
ment in the area, commissioner Dr. 
Erwin Soell said he objected to any 
further commercial encroachment in 
the area.

Mr. and Mrs. George Taylor and 
Jimmy Bradberry said they objected 
to rezoning, although they felt the 
proposed use was the most desirable
ty p e  of c o m m e r c ia l a c t iv i ty .

Everett Boulware received a green 
light from the commission on a 
request to rezone Lots 16 21, Block 
32, Texas Addition, to construct a 
pizza restaurant.

However, final approval is in the 
hands of the city council.

Despite protests from homeowners 
in the area, the commission 
recommended the area be rezoned 
from single family residential to 
convenience commercial.

Buddy Henderson said he feared 
construction of a restaurant would 
decrease the value of homes in the 
vicinity. He said there were other 
suitable locations for a restaurant in 
Iowa Park.

Hill asked Henderson if he would 
object if a hedge for sound screen and 
a fence for visual screen were 
required around the restaurant.

• Henderson said any screening

methods would be inadequate.
When discussion on the issue 

rekindled later in the meeting, the 
commission unanimously recommen­
ded approval of Boulware’s request 
with the provision that shrub and 
fence screen be provided for other 
properties.

On the heels of protests from a half 
a dozen homeowners who claimed 
such an establishment would lower 
the value of their property, 
commissioners unanimously denied 
approval of rezoning Lots 1 and 2, 
Block 41, Texas Addition, to 
automotive commerdaL

Mr. and Mrs. Henry Owens had 
hoped to gain approval to build a 
chain saw sales and service store.

The commission also unanimously 
denied approval of a request from 
Larry Melton, who wanted to place 
m o b i le  h o m e s  o n  L o t s  2 1  a n d  2 2 , 
B lo c k  11 , T e x a s  A d d i t i o n .

I’m hoping 
that from this group we will 
eventually have some sort of relief, 
which both the truckers and the 
citizens can live with.

signs. That’s a major stumbling block, 
because the signs are costly.

But not as costly as continuously 
repairing pavement damaged by the 
heavy vehicles. This is an on-going 
problem, because the city’s streets 
were not constructed for such heavy 
traffic. In fact, they have hard enough 
time just with cars.

Parking of trucks is the real issue. 
It's a sticky subject that has really 
sound argument from both sides.

Almost all streets of the city are 
too narrow for the larger vehicles to 
park, and leave space and visibility 
for normal traffic to safely pass.

And many truckers who have wide 
dirt ditches to park in, or on the 
shoulder, are using those. This 
doesn’t give traffic any problem, but 
it sure tears down the area, and also 
several have been seen leaving empty 
cans on the ground after changing oiL

Iowa Park has an extrodinary large 
number of independent truckers 
living in the city. These people own 
their own trucks, and they argue they 
must keep the trucks close to their

homes for a number of reasons.
No one can argue that they face 

theft and vandalism if their trucks are 
not close at hand. Also they have a 
transportation problem between 
truck parking and home, if they are 
not parked at the home.

The question is, who has the 
argument with the most pluses? Is 
the city responsible for providing 
parking for commercial vehicles?

No one wants to hurt any segment 
of our population, that’s for sure. We 
want our trucking people here, and 
happy.

Maybe one possible solution would 
be for the truckers to pool their 
efforts, obtain land where a parking 
lot could be fenced and well lighted. 
Hire round-the^lock gate guards.

This way, trucks could be parked in 
safety. Also those who drive to the lot 
in their cars could leave them there, 
in equal safety.

True, there are added expenses 
involved, but it’s a possible solution, 
and one which might be considered 
some time in the future.

BIBLE TEACHING ABOUT LIFE AND 
DEATH PARI I

"I can’t do the things I used to when I was 
younger” -• how often we hear those words. 
And how true they are! We don’t have to 
wail until we reach our 70’s to find our 
powers failing, either.

Even in middle age we cannot move as 
fast or think as quickly as we did when we 
were young.

We spend our life growing old, and we 
know for a certainty -  if we stop to think 
about it -- that one day we shall die. The 
words of the Psalmist are true, when he
says.

The days of our years are three score 
years and ten; and if by reason of strength 
they be four-score years, yet is their 
strength labour and sorrow; for it is soon 
cut off and we fly away ” I Psalm 90, v. 101 

All men die. In fact, it has been truly said 
that the only certain thing about living is 
that one day we shall die.
T H E  FIRST' MAN ON EA R TH

Why is it that we all grow old and die? To 
find the answer we must turn to the first 
book of the Bible, and read about the very 
first man and woman.

