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City hires police chief; 
Singer replaces Turner

Dissension 
night’s Iowa

Former W ichita Falls policeman named new chief
surfaced at Monday 

Park City Council 
meeting concerning appointment of a 
new police chief, and in an 
unexpected move councilmen ap­
pointed Joe Singer to fill the 
unexpired term of Lee Turner, who 
was determined to have vacated the 
office.

Turner’s replacement was the first 
major item on the council’s agenda.

Alderman C.E. Thompson made 
reference to the Handbook for 
Mayors and City Councilmen and 
General Law Cities, which states, in 
part, ‘‘ ...if any councilman is absent 
for three regular consecutive 
meetings unless because of sickness 
or without first having a leave of 
absence at a regular meeting -he shall 
he deemed to have vacated his office."

Turner was absent Monday night 
for the third consecutive meeting.

“We’re not doing this because we 
want to, but because the law says so," 
said Mayor Arch Hughes.

Hughes said Turner’s letter of 
resignation was “ in the mail." He said 
Turner was attending school in 
Nacogdoches.

Asked about the procedure to fill 
the vacancy, City Atty. O.N. Newman 
said it was the practice of past 
councils to appoint the candidate who 
attained the next largest number of 
votes in the last municipal election.

During the April 1975 municipal 
mces. Singer was slimly defeated by 
Alderman Bill Gilmore 254-253 
following a re-count controversy.

The council unanimously voted to 
appoint Singer to fill Turner’s 
unexpired term.

George Trammell, city secretary, 
tried to telephone Singer during the 
meeting to have him come to city hall 
and be sworn into office. However, no 
one answered at Singer's residence.

During a telephone interview later 
Monday night. Singer said he would
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eAtabVinhVlVg a poVvce department and 
otticr ot police chief was unceremoni 
ously approved by the council.

"W ell. Iowa Park has a police 
ordinance," Hughes said following the 
vote.

One person in the audience 
half-heartedly applauded.

Next item on the agenda was 
appointment of a police chief.

NAME CHIEF
Alderman L.W. Teel Jr. motioned 

to appoint Gideon Swedberg, acting 
chief of police, as new police chief. 
However, the motion died on the floor 
without a second.

Although it was discussed briefly, 
councilmen refrained from going into 
executive session to further discuss 
the issue. Asked after the meeting if 
Swedberg would remain on the force, 
Hughes answered, “I have no answer 
at this time.”

Gilmore motioned to appoint 
Charles E. Beavers, who applied for

the chief’ s position. Thompson 
seconded the motion and along with

Alderman Floyd Adams, the 
appointment carried.

Beavers formerly was a patrolman 
with the Wichita Falls Police 
Department and had served as civil 
defense coordinator for the City of 
Wichita Falls.

Two items on the agenda were 
tabled. The first was a request from 
Bobby Griffith, waste water treat 
ment operator, for a refrigerator for 
use in laboratory work at the plant.

Second item tabled was a report 
from city attorneys on procedures for 
city council meetings and appoint­
ment of a city administrator.

Bill Wischmeyer was authorized to 
enter into contract with the city to 
survey the sewer system in the 
northern portion of Iowa Park and 
compile alternative improvement 
plans.

“I would agree that you have a 
problem...I don’t think there’s a 
simple answer,” Wischmeyer told the 
council.

“ We’re talking about something of

major importance because of the 
cost,” he maintained. “ I think you 
would be wrong in spending any 
amount of money without addressing 
the whole situation. The city is going 
to have to come to grips with how to 
provide utility services to these 
areas."

The council also endorsed a 
two-week extension of sick leave for a 
dispatcher, and approved a $441 bid 
from Deryl James to overhaul the 
engine and transmission of a police 
cruiser.

Aldermen voted to purchase a 
1,000 gallon diesel storage tank from 
Exxon Co. for $375.

Thompson proposed the council 
retain an architect to devise a master 
plan of improvements of the 
municipal office complex. The city 
possibly will undertake a piecemeal 
project, revamping city council 
chambers first, Thompson suggested.

