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Rubinoff concert Tuesday
Advance tickets went on sale yesterday 

for Tuesday’ s concert in the high school 
auditorium of Dave Rubinoff, who is re­
turned to Iowa Park by popular demand 
under sponsorship of the Noon Lions 
Club.

Admission for the 8 p.m. concert will 
be $2.50 for adults and $1.25 for
students.

Rubinoff w ill make brief appearances 
before the school bodies in town, free 
of admission. This is a practice he has 
observed in the many years he has been 
making concert tours.

A ll members of the Lions Club have 
tickets for sale. Revenue from sales 
will help finance worthy civic projects 
undertaken by the organization.

Those attending the concert w ill be 
sharing one day out of the nine months 
Rubinoff spends each year touring the 
nation. These nine months will add up 
to some 125 cities visited, 250 matinee 
and evening concerts played with an ad­
ditional 1250 free performances at ser­
vice club luncheons, hospitals, radio 
broadcasts, and with at least 1000 of 
these free appearances before students 
in school assemblies.

A day with Rubinoff is a whirlwind of 
activity. He is up at 4 and 5 a.m. 
and as a rule, travels 100 or 200 miles 
before breakfast.

Weekends are usually spent in cross 
country train and plane flights. If the 
schedule permits, he will visit four or 
five churches on Sunday morning. Red 
Oak, Iowa, holds the record for the most 
churches visited in one morning. The 
Ministerial Association there presented 
him with a beautiful Bible in recognition 
of his playing for seven churches.

To start his day, Rubinoff arrives for 
a hurried greeting with sponsors, per­
haps a picture for the local press, and 
then he is off to an escorted tour of 
practically the whole city’ s school en­
rollment for free school assemblies, with 
only breaks of five or ten minutes between 
for transportation. Almost without ex­
ception, he is invited as guest speaker 
for a service club luncheon, but winds 
up “ fiddling for his lunch” .

The student matinee follows in the 
afternoon with an hour or two spent 
autographing for his young friends after 
the concert. Next routine is an inter­
view for the local radio station and by 
then it is time to change into full dress, 
dinner, and the big event of the day-- 
the evening concert.

An ironclad rule wdth Rubinoff is to 
be at the auditorium an hour before the 
audience assembles for practice on his 
beloved Stradivarius. The Maestro is

Each 
morning he looks forward with fresh 
enthusiasm and boundless energy to the 
new day to be shared with new friends 
in new places.

Judging the competition Saturday at 
Vernon’s Wilbarger Auditorium, were six 
noted high school, college and professional 
musicians: Ben Gollehon, Hereford; Bob 
Gans, Borger; Lloyd Cook, North Texas 
State University; Russell McKiski, Big 
Spring; Merlin Jenkins; and Ben 
Lichtenwalter.

Gollehon, who has established a 
perennial Sweepstakes organization at 
Hereford High School commented about the 
Hawk Band, “ This band is well trained 
and presented a very enjoyable 
performance.”

Cook’s criticism sheet had this 
statement written on it, “ Congratulations

to the band and the director. I enjoyed 
hearing your performance. It shows 
much effort and careful rehearsal.”

The sightreading judges’ comments 
were extremely complimentary.

Judge Jenkins said, “ The band is very 
attentive. A fine group, which shows 
evidence of good teaching and good 
reading.”

“ Director’ s instructions impressive- 
forceful, energetic, thorough. Any band 
would watch, listen and respond. The 
band and the director are solid and 
played with good style,”  stated McKiski.

In the sightreading competition, the 
band is allowed six minutes to look at 
a selection of music that the students 
have never seen before, and then perform 
the selection without stopping. The stu­
dents are not allowed to rehearse the 
music, but must depend on the director 
to explain the selection and then receive 
a rating on the quality of the performance.

It makes me very 
proud and humble to be able to say that 
I am director of bands in Iowa Park 
and have been privileged of working with 
such a great group of students and 
parents.

Redistricting 
county keys 
on census

The problems Wichita County’ s com­
missioners’ court faces in redistricting 
this year, were discussed by County Judge 
Calvin Ashley Tuesday before the Noon 
Lions Club.

Judge Ashley said the action was being 
forced due to the 1968 ruling by the 
Supreme Court that representation at 
a ll levels must be on a “ one-man, one- 
vote” basis.

