Farmers and ranchers are be-
ing vrged by Farm Bureau presi-
aent Raymond Schroeder of Burk-
Lurnett to let the federal govern-
ment know how proposed farm-
truck-driver regulations would af-
fect their operations. Letters can
be addressed to John A. Volpe,
Secretary, Dept. of Transporta-
tion, Washington, D.C. 20515.

Regulations will become effec-
tive on July 1 unless citizens can
convince the government that they
chould not be put into effect. They
were scheduled for Jan. 1, but
were postponed to permit Farm
Evreau and cther organizations to
study the regulations and file
statements.

The regulations would affect the
arivers of all farm trucks, includ-
ing pickups, Schroeder said. Al-
though the rew regulations would
be applicable to interstate com-
merce, recent court decisions in-

5. If driver is employee of farm-

er, he must supply the farmer
with evidence of compliance with
the four preceding requirements,
plus an application for employ-
ment which shall disclose traffic
| violations and disposition thereof,
‘pius  an  ennual  supplementary
| statement relating to traffic viola-
i tions.
{ € A farmer who employs a
! driver would be required to ver-
ify 'he driver’s record—and to
| maintain for each driver a file
| contaming items 1 to 5 above, plus
| a record of the employer’s verifi-
| cation of the employee’s driving
recerd.

Farm Burcau is requesting that
present exemptions be retained,
Schiroeder said. He said that farm
truck drivers have an excellent
sufety record. In Texas the bodily
i1 jury claims paid per farm truck
insurince policy is only one-tenth
of the amount of bodily injury
claims paid per policy for all non-
fleet trucks.

Congressman Graham Purcell
and the two Texas senators should
be requested to intervent with the
secretary in retaining present
exemptions on in modifying pro-
posed regulaticns so they will not
be so damaging to agriculture.

12:36, and we were just
paring to sit down to lunch with
David Chen, the principal of the
seminary. Three men in plain-
clothes and a fourth in the black
uniform of the foreign affairs po-
lice came to the door and asked
us to accompany them to head-
oucrters  to hear some ‘“‘advice
frcm Colonel Wang, the head of
that office.” We asked them to
wait until we finished our lunch,
and they agreed to that. After
lunch, we were taken in an un-
mwarked police car, equipped with
tv o-way radio, to the main for-
cign affairs police station, next
docr to the City Hall. Upon arrival
we were ushered up two flights of
steirs to the third floor, where
Col. Wang and two other men
awaited us.

The five of us then went into a
lirge, green-carpeted room. Over-
stuffed chairs lined three of the
walls; coffee tables were placed
at intervals in front of the chairs.
We sat down in one corner, and
Col. Wang proceeded to read a
Lrief English statemet. It said, in
e: sence, that we had violated the
regulations controlling aliens in the
Republic of China and had com-
nitted “‘unfriendly actions against
the government of the ROC.” Be-
cause of this, we were being ex-
pelled from the country and must
leave within 48 hours. During that

period our “movements and liv-
L g would be severely restricted.
Col. Wang then presented Mike
with a single typed copy of the
staiement and asked him to sign
at the bottom, where there was
a sentence indicating that he had
read the statement and understood
it. Mike said he would be glad to
sign the statement if he could
have a copy cf it. Col Wang said
that there was only one copy, and
if Mike did not wish to sign it,
he did not have to. Mike did not

sign.

Col. Wang went on to explain
that any further questions we
n ight have weuld be explained by
a representative from the Yang-
mingshan bureau (controlling the
disrict where we live), who would
be waiting for us at the house
when we returned. Mike pressed
him for an explanation of the
vugue term ‘“‘unfriendly actions”
and be replied that he didn’t have
time to explain to us. We asked
if the American Fmbassy had
been notified of our deportation
order, and Col .Wang said that it
had and a representative would
come to see us that day.

We were driven directly back
to our house, accompanied by a
man and a woman. Awaiting us on
our arrival were another man
and woman. From then on we had
twe men and two women in our
hving room at ull times. There
were also several men and vehic-
les outside our house, but we were
unable to tell just how many. The
“representative {rom the Yang-
mingshan bureau” never showed
up, and further explanation of the
chiarges or of our exact limita-
tions was never made. We soon
lecrned, however, just what was
meant b severe restrictions on
our movements and living.

