ORDINANCE NO. 63A
An Ordinance Making It Unlaw-
ful To Obstruct the Sidewalks
within the City as Herein Pro-
vided; and Providing a Pen-
alty.

It shall be unlawful for any per-
son, firm or corporation to keep
or allow any obstruction of any
kind to be or remain on the side-
walks in front of the premises or
place of husiness of said person,
firm or corperation, except as
hereinafter provided,

Any established business, with
a permanent place for the con-
duct of business, may display its
wares and goods on the sidewalk
immediately in front of its said
place of buasiness, but under no
conditions may such display of its
wares and goods be allowed to
obstruct passage on such sidewalk
so that pedcostrians shall be hen-
dered in passing in front of such
place of business

The placing of such wares and
goods on such sidewalk shall be

ordinary hours of business, and

No perishable goods shall be
displayed under any circumstanc-
€s.

Be 1t further ordained by the
City Council of the City of Towa
Park that any person, firm or cor-
poration failing to comply with
the provisions of this Ordinance
shall be punished by a fine of not
less than $5.00 and not more than
$100.00, and each day’s violation
chall be considercd a separate of-
fer se.
