Kentucky results are Interesting be
canse “As Kentueky goes, so goes tha
nation.”

In 1907 Kentucky
elected a Repnbliean governor, and the
following year ‘Taft won over Bryan,
Four years later Kentucky elected a
Demoerat, and the next year \Vilson
was elected I'resident ; and so on, with
the exception of the Coolidge year,
when a Democrat was selected in Ken-
tucky, which was the sgingle excep-
tion.
