for the

Schley Investigation Which
Will Begin Today.

Washington, Sept. 11.—All the mem-
bers of the Schley court of inquiry are
now in Washington, Rear _.'\lll']]l'Y'ill
Howison, the third member, arriving
last night. Admiral Hov m was ex-
tremely guarded in answering inquir-
ies respecting the court of inquiry. He
sai¢ it would not be proper to say any-
thing for publication in advance of t'h"
meeting of the court as to his own in-
tentions or the probable line of action
of the court. It was evident, however,
that he has not in any degree, altered
his resolution to serve as a member of
the court if the other members accept
his own view as to his qualifications.

Everyvthing is ready for the meeting
of the court. The impression at the
navy department now is that the taking
of testimony will not begin tomorrow,
although that was the original ex-
pectation. A large number of witnesses
are in Washington ready to take the
stand at a moment’s notice, but formal-
ities are expected to consume most of
tomorrow's session, which, after all, is
likely ‘to be short, owing to the late
hour of beginning.

No summons has yet
Admiral Sampson and it is said,.very
few formal summoneses have been is-
sned by the .l~fm:"\'1u:nf. Although no
stateipent on that point is
made, it is gathered from the attitude
of the government officers that they
have no present intention of calling Ad-
miral Sampson.

MEETING OF THE CZAR
AND EMPEROR WILLIAM

Hela, Prussia, Sept. 1l.— The meet-
ing between Emperor Nicholas and Ein-
peror William was favored with perfect
weather. The Hohenzollern, flying the
German and Prussian Imperial stand-
ards at the main, welcomed the
Standart with an imperial salute which
the Standart returned, both the crews
dressing ship, while the bands played
the German and Russian national
anthems.

Count Plateu, the kaiser's aide, went
on board the Standart to escort the
czar who went on board the Hohenzol-
lern. The kaiser received his imperial
visitor at the ‘gangway where the two
fimonarchs embraced each other. They
then inspected the guard of honor to-
gether, after which they retired to the
quarter deck, where they remained in
animated conversation until luncheon,
when the czar sat on the right of the
kaiser and Grand Duke Alexis on the
left. The Iuncheon ' included Count
Lamsdorff, the Russian foreign min-
ister, Count von Buelow, the German
imperial chancellor, Admiral Eulenburg,
Baron Fredericks, Count wvan Schlief-
fen, Admiral von Hoffen and Admiral
von Tirpitz.

Just as the meal ended Hela was
sighted. The German squadron was
drawn up in double line, the vessels

being decorated with bunting and the
crews manning their sides. The Hohen-
zollern with their imperial majesties
on ‘board the imperial bridge, steamed
slowly .between the lines, followed by
the Standart and her escort.

The two yvachts anchored at the heads
of the respective lines after which the
admirals and principal officers of the

squadron went on board the Hohenzol-
lern and were presented to the czar,

PRESS COMMENTS,

}}ex‘lixl, Sept. 11.—The German, Aus-
trian and even the Russian papers un-
animously recognize in the meeting of
th_c czar and the kaiser further proof
of the friendly relations between the
two powers and a guarantee of the
preservation. of the peace of the world.

“Since this morning,” says the Lokal
Anzeiger, “the Russian emperor abides
in German waters, a guest of the kaiser
and in reach of the maneuvering fleet,
While the visit demonstrates the
friendly relations existing between the
two monarchs, the presence of both
leaders of foreign policy proves the po-
litical significance of the meeting. The
sympathetic articles of the Russian
press could not be published without
the consent of the government.”

The Official German Manifestation
confims the theory that the meeting is
really of consequence and a demonstra-
tion of the excellent political relations
between the two empires. It closes as
follows:

‘“We welcome the czar warmly. We
owe it to the mighty ruler who, while
directing the destiny of many natlons
endeavors to be the prince of peace and
the protector of humanity. Europe
owes to him largely the shaping of the
present conditions of the world's affairs
which ~ermits us to accompany his fur-
ther trip with the sincerest wishes.”

GAVE HIMSELF UP.

