Morgan News Notes.

Mo r g a n , Nov. 14.—A dangerous disease has 
made its appearance among the calves in this 
vicinity. One man near town has lost five 
within three weeks, and another farmer living 
a short distance down Steel’ s Creek has lost 
several head of his young calves in a very 
short space of time. The first time anything 
wrong is noticed with the animals is generally 
in the morning and by dinner time of 
the same day it is dead, and within 
a short time after death the carcass 
swells and puffs up to a prodigious size. Like 
the liver-rot in sheep, nothing is noticed 
wrong until the animal is dead. When the 
first began to die it was thought they hud been 
hurt in some manner, but now it is conceded 
to be a disease of some kind, the nature of 
which has not, as yet, been determined.

Board o! Church Extension.

BURN FROM BAY TO BEACH.

P IC TU R E OF D ESOLATION IN T H E  RUINS.

Revised List of Losses and Insurance— The 
People Plucky Amid Their Troubles. 

Sympathy and Aid from 
All Sections.

G a l v e s t o n , N o v . 14.—The great fire of 

Friday morning is still the all-absorbing 
theme in every quarter of society. The 
general salutation, on the streets yesterday 
was: “ Were you burned out?”  and the 
great frequency of the reply in the affirma­
tive was hut accumulating evidence of the 
disaster.

V IE W IN G  T H E  R U IN S .
The event has attracted numerous people 

from Houston and other adjacent cities to 
witness the devastation made by the great­
est conflagration that has ever come under 
their personal observation, and the burnt 
district was yesterday thronged with people 
trying to locate what were to them once fa­
miliar spots, and to some, perchance, very 
dear ones.

The devastation through the fire belt is 
complete. There is uot a vestige to mark 
the location of a house, except occasionally 
a chimney or a pile of brick. Every 
vestige of frame houses was reduced 
to ashes. So strong was the wind 
that even this evidence has been re­
moved, leaving absolutely nothing but the 
bare ground. An occasional iron fence 
marks the spot of once beautiful enclosures, 
surrounding now but a plot of charred 
ground, with nothing to indicate that they 
once were redolent with the fragrance of 
the beautiful and most choice growths of 
nature. Stately trees that adorned some of 
the yards stand like ghostly sentinels, 
charred and seared of their foliage. The 
scene presented is, indeed, a picturesque 
one, and its extent makes it bear upon the 
ideas of the sublime.

T H E  L O S S E S
as at first estimated are almost too con­
servative, a fact prompted by the desire not 
to fall into the exaggeration naturally inci­
dent to such a fire. The report of those pub­
lished yesterday did not include general 
improvements, accessories to every well ap­
pointed household in the way of stables, 
outhouses, fences, cisterns, etc., and 
in the detailed report of the losses the 
properties on three half blocks that 
were burned were not enumerated, increas­
ing the actual loss in this particular about 
$35,000. When to this is added the vast 
amount of valuable personal property in 
the way of silverware, jewelry, clothing,

Mrs, M. L. Marten.proximate at least $1,750,000 as an 
estimate, and while it may be a 
fortunate occurrence that the section de­
stroyed was largely populated by citizens of 
affluence and wealth, yet the number of the 
poor who have been made homeless will 
give the organized relief committee all it 
can do to provide for their wants. Already 
the number is in excess o f what was ex­
pected, but still the committee has hopes 
that it w ill be able to provide for them with­
out it being necessary to apply for general 
aid.

THE AID SUBSCRIPTIONS.
So far about $40,000 ha.s been absolutely 

subscribed, with as much more promised 
from  many generous resources. The com ­
mittee has decided not to solicit aid, but 
w ill thankfully receive all that is tendered, 
as every dollar subscribed w ill relieve Gal­
veston’s citizens o f the noble burden they 
have taken upon themselves. Tne 
sources from  whence come sympathy and 
offers of substantial aid shows the universal 
sympathy for Galveston in her great afflic­
tion. Besides the numerous offers of aid 
from different sections o f the State, Boston, 
Kansas City, New York, Louisiana, V ir­
ginia and even Dakota, through representa­
tive organizations, have tendered substan­
tial aid to relieve the distress. Dis­
patches have also come from  Lon­
don, England, offering generous aid. 
The unsolicited spontaniety with which 
relief is tendered, cannot but be gratifying 
to the city’s local pride. The liberality, 
too, o f the insurance companies is a subject 
o f favorable remark. Besides in many in­
stances telegraphing their agents to pay 
losses promptly, several companies have 
signified their desire *to make voluntary 
contributions to aid the sufferers, over and 
above their losses.

The insurance loss is almost complete, 
as very little was saved upon which any re­
bate could be claimed. The insurance 
losses as published yesterday were incom­
plete, and" some changes that have been 
made upon a more thorough investigation 
into the losses alter somewhat the general 
total o f insurance, which is corrected as 
fo llow s:

TH E  FRESH TR A IL  OF T H E  IRON HORSE.

Facts, Figures and Fancies Gleaned, Originated 
and Wired Specially for this Depart­

ment of the News.

H o u sto n , N ov . 14.—Representatives o f  the 

Missouri Pacific, the Southern Pacific Com­
pany, the Houston and Texas Central, the 
Gulf, Colorado and Santa Fe, the Texas and St. 
Louis and the Houston and Shreveport Rail­
ways held a meeting at the office o f  Commis­
sioner Waldo, of the Texas Traffic Association, 
to-day to agree upon a new schedule o f  freight 
rates, to take effect on Dee. 1. The meeting 
was private. It is generally understood, how­
ever, that all classes will be reduced on a basis 
of 5 cents per 100 pounds. The meeting ad­
journed until Monday.

Dallas Rumblings.
H E A L T H  O i ' R A IL W A Y  EM PL O YE S.

It may not be known generally, but the Hous­
ton and Texas Central are as particular about 
the health of their track men as they are about 
keeping the track in good shape. Years ago 
the section hands became sick nearly every 
fall, and sickness on this class of labor was not 
only hard on the men but on the road. 
Mr. Quinlan saw the whole trouble came from 
the use of well and spring water. The plan of 
building cisterns at every section house was 
adopted, and the road now boasts of the good 
health of its men. The first cisterns built 
cracked—for the same reason that it is diffi­
cult to keep a railroad bed, made up of dirt in 
good condition—because of the disposition of 
the land to contract and expand. The cisterns 
built after this trouble were built in a differ­
ent way. A space between the wall of earth 
and the brick was filled with sand. Another 
wall of brick was put in the old cistern, mak­
ing the two walls two bricks thick. Since this 
plan was adopted no more trouble has been 
experienced.

IN CR EASE©  P A SSEN G E R T RAFFIC .
The Houston and Texas Central Railroad is 

doing a hig passenger business. There are 
two passenger trains leave Dallas every day 
each way, north and south, besides an ac­
commodation train at noon of each day going 
north and south. This “ accommodation” con­
sists of a baggage car and a passenger car at­
tached to the freight train running from Deni­
son to Corsicana and from the latter to the 
former place. The reporter had occasion to go 
to Hutchins a few days ago on this train. On 
it he found between sixty and seventy passen­
gers. It may have been an unusual day for 
for travel, but the passengers were there and 
the conductor said that he was always crowded.

TH E CO LO R ED  PASSENGER.
On the south end of the Houston and Texas 

Central road, on the eastern end of the Texas 
and Pacific, on the narrow gauge running 
through East Texas, the travel is brisk, and it 
consists in great part of colored people. The 
country colored person has never yet become 
used to the cars. He admires them as they 
pass him waist deep in the cotton of his patch, 
and he then and there determines when the 
crop is gathered he will lay aside a part of it to 
take a ride, and he never forgets his resolution. 
He don’t go anywhere on any business. He 
just rides for the pleasure of riding. A con­
ductor told the reporter that he asked an old 
colored woman for her fare. She tendered him 
a $5 bill. “ Where are you going?” “ Laws, 
child, I ain’t going no where. I got that money 
to spend it in a ride. I want half of it to bring 
me home.”  And he carried her to the $2 50 
limit and put her on another train to bring her 
hack.

TH E N E W  M ISSO U R I PAC IF IC  BU ILD IN G .
The brick work of the house being built for 

the Missouri Pacific offices is nearing comple­
tion. The house will, in appearance, be as 
neat and stylish as the best house in the city, 
and its arrangements will be superior to any 
building of the kind south of St. Louis. The 
railroad officials carefully scanned the plans, 
made suggestions, and the house will be the 
result of their ideas of comfort and conven­
ience, A large cistern with a filter attachment 
has been dug, and the officers intend to have 
health also thrown in with their other com­
forts.

A HARSH W O R D .
Commissioner Fink says the word “ pool” 

grates harshly upon his ear, because it smacks 
so much of horse-racing. It is a bad word. In 
politics in Texas it is a very, very bad word, 
and is as unmusical to some ears as it is to 
that of Commissioner Fink. But the declara­
tion of the commissioner is a strange one. 
Railroad men, as a rule, love turf sport.

V A N D E R B IL T ’ S INTENTIONS.
It is now believed that Vanderbilt is throw­

ing one of his long tentacles out toward the 
West. The Globe-Democrat says of his inten­
tions in this matter: “ A fortnight ago the 
Globe-Democrat stated, upon the authority of 
a high official in interest, that the introduction 
of the Vanderbilt influence into the Erie coun­
cils, at the coming annual meeting of that 
company, would result in throwing up the 
lease of the New York, Pennsylvania and Ohio 
and an alliance with the Nickel-Plate and the 
Bee Line for Chicago, St. Louis and Cincinnati 
connections. That was the plan at that time, 
but a new one has been sprung, and if it is 
successful the first will be dropped; 
if not, it will be taken up again 
and consummated in all its parts and detail. 
The new plan contemplates a suit at law to 
oust H. J. Jewett from the presidency of the 
Chicago and Atlantic, and the placing of Presi­
dent King, of the Erie, at the head of that cor­
poration. In that event the Nypano will be re­
tained and used in connection with the Chicago 
and Atlantic as a Chicago line for the Erie, and 
the Bee Line from Dayton for the Cincinnati 
connection with the Ohio and Mississippi for 
the St. Louis line. The reason for this sudden 
change of policy is Mr. Jewett’s scheme to 
form a new line between Chicago and the 
Southeast Atlantic coast, by bringing under one 
management the Chicago and Atlantic, Cincin 
nati, Hamilton and Dayton and Ironton and 
Chattarri, extending the latter to a connection 
with East Tennessee, Virginia and Georgia, and 
Richmond and Danville roads; besides, Mr. 
Vanderbilt would like to control one more line 
out of Chicago.”

THIS Y E A R ’ S CONSTRUCTION.
In spite of the shaky feeling which has char­

acterized this year there have been 2258 miles 
of road built at this time this year against 8192 
for the whole of 1884. Last week there were 128 
miles built, and at this rate before the close of 
1885 the year’s construction will show up equal 
with that of 1885. It is expected that there will 
be much more activity in road building in 1886 
than for several years past.

TH E UNION D E P O T  T IC K E T  O FFICES.
Mr. Dave Tichenor, who has hitherto been 

the Union Depot agent of the Houston and 
Texas Central Railroad, has moved into more 
commodious quarters, hut in the same build­
ing. This was rendered necessary by his ap­
pointment to the position of agent at that 
place of the Missouri Pacific system. He will 
now sell tickets for that system and also for 
the II. and T. C.

Here and There.
The Bee Line surgeons will meet in conven­

ed/! at Indianrpolis, Ind., at the Bates House,
n Tuesday and Wednesday, Nov. 17 and 18.
The land sales of the Northern Pacific Com- 

paiiy during the month of October aggregate 
*27,056 acres, for $110,606. Of this amount 10,160 
acres were sold in Minnesota and Dakota, 9996 
in Washington Territory and 6900 in Montana. 
The sales for the four months from July to Oct. 
81, 1885, were 165,478 acres, for $655,631, against 
114,283 acres for $572,240 for the corresponding 
period last year.

The recent change in the differences between 
car-load and less than car-load rates by the 
lines east of the Missouri River, will necessi­
tate a complete change in the Joint Western 
Classification Committee as now constituted. 
Heretofore the joint Western classification ap­
plied to all lines west from Chicago to the con­
nections with the Southern and Central Pacific 
Railroads. The new changes, however, have 
been adopted only by the lines between Chi­
cago or St. Louis, and the Missouri River, and 
between Chicago and St. Paul. The lines west 
of the Missouri River refused to make the same 
changes, claiming that there was no demand 
for it by the people along the lines of their

roads. This necessitates the organization of 
two classification committees, one for the lines 
east of the Missouri and another for the lines 
west of the river.

H A RRO LD  H A P P Y  AND H O PEFU L.

Unemployed Capital and Dormant Industries 
Getting Ready for Big Business.

Ch ic a g o , Nov. 14.—A glance at the buzz  o f 

vitalizing industry and the activity of dormant 
capital, just beginning to make itself seen and 
heard at the Lake City in various forms, justi. 
fies T h e  Ne w s  representative in using the 
familiar phrase that “ this town is on a boom,” 
or at least is getting on a “ good ready” for 
booming in energetic and earnest shape. It 
is learned to-night that industries that 
have been idle for a long time past are filling 
their giant lungs with the breath of business 
buoyancy to enable them to forge forward on 
full and some of them an extra time in the 
near future. Among the most important in­
dividual concerns preparing to start up may 
he named the Union Iron and Steel Company 
at Brideport, who are to be opened for busi­
ness within a week. Since May a large force 
of laborers have been at work putting in the 
plant and making ready for the opening day. 
Ore continues to arrive from Lake Superior 
mines, and now there are several thousand 
tons of the commodity on the docks near by the 
mills. A visit by T h e  Ne w s  correspondent 
to the mills showed that nothing was being left 
undone to expedite the event. The machinery 
is of the most improved pattern. The blast 
furnaces, recently owned by the defunct Joliet 
Steel Company, are in operation, and when the 
works are started upward of 2400 men will be 
given employment.

