Something of What is Being Done at Rico.

THE JOHNNY BULL

is one of the famous mines of the camp,
and was located in June, 1880. It is
about four and ahalf miles from the town
and lie§ at the head of Horse gulch, on
the divide between the East and West
Dolores. * The view from the mine on a
clear day is most beautiful and romantic,
the country below stretching out as far
as the eye can reach in hill and valley,
teeming  with timber and vegetation.
From' this point the traveller can view
equal portions.of Colorado, New Mexico,
Arizona and Utah. This mine has re-
cently been brought into prominent no-
tice by reason of litigation as to the le-
gitimacy of its location, the Dolores Val

the naine of the Hawk, as against the
claim of Messrs. Hull and Boaro under
its proper name. Hon. Tom Patterson
has been contesting the claim, having ac-
quired'a one-fourth interest for his labor,
which interest it is” said he has refused
$15,000 for. Recently Mr. Hull, one of
the original owners, hus had an offer of
$50,000 from Chicago parties for a quar-
ter interest. A. recent assay from this
mine gave §128,000 in gold. Work con-
sists of an open cut on the west slope of
the divide, about 15 feet i length and
a 33 by 7 foot shaft, sunk to the cdepth of
65 feet. The shaftshows porphyry form-
ation. with boulders of quartz bearing
mingral in and through the ore body.
' Thé outer or western rock formation was
lime; but the first 40 feet of shaft being
carried down on an incling, left this form-
ation. To this depth the ore appears to
lie in a chimney form and being about 10
feet from east to west and about 6 feet
in a north and south direction. No drifts
have been run from this chimney to as-
certain whether ore lies beyond these
limits. This ore body when first struck
was capped with aheavy hlue talc to the
depth of 4 to 6 inches, and the same talc
on:the first level appears to surround the
ore. ‘“The ore body has been stoped out
from that point to the surface amount-
ing to about one bundred and twenty tons.
Twenty-five feet down from the first level
the same body of ore has been ‘exposed,
but, as the drift faas not been carried in,
one cannot judge whatits extent may be.
‘Mo ore has been taken from this point to
that. There is a vertical body of ore of
25 feet in depth, the limits of which are
unknown.

The ore from this mine is unlike any
in the-camp in its general character. con-
sisting as it does of sulphurets, chlorides
and black oxideof copper and large quan
tities.of gray copper, carrying silver and
There is very httle if any lead,
in the mineral, and one test made from
ore taken about 12 feet from surface
shows 30 per cent copper.

Only a small lot of ore—about two
tons—has been milled. "This was the
first taken out, and averaged about 100
ounces in silver and 93 ounces in gold per
ton. Numerous assays have been made
as the working progressed, running from
210 ounces in silver and 6 ounces in gold
to 13,000 ounces in silver and 600 in gold.

THE NEWMAN GROUP
is situated on Dolores mountain adjoining
the town site and no one of the claims 1s
more than } a mile from the center of
town. The veins all run parallel and the
names of the claims which comprise the
group arc the Newman, Chestnut, Swan-
sea and Swansea Extension, lying along-
side of each other, Tunning up the hill to
the northeast. On the Newman is a 192
foot tunnel on the vein; a second tunnel
is in 90 feet, from the end of which is
sunk a shaft 50 feet; a third tunnel is 180
feet long. An 80 foot air shaft is sunk
from the surface to connect with - the
Swansea Extension tunnel about 100 feet
from its mouth. A large contact vein
crosses all the claims, lying horizontally
under the mountain, the face of which is
here broken off very abruptly.

Its valleys
of luxuriant grass are the admiration of
all who see them.

Durango and Rico are the principal
towns, the former being an important
commercial eentre, while the latter is in
the midst of the great bonanza mines.

Durango is not in Dolores but La Plata
county. La Plata lies between Dolores
and Conejos counties. Rico is the prin-
cipal town and county seat of Dolores.

Newly Discovered Ruins.
Durango Southwest.

Rev. C. M. Hoge and party have been
spending a week at the newly discovered
mines on the San Juan river, near the
mouth of Los Pinos, where the ruins of
an ancient Aztec town have lately bheen
discovered. During the past week they
have been excavating to a considerable
extent, and have been fortunate in secur-
ing a number of well preserved relics, in-
cluding a metal hatchet made of some
kind of metal resembling silver. This
relic created intense excitement among
the party on its excavation, and the mem-
bers immediately began a search for some-
thing more than pottery and bones. They
reasoned that if the hatchet was made of
silver, that the precious metal of which
it was composed must be in proximity to
the ruins. Others doubted the character
of the metal, and argued that if the lit-
tle ax was of argentiferous origin, it
might haye been manufactured in some
other section of the country. The ruins
are very extensive, resemble those on the
lower Animas and were evidently occu-
pied by the same defunct and absquatnlat-
ed race, tombs of whose making are be-
neath the busy streets of Durango. The
discovery of metallic weapons and im-
plements is a new departure, however,
in these peculiar ruins, and may lead to
light on this herctofore dark subject
which has puzzled the imagination of
delvers in the unhistoric past.

Hux~DpRrEDS of tons of ore were treat-
ed this winter, and when the smelter
doubles or perhaps trebles its capacity
in early spring, with the crection and op-
eration of at least one more smelter, thous-
