He served in the army through­
out the war. After the war he took a 
trip lasting three years, all through the 
mountains and returning, entered the 
Stock business in' Texas. He returned 
again to Kansas and staid there until his 
removal to Colorado in 1873. In 1874 he 
was elected justice of the peace, and held 
this office until his election as sheriff ill 
1879: .......

A Disgraceful Affair.
One of the most disgraceful and inhu­

man affairs we have ever witnessed in 
any state or territory occurred in i îis 
city yesterday. A woman by the name 
of Mrs. Asch, who for the past two years 
had been engaged as q servant in the 
family of a: saloon keeper on Union ave­
nue, died of consumption, and yesterday, 
while tlie hearse was standing in front of 
tlie salo.bn’—over which this man resides 
—instead of showing a heathen’s respect 
for the dead, he boldly threw .his bar­
room doors open to the public: and as the 
dead woman’s remains .were being car­
ried to the hearse, he dealt out his liquors' 
to his patrons,; who scarcely deserve the 
name of men, and who, for blasphemous 
language, were unexcelled by tbe ruler of 
hades. This heartless proceeding is de­
serving of the severest condemnation, 
and its perpetrators should meet witli 
such a storm of contumely as would com­
pel a change of locality upon the part qf 
the participants.— Pueblo Republican.

F ort G r a n t ,  A. T., March 4.—Tlie 
three Indian scouts, Dandy Jim, Dead 
Shot and Esketcha, sentenced to; be 
hanged by general court martial for muti­
ny and desertion, were hanged to-day. 
Yflien they were brought upon the gal 
lows and asked if they had anything to 
say, Dead Shot spoke as follows: “I am 
going to be hung. I expect to meet tlie 
balance of my people; I liaye suffered a' 
good deal in this world and now I  am 
nearly through. Since I first met with 
white people I have been treated well, 
but this day I  pay for all I got from them. 
He insisted that he was innocent- to the 
last. At 1 o’clock the drop fell and death 
was instantaneous. After hanging twen­
ty minutes they were cut down and pro­
nounced dead.

T h e r e  is a great deal too much “taffy” 
about Colorado journalism. When tiie 
editpi’s of the Centennial state are not 
plaiting each, other's hair, they are giv­
ing each other friendly lucks—just enough 
to li’ist themselves into a little notoriety.

A Word About Prospectors.
D en v er M ining1 Review .'

The season is close at haiicf when that 
class of would-be mine owners who im 
agine that the cheap'est and quickest way 
to get hold of property is to “grub stake” 
prospectors, will com iehce operations: 
They will furnish one,: of perhaps two in, 
dividuals, with a few dollars worth of 
supplies and tools, and thu3 equipped 
will start them out upon a season’s search. 
Should they not succeed thus in getting 
hold of- one or more mines that with the 
accustomed t'en: feet'of development will 
not prove a rich' thing, they will shrug 
their Shoulders and ^ecry mining as a 
business, and prospectors as persons of 
no account. While, generally speaking, 
they would be in error oh this point, yet 
in the latter portion of the proposition 
and iu so far as it relates to theniselves, 
they would lie exactly right.

The business pf prospecting is recog­
nized to be as legitimate and regular a 
means of gaining the necessaries of life, 
with a chance for some of its luxuries in 
the future, as that of the miner of mill 
owner. Every man who has; a knowledge 
o£na;ure’sways sufficient under ordina­
ry circumstances to.' render him able to 
seek intelligently over the surface of a 
given section of country for mineral 
veins, possesses something vyhiclif has '. 
cost him years of toil and hardship to ob­
tain. Such a laborer is just as worthy of 
liis hire as any one in any of tile walks of 
life, and to think of being able to secure 
the services of a competent prospector 
for a mere grub-stake “with tobacco anti' 
clothes thrown in,” is the height .of ab­
surdity. None but t'hff lazy and utterly 
worthless vagabonds who' every summer 
swarm through the mountains living off 
“ grub stakes” furnished by unsuspecting 
novices in mining, will now-a-days accept 
propositions involving, if honestly car­
ried out, the maximum amount of trouble 
and the minimum amount of re.wardfUn- 
less good fortune should befall. When, 
therefore, uninformed persons do not suc­
ceed, as is usually the case, in procuring 
property of so.me value, it1 will vfllbii' in­
vestigated'usually be found to be due to 
the employment of the class ef moun­
tain vagrants described, and this being 
so, their strictures upon prospectors are 
merited, as applied to thbse they have 
had dealings with.