God made the world as a very lovely 
place for men and women to live in. He 
created the plants and animals first, and 
then, when all was ready, He made a man. 

It tells us in Genesis 2, v. 7, that,
“The Lord God formed man of the dust 

of the ground.”
With wonderful skill a human body was 

formed.
We can picture that lifeless body lying on 

the ground. What happened next? God 
“breathed into his nostrils the breath of life, 
and man became a living soul." (Gen. 2, v. 
7).

The man began to breathe. He was alive! 
He could see, and hear, and think and feel -  
surely he was the most wonderful of things 
which God had made.
ADAM IS LONELY 

Genesis 2, v. 8,
"'Ihe Lord God planted a garden 

eastward in Eden; and there He put the 
man whom He had formed.”

Adam - for that was the name which God 
gave to this man - looked after the garden. 
He was told by God that he could eat any of 
the fruit he liked -  except for one tree, 
which is called "the tree of the knowledge of 
good and evil." God warned him, "In the day 
that thou eatest thereof, thou shalt surely 
die.” (Genesis 2, vv. 9. 17).

Adam had only the animals for company; 
and they couldn’t think in the same wav as 
he could. He became lonely, and God said,
“It is not good that the man should be alone.
I will make him an help meet for him,’’ 
(Genesis 2, v. 18). You will read in vv. 21-23 
how God put Adam to sleep, took one of his 
ribs, and shaped it into a woman -  someone 
to be with Adam and share his life.
ADAM AND EVE BREAK GOD’S IAH 

Now read Genesis3, w . 1-13, and you will 
see how the first woman. Eve, broke God’s 
law by listening to the serpent, and how 
Adam also disobeyed God.

By breaking God’s law they have sinned; 
and as we have already seen, the wages of 
sin is death. Adam and Eve knew that, too, 
for God had said of them, “In the day that 
thou eatest thereof, thou shalt surely die ’’ 
(Gen. 2, v. 17).
THE PUNISHMENT 

The serpent was punished for his part in

causing the trouble. Adam and Eve were 
condemned to death, and driven out of the 
garden.

Although they lived a long time after 
this, Adam and his wife became dying 
creatures -  and just like us, they would get 
tired and sick, and at last grow old and die. 
The words of God were certain "Dust t hou 
art; and unto dust shalt thou return.” 
(Genesis 3, v. 19).

You will remember how, when God made 
Adam, He “breathed into his nostrils the 
breath of life, and he became a living soul." 
(Genesis 2, v. 7).

All human beings are "living souls," but 
when they stop breathing their life has gone 
- they become "dead souls.”

As the writer of the book of Ecclesiastes
says,

‘Tor the living know that they shall die, 
but the dead know not anything, neither 
have they an\ more a reward; for the 
memory of them is forgotten. Also their I 
love and their hatred, and their envy, is 
now perished; neither have they any more a  

portion for ever in anything that is done 
under the sun" IFccles. 9, vv 5-6].

Or, as we read in Psalm 146, vv. 3-4, 
“Put not your trust in princes, nor in the 

son of man, in whom there is no help His 
breath goeth forth, he retumeth to his 
earth; in that every day his thoughts 
perish "
SIN AND DEATH IN THE WORLD

The apostle Paul helps us to understand 
how this affects us In Romans 5, v. 12, he
says,

“By one man sin entered into the world, 
and death by sin. and so death passed upon 
all men, for that all have sinned.”

Adam and Eve became sinners. We are 
their children, and so we are sinners, too.

Our very nature is a sinful nature; or as 
Paul puts it, we are by nature "children of 
disobedience." Like our father, Adam, we 
sin, and like him we die.

It is not our fault that we have a sinful 
mi lure, and it certainly is not God’s fault. It 
was Adams fault, and our misfortune.

We are being very foolish if we blame 
God. Instead we should thank Him. We 
should thank Him because He has given usa 
chance to live at all, which we have no right 
to, really; and we should especially thank 
Him for giving us a way of escape from our 
hopeless plight. We are not blamed for 
being born with a sinful nature, but deserve 
great blame if we neglect God’s offer of a 
way of escape. For those of as who accept 
God’s offer of a way, through Christ, will be 
rescued from death. The Lord Jesus Christ 
will give eternal life in his kingdom to those 
whom he resurrect sand finds faithful at his 
coming.