Although the council did not 
formally vote on the issue, it was the 
consensus to follow the proposal.

Bates said the next action to be 
taken will be a meeting of his 
committee chairmen and advisors to

map out plans for a proper 
Bicentennial flag presentation and 
observation of the program ’ s 
commencement.

Brownrigg stated in his letter:
“ May we be among the first to offer 

our congratulations to you and your 
committee on the selection of your 
community as a National Bicentennial 
community. We feel that this action 
as taken by the American Revolution 
Bicentennial Administration is a 
significant step in the progress of 
your local Bicentennial celebration.

“ To formally recognize your

community, we suggest that an 
appropriate National Designation 
Ceremony be scheduled for the 
presentation of the State Certificate, 
National Certificate, and National 
Bicentennial Flag.

Carlos Garcia. 16, of 

Anaco, Venezuela is a guest 
in the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Herman Rains during the 
Thanksgiving holidays. A 
high school senior student at 
Allen Academy at Bryan, he 
played football there this fall 
and became acquainted with 
Craig Rains, who is also a 
student at the academy, and 
was very pleased to accept 
the invitation to spend the 
holidays with the Rains 
family. His country does 
observe Thanksgiving but it 
comes in March instead of 
November.

Carlos came to the United 
States to complete his high 
school education because he 
plans to follow in his father’ s

footsteps by attending 
Texas A&M University. His 
father, Carlos Garcia Sr., a 
native of Venezuela, who is 
an engineer with Texaco Oil 
Co., was graduated from 
Texas A&M and during the 
time the family was in Texas 
Carlos was born, but they 
returned to Venezuela when 
he was three months old.

His mother was born in 
Italy. Both parents speak 
English and Spanish and his 
mother also speaks Italian, 
German.

The young South Ameri 
can has an unbounded love 
for his new homeland, 
especially the sport of 
football. The only thing that 
he does not easily adjust to

is the “ cold" weather. 
Football, one of the greatest 
attractions to Carlos, be 
came even more appealing 
when he made the team at 
Allen Academy this fall and 
the team advanced into state 
playoffs for one game. 
Facing facts realistically he 
remarked that his participa 
tion in football was short 
lived with this fall being his 
first and last opportunity to 
play. When asked if he had 
aspirations to play with 
Texas A&M, he said "I am 
too short; I could never 
make the team." but with his 
enthusiasm for the game he 
could very well overcome 
that obstacle.

In comparing high schools 
in Venezuela and Texas, 
Carlos said that subjects 
were more difficult with 
more tests and homework in 
his country. School starts 
there the first of October 
and ends the last of June. If 
students have not maintain 
ed at least a B average 
throughout the year, they 
have to take tests that are 
very hard and require much 
studying during the month 
of July.

Carlos did not study

English in Venezuela, how 
ever, since his parents speak 
English and his close 
association with Americans 
who work for oil companies 
there, he was not entirely 
unfamiliar with the language 
when he came to Texas. He 
confesses almost apologeti­
cally at times, especially 
during interviews with 
Americans, that he does not 
always clearly understand 
what one is saying to him in 
English and that he does not 
have the ability to make his 
listeners understand what 
he is trying to say. Judging 
from the strides he has made 
within three months, he will 
soon master the language 
and be an eloquent speaker.

The young student finds 
amusement in some of the 
sports here that he partici­
pated in in his native 
country including soccer, 
baseball, tennis, basketball, 
fishing and hunting. "Cars 
are more expensive, gas is 
cheaper and one cannot get a 
driver’s license in my 
country until he is 18 years 
of age,” he said.

Another thing that Carlos 
likes about Texas is the big, 
juicy hamburgers. Yes, they

have them in Venezuela but 
not the deluxe ones that one 
can buy in the Lone Star 
State. Discussing foods 
briefly, he observed that 
many were the same in both 
countries. One of the special 
dishes in his homeland 
during December is haiiacas, 
made of beef, cheese, eggs 
and vegetables. Other foods 
he mentioned with a bit of 
nostalgia were arepas, 
cachapas and empanadas.