Wichita County, since almost its orig­
ination, has been rurally oriented county, 
Ashley said, with only some 13 percent 
of the population being represented by 
three commissioners today.

The court must wait until the federal 
census is completed, that an accurate 
division of the county can be made for 
equal representation, Judge Ashley pointed 
out. He told of one area in a southern 
state that was forced to change its lines 
because of a four percent difference in 
population of two area, and used the point 
to stress the need of the accurate census 
head count.

A ll four county precincts will come to 
a point somewhere in Wichita Falls, he 
said, because that is where the major 
population is.

The Judge also explained why the county 
had undertaken the commodity program 
instead of the food stamp plan to aid 
need families.

He said the commodity program, which 
is for distribution of surplus foods directly 
to the family, is best because most of 
the families on re lie f in the county have 
children. The food stamp plan is best 
for those areas where older people dom­
inate the needy families and diet is a 
problem. Then they can buy the foods 
they need with the stamps.

After the initial cost of providing a 
building for the commodity storage and 
distribution, cost to the county is not 
very expensive, he explained. It costs 
the county only 36 cents a year per 
recipient. This, he added, did not cover 
the cost of administration, however.

FIRST, in regard to their 
attitude toward sex and mar­
riage, there are not many 
thinking people, young or old, 
that would agree with them.

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One of the comments I got from every­
one at Littlefield, when I was letting It 
be known that the Hamiltons were mov­
ing to Iowa Park, was “ Oh, you don’ t 
want to go down there.

The AP really fell on its face on 
that story. The wire service had an 
entire day to get it for Sunday’ s editions, 
and didn’ t. Lubbock’ s paper did a fine 
job, but the Amarillo paper’ s coverage 
was fantastic! Its entire front page was 
devoted to the storm, and additional in­
formation was on many of its inside pages.

The storm was a bad one. One of 
the worst in Texas history. I’ m glad 
my family wasn’ t there.

One of the big complaints we’ ve heard 
since moving here, and from several 
sources, is that there is nothing for 
our young girls to do in Iowa Park. A ll 
the activities seem to be geared for 
the boys.

I suppose it’ s true, though we didn’ t 
have much participation, in numbers, in 
basketball or volleyball. Tennis seems 
to get a good turnout. And there is a 
g ir ls ’ softball team working out.

We’ ve suggested g ir ls ’ track. And 
have gotten favorable response, though 
no one has jumped on the idea enough 
to provide the leadership.

Track for girls is not yet included 
in the University Interscholastic League, 
but I understand it w ill be in the near 
future.

There is already competition held for 
g irls ’ track, and it is broken down into 
districts, regionals and state. An ex­
tremely high percentage of the schools 
on the high plains have had g ir ls ’ track 
for at least three years.

We have a story in this adition about 
Holliday winning its district champion­
ship.

AUSTIN— Adequacy of planned public 
school education programs on the dangers 
of drug abuse drew a challenge last 
week from Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes, as the 
war on narcotics increased in tempo.

Barnes told newsmen he feels the pro­
gram can be “ redeemed”  and straight­
ened out by the beginning of the next 
school year. He suggested that bona 
fide authorities on drugs and former 
addicts should be included among teacher- 
resource personnel.

Meanwhile, the Lieutenant Governor 
told a narcotics seminar for law officers 
and prosecutors, that Texas is spending 
far too little money on drug law en­
forcement.

Gov. Preston Smith, in the opening 
address to the conference, said the pri­
mary obligation of law enforcement is to 
rid society of pushers who traffic in 
narcotics for profit. Smith also said 
education is the key weapon in fighting 
drug abuse by addicts and experimenters.

Barnes said the new school course 
on narcotics should be made as “ per­
sonal”  as possible. Both Smith and 
Barnes agreed that teaching must be 
done by those who know what they are 
talking about.

This program can be held through the 
spring months, and then can be continued 
well into the summer in the Texas Ama­
teur Athletic Federation, in which they 
can go as far as the state and even 
national levels. And the summer program 
is open to girls from eight years of 
age to as old as they want to compete.

We’ ve got lots of talent in Iowa Park. 
A ll we need is for someone to direct 
it in an organized manner.

In the Catholic Layman publication is 
the following observance:

TEXAS PRESS ASSOCIATION

Lieutenant Governor believes that low­
ering of penalties for first-offense 
possession of marijuana to misdemeanors 
would end the reluctance of juries to 
convict. He reported heavy response to 
his suggestion, and said that correspon­
dence is running four-to-one in favor of 
lighter sentences. Pushers, he empha­
sized, should get tougher punishment than 
at present.