Just afier our return, the tele-
phone rang. It was Selig Harrison,
the Japan correspondent for the
“*Washington Post,”” who was sup-
posed to have dinner at our house
Tuesday evening. He was calling
te confirm the engagement and to
check on the time. Judith man-
cged to blurt out to him that we

were heing deported before one of
fm- policemen spatched the phone

[from her. Shortly after that th2

2| phone line was cut and the phine

was removed from the house; we
were completely cut off from the
outside.

By then it wes three o’clock in
the afternoon. During the next
hour we made several requests. If
we vere to leave he country in
48 hours, we would need zirplane
tickets and money for travel. Fur-
ther, we needed instructions from
the Board of Missions in New York
end from cur Bishop in Hong
Kong about where we should go,
what we should do, etc. Accord-
ingly, we asked to speak with Dan
Whallon, the Preshyterian field
treasurer, who could, in our treas-
urer’s absence, handle those mat-
ters. This request was refused. All
such details could be handled by
David Chen, our principal, they
said. The complexities of the lines
of outhority governing mission-
sries were quite beyond their un-
derstanding. And thev were espe-
cially anxious that no word of our
deportation be spread, especially
outside of Taiwan. (We were at a
loss to understand just why they
were so afraid of our ccnmtacting
friends, even if only to say good-
bye, until cne of our guards indi-
cated that they feared our friends
night rally and stage a riot on
our behalf. A classic example of
over-reaction on their part!)

Surely, then, we had the right
to telk with someone from the
American Embassy. Had they
been apprised of our situation? we
asked for a second time. Yes, we
were assured, the Embassy did
indeed know about us. If they had
not consented to our deportation,
it could not have been ordered,
one of our guards said. (We ques-
tion the right of a foreign embassy
to pass on the deportation of its
rationals from another country,
but that is certainly what the
guard maintained.) We asked to
cee comeone irom the Embassy
inimediately and were told that
there would be someone coming
‘‘soon.”

The afternoon dragged on. We
tried to get organized for pack-
ing, but it was terribly difficult to
concentrate on anything for long.
We were in a peculiar limbo, won-
dering if anyone knew exactly
what had happened, wondering
vhat people on the campus were
thinking about the unusual activ-
ity in front of our house. Elizabeth
moved in and out of the police
lines, the only cne of us free to
do so, seemirgly unaware that
anything special was going on.
Sometime during the afternoon we
told her we would be going to
Hong Kong on Thursday. She got
very excitel at the prospect of
seeing her cld friends, John Mark
and Scott Carroll. In fact, she was
so excited that <che wanted to
leave that day and cried at the
thought of a two-day delav.

Fred Beattie, the Consul ar-
rived at 11:30 p.m. He was com-
pletely professional, offering to
help ease our departure but mak-
ing clear the Embassy was limit-
ed in what it could do. We made
two specific requests of him. We
asked if the Embassy had any
nicre informaticn than we had on
what we were charged with by
the ROC government. They had
stme particulars but they were
“urofficial” and he could not dis-
close them. We wanted to know
if we were considered dangerous
criminals. His reply was simply
that 1t would be best for us to ce-
operate in every possible way and
leave as quietly as possible.

The next morning the Dunns
were allowed to come discuss
preperty matters with us Then
Judith was pcrivitted a trip to
Taipei to see her physician. She
also was permitted to shop in the
West (rate area.

While Judith was gone, Mike
had &n interesting conversation
with the guard, who expressed
regret over the general situation.
“I know that you two are not
criminals. This is really a political
nmatler. You must realize we are
in difficult times here. The enemy
is just the Straits, and our inter-
national position is deteriorating
at a rapid rate.”

We left Thursday noon for the
airport, greatly bolstered by the
presence of several friends out-
side the house, keeping a vigil of
sorts. At the airport there were
r ore good iriends waiting for us.

There is no way of knowing how
much we cost the ROC govern-
ment by our departure. They were
anxious that we not contact our
Boerd for money, so they bought

ORDINANCE NO. 63A