Chicago, Sept. 11.— Edmond Wol-
czyski, frightened at a newspaper story
which connected his name with that of
Leon Czolgosz today gave himself up
to the local police. He said he had
known Czolgosz in Cleveland; that he
knew members of the latter’s family.
He was recently in Buffalo, but left
there for Chicago before the attack on
the president was made. In Cleveland
he was editor of a police paper called
“The Morning Star.” He ig working as
a printer in Chicago, although his wife
and baby are still in Cleveland. After
an hour’s interview with him this af-
ternoon and at its conclusion, Chief
O'Neill announced that there seemed to
be no reason for holding the voluntary
prisoner.

DUST FROM DAWSON.

Vancouver, B. C., Sept. 11— The
steamer Ha-ting, from Skagway, today
brought $250,000 in gold dust.

Passengers from Dawson say t}m.L a
great outward rush from that city is
now on and it is estimated that 5,000
people will come out during September
and October.

Mine owners in the Yukon are pre-
paring to return to winter mining, the
experiment of running Dawson as a
summer camp not having proved satis-
factory. The ground will be thzw'ed.
out this winter as in the early days of
the Klondike and the dumps washed
out in the spring.

SCORNED BY HIS FELLOWS,

Danbury, Conn., Sept, 11.—A warrant
for breach of the peace was issued to-
day for the arrest of Albert Weber,
who, it is alleged, declared yesterday
at the factory of T. C. Millard & Co.,
where he was employed as a hat maker,
that he knew before the shooting oc-
cured that President McKinley was to
be assassinated. When Weber reported
for work the other workmen in his de-
partment of the factory left the room
and told the superintendent that they
would not work with the man. Weber
denied that he was an anarchist. The
police have not found him to serve
the warrant of arrest.

NEWS FROM COLOMBIA.

Willemstedt, via Haytien Cable, Sept.
11.—The French ecruiser Suchet, which
left Port Colombia, near Baranquilla,
September 5, arrivea here yesterday. On
her way here she stopped at La Hacha,
a town at the mouth of the Rio wiacha,
situated in Colombia on wne west side of
the Guajira peninsula, about 100 miles
northwest of Maracaibo. The Suchet
brings a report that the steamer Alexan-
dre Bixio landed 1,000 Colombian troops fr
dre Bixio landed 1,000 Colombian troops
from Baranquilla and Cartagena at La
Hacha, Sept. 9.

The expected hag happened. The
city council of Colorado Springs is not
widely different from the average coun-
cil of the other cities of the United
States and where a strong and well-
oiled lobby exists on one side to pluck
rich plumsg from the public treasury
and unorganized taxpayers endeavor
to protect their rights upon the other
side the almost inevitable result is
the triumph of the lobby and the dis-
comfiture of the taxpayers.

It has been quite evident for several
days that the council would do just
what it has, done. The Ilobby has
brazenly boasted for several days that
it did not matter what might be said
or done they had the votes and they
would malke no concessions.

Disregarding the petition of the
chamber of commerce, ignoring the
public letter of General Palmer, refus-
ing to get the opinion of an expert
hydraulic engineer as to whether or
not there was any merit or value in
tne proposition, declining to submit
the question to a vote of the taxpayers
of the city, a bare majority of the
city council forced through a motion
last night to purchase the Seven Lakes,
which are assessed on the books of
Teller county at the value of $190, for
the enormous price of $69,000 without
the report of any competent and dis-
interested hydraulic engineer that the
land is of any value whatever to the
city.

The minority made a splendid fight
for the interests of the taxpayers but
the promoters had their forces too
well lined up to make argument of any
avail.

The literary bureau of the promoters
last night issued several bulletins to
brace up their members of the city
council and to that end considered it
necessary to tell all kinds of false-
hoods about the Gazette and its posi-
tion on this question.

The position of the Gazette through-
out the entire controversy has been
that taken by the chamber of com-
merce in the resolution quoted above.
The Gazette doegs not care who the
owners of any proposition are nor
what price they get provided the prop-
erty is worth the price and 'the trans-
action is an honest one.

The Gazette is not controlled by

CALLED FOR
BUSINESS “OF ANY KIND” . «

After a communication that was on
the table had been disposed of, Presi-
dent McIntyre called for miscellaneous

business “of any kind.” There was a
slight pause and then some one Sug-

gested that the opinion of the city at-

torney would be the first thing in or-
der, Mr. Sheafor arose to comply with
the request and prefaced his opinion
with a few pointed comments on what
he termed on attack of an evening
paper on him for asking for further
time.

MISS GOLDMAN'S RESPONSIBILITY.