P. D. Armour, the pork packer, is going into 
the iron business on a small scale. He has pur­
chased a tract of land adjoinidg his slaughter­
house in the stockyards district, and in a few 
weeks will begin operations for the construc­
tion of a blast furnace and rolling mill wherein 
will be made all the ironwork necessary in 
carrying on his business. The event will be 
appreciated by iron-workers, as it will give 
employment to a large number of the guild 
and at remunerative wages.

Proceedings of the Commissioners’ Court—Gen­
eral Local News.

Sherman, Nov. 14.—This has heen a very busy 

day for merchants in Sherman, and the court 
plaza has been crowded with cotton, etc. Con­
siderable of the cotton marketed to-day has 
been Alliance cotton, and no endeavors were 
made to keep buyers from cutting it on the 
wagons. Cordwood has also proved an item of 
no small importance, and several hundred 
loads were sold. Considerable wheat sowing 
is in progress throughout the county, and on 
this account quite a lot of cotton is still held 
on the farms. There have heen in all about 
10,000 hales received to date.

COUNTY COM M ISSIONERS.
The Board of County Commissioners, who 

have heen in session all of the past week, ad­
journed to-day. The following business was 
transacted to-day just prior to adjournment:

The bid of Dr. J. C. Freeman was accepted, 
and that physician given his commission as 
poorfarm and almshouse physician for the 
year ending November, 1886. Dr. Freeman has 
acted in the same capacity during the year just 
ended, and his re-appointment gives satisfac­
tion all around. There were several bids 
handed in.

The hid of P. P. Wilkens, of Whitesboro, was 
accepted, and that gentleman duly installed as 
superintendent of the hospital and lunatic de­
partment of the county government. Mr. Wm. 
Wells, the present incumbent, retires with the 
entire confidence of all of the officials who 
made the appointment. His failure to he re­
appointed was not from any defect in the man­
agement of the farm during the past year, but 
from a purely business standpoint. Mr. Wil­
kens comes recommended as a gentleman of 
integrity and sobriety

After the completion of the next term of the 
court, which convenes the second Monday in 
December, the board will personally com­
mence the inspection of wagon roads in Gray­
son County. There are about 2000 miles of 
road to be traveled and the Commissioners are 
in for a long ride. During the week just past 
several new roads have been allowed and 
these, too, will have to be personally looked 
over by the hoard. The proposed route of sev­
eral hundred miles of additional roads will 
have to be carefullv looked over.

THE HOODOO’S DEED.

A Killing that May Have Been Accidental or 
Otherwise.

Pa l e s t in e , N ov . 14.—Dr. Jones, colored, of 

the Hoodoo faith, is in jail. He was put there 
at 2 o ’clock this evening for killing Ella 
Haines by shooting her with a pistol, from the 
effects of which she died in a few minutes. 
The tragedy occurred in Tincup alley, which is 
mostly occupied by the colored people, and in 
the house where Ella Haines lived. The hour 
was 1:30 o ’clock to-day. The killing appears to 
have been accidental, hut eye witnesses differ 
Somewhat as to details. The Doctor says he 
was taking his pistol out of his pocket when it 
went off and shot the woman, who was stand­
ing before him. A colored woman says he was 
putting the pistol upon the shelf when the 
accident occurred. Policeman McClure, who 
arrived at the house soon after the shooting, 
picked up a large pocket knife, with the blade 
open and bloody, near the body of the dead 
woman. This may lead to further relations at 
the coroner’s inquest.

DEATH OF AN NONOGENARIAN.

The Oldest Citizen oi Guadalupe County and His 
Early Recollections.

Se g u in , Nov. 14.—Mr. William J. Davis, the 

oldest citizen of Guadalupe County, died at 
Seguin on the 10th inst. Mr. Davis was horn in 
North Carolina in 1795, and was therefore at 
the time of his death nearly 90 years of age.

Up to three or four years ago he walked per­
fectly erect, and could read T h e  Ga l v e s ­
to n  D a il y  Ne w s  without spectacles. He was 
Marshal of Georgia under President Martin 
Van Buren, and continued to hold the office 
under President John Tyler. At the age of 27 
he resided in Millidgeville, Ga., and was there 
when Gen. Marquis de Lafayette visited that 
place in his tour through the United 
States. He was introduced to Gen. 
Lafayette and his son, George Washington 
Lafayette, in the Masonic Hall. Gen. 
Lafayette still limped from a wound in the leg, 
received at the battle of Brandywine. Mr. 
Davis described the old General as the most 
superb and accomplished man in manners he 
ever saw. The Governor of the adjoining 
State of South Carolina escorted this nation’s 
distinguished guest to the border of his State, 
where he was received by the Governor of 
Georgia in great style. Gov. Troupe was then 
Chief Magistrate of Georgia, with whom Mr. 
Davis was personally acquainted. The family 
of Mr. Davis still retain the masonic apron 
which he wore on the occasion when he was 
introduced to Gen. Lafayette and son.

Mr. Davis was in public life, as an officer, 
when Alexander H. Stephens made his maiden 
speech in the Georgia Legislature. Mr. 
Stephens at that time was in very delicate 
health, looked like a walking corpse. Some 
one touched Mr. Davis on the shoulder 
and remarked: “ What a pity that
such talent must be buried so soon.” 
Nearly three generations have passed away 
since that day, and Stephens has not long been 
dead. Mr. Davis was well acquainted with 
Crawford, Berrien, Clark, Toombs, the Cobbs 
and many famous men in Georgia, now dead, 
and unknown to the present generation. Last 
night while the writer and his brother, Mr. P. 
S. Sowell, Thomas Fulghuin and Esquire Rich­
ard McGee were keeping the wTatch beside the 
body of Mr. Davis, I noticed in a scrap book ly­
ing on the table, a small hit of silk about two 
inches square carefully pasted on-one of the 
leaves, and around it, written in pencil, was its 
history. It was a piece of the old battle flag 
carried by Hood’s brigade through many a 
hard fought field, and beneath whose folds one 
of the sons of Mr. Davis was killed. The 
writing was as follows: “ Presented to Col. J. 
B. Hood, Fourth Texas Regiment, by Miss 
Louisa S. Wigfall, the daughter of the regi­
ment,” and then the description of the battles 
through which the flag had passed, “ Etham’s 
Landing, May 7,1862; Gains’ Farm, June 27,1862; 
Freeman’s Ford, Aug. 27, 1862; Thoroughfare 
Gap, Aug. 29, 1862; Sharpsburg, Sept. 15, 1862.” 
Mr. Davfs belonged to the Cainpbellite Church. 
He leaves two daughters at the old home, a 
son in Mexico and a married daughter, Mrs. 
Dr. Tate, of Gonzales, to mourn his loss.

The St. Louis Trunk Murder.
St. L o u is , Nov. 14.—Hugh M. Brooks, alias W. 

S. Lennox, alias Maxwell, was arraigned to-day 
for the murder of Charles Arthur Preller at the 
Southern Hotel, April 5,1885. The indictment 
contains three counts, alleging the murder was 
by poison, by smothering in the trunk, and by 
“ some means, devices and weapons.” Brooks 
pleaded not guilty. His attorneys filed a mo­
tion to discharge the prisoner, alleging that 
the original information was not sworn to, and 
consequently his arrest was illegal. The mo­
tion was taken under advisement and the ex­
amination was continued until Monday.

DESPERATE ENCOUNTER.
In Which the Law Finally Triumphs—Almost a 

Fire.

T e x a r k a n a , Nov. 14.—The Witterstatten 
block on East Broad street had a narrow es­
cape last night from destruction by fire. The 
store of W. W. Carloso & Co. was discovered to 
he burning at 3 o ’clock. Officers rushed to the 
scene, broke open the doors and succeeded in 
extinguishing the flames, which were issuing 
from directly under the stove. A delay of five 
minutes longer would doubtless have resulted 
in another great fire. The proprietor was 
slumbering in peaceful security at his resi­
dence, two blocks away, and knew naught of 
his close shave until notified by the officers 
after the fire was out to go down and lock his 
doors.

Officer Lawler was attraeted by the boister­
ous conduct of a couple of men at Cattlet’s 
saloon, at about 10 o’clock last night. He went 
to them and asked them to hush. This angered 
them, and they became more violent than ever 
and began to abuse Lawler, who then informed 
them lie would take them to the calaboose. 
They showed fight, and for several minutes 
there was a hand to hand engagement, the 
officer using his club. Of this he was at length 
deprived, when he drew his pistol. Quick as a 
flash one of the ruffians sprang upon him and 
snatched it from his grasp. Being opposed by 
desperate odds and disarmed, the officer heat a 
hasty retreat, the enemy firing on him as he 
ran, but missing him. Two of the charges, 
however, struck the City Marshal as he was 
running, one in the hand, the other in the 
shoulder, but inflicting no fatal wounds. By 
this time the firing had attracted a dozen or so 
of the officers from other points of the city, 
and whdn these arrived on the scene matters 
were pretty soon settled. There was a short 
but lively struggle then all was still, and in afew 
minutes more the officers were to be seen 
leading in triumph the two offenders, with hob­
bles, in the direction of the jail, where they are 
safely lodged.

LIFE SENTENCES AFFIRMED.

William Penland and Winburn Williams Must 
End Their Days Within Prison Walls.

T y l e r , Nov. 14.—The ease of William Pen- 

land, which was affirmed by the Court of Ap­
peals to-day, was on prosecution for a crime 
committed on Feb. 21, 1864. Deceased A. T. 
Saffel, was a Confederate soldier who was on a 
furlough, visiting his wife in Ellis County. One 
Sunday evening he and his wife walked.down 
to a creek, some distance from their residence, 
and sat there for some time talking. Deceased 
was to return to the army next day. On their re­
turn Saffel was shot in the back by some one 
in the brush. An indictment was immediately 
found against Penland and his son and they 
were arrested, and Penland escaped, but last 
yea ■ was again arrested under the old indiet- 
i e t at Trickham, in Coleman County. He 
confessed the killing, but attempted to prove 
it Was in self defense, although he stated that 
he had hit Saffel just above his wife’s arm, 
which was around his waist, and only about 
two inches below the spot aimed at. He was 
convicted Sept. 5,1855, and his penalty assessed 
at a life term in the penitentiary.

The case of Winburn Williams was also a 
conviction for murder in the first degree with 
a life term in the penitentiary, for the murder 
of J. R. Edward, in Live Oak County.

ence vas called to order promptly at 9 a. m. by 
Bishop McTyeire, and Rev. Mordecai Yell con­
ducted the religions exercises.

The Board of Publication submitted a report 
with reference to publishing minutes, which 
was adopted.

Dr. Winfield, a fine type of the “ old Arkan- 
saw gentleman,”  made an earnest appeal to 
the Conference to take a paper of which he is 
publisher and editor.

A local preacher is one who is not 
in the regular itinerant work and does not re­
ceive appointment from the Bishop, except 
when wanted, or to supply a work for which 
an itinerant cannot be had. Deacon is the first 
order in the ministry of the church after being 
licensed to preach, and the candidate must, 
pass a certain course of study to be riu e a 
deacon.

Six local preachers were elected elders. An 
elder is the second and highest order in this 
ministry—the episcopacy (or bishop) being re­
garded as an office. To he an elder requires a 
two years’ course of study above deacon.

S. J. Cat! in and Jo B. Womack were located— 
i. e., made local preachers—on the ground of 
unsuitableness to the itinerant work.

The evening session was devoted mainly to 
routine business.

The church last night was filled with a dense 
crowd.

THE CHUMLEY CASES.
A Celebrated Case Disposed of—It is Hotly 

Contested.

Ca m e r o n , N o v . 14.—District Court has been in 
full blast all this week, the criminal docket be­
ing on trial. The following cases have been 
disposed of: State against Tom Williams, bur­
glary, two years; State against Tom Williams, 
theft of over $20, two years; John Brown, bur­
glary, two years; Russ Chumley, theft of cattle, 
two years; Russ Chumley, theft of a 
horse, five years; Russ Chumley, arson, 
five years. The Chumley cases were hotly con­
tested, more than 100 witnesses being sum­
moned in the theft cases. Chumley was de­
fended by W. M. James and in the arson ease 
by Ford & Ford. The case of arson was for the 
burning of J. M. Eplin’s store at Yarrellton. 
The District Attorney was assisted in the 
prosecution of the arson case by the Hon. 
John N. Henderson, of Bryan.

The case of the State vs. It. D. Chumley, for 
murder, has been continued. Capt. Cicero 
Jenkins, defendant’s counsel, from Waco, has 
been here all the week in attendance upon the 
court.

T. S. Henderson, Esq., has won golden opin­
ions this term. Twenty-five convictions and 
only one acquittal. He is a terror to the law­
breakers of Milam County, and is ably assisted 
by Milam County jurors.

Cameron has been crowded this week with 
witnesses arid jurymen. Many persons from 
six different counties are here.

Considerable political discussion and a strong 
desire is manifested for Seth Shepard for Gov­
ernor. The opinion is that ho is sufficiently 
young to he progressive and has had that 
ample experience in public affairs which is 
necessary to steer the good ship of state.