The only sensible method, and the one 
which is' regarded with tlie most favor 
aniong those with whom tlie business of 
prospecting'and'mining stands in a favor­
able light, is’tliat by which the prospector 
employed is furnished with' means and' 
material; tq Operate qtticlfly affid eCdhOffi- 
ieally, according to the dictates of his 
judgment. When we use the word' 
prospector, we do not necessarily moan 
ah individual whose chief qualifications' 
ednsist in'his, ability to absorb large quan­
tities of whiskey and talkloiid aiid know­
ingly about mining, and the 'remarkable 
discoveries lie has made and missed dur­
ing his experience. We mean the class' 
of men who llaVe given tile matter1 of 
finding iliiiies in one or more sections, 
their special attention. Those versed in 
nature’s hand-book' as revealed upon tlie 
many open pages spread out before the 
eyes of the beholder throughout tlie great 
mineral fields of the Rocky Mountains, 
sufficiently well to recognize almost at a 
glance, formations most congenial to the’ 
existence of ore deposits, are tlie kind of 
prospectors whose labor is worth money, 
both to themselves and.those who engage 
it. Such men are of the kind, wlio, if 
search should reveal to them the where­
abouts of a good vein, will act honestly 
with those iiy wfipse interest they are en­
gaged. Others might and'often do con­
ceal important discoveries until such time 
as they can secure it for themselves alone,

Golgotha,
‘ The traveler down thC Llolores river on 
his way to Rico sees toward the right and 
but a' few miles' distant, an enormous ob; 
elisk of red porphyry named the Lizzaid’s 
Head. During the past mining- season 
several adventurous prospectors penetrat­
ed the wilds of the valley and Head' Wa­
ters of the West Dolores river in search 
of mineral bearing territory. On one of 
these tours a'ghastly discovery was made 
of two 'Skeletons under1 a tree, and neap 
them another, partiklly concealed by a’ 
clump of bushes. Near the first two sev­
eral miners’ tbols were found, and near 
the other a pick and shovel. There was 
nothing about tlie remains by which they 
couid'be identified. They were decently- 
interred arid thus their history closed, ex­
cept for the remembrance of a few of 
the earlier inhabitants of that section, 
who conjure that the remains found are 
those of three out of four Morjnbhs, who; 
in 1876, worked in some spot', tho precise 
location of which they concealed. They 
started for Ouray to buy tools, and on ar­
riving at a cabin on the San- Miguel lyeig 
told they could not get through and ob, 
tained steel and other needed sripplieB of 
the old man at the cabin, agreeing to 
pay him for them another time. They 
said they had worked a tunnel 45 feet in 
on a rich lode. This work has never 
been found, and if done is supposed to 
be closed by a rock slide. The fourth 
man lias never been heard of.— Silver 
World.

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MEW WORKS.
A GRAND NEW YEAR FOR RiCO. 
Money and Men Put to Usefulness.

Mr. Amos Lane Superintendent of the 
Grand View company, arrived in 
Kico from New’  York last Wednes­
day evening, and from him we 
learn that the new concent ration works 
Which are to be erected by tlie company, 
will at once be put under construction, 
o'r at least, as soon as the remainder of 
the necessary machinery arrives from Al­
amosa, from which point it is now being 
shipped.'

A general change will be made through­
out the old works and a general overhaul­
ing of machinery will be necessary.