Carlos has two sisters. 
The older one is Annabelle, a 
freshman student at Tran­
sylvania University, Lex­
ington. Ky. and Ana Maria, 
an eighth grade student at 
Anaco. He will spend 
Christmas with his sister in 
Kentucky and will spend 
next summer at home in 
South America before re­
turning to Texas next fall to 
enter Texas A&M Univer­
sity.

FEEDSHOCKS
Ked Top Cane and other 

similar types of feed crops 
were harvested with a 
cussed contraption called a 
row binder The binder was 
pulled behind a tractor or 
team of horses. When it was 
working properly (my uncle 
said there was no such thing 
as one that worked properly) 
it cut the feed, tied it in 
bundles about ten inches in 
diameter with binder twine 
and dumped the bundles out 
behind it on the ground. 
Farm hands came along 
soon after, gathered the 
bundles and shocked them 
Several bundles would be 
stacked up on their ends by 
leaning them against each 
other They were left that 
way for several days to dry 
properly.

The shocks resembled 
Indian teepees and when we 
were kids we pretended 
that's what they were We 
used to move the bundles 
around somewhat to make a 
door and a little room inside

There would be many shocks 
in each field so each kid 
could have his very own 
teepee We would pretend a 
lot and use the places for 
hideouts Grownups didn't 
much like for us to play in 
feed shocks because spiders 
and snakes liked to play in 
them. too. Also, if the bun­
dles were moved around too 
much, the shock might 
collapse and have to be built 
back again

When the feed had dried 
properly, it was loaded onto 
a wagon and hauled to the 
stack lot where the bundles 
were laid in neat rows side 
by side and stacked very 
high In the winter when all 
the good pasture grass was 
gone the cattle were fed from 
the stack lot Several bun­
dles were pulled off each 
night and thrown over the 
fence to the cows. In most 
years there w as enough feed 
in the stack lot for the cattle 
to get by until the next spring 
when the new crop of grass 
came

F£EP SMOCK

When the head of the house puts on 
his exhibition of turkey carving this 
Thanksgiving, we would ask him to 
treat the bird with respect for the 
turkey is more of a native American 
than those of us sitting around the 
table.

The Pilgrims brought turkeys to 
the New World, but Cortez and his 
men were the first Europeans to see 
turkeys, which were domesticated by 
the Aztec Indians.

The city's naming of Charles
Beavers as police chief Monday night 
should bring to a halt the problems 
Iowa Park has suffered the past three 
months.

I hope it docs, anyway.
Our community has suffered, both 

within itself and through exposure in 
surrounding towns, since the
untimely death of the late chief, L.D. 
Jones.

The Leader has not campaigned for 
anyone in particular for the job,
though it might have appeared that 
way. Our only goal was to see that 
actions were taken through the
lawfully prescribed procedures. And 
these procedures were not followed 
at times.

One had to sit back and absorb 
Monday's actions for a while, before 
deciding how lawful they were.

For one thing, the naming of the 
chief was not added to the meeting's 
agenda until Monday morning. That 
may be legal under the eyes of the 
law, but it certainly does not give due 
notice to the public, in my opinion.

The open meetings law requires a 
72 hour posting of the agenda, and 
whether additions are approved. I 
don’t know.

Also, the ordinance approved 
Monday night which establishes the 
police department, states “The Chief 
of Police and other members of the 
Police Department shall be appointed 
and removed by the Mayor, by and 
with the advice and consent of the 
City Council..."

Action at the meeting was not like 
that. In fact the reverse. The mayor 
sought to appoint another than 
Beavers, but the council voted and 
approved Beavers.

A matter of interpretation.
I feel sure everything was all right, 

because City Attorney O.N. Newman 
was in attendance at the meeting. For 
that reason. I’m accepting the actions 
as lawful.

So, like I said. I’m glad it’s all over, 
and now maybe we can look forward 
to mending our wounds, getting 
together, and work toward a better, 
united community.