Spending for enforcement, the Lieuten­
ant Governor claims, could be increased 
“ 200, 300, to 400 per cent”  without 
undue burden on taxpayers--by “ reeval­
uation of priorities.”

ATTORNEY GENERAL RULES-State 
Board of Health may adopt reasonable 
rules and regulations relating to minimal 
equipment for ambulances, Atty. Gen. 
Grawford Martin has held.

In other recent opinions, Martin con­
cluded that:

Members of Chambers-Liberty Coun­
ties Navigation District are authorized to 
receive $25 a day or “ reasonable per 
diem”  for time spent on duty as fixed 
by county commissioners.

Board of trustees for a firemen’ s re­
lie f and retirement fund may not invest 
in mutual funds.

Changes in boundaries of county elec­
tion precincts may be made only during 
July and August terms of county com­
missioners’ court and the month 
of September, 1970. Changes do not 
become effective until the following vot­
ing year. Voters in the new Bailey 
County precincts must vote in precincts 
where they are residents.

OIL PRODUCTION— Texas Railroad 
Commission trimmed statewide oil allow­

able for May to 64.5 per cent of poten­
tial.

Reduction follows four months at a 
high 68 per cent level. Commission said 
a restudy of the producing ability of 
Texas oil wells and increases in above­
ground stocks of crude oil led to the 
cut-back.

May allowable will mean maximum 
production of 3,505,375 barrels a day, or 
147,530 less than April. Estimated actual 
production will decline only about 43,750, 
Commission figures.

The yearling herd sire, FA Vaillant II E03, was born in Canada out of Charolais stock imported from France by 
Mack M. Braly of Ada. Although not fat on a growing ration, the young bull weighed 1320 pounds at one year of age on 
April 6. His sire, the famous FA Vaillant F16 (the largest Charolais bull in North Am erica), had many admirers 
when he was exhibited at the Red River Charolais Bull Sale held at the Wichita Livestock Auction last December. 
Powell and Roberts have also leased the 3,000 pound imported French bull, Unisson FA8, to use in their herds this 
year. Both bulls can be seen at the Powell Charolais Ranch south of the Iowa Park Experiment Station. Powell also 
added to his breeding herd with the purchase of twelve quality females. Included were one half French daughter of 
Uranium FA7 with three quarter French heifer calf, one half French daughter of Amour A02 bred to Uranium FA7 
(Braly’s $500,000 bull), and ten purebred domestic cows bred to the famous Uranium FA7. Powell owns and operates 
the Beverly Meat Shop, 1406 Beverly Drive, in Wichita Falls and Roberts is a Computer Training Supervisor at 
Sheppard AFB.

Early Archer county 
church to be marked

A historical marker at the 
site of one of Archer county’ s 
early day churches will be de­
dicated at ceremonies in the 
Bowman Community on Sunday 
at 1:30 p.m. Rev.Leland Young, 
pastor of Trinity United Meth­
odist Church w ill speak and Jack 
Loftin, chairman of the Archer 
County Historical Survey Com­
mittee, w ill be in charge of the 
public meeting.

The marker was purchased by 
one of the community’ s pioneer 
citizens, Walter H. Ford, whose 
family came to Archer County 
in early 1880’ s.

The Evangelical United 
Brethern Church was first 
named the Holliday Creek Mis­
sion when it was established as 
a teaching mission by that de­
nomination in 1885. A parsonage 
was soon erected at a point 
called Stringtown and services 
in both German and English 
were held in the school house.

In 1897, after the wheat har­
vest, members built a new 
church building with materials 
hauled from Henrietta. Then in 
1901, the church and parsonage 
were moved by steam engine to 
the present site of the Bowman 
Community Building on a tract 
of land donated by Luke Wilson

and later purchased by Walter 
Ford.

The buildings were moved be­
cause of the threatened inun­
dation of the new Lake Wichita 
which was being built.