N ENDEAVORING to fix upon Miss Emméa Goldman
the responsibility for the attack upon President Me-
Kinley, the authorities, state and national,
will have to offer more substantial evidence than

the Cleveland speech to which reference has already been
made in these columns. The discussion of a theory of
government, however radical that theory may be and
however much it may differ from that now in operation,
is not of itself a crime in the United States, and we hope
that it never will be.

For instance, it is no crime to believe that the city
ghould be governed without a mayor, and it would be no
crime to advocate by voice or pen that some other
gystem of municipal government should be established.
But if anyone believing that there should be no mayor
gshould advocate the removal of the mayor by murder,
that would be a crime and a serious one, and if some
half-witted wretch should be influenced by such talk
to kill the mayor, the author of the talk ought to be held
A8 an accessory to the crime.

It remains to be seen whether Miss Goldman is guilty
of such a contribution to assassination. It is true, as she
gays, that she cannot be held responsible if some half-
crazy fanatic has misunderstood her words and has made
them an excuse for his own frenzy. But if it can be
shown that her words were such as were likely to lead
to such a result, or even more strongly if they were in-
tended to suggest such action, then she is responsible,
and should be punished accordingly.

And there are some things in her utterances as re-
ported in the press dispatches that point towards such a
conclusion. For instance, she seems to sympathize more
with Czolgosz, whom she seems to regard as the victim
of society, than with the object of his murderous at-
tack, and she refers to the Haymarket murders in Chi-
cago in a way that would suggest that she approved of
them.

The right of free speech is a precious one and it is
most in danger at such times as these when some great
crime has roused the people to an appreciation of the
danger that may come from its abuse. Theoretical ad-
vocacy of the maximum of individual liberty is not a
crime in the United States, neither is it a crime to pro-
fess a belief that mankind would be better off without
laws or rulers of any kind. It is probably silly to do thig,
but it is not a crime, nor should it be made one.

It is a crime to kill or to plot to Kkill any person in
the United States. and a greater one to Kill or to try to
kill the president of the United States because his safety
is essential to the welfare of the whole country and
violence to him ig violence towards the people.

If there has been any conspiracy it should be exposed
wmd every person connected with it should be punished
to the full extent of the law and if necessary new laws
should be passed to be applied to any future cases of the
yort that should arise. It is a crime to murder and no
nurder can be excused on any political ground; it is a
trime to conspire to commit murder, and it is a crime
lo incite to murder. The murder of a president is a
peculiarly atrocious crime, and it may be well to fix the
death penalty upon all attempts upon the life of the

president. > &

THE GROWTH OF THE CITY.

N HIS first report of the new year, submitted to the
school board on Tuesday, Superintendent Dietrich
gave some very interesting figures bearing directly
upon the increase of school population and inci-

dentally upon the increase of population in the past year,

The enrollment at the present time is very close to
4,300, which is an increase of 600 ovér the enrollment at
the same time last year. This is an increase of over 16
per cent. If the population has increased in the same
ratio, the city now has a population according to the
rules of the census office of nearly 25,000 people.

There is no doubt that the population has increased
and is increasing very rapidly, and this growth is mani-
fested not only in the schools but everywhere in the city.
Such a condition is a natural outcome of the conditions
prevailing here last summer. The number of visitors
was larger than ever before and in consequence the
number of them who have decided to become permanent
residents of Colorado Springs has shown a correspond-
ing increase.

The problem that confronts the school board is the
one that is troubling other people both in public and in
private life, The council is struggling with the question
of a larger water supply for increasing population. The
shortage of houses continues in spite of a building season
such as has never before been equaled. The churcheg are
unable to accommodate the crowds that attend the ser-
vices. The hotels and boarding houses remain well filled
in spite of lapgely increased accommodations. The street
railway company is planning extensions and the real
estate men are platting new additions to the city to meet
the public demand for more building sites.

In every way the growth of the city is apparent and
there is every reason to believe that it will continue
for a considerable time to come.

BOY MURDERERS.

HE “Jesse James"” gang of boy murderers in
Denver is another evidence of the results that

may be expected naturally to arise from the
conditions that have prevailed in that city for

several years past. When judges seem to concern them-
selves chiefly with protecting criminals and twisting the
laws in their favor, and when the general sentiment is
prevalent in the community that the decisions of juries
are sold to the highest bidder, and when daily lessons
in crime are displayed in the newspapers, it is not sur-
prising that Jesse James should be the ideal hero towards
whom the boys should direct their imitative faculties,
It would seem that when even the children in Denver
play at murder it was quite time for honest citizens of
the place to m=ututn reform measures that would beo

effective.

he is engaged to marry. These ladies
are refugees in Basutoland, where 1
met them.