Yesterday morning when the somewhat cele­
brated case of the State against Z. A. Stephens, 
accused of murder, was called both parties an­
nounced ready for trial, and thencame one of 
the most interesting trials ever had in the 
county. The defendant had been a Deputy 
Sheriff of the county, and had interested 
himself in the apprehension of Bud Scales for 
theft of a horse. Buck Scales, a dangerous, 
desperate character, a brother of Bud Scales, 
became offended at Stephens’ conduct as an 
officer and witness in the case, and made 
threats against Stephens. The first time they 
met afterward Buck Scales went up to Ste 
phens and told him that he wanted 
to see him, and Stephens followed Scales 
out of the house and a difficulty ensued in 
which Stephens killed Scales and a man named 
Hodges and wounded a boy named Sibley. The 
State was represented by District Attorney Hen­
derson and Hon. Willis J.King, ex-County Judge, 
and the defendant by Maj. R. Lyles and the 
lion. E. L. Antony. The case was ably repre­
sented on both sides, but the feature of the oc­
casion was the address to the jury by 
Hon. E. L. Antony in behalf of his client. 
The jury received the charge this afternoon 
and after about three hours’ deliberation they 
returned a verdict of guilty of manslaughter 
against defendant, assessing his punishment 
at two years in the penitentiary. This was 
considered a decided victory for the defense. 
The case will probably be appealed.

CALIFORNIA WINES.

A Short Crop the Past Year—Prices Advanced.
N e w  Y o r k , N ov . 8.—Advices from San 

Francisco are that the California wine crop 
this year is put down at only half that of 
18S4. Last year’s crop was 15,000,000 
gallons. It was thought this year’s yield 
would be 20,000,000 gallons. After allow­
ing for local consumption and shipments, 
and this without taking a possible increase 
in consumption into account, it is thought 
that the supply at the end of the year will 
not be over 300,000 gallons. Prices have 
advanced. The anticipation of a 20,000,000 
gallon yield, with a total disregard for any 
unforeseen climatic influences, caused the 
price of wine to drop to 15 and even 11 cents 
a gallon, a large sale having been effected 
at the latter figure. The wine makers were 
in many instances obliged to sell and glad 
to realize upon almost any terms, in order 
to make room for the prospective large 
yield. In a few instances, where a superior 
quality of wine was assured, higher prices 
were paid. But they were the exception 
that proved the general rule of low figures. 
The change to-day is most marked. Cali­
fornia brandy is very scarce, and limited 
to comparatively small stocks in makers’ 
hands. The first reported sale of the 
vintage of 1885 was at 25 cents, 
as against quotations of 15 cents a 
few months previously. The sale of a 
whole cellar has since been effected at 30 to 
31, and offers at similar figures have been 
refused. The San Francisco dealers are 
anxious to secure stocks, knowing full well 
that the shortage will have the effect as the 
year advances and the wine matures of en­
hancing values. The experience of the year 
will not he without future beneficial results. 
It proves that estimates made a year ahead 
cannot be relied upon, and should not be a 
guide for prices. France has of late years 
suffered enormous dimiiiution in her wine 
crop from various climated and pestilential 
causes, and Californians can hardly expect, 
even in their magnificent climate, to be per­
ennially exempt from similar effects. The 
present crop is rather more than a third of 
what was anticipated, but its general quality 
is superior to anything ever before produced 
in the State.

Some months since Holkar, one of the 
great East India rulers, while on a visit to 
Lord Dufferin, saw his lordship going 
through the process of cutting his news­
papers and reviews. The Indian potentate 
asked him for the ivory paper knife, prom­
ising another in return. The prince re­
turned recently to Government House, tak­
ing with him a young elephant. The animal 
had had his tusks shaped* and sharpened, 
and between the Rajah’s two visits to Cal­
cutta had undergone a training in secre­
tarial work. When led into Lord Dufferin’s 
presence it took up some newspapers with 
its trunk, cut them with its tusks and placed 
them on a carpet in an orderly fashion.

SPECIAL LETTER BY CABLE.

PHASES OF T H E  EASTERN Q U ES TIO N .

The Home Rule and the Liberal Party- 
New Story of Wales— Battle Expected 

to Take Place To-day.

L o n d o n , Nov. 14.—The belief is now quite 
general that Mr. Gladstone’s recent speech at 
Edinburgh, notwithstanding the efforts of the 
Tories and their organs to belittle it, will wrest 
from the Conservatives the most effective of 
their campaign issues, namely, the disestab 
lishment of the church, and that the issue will 
give place to home rule as the leading question 
of the present contest. It is even already 
rumored that Parnell, who has always dis­
trusted the Tories, has but little faith in their 
declarations with regard to the legislation they 
propose for the benefit of the Irish, and that he 
is merely maintaining the appearance of 
a coalition with that party for the 
purpose of bringing Mr. Gladstone 
to terms, and, judging from the present aspect 
of affairs, he will probably succeed in his en­
deavor. The Home Rule organs in Ireland al­
ready contain articles pointing out the advisa­
bility of an alliance with the Liberal leader un­
der the guise of declaration to the effect that 
Mr. Gladstone, in his Edinburgh speech made 
overtures for such a coalition, that there may 
still be time to arrange the understanding be­
tween the Home Rulers and Liberals, and that 
Mr. Gladstone knows thoroughly well that Mr. 
Parnell is always sincere in his dealings, and 
only requires sincerity on the part of those he 
deals with. These articles all lay stress upon 
the significant assertion that well informed 
Englishmen must recognize the fact that the 
Home Rule question is the leading one of the 
of the present campaign. This of course is a 
hid and threat for support.

P O L IS H  E X IL E S .
A dispatch from Berlin says that the order 

recently promulgated by Prince Bismarck, 
looking to the expulsion of all Polish subjects 
from Germany, is causing much excitement 
throughout the Prussian empire. The hard­
ships of these unfortunate people have been 
intensified by the refusal of the Russian gov­
ernment to allow them to come upon Russian 
soil without producing positive proof of their 
Polish nativity, which many of them are un­
able to do on account of long residence in Ger­
many. About 1500 of the exiles are encamped 
on the frontier, unable to find a resting place 
in either country. The German papers almost 
unanimously condemn the decree of expulsion, 
and the Chancellor is accused of exceeding his 
constitutional powers and encroaching upon 
those reserved for the Bundesrath.

TH E CURTIN M U RD ER.
A dispatch from Dublin states that “ Tade” 

Casey and Jeremiah Casey, brothers, Terence 
McMahon, John Spring and two small farmers 
named Sullivan, have been arrested, charged 
with complicity in the murder of Curtin and 
the raid on his house at Mahlahafee, near 
Tralee, last night. The moonlighter who was 
killed in the attack had a small holding near 
Curtin’s farm. The police expect to capture 
the whole gang and are now on the track of 
several of the other miscreants.

S E R V IA ’ S W A R  D ECLARATIO N .
A dispatch from Berlin says the North Ger­

many Gazette, Prince Bismarck’s organ, com­
menting on the declaration of war by Servia, 
asserts that this action will not in the least 
alter the prospects of the conference of repre­
sentatives of the powers in dealing with the 
Bulgaria-Eastern Roumelian question.

SYM PATH Y W IT H  SERVIA .
The Emperor William is suffering from the 

effects of a severe cold. He is confined to his 
bed and the physicians have ordered absolute 
quietude.

A Vienna telegram states that when the an­
nouncement of the declaration of war by Ser­
via was made to the Hungarian delegation a 
scene of wild excitement occurred, many of 
the members climbed upon their seats and 
yelled themselves hoarse with cheers for the 
Servians. By this action and other demonstra­
tions they fully established the fact of their 
complete sympathy with the aims of King 
Milan.

RO U G H LY H A N D LED.
Mr. Charles Samuel Alsopp, Member of

Parliament for Taunton, while presiding at a 
meeting in the interest of the Conservatives at 
Burton-on-Trent to-day, attempted to check a 
a disturbance raised by some of the sypathizers 
with the Liberal party, and was roughly 
handled. His interference was savagely re­
sented by the turbulent element,
which appeared to he in the ma­
jority. Mr. Alsopp was dragged vio­
lently around and severely pummelled
until his face was mashed almost beyond rec­
ognition. His clothes were tom  and his watch 
disappeared during the struggle. A series of 
free fights between the Liberal and Conserva­
tive factions ensued and resulted in the break­
ing up of the meeting, the Attorney General, 
Sir Richard E. Webster, being utterly unable to 
gain a hearing when he tried to deliver an ad­
dress.

TH E IM PEN DIN G  BATTLE.
The latest news from Belgrade, the Servian 

capital, is to the effect that the war feeling 
throughout Servia is predominant. The Ser­
vian forces, it is expected, will meet for the 
first time since the formal declaration of war, 
their enemy, in any considerable number, to­
morrow morning, when the advance forces ex­
pect to reach Dragoman defile, a rocky gorge 
near the frontier. A large force of Bulgarians 
have been concentrated in this pass, find have 
thrown up strong entrenchments. A bloody 
and sanguinary conflict is expected.

A queer story is reported from Buda Pesth 
with regard to the heir apparent to the English 
throne. The story goes that while on iris re­
cent visit to that place the Prince of Wales 
won at one sitting in a famous fashionable 
gaming resort the enormous sum of 500,000 
florins. It is stated that his royal highness was 
much elated by his winnings, and on leaving 
expressed the hope of being able some day to 
allow the house to retrieve its loss.

GENERAL FOREIGN IN TELLIG EN C E .

SERVIA.

T H E  B A L L  O PE N E D .
V ie n n a , Nov. 14.—A dispatch from Sophia, 

received this morning, officially announces 
that Servia has declared war against Bul­
garia. The dispatch further states that

King Milan has issued a manifesto declar­
ing that the Bulgarians having taken the 
initiative in crossing the Servian border at 
Vlasina he feels that peace can no longer he 
maintained, and accepts this action on the 
part of Bulgaria as a declaration of war. 
King Milan took command of the Servian 
forces in person at 6 o ’clock this morning, 
and large bodies of troops are now moving 
forward on their way to the Bulgarian 
frontier. The men display the greatest 
enthusiasm.

KING MILAN COMMANDS IN PERSON.
L o n d o n , N o v . 14.—A dispatch from Bel­

grade states that the Servian forces are 
marching in three divisions on Sophia. The 
left wing is commanded by Gen. Horvato- 
vitch, the right by Gen. Leshyania, and the 
main body of the army by King Milan him­
self. The three columns each expect to con­
centrate at Sophia, the Bulgarian capital, 
on the 22d inst. The roads are in bad con­
dition and many of them are covered to the 
depth of several feet with snow.

SHARP FIGHTING AT TRU.
A sharp fight between a body of Servian^ 

and Bulgarians took place to-day at Tru, or 
the road to Vlasina, which ended in the re­
pulse of the latter with considerable loss.

IRELAND.
DESPERATE FIGHT WITH MOONLIGHTERS.

D u b l in , N o v . 14.—A band of “ moonlight­
ers”  attacked the house of one Curtin, a, 
farmer living at Malohofft, near Tralee. 
When the attack was made Curtin opened a, 
vigorous fire on the marauders and drove* 
them off, hut they soon returned to the at­
tack, captured the house and brutally mur­
dered Curtin. His body was riddled with, 
bullets, and his servant, named Sullivan, 
was badly wounded. The police have ar­
rested eight persons whom they charge 
with complicity in the outrage. Curtin, 
was highly respected and of good, 
social standing. One of the attacking party, 
who was killed, has been identified as the 
son of a widow holding a small farm in the 
vicinity. Curtin and his son fought bravely 
in their efforts to repulse the marauders, 
tearing the masks from the faces of their as­
sailants, thereby enabling them to identify 
many of them. After gaining possession of! 
the house th 3 moonlighters made a diligent* 
search for the purpose of obtaining any 
firearms that might have been concealed*.

CANADA.

RIEL’ S EXECUTION TO TAKE PLACE MONDAY,
Toronto, Nov. 14.—A special dispatch; 

from Winnipeg says that a special messen­
ger from Ottowa passed Port Arthur yester­
day noon on his way to Regina, bearing the*. 
Governor General’s warrant for the execu­
tion of Riel on Monday next. He will reach. 
Winnipeg this morning and Regina Sunday 
morning. All preparations for the execu­
tion have been completed. Riel was mada 
aware four days ago that the sentence of the 
court would be carried out on Monday. After 
the first reprieve he got it into his head 
that he was to be sent to the penitentiary 
and his spiuitual adviser could do nothing 
with him, his manner being insolent, but 
when the news was broken to him that ha 
must prepare for death he sobered down. 
Riel’s relatives and friends at St. Vital, fiva 
miles from Winnipeg, are very much, 
broken down. His aged mother became 
crazed some months ago, during the re­
bellion. It is believed now that the execu­
tion will take place.

After a Spree.
Port Jarvis, N. Y., Nov. 14.—Joseph Duff, 

his son Joseph, David Jackson and James 
Fisner, farmers living near Montecello, got 
drunk and quarreled at Cuddebacksville yes­
terday. On the way home the Duffs laid 
in wait for Fisher and the elder 
Duff attacked him with a wagon hammer. 
Jackson came up and tried to stop the fight, 
whereupon the younger Duff stabbed Jackson, 
in the abdomen, so that the entrals protruded. 
The wound is fatal. A large number of people 
are bunting for the Duffs, who cannot escape.

Knights of the Switch.
Co r y d o n , Ind., Nov. 14.—The knights af the 

switch again committed a terrible outrage. On. 
Thursday night Mr. George Graham, who i3 
alleged to have illtreated his wife, was taken 
by force from his house into the yard, where 
he was stripped and given 150 lashes by the 
vengeful knights. Many blows were adminis­
tered after Mr. Graham had fainted. Great ex • 
citement prevails.

DEFECTIVE AND EXTRAVAGANTLY 
COSTLYREVENUE SYSTEM.