The chief object of the erection of con- 
ebntratiOn works is to treat the low grade 
o'res- which would not heretofore pay the 
comparatively high prices of their reduc­
tion by the smelting process, treating the 
great bulk of iron, zinc and galena, which 
Carries about $30.00 per ton. By., use of 
the concentrator about half of the low 
grade ores, ( consisting of quartz and 
zinc,) is taken away and the iron pyrites 
and galena separated. Ores containing 
but little galena cannot be treated advan­
tageously. Only ores containing zinc, 
galena and iron will be treated by the 
concentrator.

By this process the Grand View com­
pany will be enabled to treat thousands 
of tons of ore that has been lying on the 
dumps of mines, awaiting a cheap process 
of .treatment. Their ore market will be 
largely increased and also the profits of 
the smelting business, by the handling of 
high, medium and'low grade ores.

New roasters are to be built with a ca­
pacity that will supply at least three blast 
furnaces. The concentrator will reduce 
SO tons of low grade ore per day which 
will give between 20 and 25 tons of high 
.or medium grade ore to the smelter, to­
gether with the large quantity of high 
grade ore that will be purchased from the 
most valuable ore producing mines in the 
district.

Mr. II. .J. Hard ess the Metallurgist, 
Having visited many of the mines of the 
district during the past winter, expresses 
it as his belief that the increase of the 
high grade ores that will pour in upon 
•the markets this season, will produce an 
amount'-of tile precious metals beyond 
the anticipation of the most sanguine, 
besides the increase of'the bullion output 
derived from the concentration of low 
grade ores.

Under the new arrangements, every­
thing pertaining to the buildings and 
workings,-willhe more conveuient for the 
speedy reduction.of-ores. From the time 
tiie ores leave the scales at the ore houses, 
they .are kept moving O m an  incline till 
.moulded into bullion and the base or val­
ueless portion is. dumped in the slag pile.

Work has begun upon the principal 
mines of the company, the Grand View, 
Phoenix, Yellow Jacket and Aztec. As 
fast as the present forces of miners can 
create new openings for other workmen, 
.by means of development, the working 
forces will be increased, and the ore pro­
duct of the company’s mines will be large­
ly increased this season. Last fall’s suc­
cessful and profitable run on Rico ores, 
gives the-members of the company new 
energy and vigor, and work is to be pros­
ecuted aaccjrdingly. Several new coke 
•ovens are to be built and the coal interests 
of the company are to be improved.

It is but just to say that, the Grand View 
company has tire proper men in the prop­
er places by selecting Amos Lane as Su­
perintendent and II. J. Ilardess as Metal­
lurgist. _

s a l a r y  Qu e s t io n .
This question is now regarded with 

some degree of interest. Some of the 
heavy tax payers are opposed to the city 
council receiving' pay for services render- 
dered, contending that the town of Rico 
is thoroughly organized, and its laws 
framed, leaving only for the councilmen 
as duties, their judicious care in the se­
lection of locality for improvement and 
expenditure of the public funds. A great 
many have requested the D o l o r e s  
N e w s  to advocate the dispensation of the 
right exercised by the councilmen to re­
ceive salary. At the first general elec­
tion Held in the town of Rico, in April, 
1880, for the election of mayor, clerk and 
board of councilmen the salary question 
was voted upon, resulting in 214 votes 
“for salary,” to 14 “against salary.” Ac­
cording- tp the vote of the people the 
board ltrfk enjoyed the right of receiving 
salary for,services, provided that the vote 
was in conformity with the law govern­
ing such election of “ salary,” or “no sal­
ary.”

In the General laws of Colorado we 
find the following:

G e n . S e c . 2640, page 873. Sec. 1. In 
cities and towns of not more than five 
thousand inhabitants, incorporated un­
der tiie territorial laws or by special char­
ter, the mayor and aldermen, or trustees 
in places having such officers, shall not 

'receive any compensation for services 
rendered by them as such mayor, aider- 
men, or trustees, unless the question of 
paying such mayor, president, aldermen or 
trustees for .their services, shall first be 
submitted to the legal voters of said city 
or town,, and unless a majority of those 
voting thereon shall vote in favor thereof.