Services were conducted here 
until 1932 when the congregation 
merged with the F irst United 
Evangelical Brethren in Wichita 
Falls. Later the entire denomi­
nation merged with the United 
Methodists and many of the 
form er Bowman members are 
now members of the Trinity 
United Methodist Church in 
Wichita Falls. Some of the early 
day families who came from 
Bell County to this area and 
were active members of the 
Evangelical Brethren were the: 
Brown, Decker, Laukhuf,
Schmitt, Bohns, Vogtsberger, 
Finkler, Ford, Priebe, Krebs, 
Bachman, Daume, Kaneck, 
Sturm, Ludolphus, Block,
Mahler and Ingalls families.

In 1940, the unused church 
building was given to the newly 
formed congregation of Mankins 
Baptist Church and was moved 
to that village where it continues 
to serve as a place of worship.

A retired Iowa Park couple, 

Mr. and Mrs. Hubert Wese­
man, is proving that retire­
ment days can be happy, ex­
citing and useful in contrast 
to the humdrum, sequestered 
life  that many people feel will 
be their lot when they withdraw 
from business or professional 
work.

Mrs. Weseman, nee Leota 
Wigley, daughter of the late 
M r. and Mrs. V.R. Wigley, has 
had a sentimental attachment 
fo r the big two-story house on 
E. Cash St. where she and her 
brothers and sisters were 
reared all through the years. 
The thought of restoring and 
remodeling the house and liv­
ing within its sacred walls when 
she retired was ever-present 
and inspired her to start dream­
ing and planning. Now, that 
dream has become a reality.

Mr. Weseman, who formerly 
owned the Brown Palace Hotel 
in Wichita Falls, and later the 
Weseman Motel in El Paso, 
retired two years before his 
wife did and returned to Iowa 
Park to start the project of 
creating a charming home, 
where priceless old world trea­
sures, and family heirlooms 
meet and combine with a con­
temporary background.

The interior of the 16-room, 
high-ceilinged house can be de­
scribed as a virtu without any 
reservations. First, because 
it reflects a love and taste 
for objects d’art., and then, 
even though it has some con­
temporary furnishings, it con­
stitutes a collection of art, 
antiques and curios.

Mrs. Weseman recently re­

Since the 1930’ s, 
he has traveled extensively 
throughout the U.S. and he has 
discriminately collected price­
less pieces.

One of the rarest and oldest 
pieces of f u r n i t u r e  the 
Wesemans have in their house, 
is a German Walnut music box, 
reputed to be 175 years old. 
Made by Gautischi & Sons, the 
Cylindra G No. 11 has three 
cylinders, each with six tunes. 
Very small pins on the cylinders 
form the notes which strike 
a sound board to produce the 
music.

Music is one of the many 
diversions the Wesemans are 
enjoying since retirement. In 
the same den with the antique 
music box, is a brand new 
Wurlitzer electric organ. He 
plays by ear and gave this 
reporter an unforgettable thrill 
when he "picked out”  some 
quaint melodies of yesteryear 
and moved easily into the 
strains of "Th e Old Rugged 
Cross”  and "In  the Sweet By 
and By” . Mrs. Weseman plays 
by note and she is planning 
to take a series of organ 
lessons.

Speaking of organs, the tall 
intricately-carved old pump or­
gan in the "p a rlo r”  has fas­
cinating appeal. The mohogany 
instrument, which is in 
excellent condition, was given 
to the late Mrs. W igley by 
her father when she was eight 
years of age. Its beauty is 
heightened by the red-velvet 
covered pedals and stool.

In the room with the organ, 
the French, English and 
Oriental influence can be felt 
through many rare accessories, 
which include a French wall 
m irror encased in a massive 
gold frame, antique pictures 
and frames, a Chinese chair 
which still has the original 
tapestry back, a Chinese tiered- 
service bell, each bell has a 
different tone and the servants 
knew which tone was a sum­
mons to them, an Oriental 
cloisonne vase. Valuable mod­
ern charcoal pictures by a re­
nowned artist add the contemp­
orary touch.

The couple’ s bedroom is a 
pleasing mixture of the old 
with the new. One of the eye 
catchers in the room, is an 
antique cherrywood wash stand, 
with marble top, back and 
shelves. A 100-year-old strik­
ing clock ornamented with 
bronze complements the wash 
stand. Among the other in­
triguing accessories are a 
heavy brass picture frame hold­
ing a picture of Mr. and Mrs. 
Weseman, taken soon after their 
marriage, a bronze upright 
dresser m irror, two larger 
m irrors framed in gold and 
specimens of unusual art.