However, I have, when
riding on the veldt, met convoys of
women and children, and have also seen
them huddled by scores in open frucks
which stood by the hour at Sprifzgfon-
tein railway station until the linfe could
be cleared for forwarding them/ to the
Bethulie camp. The last-mejationed
contingent had come in the s‘u‘\ne day
from Fauresmith, owing to Lléﬁllllg
operations in that distriet. Theré were,
of course, inevitable discomforts, let
such removals be planned as wisely as
possible, but I do not think thg Boer
women would make much of/these.
What will never die from the memory
of the survivors is the horrors which we
have allowed to fall upon them, not,
of course, intentionally, but through
sheer muddlement. The government
returns as to the mortality in these
camps furnish only too convincing
proof, and I venture to prédict that
Miss Hobhouse’s findings will be virtu-
ally indorsed by the ladies’ commis-
sion which has now sailed. It is the
same Kkind of neglect which caused the
hospital scandals, and which I have
with my own eyes witnessed going on
in the fighting districts and in the near
presence of the enemy. A general sets
out to “clear” a given stretch of coun-
try. He is going to scoop human lives
wholesale into his net, but has no no-
tion of what he will do with them
when caught, The capture effected, he
dumps the unfortunates down on the
nearest camp, whose officer is at his
wits' end to provide for them. Then
the troubles begin; children die for
lack of milk, women are unattended in
childbirth, and the government has to
compile a set of “returns” which make
an Englishman's ears tingle as he
reads.

We have now the blended stupidity
and cruelty of these ‘rebel” execu-
tions, I am not surprised to see that
some dozen leading farmers were after-
ward banished from the Cradock dis-
trict. Probably, as the South African
News suggests, they refused to attend
when ordered. T hear that the Mur-
raysburg district 1is seething . with
fury. Yesterday's papers report a spe-
cially fierce and successful attack on
a military train in that neighborhood.
It will yet be found that the putting up
of the scaffolds for Coetzee and Marias
was equivalent to building recruiting
offices for the Boer commandants, May
God inspire our rulers with humaner
and wiser counsels, but the average
British officer exercising military law
appears from what I have seen of him
to regard himself as a vicegerent of the
Almighty without his responsibility.

The other point on which our miscon-
ception of the Boer character has a
bearing arises out of the question of
the settlement. XEver since publication
of the peace negotiations between
Kitchener and Botha I have felt that
the main responsibility for the blood
afterward shed lies on the head of Mr.
Chamberlain. ‘“Botha,” according to
Lord Kitchener, “tried very hard for a
modified independence.” This disposes,
by the way, of the complaint which I
see in the latest arrived British Week-
ly that there is ““no sign that the Boers
in the field will ever look at any terms
that do not provide for the restoration
of their independence.”” Precisely. But
Kitchener has revealed to us how they
are now willing to interpret indepen-
dence. Offer them exactly that kind
of home rule which the liberal party
tried to obtain for Ireland, and there is
no doubt it would be whole-heartedly
accepted. Only we must approach them
in a frank and friendly spirit. It is the
demand for ‘“unconditional surrender,”
the brutal announcement that we mean
to be “top dog,” to ‘“fight to a finish,”
and not leave them “a shred of inde-
pendence’” which is nerving,the Boers
with the courage of despair. We shall
find them on these lines as intractable
as Philip and Alva found their fore-
fathers. If we were not wholly in the
right when the war began—I speak as
an outlander—we had, at least, a great
deal of it on our side—I think we had
the bulk of it. We are now transferring
that quantity to the side of the Boers,
and history may come to curse us as n,
has long cursed Spain.

I have addressed this letter to you
because I know of j»our interest in
South African affairs and hear that you
still keep an open mind among S0 many
who have committed themseives to vio-
lent party views.

New York Sept. 11.—The announce-
ment that indictments had been handed
up to Judge Lacombe in the United
States district court by the grand jury,
which has been investigating the affairs
of the Seventh National bank, created
some interest in the financial district
this afternoon and led to the report that
officers .of the wrecked bank had been
indicted.