Comment was made in these columns 
some days ago upon the defects in the State 
revenue system, and especially upon the 
want of uniformity and equality in its 
operations as exhibited in the collection of 
the occupation taxes. It is a subject that 
deserves much more attention than the 
slates of the politicians. Any set of offi­
cials that may be selected will administer, 
after a fashion, the laws as they are, about 
as well as they have yet been administered. 
What is most needed is the thorough refor­
mation of the revenue system itself. Some 
years ago, referring to this matter, The 
N e w s  suggested the appointment of a com­
mission of three sensible and industrious 
men to thoroughly investigate the systems 
of taxation of other States and countries, 
with the object of submitting a better sys­
tem for Texas. A business man for Gov­
ernor or Comptroller is very well, but 
the man who is preoccupied with the 
business of the ten boards and bureaus 
at the capital, and the cares and 
anxieties of the campaign always just 
ahead, has no time and taste for the dull 
and tedious business for research required 
to give the State the best and most scientific 
system, the most economical, thorough 
and efficient system, that can be adapted to 
the condition of this State. It is stated by

the agents of the State investigating land 
matters that a great deal of property es­
capes taxation altogether, and any one who 
will take the trouble to examine the re­
ports of the fiscal departments will conclude 
that personal property is for the most part 
practically exempt. The people who mainly 
support the government are those who own 
the lands and farms and those who sell 
liquors. These classes pay the bulk of the 
taxes. Eew farms or improved pieces of 
real estate in town or country are assessed 
below their actual value. The smaller the 
tract of land the nearer does the assessment 
approximate its full value. The smaller 
the stock of goods of the merchant the 
nearer the assessment to its full value. 
The mass of the voters are small taxpay­
ers, and this class is forced more easily 
into the payment of taxes upon the full 
value of the property taxed than the wealthy 
holders of personal property in the shape 
of stocks, bonds, securities, money and 
merchandise, and of horses, cattle and 
sheep scattered over the wide plains of the 
pastoral districts. The small taxpayers 
are most interested in reform of the rev­
enue system by which burdens would be 
equalized and their contributions notably 
reduced, and as they are, out of the cities 
at least, the most influential class in poli­
tics, it is then obviously their interest to 
exert their influence in the selection of men 
capable of and pledged to legislation in the 
direction of a thorough and complete 
change. It is evident that there are enough 
taxes and enough revenue officials, and that 
enough money is paid for their services. It 
has been customary to lament the increase 
in the number of officials and the great ex­
pense of the internal revenue bureau of the 
federal government, when, in fact, both the 
number of officials and the expenses of col­
lection in the business of that bureau are 
being reduced, while the revenue from its 
main sources is being increased. Last year 
this department collected $112,420,111 17, at 
a cost for collection of 3 9-10 per cent., or say 
4 per cent. The State revenue officials col­
lect, say $1,800,000 a year of general reve­
nue, of which the State will receive $1,530,- 
000, the cost of assessing and collecting 
being 15 per cent. In this is included losses 
from defalcations, insolvencies and various 
other sources. The general government 
has an internal revenue system under which 
there are practically no losses from defalca­
tions and insolvencies, and few opportuni­
ties to evade the taxes, while the ratio of 
cost of collection to the amount collected is 
constantly decreasing. Secretary Manning 
approves the report of the Commissioner of 
Internal Revenue, which states that eva­
sions of the laws do not exist in any part of 
the country to such an extent as to occasion 
material loss to the government. In Texas 
a State grass agent declares that the State 
loses on one class of property taxes in a 
dozen counties amounting to 6 per cent of 
the entire revenue. The internal revenue 
laws extend over all the States and six Ter­
ritories, over the wild districts of Texas and 
the mountains of the moonshiners, and yet 
the government suffers no material loss. 
The government pays 4 per cent for 
collection, including salaries of col­
lectors, agents, clerks and subordi­
nate officers, stamps and paper, the 
salaries and expenses of detectives, and the 
cost oi the bureau at Washington; while 
the State pays 15 per cent for assessing and 
collecting to two officers, namely, the 
County Assessor and the County Collector. 
These officers may discharge their duties 
faithfully under the laws, and the laws may 
be at fault. Evidently the work is over­
paid, or more work is paid for than is 
needed. In the cost of collecting the reve­
nues as given above, the maintenance of 
the fiscal department at Austin is not in­
cluded, Let that department be compared 
with the Internal Revenue Bureau at Wash­
ington with respect to cost of maintenance. 
The pay roll of the Internal Revenue Bureau 
at Washington is about $10,000 per annum, 
while the Texas Comptroller’s office costs 
about $60,000 per annum. There are ob­
vious reasons why a complicated system of 
taxation upon property, polls, occupations 
and incomes should require numerous offi­
cials and involve much expense, but the in­
quiry is legitimate, ia not that expense in 
Texas inordinate, and is not the system 
which requires it and at the same time ex­
empts large interests and classes of prop­
erty from taxation so defective as to claim 
the attention of the best talent in the coun­
try? It is believed that the revenue that is 
absorbed unnecessarily in cost of assess­
ment and collection and in losses direct and 
indirect would equal the amount actually 
received by the treasury. At this time, then, 
the tax, under a proper system, should be 
only half the present rate. Local states­
men, pluming themselves for the flight to 
the halls of legislation, should study this 
matter, and, if not able to reach satisfactory 
conclusions, thay may at least be convinced 
of the necessity of some plan for obtaining 
data by which a future Legislature will have 
the advantage of the experience of other 
States and countries.

CHANGING THE RULES OF THE 
HOUSE.

The Washington correspondent of the 
Louisville Courier-Journal sent a circular to 
the members of the House of Representa­
tives of the Forty-ninth Congress asking 
for an expression of opinion on the propo­
sition to change the rules of the House, so 
that the different appropriation bills should 
be prepared by the different committees, 
instead of by a general appropriati ons com­
mittee, as now. Replies have been re­
ceived from 138 membeis, and of these 
ninety-seven favor the change, twenty-eight 
are opposed to the change, and thirteen are 
non-committal. Although 138 falls far 
short of being a majority of the House, 
still they are sufficient to show the drift of 
opinion. Republicans and Democrats 
alike seem to favor the change, and all sec­
tions of the country are represented in the 
Congressional replies. The proposition to 
change the rules was first agitated during 
the last session of the Forty-eighth Con­
gress. Mr. Randall was chairman of 
the appropriations committee, and held a 
whip over the House. He is an able par­
liamentarian, an enthusiastic enemy who 
never allowed scruples to interfere with his 
methods. By holding back the appropria­
tion bills until the last days of the session,

he virtually dictated legislation by threaten­
ing members to expunge items they were 
interested in from the bills unless his mea­
sures were supported. He was really in a 
manner the autocrat of the House, and ex­
erted all the powers that his position gave 
him. The members became restive under 
goading, and began an agitation for a 
change of the rules, so as to take so much 
power out of the hands of any one man. 
It would seem from the replies received 
from Congressmen by the Courier-Journal 
that the movement to dethrone the chair­
man of the appropriations committee is 
well under way. But if this is a move­
ment to get rid of Randall, why not get 
rid of him in a more manly and direct 
way? There is no reason why Mr. 
Carlisle should place Mr. Randall at the 
head of appropriations in the next Con­
gress. With the knowledge that Mr. Ran­
dall abused the trust when it was 
last conferred on him, the Speaker 
should glean wisdom from experience. 
The proposition to endow general House 
committees with the right to report their 
own appropriation bills, if adopted, might 
be a dangerous experiment. Committees 
become enthusiastic sometimes in the par­
ticular legislation in which they are inter­
ested, and may be inclined to be reckless 
and prodigal in appropriating public money. 
On the other hand, the appropriations com­
mittee, in the line of its proper functions, 
handles all propositions for the expenditure 
of money in a cold blooded, disinterested 
manner, from a more lofty standpoint and 
in a more business-like way. It is much to 
be feared that if the rules were changed so 
as to remove from other committees and 
the House the brake of the appropriations 
committee, jobbery, profligacy and wanton 
extravagance would crawl in. It is easy 
enough to see how the members should 
become restive under the autocracy of 
Randall, but it is also easy enough to bring 
the Pennsylvanian within safe bounds 
by assigning him to a committee where he 
would be harmless. Tinkering with the 
rules of the House is bad practice, and in 
the present case it might lead to untold 
confusion and mischief. Too much money 
is squandered now in appropriation bills, 
but if each House committee had the right to 
frame at discretion its money own bills,with­
out an effective outside check somewhere, 
the treasury would doubtless soon be 
drained. Each committee, under the log­
rolling system, would be bound to support 
the others’ bills, no matter how extrava­
gant, in order to win support for its own. 
This kind of thing would eventually lead to 
indefinite jobbery. Better, it would seem, 
let well enough, or only tolerably bad, 
alone.

Mr . Gladstone lias been heard from on 
church disestablishment in Scotland and 
England. His speech is reported as a fine 
piece of oratory, but his hearers are now as 
much in the dark as to the position he 
occupies on the question as they were 
before his speech. In other words, the 
Grand Old Man is atop of the fence.

The Boston Herald has issued a circular 
to the Governors of the Southern States, 
which, boiled down, simply asks: What is 
the best method of breaking up the “ solid 
South?”  It would be a feather-headed 
Democratic Governor who would give the 
information, even if he knew.

Those high dignitaries of England who 
were around shaking hands with and bid­
ding Mr. Stead God-speed feel just a little 
abashed now when it is shown that he was 
urged on in his grand work by frequent 
potations of gin, and that he was never such 
a champion of morality as when he was in a 
“ boozy”  condition.

It is said that Mr. Logan does not 
aspire to the nomination for the presidency 
at the hands of the Republican party. One 
or two results like that in New York will 
materially reduce the number of candidates. 
It is very honorable to lead a forlorn hope 
but it is not pleasant.

It is a real shame for New York papers to 
talk of the solid South when New York is 
politically so close to it.

The telegraph service has never be­
come popularized because its rates have 
been so high that as a rule, people only think 
of using it in cases of emergency. The es­
tablishment of a popular message rate and 
its maintenance long enough to afford a fair 
test would be an experiment of much in­
terest. If the telegraph companies afforded 
the public the same facilities for using the 
wires that the government does for using 
the mails, there is reason to believe that the 
mails would be used less and the telegraph 
more. Perhaps before another fifty years 
we may have a two-cent telegraph rate, 
street boxes for their deposit, and an or­
ganized carrier service for their hourly col­
lection and delivery.

THE STATE PRESS.

What the Newspapers Throughout Texas Are 
Talking About.

Enterprising Texas newspaper reporters 
who went to Mexico to witness how the 
neighboring republic conducts election ri­
ots were badly fooled. The Laredo Times 
tells how they did not happen, as well as 
why they were expected:

For some time past many exaggerated re­
ports have reached this city of troubles, ri­
ots, etc., occurring at different points along 
the line of the Mexican National Railway in 
Mexico, caused bv political differences in 
municipal affairs between the people. A 
Times representative concluded to take a 
trip down the line on the day of election, 
and obtain a correct report. On arriving 
at Lampazos, the reporter was 
informed that no election was being 
held, the government concluding to 
postpone the same, as the parties are 
nearly equally divided, and some trouble 
might have occurred had the election gone 
on. As Bustamante was the point where 
a riot had occurred a week ago, it was ex­
pected that there would be some tragedy to 
report from that point. On arriving there 
but two persons outside of the accommodat­
ing agent, Mr. Dix and the hotel employers, 
were seen. As nothing more was to be 
gained there the pencil shover concluded 
to go on down to Villaldma. The election 
was going off quietly there, there being two 
candidates before the people for Alcalde, 
Don Antonio Gonzalez and Dr. Garreta. 
The city was very quiet and not an armed 
man, not even a policeman was seen.

This is about as much as the witness in 
Georgia Scenes could tell about the fight at 
Capt. Rice’s. People and newspapers in 
Mexico are a good deal like those of Texas. 
The Two Republics remarks:

Newspaper correspondents are, as a rule, 
a very nice lot of fellows, but in no profes­
sion does the old adage that the devil finds 
plenty to do for idle hands get more con­
firmations than in that of the newsgatherer.

The Two Republics details some of the 
mischief done by this class, but ends with 
the impossible remedy: “ Let the corre­
spondents confine themselves to actual 
facts.”  Then the same paper says:

As the Two Republics needs at present all 
its resources, it nas become necessary to 
discontinue the free list on which had been 
nlaced the names of many warm friends of 
tlie paper. The latter cannot show their 
friendship better than by becoming actual 
subscribers.

This is a departure from the old idea that 
the friends of the publishers only subscribe 
to encourage the paper and do not expect 
to pay.

The Corpus Christi Caller states that Mr. 
Fabian Fabela has established himsolf at 
San Diego and is engaged in the manufac­
ture of a very fine article of wool hats. E. 
T. Merriman, of the Caller, returns thanks 
to Mr. Fabela for one. They are very sub­
stantial and Mr. M. will doubtless use his 
as a helmet. The man who calls on him to 
explain something said in the paper and 
emphasizes the request with a stick will 
have to “  ’ it ’im ’arder”  than formerly.

The Brownsville Cosmopolitan says the 
Matamoros Rev' (a “ puplishes a report, by 
Mexican Consul Trevino to his government, 
on the commercial condition and necessities 
of this section. Among other things he 
recommends two light draft steam lighters 
for Bagdad to carry goods direct from the 
anchorage outside to Matamoros.”

The San Antonio Light lost step last Sun­
day in its religious department. Whether 
the reporter was drunk or went fishing it 
does not say, but it promises to keep up 
with the procession:

The Light did not have its usual Monday 
morning sermon yesterday by reason of the 
indisposition of its religious shorthand re- 

orter, but will make up in the future and 
eep up that feature" of the paper until 

every minister in the city has had a show. 
The Austin Statesman says:
The last man who should demand cheap 

money is the laboring man. He wants his 
labor paid for in dear money, with which he 
can buy cneap commodities, so that his 
money may get him a cheap living.

Money is subject to the same laws that 
govern other articles. Its purchasing power 
increases or diminishes in proportion to its 
abundance, and in the end labor is regula­
ted pretty much in the same way, mauger 
all attempts to establish arbitrary prices.

The Austin Statesman sees the late Demo­
cratic triumphs in this light, though its 
view may be a little more roseate than that 
of the general public:

The recent victories won by the Demo­
cratic party have their preliminary cause 
in the determination of that party, as de­
clared in their State and national platforms, 
to reduce expenses in the State and na­
tional government to the legitimate cost of 
running the same.