And further on we find; Gen . Site., 
2C91, page 904, Sec. 46. The emoluments 
of the officers whose election or appoint­
ment is required by this act, shall not be 
increased or diminished during the term 
for which he shall have been elected or 
appointed. * * * * *

By this act the amount of the salary 
shall be fixed by ordinance. And each 
board, of councilmen are required to fix 
tiie amount of salary to be drawn by 
their successors.

Now, if the- people—property holders 
know what they want—“salary,” or “no 
salary,” they must proceed to exercise 
their will in the matter. By eitliet pe­
titioning the present board, or agaiu tak­
ing a vote by the legal voting population 
of Rico, the question can be settled.

Labor is worthy its hire, and some peo­
ple are opposed to those who serve the 
public without direct compensation. 
Surely there are exceptions to the rule, 
where those who serve are able to do so 
without pay for services. If tax payers 
think the pay received by the council- 
men is excessive, let them proceed to 
remedy the evil. If Rico is too' poor to 
pay its servants, or agents, demonstrate 
tiie fact.

This salary question is one in which all 
tax-payers are equally interested, and to 
them belongs the solution of the question. 
If the greatest number of our citizens are 
in favor of putting down salary let them 

■inaugurate a ffioTement in that direction,

In last week’s issue we briefly referred 

to the illness of Robert Maxwell, and it 
is with profound regret that we chronicle 
his sad death which took place night be­
fore last. His age was about 28 years 
and his residence before coining to Rico 
was in the Los Oerrillas Mountains of 
Hew Mexico, where it is reported lie had 
some very valuable mining property, but 
owing to some trouble, he was compelled 
to leave there for a time. We understand 
that his parents are alive and reside in 
Rock Island, 111. Maxwell’s illness was 
Very brief, as almost all fatal sicknesses 
are at this altitude, but his suffering was 
quite acute. Pneumonia is pronounced 
ns the disease. The funeral took jilace 
at 3 o’clock this afternoon, and the body 
of the unfortunate lies resting quietly in 
the cemetery.

DEATH OF SETH WELFOOT.
Many of our citizens were acquainted 

with Seth Welfoot, who lias on several 
occasions visited Rico, having worked 
some assessments on Nigger Baby Hill 
but a few weeks ago. Prom this place 
be went direct to Santa Fe, in order to 
attend to some business pertaining to se­
curing title to his property near Farm­
ington in N. M., and on his return was 
overtaken by his fatal sickness. Mr, 0. 
II. McHenry in corresponding for the 
Dui-ango Southwest gives the particulars 
as follows:

Will you allow me space in your paper 
to give the facts in regard to the death 
of Seth Welfoot: About, the 20tli of Feb­
ruary, lie left Durango for Santa Fe, 
where lie met a party of old friends, by 
agreement, for the purpose of witnessing 
to eacli others ranches. The party all 
started homeward about the 2.8th of Feb­
ruary, Welfoot returning with them. 
On the road he took a severe cold, which 
terminated in fever. When they got to 
Cliamahe complained of Iris feetj and took 
off liis boots and socks and forded the 
river. Still he was not thought to be in 
a dangerous condition by his comrades. 
When he got to Porter lie stopped for a 
few days, growing worse, until Saturday 
morning, March 11th, when he was taken 
from Porter to Mrs. Vaughan’s, near liis 
ranch at Farmington, where he grew still 
worse until death claimed him. In tire 
absence of a 'physician, he was kindly 
cared for by kind friends, and followed 
to his last resting place by the most of 
community. Some think it was pneumo­
nia while others were fearful it was small­
pox. He lias no near relatives in the 
West, but prior to his return here stated, 
in case he should die, he wanted his cous­
in in the cast to have what he left in this 
world- Bis effects have been taken 
charge of .by Deputy Sheriff Blancett, 
until proper action is taken by tlie pro­
bate court.

Poor Welfoot was a one-armed man 
and lias had a hard battle in life. Doubt­
less he felt relieved when he found that 
dissolution was near at.hand. His brav­
ery and firmness at the time of the Farm­
ington troubles resulted in his being driv­
en from his ranch and he has been ab 
sent from it for over a year. Securing 
the government, title to  bis land, be only 
reached it to die.