The grand jury handed up the indict-
ments at noon, and Judge Lacombe
said that he would issue bench warrants
for the persons indicted. Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Baldwin declined to say
who had been indicted. Later in the
day he absolutely denied that warrants
had been issued for any officer of the
Seventh National bank and added that
the grand jury had not yet finished its

deliberations in the matter.

The guarded statement of Assistant
States Attorney Baldwin that no war-
rants had been issued for any officers
of the bank and that the grand jury
had not finished its deliberations in the
matter did not set at rest the story
that indictments against someone con-
nected with the bank had been found.
According to the information obtained
late tonight the grand jury has handed
down three indictments in the Seventh
National case. According to the same
information no arraignment of the per-
sons named in the indictments will be
made for several days.

It was also reported that the re-or-
ganization of the Seventh National
bank had finally reached a stage where
it was about complete.

INCITER TO ANARCHY
IS HELD WITHOUT BAIL

Chicago, Sept. 11.—Magistrate Prindi-
ville today held that Emma Goldman,
the anarchist lecturer, under arrest
here, should be held without bail pend-
ing a decision of the upper court in the
habeas corpus proceedings instituted
by the other anarchists who are simi-
larly charged.

The action of Justice
holding her without bail
to Friday of this week. At that time
the question will be reconsidered and
the magistrate will decide whether she
shall be held without bail or released
under bonds until the preliminary hear-
ing of the charge against her, which
is set for September 19.

Emma Goldman appeared for a hear-
ing before the magistrate during the
forenoon. She had not secured coun-
sel but in a determined voice declared
that she was ready to act as her own
attorney. The assistant city prosecutor,
however, obtained a continuance of the
hearing until September 19, the date set
for the hearing of other anarchists in
custody here.

Mr. Owens, the prosecutor stated that
the result of an investigation at Buf-
falo was being awaited. In deciding the
case the court said:

“While this morning I was inclined to

believe that the defendant might be
entitled to bail considering the condi-
tion that the president is now in, yet
at that time, of course, I did not know
that there was any proceeding pending
or that it was going to be taken up to
a higher court. Of course this present
defendant is in charge just the sama
as all the rest of them.
She 1 charged jointly with conspir-
acy. . Of course, it being taken to a
higher court, and a superior court, I do
not feel that I should now take any ac-
tion ‘which might be contrary to the
decision that would he arrived at by
the upper court or that would in any
way influence the court in the matter
there pending. That being the case,
feeling as I do, and with the under-
standing that I had with counsel this
morning that if Judge Chetlane ad-
mitted the other defendants to bail T
would do the same, I still say that 1
will remand this defendant and if Judge
Chetlane at 11 o'clock Friday morning
admits these prisoners to bail I will
immediately send for Miss Goldman or
whatever time I hear of it and will do
the same thing, that is, I will admit her
to bail the same as the upper court.”

Lawyer Getting, in pleading for the
prisoner, said:

‘““Fhis matter must be disposed of ac-
cording to the well known rules of law.
‘When a party is brought into court
charged with any criminal offense, that
party has a right to an immediate hear-
ing. “Section 7, article 2 of the consti-
tution of Illinois, declares that all per-

sons shall be bailable by sufficient sure-
ties, except for capital offense, where
the proof is evident and the presump-
tion great. When a person brought
into court on a charge, even though it
be a capital case, it would be ba 1ble,
unless there was some evidence given
before the court to show that the proof
was evident and the presumption great.
Otherwise, the constitution would not
say that all offenses are bailable, ‘ex-
cept'—where there is an exception to
the general clause then it devolves upon
the prosecution to prove the exception.
In this case the affidavit filed here does
not conform with the law, because the
law requires examination, theaffidavitto
be based on that examination. It should
be upon personal knowledge as to the
facts. Judge Freeman holds that very
distinctly in the case of White vs.
Wagner, in the 83rd Appellate court,
following the Lipman case in 175 Illi-
nois.

“Judge Cartright said in the Lipman
case that our constitution provides that
no warrant shall issue except for prob-
able cause supported by aflidavits in a
provision to guard against official abuse
and that no person should be brought
into court simply on the opinion or un-
founded statement of any person, but
the facts must be exhibited in the com-
plaint to give the court jurisdiction.”

Counsel contended that none of these
constitutional requirements had been
complied with in the case of Miss Gold-
man.