That such is the desire of the great body 
of the people is true, but whether those who 
hold the offices and live directly on public 
patronage are sincerely actuated by such a 
desire is a question that people will de­
termine according to their estimates of pro­
fessional politicians and great corporations 
that have become a power in our land. The 
Statesman, however, is safe in saying:

The people believing the Democratic 
aai'ty honest in these declarations, and 
believing their voice potential ivith their 
leaders, have entrusted the federal govern­
ment to that party and will hold it responsi­
ble for an economical administration. The 
Democratic party owes its success to this 
idea of retrenchment, and if it fails after 
having a working majority in Congress and 
a Democratic President the people will hold 
it responsible for the failure.

The Laredo Times remarks:
Many thinking men are of the opinion 

that the strikers at Galveston are killing 
the goose that laid for them golden eggs.

It did not kill the tough old .bird, but she 
lost a handfull of feathers. The goose will 
hang as high as ever. The Times says:

The fact is said to be gradually dawning 
upon the minds of the more intelligent 
working men at the North that strikes are 
often a remedy much worse than the 
disease, and that it is a duty to themselves 
not less than to the employing class to re­
frain.

SHOT THROUGH THE HEART.

FULL PARTICULARS BY AN EYE-WITNESS.

Anderson Burris, a Choctaw Indian, for the 
Murder of His Wife, Shot Dead at 

Pushmataha Court Ground.

Special to The News.
Atoka, Nov. 14.—The News correspondent 

returned to-day from Pushmataha, a day’s rid© 
from Atoka, the nearest point on the telegraph 
wire, where he witnessed the execution hy 
shooting of the wife-murderer Burris. It was 
a physical impossibility for a person to see the 
execution and get to the wire in time to send 
a report the day (Friday) of the event, hence 
all reports telegraphed from here yesterday 
are incomplete as will be seen by the following: 

On Wednesday afternoon, Nov. 11, the pri­
soner Anderson Burris was brought to Atoka 
by Deputy Sheriff Roberts and delivered to 
Sheriff Hare. Burris appeared in good health 
and courage. He was a full-blooded Choctaw, 
about 25 years of age, of a calm, sad, though 
not unpleasant countenance. In the evening, 
in charge of the officers, he

ATTEND ED  A  P R A Y E R  M EETIN G  
conducted hy the Rev. J. S. Murrow, a whit® 
minister in the Baptist Church. After the con­
gregation had been dismissed the jireacher and 
other pious persons talked with the unfortun­
ate man through a lady interpreter, offering 
the consolation and promises of the Christian’s 
hope. He seemed altogether resigned to his 
impending death, declaring that his peace was 
made with his God, and that he was not afraid 
to die.

On Thursday morning the prisoner, in charge 
o f  the Sheriff and posse, accompanied by T h e  
News correspondent, started from Atoka and 
traveled that day some twenty-five miles 
toward the place of execution.

The party camped Thursday night at the 
house of Deputy Sheriff Carnes. There Burris 
was dressed in a suit of new clothes, black 
trousers and white shirt. From a pocket ol 
his old clothes he took a jewsharp and re* 
quested that it he given to his little brother.

At supper

in the Choctaw language. He then ate with 
relish, smoked his pipe and talked soberly till 
he Jay down to sleep. He rested quietly and 
was ready for his breakfast in the morning, 
giving- thanks before partaking thereof.

Friday, the 13th, at 9 o ’clock, the
weather being bright and charming, the 
party moved some three miles to the 
place of execution, the court ground of Push­
mataha District. Through some misunder­
standing the courthouse was built about two 
miles from the place designated by the law. 
Consequently the last August court, at which 
Burris was convicted, was held at the lawful 
place under an arbor. By a late act the build­
ing was declared to be the courthouse, and 
hereafter it will be used as such. This refusal 
to hold court at a place of doubtful legality 
illustrates the Indian's respect for the very 
letter of the law. The court ground is dis-. 
tinguished from the surrounding woods only 
by the remains of last summer’s arbors. NO 
sign of habitation is within sight.

was especially noticeable, with his broad- 
brimmed hat, long hair and buckskin suit. He 
was a doctor of herbal medicine notoriety, 
visiting the Indians in search of their indi- 
gineous remedy. He offered the prisoner a 
stimulating decoction, hut it was declined. 
The request of Burris to delay the execution 
was granted that his friends might arrive, but 
none of them came. No minister of the gospel 
or woman or child was on the ground to wit­
ness the execution.

At 1:30 o’clock the death warrant was again 
read to Burris. He calmly repeated his will­
ingness to die, and had a private talk 
with one of the officers. He then 
faced the spectators and prayed aloud in the 
Choctaw language. At his request each one oi 
the assembly sliook his hand in a final adieu. 
He took off his white shirt, exposing his naked 
breast. A spot over the heart was then 
blackened with charcoal. His eyes were baud, 
aged, and the Sheriff took the prisoner by the 
right hand and a deputy took him hy the' left, 
extending the arms laterally. Another deputy, 
with a Winchester rifle, stepped ten paces In 
front and in an instant Anderson Burris sunk 

SHOT THRO UCH TH E HEART 
and Choctaw law was vindicated. Burris re­
ceived his death shot under the very tree 
under which he had been sentenced hy the 
Judge last August. His body was buried hy 
the officers.

H IS CRIM E AND TRIAL.
Anderson Burris, a Choctaw Indian, murdered 

his wife, Mary Ann, in Kiamitia County, Choc­
taw Nation, about two years ago, in a horrible 
manner.

The woman at the time was some six months 
pregnant. Her husband jerked her to the 
ground by the hair of the head, kicked and 
stamped her on the face, hack and stomach, 
until she was nearly dead. She only lived a 
few days after receiving that brutal treatment. 
No third person witnessed the heating. The 
woman’s dying declaration, corroborated hy 
the wounds and condition of her body, as es­
tablished by witnesses, were relied upon hy 
the prosecution.

Burris was arrested soon after his wife’s 
death, and examined before the County Court 
on the charge of murder. He was held for 
trial before the Circuit Court. This latter 
court did not sit during the next ensuing 
eighteen months, hy reason of some confusion 
in an act amending the judicial system. Hence 
the delay in his trial, which did not take place 
until August, 1885, nearly two years after the 
commission of the crime.

The defense pleaded that Burris was sub 
ject to fits, was not of sound mind, and was 
drunk at the time of this violence toward his 
wife.

The prosecution urged that when in a fit he 
was harmless to others; that in the very com­
mission of the crime he showed his knowledge 
of its evil and his dread of its consequence bv 
then threatening his wife with death should 
she inform on him; and lastly, that his drunk­
enness was no legal excuse.

He was convicted of murder at the August 
term, 1885, of the Circuit Court, and was sen­
tenced to be shot till dead on the 2d day of Oc­
tober, 1885. He appealed to the Supreme 
Court, his execution being meanwhile stayed. 
The Supremo Court affirmed the judgment of 
the lower court, and accordingly the Circuit 
Court Judge directed and ordered that the said 
Anderson Burris be shot till dead by the 
Sheriff of Atoka County at Tiak Heli (Pine 
Grove), Atoka County (that being the Circuit 
Court grounds of Pushmataha District), on 
Friday, Nov., 13, 1885, between tne hours of 12 
and 2 o’clock p. m.

Pushmataha is the third of the three judi- 
dial districts into which the Choctaw Nation is 
divided, and contains four counties, two of 
which are Atoka and Kiamitia.

Burris w’as officially informed Monday, Nov.
2, of his final doom by his death warrant being 
interpreted and explained to him by the 
Sheriff.

That indifference and absence of emo­
tion characteristic of the race were exJiibited 
on the occasion. Burris calmly remarked 
that he was ready to die at anytime; that he 
bore malice toward no one, naming especially 
the officers in charge of his keeping and exe­
cution.

There are few jails in the Choctaw Nation, 
none in Pushmataha District.

The desperate and dangerous prisoners are 
personally guarded by the officers, hut gener­
ally bail is allowed and given.

An Indian, even under sentence of death, in 
many instances, is permitted to use his per­
sonal freedom simply on his own parole. This 
confidence is not betrayed. He makes osten­
tation of his fearless disregard of his life, and, 
without compulsion, he proudly presents him­
self ready to meet his death at the axipointed 
time and place of execution.

it is worthy of note that this case of the 
Choctaw Nation vs. Anderson Burris was In­
dian in every particular; Indian Judges, juries, 
lawyers, clerks, Sheriffs, parties and witnesses. 
And it seems to have been conducted, deter­
mined and concluded as fairly and completely 
as could be desired.

A correspondent telegraphs from Aska- 
bad Oct. S: Very little work has been done 
on the railway between Bahrezan and Aska- 
bad. The surveyors of the Askabad and 
Merve section find that the works will meet 
with serious difficulties owing to the 
scarcity of water.

T H E BO STON G L O B E ’ S E F F O R T S .

Boston, Nov. 14.—In consequence of the 
publication of Mayor Fulton’s reply to the 
Boston Globe this morning, in which he 
said: “ Galveston returns thanks for your 
kind and sympathetic expressions and 
offers of aid. The affluent of Galveston can 
care for her poor,”  there was no further ac­
tion here to-day toward a relief movement. 
The publication of another in the evening 
edition of the Globe has awakened renewed 
interest in the matter, however.

The second dispatch reads: “ To the Bos­
ton Globe: Understand me to say, that 
while we are not soliciting outside aid, we 
will not for the present reject any donations 
voluntarily proffered.

CINDERS*

B U R N  N U M B E R  T W O .
Galveston, Nov. 14.—To-night about 11 

o ’clock a fire was discovered in the upper 
part of the building occupied by S. Berwin, 
a retail dry goods dealer. The flames were 
seen darting from the roof with alarming 
rapidity and coming, as it did, directly upon 
the heels of the late holocaust, the 
streets were soon alive with hundreds of 
excited pedestrians with nervous agitation 
written upon their countenances. The house 
is situated almost in the heart of the city, 
betwmen Center and Twenty-second streets, 
and had the flames progressed would have 
resulted in a general conflagration, much 
more disastrous than the one preceding. 
The upper portion of the house, where the 
fire caught, was immediately adjoining P. 
H. Rose’s art gallery and was used by him. 
All of the sides were composed of wood and 
glass, as was also most of the roof. The 
fire department quickly responded to 
the alarm and put a quietus 
to the flames in short order. 
Notwithstanding the fact that three lines of 
hose were turned on the fire, the battle be­
tween the conflicting elements was fierce 
though of brief duration. Considerable dam­
age was done in the lower part where the 
dry goods were stacked, though most of the 
effects were removed to the opposite side of 
the street in time to escape. The damage in 
the upper part was confined mainly to ma­
terials and photographic appliances, though 
it is not thought to be very great. The ex­
citement was intense, and many were horri­
fied at the prospect of another great calam­
ity, which, however, was effectually 
prevented. The Houses on each 
side did not suffer any material injury, with 
the exception of a slight scorching.

This is the third alarm of fire that has 
been sounded to-day. While goods remain­
ing were being removed from the 
shattered building to escape the flood of 
water that came down in a shower 
after the fire’s collapse a number of pilfer­
ers were detected trying to get away with 
some of the articles and were un­
ceremoniously dealt with. Several paint­
ings and engravings were transferred 
from Rose’s gallery to the shed 
adjoining, but it was hardly 
necessary, as the flames were extinguished 
two minutes after. All were of the univer­
sal opinion that had the wind been as vio­
lent as at the preceding blaze, a fire of 
much greater devastation would have been 
inevitable.

NO TES A N D  CO M M EN TS.
District Master Workman P. H. Golden, 

of District 78 Knights of Labor, states that 
the executive board of the State have re­
solved themselves into a relief committee 
for the purpose of having money, clothing, 
provisions, etc., sent to the sufferers of Gal­
veston, and request all local associations 
throughout the State to forward their con­
tribution to him for distribution. All true 
members through the country are solicited 
to generously make response.

It was figured out to-day in the Cotton Ex­
change that of the 126 members of that body, 
and quite a number of these non-residentsj 
thirty-three were burned out by the fire, 
making about one-third of the total resident 
owners.

The grand jury to-day made a general 
presentment upon the fire and its results. 
The tenor of their report was upon the hy­
pothesis that the people of Galveston were 
unable to look after their homeless poor, a 
position not yet assumed by the organized 
relief committee.

An eye witness, in commenting upon the 
statement that the fire “ petered out for 
want of material,”  says: “ An inspection of 
Mr. Nelson’s half burnt house will show 
that at no other place was a more de­
termined or judicious fight made, and 
Messrs. A. P. Luckett, W. P. Hutchings, 
J. S. Montgomery and E. S. Hughes and a 
negro picked up the abandoned hose on 
avenue O while the third house was a sheet 
of flames, and fought like Trojans for almost 
half an hour, until one of them fell from 
suffocation, when a number of others came 
to their relief and worked heroically for 
some time before the fire was extinguished, 
and Mr. Nelson’s charred house and a burnt 
roof across the street are evidences of a gal­
lant fight.”

In consequence of the present depression 
and troubles caused by the occurrence of 
the late unfortunate fire so quickly upon the 
heels of the labor difficulties, the joint com­
mittee of aldermen and citizens do not feel 
competent to press the claims of the Ameri­
can Exposition at New Orleans upon the 
the community. Messrs. Sherwood and 
Girardeau, therefore, reluctantly, and with 
regret, announce the fact of their inability 
to proceed furtner with the Exposition 
affairs in the face of real distress and wide­
spread suffering.

The Odd Fellows will meet at their hall 
to-morrow morning at 10 o ’clock to devise 
ways and means to relieve the immediate 
wants of their brethren who suffered by the 
late fire.