As the charge against Miss Goldman,
“conspiracy to murder President Mc-
Kinley,” is the one lodged against the
local anarchists, who are named as co-
conspirators with -Miss Goldman, Mag-
istrate Prindiville thought it wise to
await the decision of the higher court.

He said it would not be necessary for
counsel .to apply for a writ for Miss
Goldman as he would deal exactly with

is

Miss Goldman as Judge Chetlane did
with the other prisoners.

Miss Gouldman was represented by
Lawyers Brown, Getting and Saltiel.
They were busy in the habeas corpus
case during the forenoon but inter-
viewed their client in time to appear

for her in the hearing on the matter of
bail.

C. G. Norris said today the reason he
asked Miss Goldman to come to his
house was that he thought he would be
able to secure a considerable amount
of money from some newspaper by
“tipping’’ the news that she was stop-
ping at his residence. Miss Goldman,
he says, agreed to the scheme and was
to secure a portion of the money. He
corroborated Miss Goldman’s story to
Chief of Police O'Neill that she intended
to give herself up to the police and as-
serted that their plans for giving out
the news of Miss Goldman’s arrival to
a newspaper were frustrated by the ac-
tion of the police.

SECRET SERVICE OFFICIALS
HAVE NO INFORMATION

Washington, Sept. 11.—The depart-
ment of justice has not decided upon
any steps to secure possession of

Emma Goldman, for the purpose of tak-
ing action against her in the federal
courts. She was arrested by the" Chi-
cago police on the request of the Buf-
falo authorities, and it is supposed by
the department of justice that she will
be taken to New York state. The belief
is that the governor of Illinois will
honor any requisition the governor of
New York may make for the prisoner.
The secret service authorities state that
Miss Goldman was not arrested at
their request and that they have no
idea of preceding against her unless di-
rected by the department of justice to
do so, or unless they secure testimony
showing that she was involved in the

shooting of the president.

Chief Wilkie said today that so far
he has not secured any evidence tend-
ing to show that the anarchist bodies at
Patersen, N. J., had anything to do
with the ' shooting of the president.
Chief Wilkie denied in most positive
terms the report that his office had
received warnings that the president's
life would be attempted at Buffalo.

“Usually we get a large number of
letters from cranks every time the pres-
ident goes to any place,” said Chief
Wilkie, “but we did not get even any
crank letters just before the president
went to Buffalo. We investigate prac-
tically all the warnings and intimations
that come here, no matter h&w con-
vinced we may be that they are from
irresponsible persons, and we would
have made an investigation this time
had anything been received.”

BUFFALO AUTHORITIES ARE
REQUESTED TO HURRY

Chicago, Sept. 11.—The Chicago police
have tonight sent urgent messages to
the authorities at Buffalo asking them
to take action, which will enable the
police here to hold the anarchists now
in custody. Demand after demand has
been made that either proof of com-
plicity in the attempted assassina-
tion of the president or requisition pa-
pers be forwarded. The Chicago police
say that they will not be able to hold
the anarchists after Friday morning,
unless the Buffalo authorities take some
steps in the matter.

The only answer to the requests of the
local officials has been that a letter
with full particulars was on the way
from Buffalo and finally Chief O'Neill
telegraphed Chief Bull in most urgent
terms that the evidence or requisition
papers must be forthcoming by Friday
morning or there would be no hope of
keeping the anarchists longer in con-
finement.

“My private information,"” said Chief
O'Neill tonight, “which comes from the
same source that gave me the clew to
the whereabouts of Miss Goldman, is
that her statements during July and
August are perfectly true and that she
was not in Chicago after July 12 until
last Sunday morning. As a matter of
fact, T must admit that we have no
proof of any kind against Miss Gold-
man or any of the other prisoners. We
are devendent entirely on Buffalo for

the . evidence or the papers that will

enable us to hold the suspects in cus-
tody."”

Captain Colleran made the same ad-
mission and Mayor Harrison said:

“It is pretty plain now that there was
no plot fermed in Chicago. If there wasg
a conspiracy anywhere it was made in
the east.”

The police made public what they
said was a complete set of lv-lf‘m'um—s
which have passed between Chief Bull
of Buffalo and Captain Colleran.
They show at almost every point the
same lack of proof and make it clear
that the arrests w:re made here solely
to have the persons or the .