Fides Council No. 8 of Texas Order of 
Chosen Friends have appropriated $150 for 
the relief of distressed members through 
the late fire.

Opposed to Riel’s Execution.
M o n t r e a l , No v . 14.—It is stated that Hon. M. 

Chaplain, Secretary of State, replying to the 
French-Canadian members who met last night 
to hear his explanation as to the decision 
of the Cabinet to the Riel case, said 
that tile warrant for Riel’s execution 
was on the way to Regina, and
read a telegram from the Governor 
General’s private secretary that his excellency 
would adhere to the warrant. He pointed out 
that Riel was a great criminal and responsible 
for all the numerous crimes during 
the rebellion, and the government could 
not execute the Indians and alllow 
Riel to escape. He ‘ further said that 
he would not resign his seat in the Cabinet if 
Riel is hanged, but would not be surprised if 
another minister did so, meaning Sir Hector 
Longevin, minister of public works, and leader 
of the French ministerialists. The cause for 
respiting Reil from the 10th to the 16th 
inst., he said, was the intense 
feeling among French Canadians against his 
execution, and that he and Sir Hector advised 
the respite. Fifteen French Canadian mem­
bers have sent a telegram to Sir John A. Mc­
Donald stating that, under the circumstances, 
the execution of Riel would be an act of cruelty 
for which they decline to be responsible.

Death of II. B. Clailin.
New  Y o r k , Nov. 14.—Horace B. Clailin died 

at 3:40 this afternoon at Fordliam, N. Y., his 
country residence, of paralysis. He was born 
in Milford, Mass., in 1811, and came to New 
York in 1843, where he started a dry goods 
establishment in Cedar street, from which 
place he removed to West Broadway. 
Here the firm of H. B. Claftin & Co. 
has built up an enormous dry goods business, 
being the largest concern of the kind in the 
country. At one time they did a business of 
$77,000,000 yearly. In politics Mr. Claflin was al­
ways a staunch Republican, until last fall when 
he supported Cleveland for the presidency. 
Two sons survive him, John, who remains in 
the firm, and Arthur, a broker in Wall street.

Mr. Cialin had been in the enjoyment of his 
customary good health until about two weeks 
ago, and was out riding on Thursday last. The

stroke that ended in his death came suddenly, 
and medical aid, which was hastily summoned, 
proved unavailing. Mr. Claflin was one of the 
original twenty-one trustees of Plymouth 
Church, and was an active member of Mr. 
Beecher’s congregation since that clergyman 
established his home in Brooklyn. He was 
always noted for his liberality in church mat­
ters, and it was customary for him to pay the 
highest price for a pew of any of the sub­
scribers to the Plymouth code of doctrine. In 
business, he was regarded as the ideal Ameri­
can merceant. He controlled an enormous 
trade, and was always to be found attending to 
it. The funeral will be held from his late resi­
dence in Brooklyn, 25 Pierrepont street, at 12 
o’clock next Tuesday.

THE STATE CAPITAL.
Confederate Orphans’ Home—A Supposed Clew 

At Last.

A u s tin , Nov. 14.—The board of regents of the 
Confederate Orphans’ and Soldiers’ Home met 
to-day and organized. The only non-resident 
members present were Sam S. Ashe, of Hous­
ton, and M. B. Lloyd, of Fort Worth. The 
officers elected are: S. H. Darden, of Austin, 
president; M. B. Lloyd, first vice president; 
Wm. Brown, of Austin, second vice president; 
Will Lambert, secretary, and A. J. Jornigan, of 
Austin, treasurer. The board organizes with 
some $1600 on hand and offers of several tracts 
of lund.

James Thompson, colored, was arrested last 
evening on suspicion of murdering the Ranee 
servant girl. When drunk he was heard to 
boast of having committed that murder, and a 
witness has come forward who says that before 
he was drunk he overheard him talking to the 
same effect. He lives in the country, and the 
City Marshal says he is a stranger.

In the school teacher cace, from Robertson 
County, the Board of Education could not ex­
actly agree to rehear, affirm or reverse the 
judgment of Superintendent Baker affirming 
the action of the County Judge in refusing a 
teacher’s certificate to Cahron. The Secretary 
of State, member of the board,
is sick, and the Governor and 
Comptroller finally agreed to refer
the matter back and advise in substance that 
the County Judge grant the certificate, and if 
he has charges against the teacher that they 
be preferred against him before the board of 
local school trustees. The ease has too much 
appearance of an expert proceeding to please 
the boavd.

Charles S. Harllee, clerk in the State Land 
Board’s office, was kicked in the abdomen by a 
horse yesterday evening, and died from the 
shock this morning. He was a 
son of ex-Gov. Harllee, of South 
Carolina, who is now State Senator 
in that State. Mr. Harllee was about 33 years 
old and had been clerk in the Insurance 
Bureau. He was an exemplary and industri­
ous young man. He leaves a wife and three 
children.

Assessment rolls of the State show a decrease 
in the value of live stock of $11,500,000, footing

:t has transpired that for some time past a 
number of ex-members of the Legislature, and 
other prominent and influential persons in dif­
ferent portions of the State who 
have beesme acquainted with Oapt.

Harrison, chief bookkeeper and accountant 
of the Comptroller’s office, while they were 
acting on the finance committee, and having 
financial business with the State, have been 
working to bring Gapt. Harrison out as a can­
didate for Comptroller.

The Governor dispatched to the Mayor of 
Galveston to draw on him for $100 for relief of 
distress by the fire.

POLITICAL GOSSIP IN MAINE.

Senators Erye and Hale on Cleveland—Blaine 
Out of Politics.

Boston, Nov. 14.—A Portland (Me.) special 
says: Senator Frye was in the city yesterday 
and discussed the President’s appointments. 
He said in substance that the appointments 
ought to be considered by Republican mem­
bers in precisely the same way as 
if they had been made by a Repub­
lican President; that if the appointee 
is a man of good character and qualified for 
the place he should be confirmed without ref­
erence to Republican questions, and that if 
there is opposition to the confirmation in any 
case the burden of proof should be in those 
wdio make the objection.

From what he said it may be fairly assumed 
that he will vote for the confirmation of 
nearly all, if not all, of the Maine ap­
pointments, certainly Gen. Anderson, whose 
appointment as Collector is indorsed by 
his predecessor and apparently by Republicans 
generally. Senator Hale agrees with his col­
league. A personal friend of Mr. Hale, who 
recently had a long and interesting talk on 
political matters with Mr. Hale, says: “ Mr. 
Hale believes in making no factious 
opposition to President Cleveland as to 
his appointments. He regarded the President’s 
course thus far as very satisfactory from a Re­
publican standpoint; that he was doing about 
as well as he could. Reference was made to 
the rumor that Mr. Blaine has thoughts 
of relieving Mr. Hale from his 
duties in the Senate. The Senator 
declared emphatically that there was no truth 
in the story. He said further that Mr. Blaine 
had no intention whatever of entering the field 
as a candidate for the next presidential nomi- 
tion. Ex-Postmaster Manley and Congress­
man Boutelle do not agree with Senator Kale 
on the last point, but many pretty knowing 
politicians do.”

A gentleman who is certainly reliable, and 
whose sources of information are very good, 
recently said: “ You may depend upon 
it that Mr. Blaine is out of poli­
tics and will remain so unless some­
thing unexpected occurs. I have absolute 
knowledge that he considered his nomination 
last year a mistake, and he consented to make 
the fight only because his friends had so far 
committed themselves thatto refuse would put 
them in an embarrassing position. I now know 
that Mr. Blaine has said just that.”

AS PERFECT AS PENDULUMS.

The Way Chicago’s Italian Murderers Swung— 
Their Necks Were Broken.

Chicago, Nov. 14.—At 12 noon to-day three 

men, Angostino Gilardo, Ignazio Sylvestri and 
Giovanni Azzaro, commonly known as the 
“ Italian murderers,” paid the extreme penalty 
of the law and suffered death by hanging in 
the county jail. About three hundred persons 
witnessed the execution.

At 8:30 this morning high mass was cele­
brated in the library of the jail. The doomed 
men seemed to be

IN A SORT OP STUPOR.
It seems almost as if by some merciful pro­
vision they did not fully realize what was 
going on. No one was present at this cere­
mony but the murderers and their spiritual 
advisers and several journalists, among them 
the correspondent of The News.

At 11:45 they were interrupted by a messen­
ger who announced that the timehad arrived 
for them to bid farewell to the world. Then 
the swarthy faces were blanched, but other­
wise they betrayed no signs of emotion. The 
march from the library to the gallows was a 
short one.

T H E D RO P.
The condemned men were not shackled un­

til placed on the drop; then their limbs were 
pinioned, the nooses tightened, caps pulled 
down over their faces, the signal given, the 
drop fell, and the murderers of Fillippo 
Carusso were dangling at their ropes’ ends. 
There was but a slight struggle. It is believed 
their necks were broken by the fall.

T H E CRIM E
for which these men suffered was a particular­
ly atrocious one. Nothing so ruthless has 
transpired in Chicago within recent years, and 
from its peculiar circumstances, the cold­
blooded premeditation of the assassins, and 
the ingenuity, which for a time, enabled them 
to escape the crime known as

“ TH E ITA LIAN  TRUN K M Y STE R Y ,”  
is a memorable one in police onnals A Cicilian 
lemon pedler named Carusso, who had accu­
mulated considerable wealth, visited his 
friends above named at their room on April 30. 
Under a pretence of shaving him they induced 
him to take a chair, when they strangled him 
with a rope. Two days later the body, hor­
ribly discolored, was found in a trunk at Pitts­
burg. The crime was traced to these three 
men, who were arrested and finally confessed 
their guilt, a detailed account of which was 
furnished The News of yesterday.

MEXICAN POLITICS.
Popularity and Power of Gonzales—How He 

Sways the Army.
Special to The News.

El Paso, Nbv. 14.—Ex-Delegate Tranquillo 
Luna, of New Mexico, arrived here to-day from 
Mexico. He has been in the sister republic for 
a lengthy period, and has given the political 
situation through the country much attention, 
and states unhesitatingly that the charges 
against ex-Fresident Gonzales will amount to 
nothing. He says the attempt to prove that 
the ex-President stole the wealth he now 
possesses from the public Treasury Is the out­
growth of the spiteful feeling of a minority in 
Congress toward him. Gonzales does not hesi­
tate to state that he went into the presiden­
tial office a poor man and that he came 
out worth $10,000,000, but there are abun­
dant chances for a person in a high 
position in Mexico to acquire wealth without 
robbing the public treasury, and the efforts of 
Conzale’s enemies to prove him a thief will re­
bound to their own destruction. Gonzales to­
day is the strongest individual In the republic, 
both with the people and army, and will cer­
tainly he the next President if he lives. His 
personal strength is so great that the 
army is changed from point to point by his 
instructions. He has had the troops at 
Guanajuato changed several times recently 
and is in the habit of dictating to President 
Diaz. If Gonzales is found guilty any
effort to punish him or confiscate his 
property will result in revolution, and the 
overthrow of the present administration, and 
Leva denied the statement in the American 
papers to-day to the effect that Diaz is person­
ally friendly to Gonzales. He said Diaz op­
posed the sensational investigation, but was 
actuated purely by fear for Gonzales, who is 
njow the absolute dictator of the Mexican army. 
The outcome of the investigation is looked for 
with deep interest all over Mexico.

Tlie Narrow Gauge Imbroglio.

Shreveport, Nov. 14.—The interminable 
Shreveport and Houston Narrow Gauge Rail­
way imbroglio is further in the depths, and 
the opinion is it will be in the hands of Capt. 
Simon Levy as receiver for along time to come. 
Judge George Goldthwaite, of Houston, filed 
to-day in the United States Court in this 
case, which Is docketed as John R. Jones 
vs. the Shreveport and Houston Railway, two 
interventions, one in behalf of the Houston, 
East and West Texas Railway Company as a 
creditor for $100,000, and the other in behalf of 
Mrs. Louise Bremond, executrix of the estate 
of Paul Bremond, deceased. Both of the inter­
ventions are directed against the discharge of 
Capt. Simon Levy as receiver, and will, doubt­
less, arrest it.

for Kyle, and a large crowd was in the city.

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SPECIAL NEW YORK LETTER.

SKETCH OF TH E  LATE JUD G E CARDOZO.

Depew, the Funny Fellow, Fuddled at That 
Famous Grant Dinner— Astor Apings. 

Observations on Wealth.

Special Correspondence to The News.
N e w  Y o r k , Nov. 11—The death of A l­

bert Cardozo brings to mind the manifold 
scandals of the Tweed time. It is remark­
able that this man was exceptionable among 
the many disgraced in that era of corrup­
tion. He remained eminent in at least one 
respect. His wonderful talent as a lawyer 
kept him in a highly profitable employ­
ment. The two deposed Judges, Barnard 
and McCunn, died sots. They wrere unintel- 
tectual loafers, who found congenial society 
m barrooms when off the Dench, and whose 
dishonesty was about as much due to hail- 
fellowship with Jim Fisk and the Tweed 
thieves as to the outright bribery; but Car­
dozo was a student by disposition, a mover 
in the highest circles of Jewish wealth, cul­
ture and religion, and mentally so well en­
dowed with cool ability that his official ras­
cality could have had no other cause than a 
desire for gain. His fortune was large, and 
the understanding used to be that 
he got no less than a quarter of 
a million for his venal acts. Down to the day 
of his demise, however, he was on terms of 
familiarity, if not intimacy, with several 
Supreme Court Judges, so valuable was his 
knowledge of law, and so entertaining was 
his general conversation. With him died 
most of what was known about the Nathan 
murder mystery. His wife was a sister of 
the assassinated millionaire, and it 
was he who, during the weeks of ex­
cited investigation and suspicious 
secresy, had entire charge of the 
matter. Not only did he represent the 
Nathan family in finding out and suppress­
ing things, but he was permitted by Tweed 
to control the authorities as he willed. The 
chief of police then was Jim Kelsoe, and 
his confidential crony was Joe Dowling, 
notorious in those days for his drunken ex­
ploits as a Tombs magistrate, while the 
head of the detective force was Jimmy 
Irving, long ago retired under a shadow. 
Cardozo’s hands were free, therefore, to re­
veal or conceal. It is sure that nothing was 
revealed as to the murder. It was left to 
people to imagine what was concealed, and 
the popular conclusion was that Cardozo 
covered up a crime.

Ex-Judge Cardozo’s nature was never 
grim, and even within a year of his end, 
when fully aware that his ailment would 
soon kill him, he was apt to be jovial. One 
day he attended a law hearing before a 
referee in the Grand Central Hotel. A back 
room, well up stairs, was used for the sake 
o f quiet. Two youthful lawyers were en­
gaged in the proceedings, but not so en- 
grossedly as to keep them from seeing that 
the faces of two girls at a distant window 
were notably pretty. A flirtation ensued, 
and it was so coyly conducted on the femi­
nine side that the susceptible chaps were 
deeply impressed with their own senti­
mental prowess. A sly smile crept over 
Cardozo’s scholarly face (it so resembled 
Edwin Booth’s that he was sometimes mis­
taken for that actor) and somewhat lighted 
up the otherwise settled expression of pain 
from the disease that was torturing him, as 
he observed what it was that distracted the 
young counsellors. .

“ Do you know whose house that is?”  he 
asked, as he pointed across several rear 
yards, not at the building that they were 
interested in, but at the back of a big, solid, 
brick structure.

“ No, Judge,”  was an eager response,' “ do 
you?”

“ O, certainly; that’s the old Commodore 
Vanderbilt residence, and his widow lived 
there until her recent death. I believe her 
relatives now occupy it.”

Then the two beaus were elated by the 
thought that real belles were oestowing at­
tention on them, and they renewed their 
demonstrations with an ardor that, as they 
were delighted to see, elicited the liveliest 
responses. Kisses were thrown with avid­
ity, and bright smiles invited acquaintance. 
At the adjournment for luncheon the mash­
ers of course walked around from Broad­
way through Third street to tne front of the 
house that contained the dear creatures. 
Impudently they mounted the steps. Then 
they went right down again, as crushed as 
though forty malignant fathers had re­
pulsed them with clubs. They had read on 
the big brass doorplate, as Cardozo knew 
they would, the inscription, “ Home for Un­
fortunate Women.”

A  FUNNY FELLOW FUDDLED.
It is usual nowadays to provide, along 

with other means of entertainment at public 
dinners, a guest who is professionally fun­
ny. There are several amateurs with estab­
lished reputations as banquet humorists. 
Two famous laugh producers are Mr. Chaun- 
eey M. Depew and Gen. Horace Porter; but 
the former now shows a disposition to re­
gard his elevation to the presidency of the 
Vanderbilt railroads as lifting him above 
the level of merry oratory, and the latter’s 
recent railroad experience, though less 
prosperous, seems to have withdrawn him 
from hilarity. Both were speakers at the 
New England Society dinner when Gen. 
Grant talked to Depew about President An­
drew Johnson in the manner that, as his 
listener remembers it, has made such a stir 
up of recollection. I have heard it intima­
ted that Depew was fuddled, and therefore 
not a competent reporter. I have sat nigh 
him on a score of such occasions, and, 
though I am unable to separate this one 
from the rest in any particularity, I am sure 
that he drank wine moderately, for that was 
his invariable rule.

What I set out to tell, however, was that 
the dinner table jester has become a profes­
sional mimic, who gets his living out of the 
practice of jocularity. He differs from De­
pew and Porter, whose fun consists of more 
or less original speeches, while he is merely 
a story teller. The account of a 
dinner will often contain the in­
formation that “ Mr. Burbank then made a 
humorous address, in response to a call 
from the chairman,”  or that “ Mr. Lincoln 
was the next speaker in his usual facetious 
vein;”  and these names among those of con­
trastingly distinguished orators carry no 
Intimation they, their owners, were not 
present for pleasure instead of business. 
Nor would a casual guest, seeing them 
clothed in the regulation evening costume, 
and cleverly pretending to be a little non­
plussed at being called to their feet, discern 
that they had been employed to enact their 
roles. A new and remarkable jester has 
just come forward. His name is Marshall 
Wilder, and he is a sadly misshaped 
hunchback, irresistably recalling the weird 
character in “ The Fool’s Revenge;”  but he 
wears a swallow tailed coat in lieu of mot­
ley, and sits at table instead of dancing at­
tendance. His clowning is a matter of busi­
ness, however, and has come into sudden 
favor by reason of its grotesquery.

ABOUT THE ASTORS.
Why do the Astors suffer so much from 

the pens of writers who describe the 
fashionable aspects of New York? Well, as 
to the present instance, why does one of the 
Astor ladies drive in Fifth avenue and 
through Central Park attended by an out­
rider? The distinction is so marked that 
the public cannot fail to be struck forcibly 
by it. It is common among wealthy fami­
lies to have a footman in livery sit up on 
the front seat of a carriage besicle the cos­
tumed driver, and we progress so rapidly in 
the direction opposite from Yankee sim­
plicity that these poker-backed, suet-faced

flunkies now cause none of the ridicule that 
their first appearance excited. A later 
development of fashion, the “ tiger,”  or 
small boy under a big silk hat, to sit at my 
lady’s rear when she drives in her phaeton, 
has just begun to be numerous and familiar. 
He still has to be imported from outside the 
city limits, lest he be recognized and 
hilariously hailed by some juvenile 
acquaintance, to the awful mortification of 
his mistress; but he is no longer a curiosity, 
and the belle bound to be gazed 
at when on wheels must do something 
new and strange. She accomplishes her 
purpose by turning the footman into an 
outrider, and dispensing with the “ tiger,”  
when going out for a drive with her own 
reins. This has a kind of monarchical sump­
tuousness that delights her. It suggests the 
splendors of an empress’ equippage. She is 
sacredly alone in her carriage, but a pro­
tective and attentive retainer goes on horse­
back alongside. He is required to sit bolt 
upright in his saddle, with all the fixed­
ness of a coachman, to prove every instant 
to the nearest spectator that he is on but men­
ial duty. He wears a uniform, and that along 
with the saddlecloth and headstall, match 
those of the horses that draw the carriage; 
so that no mistake can be made by discon­
necting the annex from the main exhibition. 
The outrider’s station is directly opposite 
the right rear wheel, and he must keep his 
face straight ahead, at the same time that 
his eyes covertly watch his owner for the 
faint sideways nod of her had that sum­
mons him to come close for orders.

There is no more instructing and amusing 
spectacle in the streets of New York than 
the inebriety of moneyed men at hours when 
more useful members of society are en­
gaged in business. It is an understanding 
among the fashionably bibulous that no­
body can get drunk with completeness and 
entire satisfaction unless he wastes some of 
the time and money in a certain notoriously 
gorgeous Broadway groggery. To see the 
worst drunkards in town (because they are 
men who ought to know better) the observer 
should wander into this resort in the after­
noon, and take a seat by a window com­
manding a view of the vestibule. I had 
barely done so before a hansom cab stop­
ped so suddenly that two well dressed and 
feverishly happy fellows were all but 
thrown out over the dashboard. They 
smiled feebly at each other,and climbed with 
some difficulty to the sidewalk. They were 
red-faced and* totter-legged. Their very fine 
clothes were slightly awry. One said to the 
driver with dignity: “ Much?”

“ Two dollars, gents, please,”  was the af­
fable reply of the rascal.

“ Give you fifty cents,”  said the other, 
pulling a handful of jingling coin and 
rumpled notes out of a pocket.'

“ O, you’d better make it a dollar, sir. 
You know I had to help you gents into the 
hansom.”

“ Well, I ’ll match you whether it’s a dollar 
or nothing.”

The proposition was accepted. The cab­
man won. The convivialist insisted on a 
second chance, and again lost. A third 
time his luck was bad. Then he threw $5 to 
the winner, wound an arm around the waist 
of his companion and weavily entered the 
barrom. His name would be recognized by 
every reader as connected with far differ­
ent interests than whisky. Ten minutes 
later a man conspicuous in the financial 
world rolled up in another carriage. His 
usual weight of dignity was all there, but 
not under complete control. He fumbled 
awhile before getting out a dollar for his 
fare, zig-zagged in the house, and sank sog- 
gily into a chair. Soon two cabs rattled 
noisily down the street at a terrific 
speed for that sort of vehicle, with two 
scions of “ first families”  wildly waving 
their arms out through the windows, and 
the drivers leaning forward like jockies on 
horseback. The race ended at the rumshop 
door, and the four men had a loud hubbub 
over the result.

A WORD ON WEALTH.
Wealth inevitably has its privileges. 

This is accepted so generally as a fact that 
few New Yorkers implicitly believe that 
Ferdinand Ward is really subjected to the 
ordinary discipline for convicts in Sing 
Sing. I have heard some of the reporters 
argue soberly that he gets immunity from 
hard work and fare. “ Now, here,”  said one 
of these skeptics, “ what’s- the reason he 
isn’t Dut to bookkeeping for a contractor, 
or clerking it, or something else in which 
his skill would be utilized? Men qualified 
for brainy duties are so scarce among the 
prisoners that when one turns up he is in­
variably snatched up and assigned to work 
far more valuable than the 65 cents a day 
paid by the contractors for manual la­
bor. No visitor is permitted to see 
Ward, and about all tne information 
we gain concerning him comes through 
the keepers. A glimpse of him in the 
chapel on Sunday is the most that can be 
had; and even then, with the convict dress, 
the shaven moustache and the cropped 
hair, who can be certain of his identity? The 
assertion is that he is shoveling ashes, 
polishing stove castings and the like. Bah! 
No such case of wasting a clever convict is 
known. Fish is a clerk. Ned Stokes kept 
books, and always the man is put to the 
best use; and yet they want us to believe 
that Ward, with millions at his command, 
is kept working a shovel or a stove brush.” 
So much for a theory, with nothing tangi­
ble to support it.

I am able to give something worthy of 
credence, however, as a reason why Ward 
is in prison. He had ample money and op­
portunity to go to a safe country after the 
exposure of his rascality. Several days of 
liberty elapsed after, the explosion of* the 
Grant & Ward bubble before he was ar­
rested, and then he was kept in only civil 
confinement, from which his escape was 
easy, until his conviction; and I asked a 
lawyer connected intimately with the case 
why it was that the Napoleonic scoundrel 
did not retreat quietly from the Moscow of 
his ruin. “ For the simple reason that he 
likes to live in New York,”  was the reply. 
“ He knew that he could not get more than 
ten years, which term would be shortened 
by good conduct to about six and a half. 
He will be scarcely more than 4-0 when he 
comes out, wealthy, full of schemes in­
vented during his incarceration and not at 
all ashamed of his great exploit. That 
suits him better than banishment for life.”

BOUND FOR BRAZIL.
Good Missionary People Bid Farewell to Eri ends 

and Home at Dublin, Texas.

D u b l in , N o v . 14.—The Sunday school 
scholars and day scholars of this place all 
assembled at the depot this morning to bid 
farewell to Miss Mina S. Everett, who de­
parted for Waco to attend the Texas mis­
sionary farewell meeting, which takes 
place at Waco University the present week. 
Miss Everett will, in company 
with other Texas missionaries, leave 
for Brazil next week. The 
scene at the depot was touching indeed. 
Rev.C. D. Daniel and bride,also missionaries 
to Brazil, who were married last night at 
Comanche, accompanied by Dr. S. A. Hay­
den, of Dallas, were invited from the car to 
join the group, and while thus assembled 
the photographer secured a picture of the 
group. There were present all ages and 
sizes and sexes to bid an affectionate fare­
well to the Brazilian missionaries,
who go forth to sow seeds of 
kindness and brotherly love among
the nations of men and teach the Brazilian 
heathens of a Savior and a risen Christ. 
While the missionaries were returning to 
the car the entire crowd commenced sing­
ing that ever beautiful and touching song, 
“ We Shall Meet in the Sweet By and By.” 
While regretting exceedingly to lose these 
excellent, self-sacrificing ladies as citizens 
of Texas, yet the people feel that they go 
forth to work in their Master’s vineyard. 
The prayers of many people ascend in'their 
behalf, "wishing them a safe and pleasant 
journey to their new fields of labor.

Sir John Lawes has signified his intention 
of letting out to the laborers and others in 
the Luton district, in England, portions of 
land varying from twenty poles to an acre, 
for the growth of vegetables or farm pro­
duce. For the first year he will charge only 
the amount of the tithe and rates, and after­
ward the allotments will be let at £2 per 
acre. Compensation for improvements will 
be given to tenants upon quitting.

M’KINNEY.
Proceedings of the County Commissioners’ 

Court—Other Items.
M cK in n e y , Nov. 14.—Commissioners’ Court 

approved, the annual settlement of Col. L. W. 
Oglesby to-day. This is the fourth term of Col. 
Oglesby and the seventh annual settlement he 
has made of the finances of the county as Col­
lector. As Collector, he has had an admirable 
training for the next step, Comptroller, and if 
promotion in line is the order, he will go up.

The accounts of W. M. Bagley, Treasurer, 
were examined and approved. Commissioners’ 
Court also received and paid for bridge on 
upper Bonham Road.

The application to condemn the two bridges 
on East Fork of Trinity was not acted on. The 
court also took measures to have the mouth of 
the well inside the jail corridor securely 
fastened down. This was done in time, as live 
prisoners escaped a week ago through the 
well.

This session of the Commissioners’ Court has 
been an extremely busy one, and the court 
has been at work until after 10 o ’clock two 
nights this week besides arduous labors dur­
ing the day.

The directors of the Old Fair Association de­
cided to-day to rent out their grounds for 
another year. This will devolve upon the 
directors of the New Fair Association to take 
steps for next year’s fair.

Mr. Franklin, representing the Texas Gazet­
teer, succeeded in disposing of 500 copies of 
the paper to the city for a valuable considera­
tion; but then the city is to be congratulated, 
as the notice will contain a complimentary 
autobiography of its Mayor, G. T. Armstrong. 
The modesty of Judpe Wolfe led the Commis­
sioners’ Court to decline a similar offer on be­
half of the county.

Cotton prospects have been improved con­
siderably by late fine weather.

Private dispatches to friends announce that 
Midshipman Henry Wiley, who was expelled 
from Anapolis for hazing, has been rein­
stated. Young Wiley is from this place and 
has many friends here who rejoice at the news 
of his reinstatement.

Attachments were run this evening on W. W. 
Ingram, who has gone.

The revolt of the English farmers against 
the low prices offered by butchers for fat 
stock has extended to the northern counties, 
where farmers are killing cattle on their 
farms and selling the meat, thus obtaining 
a great advance on the prices offered them 
by butchers.

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CHICAGO CATTLE CLOSINGS.

HOW TH E  MARKET ENDED YES TER D A Y.

A Slight Gain for the Week in Killing Grades. 
Stockers and Feeders Fa ir— General 

Tone Inclined Slow and Low.

Special to The News.
Chicago, Nov. 14.—The cattle market during 

tjie past week has ruled dull and slow. On the 
early days receipts were much lighter than for 
the corresponding time of the previous week, 
and salesmen were inclined to ask big ad­
vances on this account. Buyers realized that 
holders had the advantage, but were reluctant 
to pay the increased rates asked, and some of 
the chief Eastern shippers were practically out 
of the market. Yet, although the demand was 
nothing to brag about, an average gain of fully 
10c was recorded on ordinary killiug cattle, with 
fat stock showing the most strength. Some of 
the choicest 1480 pound beeves, however, were 
hard to sell at $5 50, and some big 1650 pound 
animals went at $5, while poor stuff was very 
slow. Exporters restricted their purchases to 
medium priced stoek, and dressed beef oper­
ators were the most prominent buyers.

Native cows and mixed lots were strong and 
rather higher, with canners paying more at­
tention to this class. Offerings were light, and 
altliongh inferior kinds dragged somewhat, 
buyers naturally picking out the best of each 
day’s supplies first, the general demand fully 
equaled supplies. Rangers also were fairlv ao- 
tive, with the feeling stronger. Common to 
fair kinds of slaughtering stuff sold no higher, 
but canning stock and Texans were generally 
dearer, and the trade was satisfactory ail 
around.

Stockers and feeders were in fair supply, and 
as there was a pretty good demand values 
ruled steady.

As the week advanced receipts increased ma­
terially, while the inquiry showed a corres.
ponding falling off. The trade lacked life, and 
the feeling was weak. For some lots of cattle 
exactly suited to the wants of buyers very 
nearly steady figures were obtained, but com­
mon to fair qualities were not wanted even at 
a big reduction. The continued advance in 
Liverpool naturally encouraged exporters to 
buy more freely, but Eastern shippers held off 
and the bulk of the busipess was left to dressed 
beef men and canners. Some fat but plain 1540ft 
beeves went at $5 10, and indeed anything short 
of fancy show cattle has to sell at' about 
dressed beef prices for 1200 to 1300ft stock.

Native butchering stuff remained about 
steady, as did the market for Texas cattle. 
For far Western rangers there was only a 
light call, and trade was slow and dull, with 
prices a shade lower.

Stockers and feeders were unchanged, al­
though some of the speculators who had a 
good many high priced cattle on hand, were 
inclined to call the market cheaper.

Toward the close of the week the market for 
shipping stock became more and more unsatis­
factory to salesmen. New lrork reported lib­
eral receipts and improved quality, and the 
Eastern buyers here felt that they could not 
afford to pay the prices asked for good stock. 
There was no export demand, and with dress­
ed beef men, the chief operators, there was 
not much competition from any quarter on 
any class of cattle. Some fancy 1540 pound 
beeves brought $5 45, and such cattle would 
not have sold any lower at the lowest time last 
week. Values, however, were generally about 
another 10@15c off, and coarse, thin stuff was 
very hard to dispose of at the reduction.

Native cows and mixed lots were in good 
demand from canners and city butchers. Sales 
were made somewhat unevenly, but all decent 
offerings sold readily at fully former rates. 
Coarse qualities were in ample supply and 
small demand. Rangers were without mate­
rial change, nut the feeling at as firm, espe­
cially for Texans, which were briskly called 
for.

Stockers and feeders continued slow, but 
steady, with good to choice cattle scarce and 
held at higher prices.

I went out 
behind the henhouse and under the blue vault 
of heaven swore eternal vengeance. I quickly 
became the professor of chemistry in one of 
the Russian universities and—”

“ Hold on,”  said the paragrapher, “ you were 
only two years old and in less than a second’s 
talk you are the chief mixer at a high school. 
You get over the ground too fast for an ordi­
nary mind.”

“ Don’t he frivolous. Events crowd them­
selves so fast on me that my story may not he 
intelligible, but it is true. As I was going on to 
say, I became the leading chemist of all the 
Russias and I received honorable mention for 
having discovered the cholera microbe. Well, 
I fell in love. I was then 22 and Sophia was 18. 
She was highborn and was sweet. She tore my 
heart from me. and carried it with her. My 
love became more than love—it was madness. 
I declared my passion. She was cold; hut she 
did not repel me. She told me to come to her 
castle one week from that day and she would 
tell me of my fate. That week was one of 
agony; one filled with the fever of hope and 
tile chill of despair. I was rattled, as it were, 
till I couldn’t tell strychnine from sal soda. At 
the end of the time allotted I betook myself to 
my true love’s feet. She met me with a smile 
and carried me to the turret of the castle, 
where we could look down upon the Blue 
Danube, murmuring in low song as it wended 
its way to the sea. She took up her guitar and 
sang—”

“ Don’t sing,”  said the paragrapher, “ don’t. I 
guess it was good, hut just skip it. If whistling 
were allowed here you could whistle. I have 
been your friend; I have stood by yon when 
you didn’t have a friend on account of your 
stories, but don’t sing, or never more can you 
claim me as such again.”

“ Well, if I musn’t 1 musn’t ; but it was pretty. 
It was in the evening—in the afterglow—and 
the sun dying behind the mountains sent back 
a heated breath that made all the walls of the 
baronic castles, pinnacled in high fastnesses, 
glow and shimmer in gold. The bittern 
croaked his sad plaint in tne marsh below, 
and its sadness was echoed by the hooting 
owl, which bade the day farewell. ’Twas a 
time for love—for soft love, unalloyed 
by thoughts of life—and well we felt it 
both.

I love her as a bride her hus­
band, as the aged wife the companion 
of three score and ten who has been a 
partaker of all her joys and troubles. 
I say Russia—I mean the people; the 
ill-fed, overworked; the miserable sod­
den people, who groan and cry out 
in their dreams against the iron hand 
of their master. To their cause I am devoted 
by more than oaths; my heart is theirs. I will 
become your wife. I will give you these broad 
lands which shall belong to me as only heir to 
my father. Nay, I will be your slave, but on 
one condition, that when you take my hand as 
your wife, the grasp shall be the pledge that 
politically you are my serf.’

“ She ceased and I looked into her fa.ce, cold, 
immobile, but as beautiful as ever hewn from 
Parian marble by genius’ hands. ‘Let me grasp 
that hand now as an earnest of what I shall do 
when I claim it forever. Politically, aye, in 
everything would I do your bidding.’

“ And so"we were married, and in the old cas­
tle, away from the harshness of the world, we 
spent our first year of married life in a happi­
ness seldom accorded men. My wishes were 
law. The stoical woman was still a woman, 
and I began to believe that her coldness was 
affected and the promise drawn from me only 
to test my love.

En Route for Hill County.
A train of eighteen emigrant wagons—ten 

from Missouri and eight from Arkansas—passed 
through the city yesterday en route to Hill 
County, where the newcomers, aggregating 
ninety-four souls, ranging in years from the 
gray-haired grandfather to the baby in the 
mother’s arms, as described by Shakespeare, 
propose to settle down and aid in developing 
its untold resources. They informed a Ne w s  
reporter that Texas is still upon the lips of 
thousands in the States thejr came from, and 
that families upon families are pre­
paring to follow them. Notwithstanding 
the great extent of weary travel these 
newcomers had gone through they looked 
fresh and the reverse of care-worn, like the 
Jews in sight of the Promised Land. They 
were only accompanied by two dogs, and the 
absence of Kentucky sporting rifles showed 
that they were not after game, but believers in 
the theory of ex-Gov. Roberts that “ civiliza­
tion begins and ends at the plow.”

Jim Paul Hill.
Complaint was entered yesterday in the 

County Court against Jim Paul Hill, the negro 
boy who was run in by the police Friday night 
on the charge of stealing from a farmer $15, 
which he subsequently invested in pants and 
riotous living, including a dozen oysters. Hill

does not look a day over 11, but is said to be 13, 
and so far as his career goes he ought to be 
about 40. He is not a public school graduate 
and is in utter darkness about the adventures 
of Billy tiie Kid and Sam Bass, but he is the 
victim of a congenital weakness for everything 
he can lay his hands on. He attended the Con­
federate reunion here a year ago last August 
and proved himself “ a captain” —a cavalry 
captain—by laying violent hands on an old war 
horse. He was next accused with the robbery 
of the Q. T. saloon and then followed a num­
ber of charges for petty theft, in which his 
youth saved him from prosecution. Mr. Clint 
will push the new case against him in the 
County Court.

OUT OF THE FRUIT OF TOIL.
A Little Chat on a Live and Applicable Topic.

T h e  Ne w s  man yesterday found Mr. C. Lom­
bardi, of Houston, at the Windsor Hotel. The 
name was familiar to the reporter’s mind as 
the one of the gentlemen who recentiy pur­
chased the Nye pasture of near 8000 acres, situ­
ated two and one-half miles from Wichita Falls. 
The well known business character of Mr. Lom­
bardi, together with his intentions regarding 
the cutting up of his purchase into small farms 
to be paid for in installments, led to the follow­
ing chat:

It should he known that Mr. Lombardi is the 
right bower of Mr. W. D. Cleveland, the lead­
ing wholesale grocer of Houston. It is to the 
keen business sense and foresight, able and ex­
ecutive qualities of Mr. Lombardi, as much as 
to his own great capacity, that Mr. Cleveland 
owes his success. Taken together the two men 
are a rare combination, and one or the other is 
always in the Cleveland establishment direct­
ing and managing its best interests. Mr. Lom­
bardi spoke freely of his new land scheme, 
for, as he put it, he is merely 
giving a chance to industrious farmers to get 
homesteads and pay for them out of the fruits 
of their toil. The section of country where 
the land lies is rich and well watered. Hereto­
fore the cattle barons have pursued a policy 
rather tending to exclude farmers, owing to 
the difficult terms on which the land is offered 
to them. So popular has the plan of Mr. Lom­
bardi become that already one-half the land 
has been taken in farms ranging in size from 80 
to, say, 250 acres. The inducements combine a 
kindly treatment with fair, yet firm terms, and 
the installments may be paid out of cash on 
hand or, as before stated, from the products of 
the soil itself. The scheme makes the farmer 
independent from the start, for with care and 
good judgment he may get his home in one, 
two or three years.

The example set by Mr. Lombardi is a good 
one, for it will develop the State. Large land­
holders as well as the State may study the out­
come with profit. Indeed, there may be a point 
in it for the good of our Texas statesmen.

N E W  COLON IZATION SCHEM E.
Mr. E. M. Powell, of this city, has taken the 

cue from the success of the Marienfeld colony, 
and is preparing to open up a large body of 
well watered land in Crockett County to 
settlers seeking farms in a productive and 
healty district. In order to start the undertak­
ing with a rush, he offers as a gift forty acres 
each to a number of first settlers. He is satis­
fied that their efforts will prove the produc­
tiveness of the region and hurry up its' occu­
pancy. ____________________

The Galveston Sufferers.

gram from Mr-. W. White, president of the 
Dallas Merchants’ Exchange, to Col. W. L. 
Moody, of Galveston, asking what assistance 
was needed by the sufferers from the fire, and 
in what form required, and promising that 
Dallas would respond to the best of its ability. 
Col. Moody’s courteous reply, indicative of the 
efforts of Galveston to look out for its suffer­
ers, came yesterday, as follows:

“ W. White, Dallas: Deeply grateful for your 
solicitude. Galveston is endeavoring to take 
care of the sufferers. W. L. Moody,

. “ Relief Committee.”
The Knights of Labor of Dallas yesterday 

wired their State Executive Committee at Gal­
veston, asking if the sufferers needed assist­
ance from their Dallas brethren. The follow­
ing reply came:

“ Send money, provisions and clothing. Great 
distress. By order of the Executive Board.

Upon the receipt of Mr. Golden’s dispatch a 
call was issued as follows:

“ To the Knights of Labor, Workingmen and 
Charitable Citizens at Large: You are hereby 
solicited to attend a meeting, called for Mon­
day evening at 7 o ’clock sharp, at the Court­
house, District Court room, fonjthe purpose of 
coming to the rescue of the sufferers at Galves­
ton. By order of the Executive Committee of 
the Knights of Labor of Dallas.”

Col. Moody’s telegram was the subject of 
much comment on the street last evening, 
many taking it to mean that no assistance from 
outside was needed. In the accepted significa­
tion of the word endeayor—and it is one of the 
words in the English language that has not a 
transferred meaning—the idea which Col. 
Moody desired to convey was that Galveston, 
would try or strive to take care of the sufferers. 
It certainly did not anthoiize the assumption 
that aid would be refused.
