Special Correspondence o f  Denver Republican.
Rico, January 22.—Since the Denver & 

Rio Grande railroad has beep completed 
and the end of the track established at 
"Carson’s,” tlierehy reducing the distance 
to thirty miles, the rush of immigrants 
has commenced in earnest. The stage 
company has been compelled to withdraw 
coaches from other routes to carry tlje 
travel to this place. The winter has been 
unusually mild, and the streets present 
as animated an appearance as last sum­
mer. Sales are numerous. The unex­
pected rush of people, mauj of them 
seeking chances to make investments, 
lias stirred the holders of hitherto unde­
veloped prospects to renewed energy, and 
more development has been done in the 
past month than * any previous three 
months in the history of the camp. Build­
ings are going up on all sides. Tlie great 
need of the town at present is more ho­
tel facilities, the present buildings being 
entirely inadequate to accommodate the 
rush that has commenced.

The Grand View has been opened in a 
new place, exposing a body of ore richer 
in quality and greater in quantity than 
has heretofore been found in this unusu­
al rich property. The Grand View Min­
ing company is one of the oldest in the 
camp, and is being steadily developed by 
a large force of men. The company con­
template enlarging tlie capacity of their 
smelter by the erection of qn additional 
stack. Mr. ^Amos Lane is the efficient 
Superintendent, and is very popular, con­
sequently the news of the new strike tvas 
received with a great deal of satisfaction.,

Another strike lately made and deserv­
ing of special mention, is that in the 
Belie Ziula, situated in Horse gulch.

What Does it Mean?
The question is sometimes asked, 

What is a “ notice of forfeiture?” It is 
the prospector^ guard against tlie impo­
sition, carelessness or misfortune of liis 
partners, when lie has any in a claim. 
The law requires that every year one hun­
dred dollars worth of work shall be per­
formed on a mining claim until if, has 
been patented. Sometimes there are as 
many as a dozen owners, and the cost is 
divided among them according to tlie in­
terest they hold. If any one of them 
fails to pay his assessment the balance of 
the firm pay it arid join in advertising the 
delinquent partner out. The notice of 
forfeiture must be published in a paper in 
the district for ninety days, and the de­
linquent then has ninety days further m 
which to pay his assessment and tlie cost 
of advertising. If at tlie end of this three 
months lie fails to settle, liis interest, goes 
to his partners. Qften men are adver­
tised out by unscrupulous partners with­
out having received other notice, and 
many valuable claims have been lost in 
this way. On the other hand, by the 
means, lazy and indifferent partners are 
got rid of and the property falls into the 
hands of the more energetic. Every man 
interested in mining property, who lives 
distant from it, should subscribe for the 
paper published in that mining district 
to prevent himself from being illegally 
"advertised out.”—Lake City Mining 
Register.

A nnouncement is made in tlie New 
York Livening Post that Jay Gould has 
succeeded in obtaining a controlling in­
terest in the St. Louis Se Sap Francisco 
railroad, which involves a halt interest 
in the Atlantic & Pacific railway, in 
which the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe 
holds the remaining interest. The pres­
ent St. Louis & San Francisco road ex­
tends from St. Louis to Yenita, Indian 
Territory. The proposed line is from the 
latter point, over the Atlantic & Pacific, 
to San Francisco. The Santa Fe com­
pany’s line extends from Chicago—where 
it has very close relationship with, if it 
really does not control, the Chicago, 
Burlington & Quincy—to Kansas City, 
thence over its own property to Albuquer­
que, New Mexico, whence it takes the 
track of the Southern Pacific, and com­
pletes a through route to' San Francisco. 
The intention of the A. T. & S. F. com­
pany is to use the Atlantic & Pacific line, 
when completed from Albuquerque west­
ward.

H u b b a r d ’s Newspaper Directory gives 
the information that the world is greeted 
by 34,274 newspapers and periodicals, 
with a circulation of 116,000,000 copies, 
the. annual aggregate circulation reaching
10.592.000. 000 copies, .or about six and 
one-half papers per year to each inhabit­
ant ■ of the globe. Europe leads with 
19,557 and North America follows 'with 
12,400, the two together making over 
nine-tenths of all the publications in ex­
istence. Asia lias 775; South America, 
669; Australia 861; and Africa, 132. Of 
all these 16,500 are printedin the English 
language, 7,800 in German, 3,850 in 
French and over 1,600 in Spanish. There 
lire 4,020 daily newspapers, 18,274 tri­
weeklies and weeklies, and 8,508 issued 
monthly and otherwise. It appears that 
while the annual aggregate circulation 
of publications in the United States is
2.200.000. 000, and that of Great Britain 
and Ireland is 2,260,00.0,000. If the 
United States could get a full and correct 
aggregate of i$  newspaper circulation, 
it would be changed to a difference in our 
favor.

RICO.

Its Discovery, Growth and Pro- 
gress.

Editorial Correspondence o f the Denver World 
Rico, Colo., Jan. 27, 1882.—Twc years 

ago all Colorado was discussing the won­
derful yield of carbonate producing sil­
ver ore, which had been discovered at 
Leadville, thousands flocked thither, in­
tent upon the accumulation of wealth. 
Many were fortunate, but there "was not 
enough to go around,” and sis a result, 
those who had left their eastern homes and 
comfortable living to seek among the cliffs 
of Leadville quick avenues- to- wealth, 
found themselves stranded hr a strange 
land, and without the knowledge of those 
vocations which in a new country enable 
a man to defy fortune reverses or failures.

Leadville was built by the product of a; 
few, comparatively few, mines while oth­
er localities of the .State have assisted 
that camp in the product of tlie great 
amount of bullion, which stamps Colora­
do to-day, though, the youngest, yet the 
largest producer ofi bullion in tlie sister­
hood o f States. About the time that tlie 
Leadville excitement was at its height, a 
few venturesome spirits, ignoring hard­
ships, fighting against fatigue, -and hav­
ing braved manifold dangers, climbed the 
rugged steeps of the. Rocky Mountains, 
cut through the dense forests of the hill­
sides, reveled in the waving'grasses o f the 
valley, encroached upon the hunting, 
ground of the savage Ute Indian, and in 
a locality away off in the southwestern 
corner of tlie State, found a spot sur­
rounded by mountains watered by a rush­
ing stream which- gained momentum and 
volume as it coursed through the ravine? 
from its- snow-capped source.

Here they tarried anti camped, each day 
starting forth prospecting. So well were 
they rewarded by the "finds” .which they 
made, that they determined to locate. 
Success after success, rewarded the pick 
of tlie delving miners, as they struck in­
to tlie formation of the four surrounding 
mountains, and as their good fortune be 
came known, other wealth seekers poured 
in, a town was organized: arid amid many 
vicissitudes the mining camp of Rico 
grew until it Was. so prolific that the out­
side world was attracted. The Denver & 
Rio Grande railroad which has been pierc­
ing- the fastnesses of the "Rockies,”  turn­
ed its rails toward the new town, and ha§ 
been gradually forging its way thither un­
til now but thirty miles separates rail 
communication from the most beautiful, 
the most prolific, and probably the richest 
section of the State, as far as precious 
metal bearing ores are concerned. Their 
new town being organized, a name was 
needed by the first settlers and tlie new 
place v'as called Jlipo, a Spanish word, 
translated "rich.” Tlie progress made, 
and the abundance of precious metals 
found here fully satisfy the appellation.

Tlie mountains which surround tlie 
now bustling town of Rico, Telescope, 
Elliott, Expectation and Dolores are said 
by geologists to be each a vast body of 
ore. Practical misters, corroborate the 
theory by finding good returns for their 
labor wherever they strike their picks for 
locations and prospects. Up to the pres­
ent time all carriage of freight and ma­
chinery has had to be by "burros” or 
lightly loaded heayy wagons. The trail? 
were rough aad tortuous, and forty-five 
miles of mountain road lias, up to tins 
time had to be traveled before the tour-, 
ist could reach the confines of the camp,

Tlie resident population plodded on, 
until now as the railroad approaches, 
Rico stands forth from comparative ob-. 
scurity, to take rank as of the richest lo» 
calities in the state. Every day, although 
midwinter, the stages and carrying power 
of the stage line company are taxed to 
their utmost, to convey tlie men W'ho 
pour into the camp to find oaf if jvhat is 
said about Rico is true? They appear 
generally satisfied, for nowhere- in Colo­
rado does such a self-sustaining camp ex­
ist, self-sustaining because within its bor. 
ders are to be found everything needed 
for the successful working of mining op­
erations. Plenty of large solid lumber, 
vast beds of coal, anthracite and bitumi­
nous the last named producing as fine 
coke as was ever burned in Pennsylva­
nia, iron, lime and fire clay, ample water 
power and easy grades to the minus on 
every side. In fact this camp is justly 
entitled to the title bestowed by its local 
admirers, viz., The Pride of the San Juan.

Although bat comparatively slightly 
developed, the daily out-put of the camp 
can be made SOO tons. Smelters have 
been kept busy producing bullion all the 
fall, while hundreds- of tons have been 
sent to England, Newark, N. J., Den­
ver, and Pueblo for treatment, experien­
ced miners say there is more mineral here 
than was ever found in Leadville, and 
tiiat it is much more easily mined here 
than there, because of its soft character 
and the lower altitude.

Passing Rico, the Dolores river -waters, 
fifteen miles further on, one of the most 
beautiful agricultural countries the sun 
ever shone upon, so that besides ample 
scope for capitalist, miner and laborer, 
the farmer can find here a chance for a 
delightful home, and a ready market for 
his products, either iti cereals, vegetables 
or fruits, in this rapidly thriving.country. 
Ail classes will he heartily welcomed and 
will find a lively, vigorous, intelligent 
community wherein to locate.

LEGISLATIVE LAXITY.

“Taxation Without Representation/’
The fact that this county is wholly ex­

cluded from senatorial and representative 
districts is a somewhat extraordinary one 
and is a subject for consideration. We 
are indebted to Lafe Pence for points and 
tlie situation may be summed up in the 
following statements:

By the state constitution, Art 5. Sec. 
48, the counties of llio Grande, Hinsdale, 
La Plata and San Juan are constituted 
the twentieth senatorial district, and by 
Section 49 of Art. 5 the county of San 
Juan is allowed one representative. (See 
G. L. 1877, p. 40.)

By an Act of the legislature approved 
January 18th, 1877, the county of Ouray 
was created out of part of said San Juan 
county. (See G. L. 1877, p. 207). By 
section 7 of said act the new county of 
Ouray is made part of the twentieth sen­
atorial district * * * * and attached 
to San Juan county for representative 
purposes. (G. L. 1877, pp. 208-9).

By an act of the legislature approved 
February 19th, 1881, this Dolores county 
was created out of part of said Ouray 
county and by section 6 of said act said 
Dolores county was attached and made 
part of the twentieth senatorial district 

* * * and attached to Ouray and 
San Juan counties for representative pur­
poses with the provision that it “ shall so 
remain until otherwise changed by lawn 
(See Session Laws 1881, p 20).. By that 
act the “ twentieth senatorial district” is 
Conejos county, Colorado (page 21-22).

San Juan and Ouray counties are thrown 
with La Plata, Hinsdale, Rio Grande and 
Saguache counties and made the twenty- 
firsi senatorial district (page 22). Also, 
the county of San Juan is given one rep­
resentative and Ouray county another. 
The county of Dolores is granted neither 
senatorial nor representative allotment. 
It is not “ attached to” or “ made part o f ” 
any senatorial or representative. The 
name of Dolores county was not men­
tioned in that act. The emergency clause 
was not inserted in said act.

It is a serious question in the minds of 
our citizens “ where do we belong as re­
gards senatorial and representative dis­
tricts?” We were’ on February T9, 1881. 
attached to the old twentieth senatorial 
district, which was then Rio Grande, La 
Plata, Hinsdale, Ouray and San Juan 
counties, making a “ contiguous and com­
pact” district, as required by section 47, 
Art. 5, of the state constitution. Two 
days afterward these counties are asso­
ciated with Saguache county and called 
tire tventy-jM'si senatorial district and 
Conejos county, several hundred miles 
from us and not “ contiguous” is made 
the twentieth senatorial district and Do 
lores county is not mentioned.

Again, we wore on February 19th, 1881, 
attached to the counties of Ouray and 
San Juan for representative purposes to 
act with them in electing one representa­
tive. Two days afterward San Juan and 

•Ouray are each allotted one representa­
tive and Dolores county is not mentioned. 
AVith what county or counties is Dolores 
county to act in electing a senator or sen­
ators? With what county or counties is 
Dolores to act in electing a representative 
or representatives?

The failure of our last legislature to 
make provision for the representation of 
this comity in both senate and house of 
representatives was an oversight to be 
sure, but the neglect is unpardonable and 
does not help us out of the dilemma in 
which we are sure to be placed next fall. 
When district conventions are called, this 
county will hunt in vain for a vacant 
chair and be tinned away disconsolate. 
We are outcasts upon the face of the rep­
resentative earth and clamor for relief. 
We confess.our inability to suggest, any 
method whereby it can be secured. It 
might be that while other more favored 
counties are balloting for their represent­
atives, we could in caucus assemble and 
select some person to proceed to Denver, 
armed with a petition that he he admitted 
to the house of representatives as a kind 
o f member pro tem from Dolores until 
provision can he made. We are of the 
opinion that Pitkin county, established 
at the last sc«»on of the legislature, as 
were we, must be in the same plight.

A Brief Sketch of Southern Colora­
do ant! Its Resources.

A  Glance at Our Present Prosperity and 
the Great Future so Near at Hand.

Bico and the San Juan Country Coming: 
to the Front as Bapidly as the Older 

Settled Sections of the We3t.

A  Few Becollections of the Past, and as 
Many Predictions for the Future.

This spring is the morning of our pros­
perity. For more than ten years we have 
encountered obstacles to our progress, and 
in the battle for tlie civilization of this 
land of precious metals, and the develop­
ment of our resources we have conquered 
adversity in its every conceivable phase. 
At last, we are on the high road to for­
tune, and, fame, for these hills shall send 
forth millions upon millions of dollars in 
gold and silver, to be circulated among 
not only the people of free America, but 
all parts of the globe, and here the mon­
ey kings have found a field for the safe 
and profitable investment of millions of 
dollars. It is a grand field for capital 
and is fast becoming a welcome asylum 
for the honest, upright working classes of 
the world. Our prosperity has begun, 
and will last till these hills of gold and 
silver have disappeared, and the ages have 
found an end. In this half-score of years 
a vast wilderness has been changed to a 
prosperous laud, and our chief industry, 
mining, has given employment to thous­
ands of people who flocked hither in search 
of the precious metals.

With the beginning of 1882 there is a 
marked change for the better. People 
are pouring in from all parts of the world 
and taking up the pursuits we offer— 
mining, agriculture, stock growing and 
all branches of business. The free school 
system is well managed and bounteously 
supported, and school house and church 
edifices adorn almost every city, town 
and hamlet in Southern Colorado. Not 
last nor least is the newspaper, which may 
he counted among' the pioneers. Where 
the venturesome pioneers have trodden, • 
the newspaper has quickly followed their 
footsteps. Wo say unblushingly that the 
newspaper is the sword that did most to 
civilize the land and conquer the obsta­
cles of adversity which we have overcome.

The sides and slopes of these moun­
tains upon which the sun had uselessly 
shone, for hundreds of years, are now 
the scene of live action each day, and are 
lighted up at night by thousands of camp 
fires. Tunnels and shafts are penetrating 
the depths and breadths of our mountains, 
and many are the hearts made glad by the 
rewards of labor. In the busy mining 
season the streets of the various mining 
towns and cities are thronged with busy 
people, passing hither and thither, and 
the sound of the blast and whistle of the 
smelters and mills are heard in every di­
rection. Indeed, a live mining camp is 
the liveliest of all iife.

Pueblo, the oldest town in Southern 
Colorado, with her railroad advantages, 
the steel works, the mammoth smelter of 
the west, iron foundries, manufacturing 
establishments, etc., and her live repre­
sentative newspapers, is rapidly stepping 
to the front, and Trinidad, with her im­
mense beds of valuable stone coal and 
the busy shipping point it is made by cat­
tle men and traders, is already becoming 
an important city of the West.

Following along the line of the coura­
geous little Denver and Rio Grande rail­
road, westward, we cross the broad area 
of agricultural and stock grazing land ly­
ing between Pueblo and the Sangre de 
Ci'isto (Blood of Christ) range of moun­
tains. In these mountains mineral is 
found, but so far as developments have 
been made, the quantity is not sufficient 
to pay for working, although the quality 
is very rich. After ascending Abeyta 
pass, in this range, and passing on down 
into the broad, open San Luis Valley, we 
find a beautiful scope of agricultural and 
stock grazing land, one hundred and thir­
ty-five miles in length, by thirty and fifty 
miles in breadth. Alamosa is the first 
railroad town reached in the valley, com­
ing west, and with its car-shops and rail­
road institutions, extensive business 
houses and its central location in the low- 
er half of the valley, it is an important 
trade center for the people residing in the 
surroundings. The Cornwall mines, thir­
ty miles distant from Alamosa, promise 
a great, deal in the advancement of that 
town. Another railroad will doubtless 
run into Alamosa within another year, 
and there is a prospect of a railroad being 
built from there to the Cornwall mines, 
and on a few miles distant, to the Sum­
mit mines, where Hon. Thomas M. Bowen 
owns the most valuable gold interests on 
the globe, so far as discovered.

Del Norte, in Rio Grande county, the 
first town of the San Luis valley, 160 
miles west of Pueblo, from where every­
thing that- was consumed in Del Norte 
for four years was hauled in wagons, and 
this town, about the same length of time 
the gateway to the great San Juan min­
ing region, now enjoys railronckfacilities,

and is sure to beoome’ connected with the 
famous Summit gold mines by railway 
within another year. Del Norte is prop­
erly the pioneer town of Southwest Col­
orado. It feebly supported the first news­
paper ever published in the State, west of 
Pueblo, as far north as Fairplay, in the 
northern part of Colorado. And here, Ict­
us have a page in memory’s hook for Nic. 
N. Lambert, who established that paper. 
To him this great mining region owes a 
tribute of respect, a heartfelt gratitude, 
and one of the first pages in that hook-of 
memory. Through deep snow, without 
as much as a promise of a wagon road 
across the range of mountains that sepa­
rated the wilderness of which Del . Norte 
was the recognized head from the outside 
world, he traveled with his printing ma­
chinery, type and materials, for many 
days, suffering from the inclemency of the 
weather, arriving in Del Norte during the 
last days o f  December, 1873, and issuing 
the first copy of the San Juan Prospector 
January 7, 1874, heralding the richness 
of the now mineral discoveries in this 
then terra incognita, and waving the 
strongest arm of civilization. Thus far 
the Stream of Time has borne us. Nic. 
is dead, but not forgotton. “ Another life 
is naught unless we know and love again 
the oues who love us here.”

The Denver & Rio Grande railroad 
from the San Luis valley, winds its way 
over another range of mountains, passing 
through the grandest scenery the world 
affords, and crossing the mesas, valleys, 
and high-lands lying along and between 
the Rio Chama, Rio Blanco, Rio Navajo, 
Rio Piedra and Rio Los Pinos, five beau­
tiful mountain streams, which water one 
of the largest and most fertile agricultu­
ral, and stock grazing sections in the 
west. North of the railroad about thirty 
miles, are the curative waters of Pagosa 
Springs, one of Nature’s hospitals—sixty 
miles distant from Durango.

Durango, situated on the east hank of 
the Rio Las Animas (Animas river) in La 
Plata county, forty-five miles distant from 
Rico, stands firmly on a solid basis, with 
all the resources required to build a city— 
a second Denver. Here are situated large 
veins and deposits of both bituminous 
and anthracite coal. One of these coal 
veins is acknowledged to he the greatest 
in quantity yet discovered, and equal to 
any in quality or value. The coal inter­
ests of Durango and La Plata county, 
together with the mines of the Junction 
Creek district, and in the Parrott moun­
tains, in that county', with Durango’s rail­
road facilities, smelting establishment, 
agricultural surroundings and large whole­
sale and retail mercantile and other vast 
business interests,insures the rapid growth 
, and permanency of a great city. Duran­
go is the natural outlet for the whole San 
Juan mining region, the most convenient 
supply point, and will eventually become 
an important place in the reduction of 
ores, coke burning and manufacturing. 
Beyond reasonable doubt, Durango will 
be the chief center of operation for the 
D. & R. G., as the natural advantages 
possessed by7 that place demand the rail­
road company to locate car and machine 
shops, etc., there. Durango and her 
neighbor, Rico, the gold and silver queen 
of the Southwest are the coming cities of 
tliis Pacific slope, for hundreds of miles 
around. Durango supports two daily- 
and-weekly papers, and on weekly paper, 
all live journals.

Silverton and Ophir, with their true 
fissure veins, and the prospects of the 
former receiving a railroad, in the near fu­
ture, will form an important factor of tire 
San Juan. Improper process of treat­
ment of the ores of Silverton has been a 
great drawback to the industry there. 
In the gulches, and on the mountains sur­
rounding Silverton, a great amount of 
capital has been expended. This is the 
first and oldest town in the San Juan, 
west of Del Norte, on the Rio Grande. 
To John R. Curry, the founder of Silver- 
ton’s newspaper, La Plata Miner, the 
district- is indebted for the investment of 
capital and development of property to a 
great extent. He established his paper 
in the early part of 1875, the camp being 
explored by Baker's party in 1861, and by 
other parties in 1871. At this time a few 
mines were discovered and two or three 
cabins built. Silverton has not progress­
ed so rapidly as some of its neighbors, 
but when its low grade ores can be ship­
ped, the camp will prosper.

Ouray, in Ouray county, formerly in 
eluding Dolores county, in which Rico is 
situated, is a thorough mining town, pos­
sessing in its district1 some valuable min­
ing properties, which are being developed 
at a profit to the owners. The town is 
growing steadily, and its growth is as 
healthy as its permanency is insured. It 
is represented by two newspapers, the 
Muldoon and Times. The latter was es­
tablished by Ripley Brothers in the sum­
mer of 1877. Dave Day’s paper launch­
ed its boat in the summer of 1878. Ou­
ray is one of the solid mining camps of 
Southern Colorado.

Lake City is one of the early camps of 
the San Juan. Quite a good deal of ex­
citement prevailed there over the discov­
ery of the Hotchkiss in the fall of 1874. 
Siucethat time valuable mines iiave been 
discovered there, and mining has been 
carried on with an earnestness in the dis­
trict for about seven years. Lake City 
has two newspapers, the Silver Wi^ld, es­
tablished in the winter of 74 o, and the 
Mining Register, founded in the spring of

1880. Crooke’s ore reducing works have 
been ably managed, and as a consequence 
the mining Industry of Lake City and 
Hinsdale count}7 have been cleverly pro­
moted. Lake is the center of several 
small districts close thereto, which are 
undeveloped, so to speak.

Rico, the infant camp of all San Juan 
and Southern Colorado, situated in Do­
lores county, thirty mile's distant from 
the present terminus of the San Juan Ex­
tension of the Denver & Rio Grande rail­
road, is the center o f attraction of all 
Colorado and the western mining regions. 
As the town of Rico Was only partly sur­
veyed late in the fall of 1879, and not be­
ing completed until the spring of 1880, 
it may well he wondered that.a mining 
town has grown to such proportions in so 
short a time, without the use of a wagon 
road from any source until within the 
last six months. To say that Rico has 
six paying mines, would seem sufficient, 
hut Rico has twice six paying mines, and 
if you will investigate the truth of the 
assertion, you will find as many, if you* 
do not find another one or two.

Hundreds of thousands of dollars have 
been invested in the district, and capital 
is still coming. The town of Rico ad­
vances rapidly, and the present season is 
jilready budding into a repetition of Lead- 
villc’s early history. People should not 
come to Rico earlier than the middle of 
April or May 1st, as they may suffer some 
inconvenience for lack of hotel and lodg­
ing accommodations. If coming at pres­
ent is au absolute necessity, there need 
he no fears but that provisions will in 
some way be made to accommodate. A 
great many are returning and new faces 
are seen daily.

O’BRIEN MOORE TO THE FRONT.

He Turns Up In Old Mexico, Trying 
to Create Trouble.

For some time past the memory of the 
party whose name appears in the above 
caption has been buried in a blissful ob­
livion, but now the possessor of an un­
precedented gall heaves into sight iu dis­
tant Mexico. The last news of him was 
at the time he committed suicide(?) near 
Wilcox, Arizona, and by some means he 
secured the publication of an extended 
account of his death in the Tombstone 
Nugget. An associated press dispatch 
was sent from Las Vegas, N. M., on the 
28th of last March as follows;

“ O’Brien Moore, alias Jerry Buddy, who 
has been representing himself as the agent 
of the Denver Tribune, D olokes New s 
and other papers and was exposed, com­
mitted suicide last week at Wilcox, Ari­
zona, by shooting himself through the 
heart. He has lately led a haunted life, 
effused by the seduction of a girl in Con­
necticut some years since. His age was 
about 25 years of age.”

Being rather sceptical as to the truth 
of the telegram, we wrote to Wilcox and 
received the following reply;

Wilcox, Arizona. April 16,1881. 
To.Messrs. Jones & Hartman:

Sms:—Yours of the 5th Inst, received. 
There has never been a suicide here and 
there has never been anyone here by the 
name of O’Brien Moore to my knowledge. 
Some ruse of his I presume. I have also 
a letter from Connecticut inquiring con­
cerning same jierson.

T. S. W illiams, 
Acting Postmaster.

From this time this son of an Irish lord 
(so-claimed) was buried in obscurity and 
lost to our vision until this letter came to 
this office this week:

Old F rien ds :— “ O’Brien Moore” has 
turned up in Sonora and is writing letters 
for a paper published here. It is the 
same O’Brien, far I have just seen his 
signature in the office. He will bo shown 
up here by Mr. S. Ainsa and a paper will 
be sent you. I sent you one this morning 
containing one of his letters. Show him 
up again in the New s  and send a paper 
here to Mr. Ainsa, who is a lawyer. It is 
expected that Moore will be arrested in 
Sonora and you can have him brought to 
Colorado if you want him. He has said 
hard things concerning the Governor of 
Sonora and others and the citizens here 
are very much down on him, as much 
trouble may result to Americans in Mex­
ico from such letters as he writes. With

A foot-note reads as follows:
If you get an extradition requisition 

against O’Brien Moore you can have him 
— send papeis to me. S. A insa.

It would be a mseless task for us to go 
back and rehash the infamous work of 
O’Brien Moore in Rico. We devoted sev­
eral columns to this purpose last spring 
and effectually put a stop to his confidence 
operations in this country. He came to 
Rico in September, 1881, penniless and 
forlorn, and believing him to be what he 
claimed, a journalist in distress, we took 
him in. Before spring, however, the 
tables were turned and he took us in. 
In a very short time by dint of smooth 
talk and a practical application of unlim- 
itable cheek, he soon rose to a respected 
and exalted position in tills community, 
and became a prominent politician. For 
some time he maintained this position, 
doing nothing worse than making as much 
domestic trouble as two mothers-in law, 
but in the spring his avarice got the bulge 
on his judgment and he eonfidenced all 
his friends out of their loose currency, 
lied and cried himself foolish. He owed 
numerous and sundry bills about town, 
hut they did not trouble his conscience 
much. After being fired out of Durango, 
he stole a horse at Pine River and sold 
him to a livery man at Chama. Finding 
himself pursued, he made his escape 
southward, taking subscriptions for this

paper, and collecting our hills, by taking 
along some of our printed bill heads and 
forging the firm signature. He has done 
many misdeeds here, hut we will waste 
no more time in enumerating them. His 
abandoned wife, Lizzie A. Luddy, of 
Naugatuck, Conn., has written here for 
information concerning him several times, 
and Cohoes, N. Y., couid a tale of forgery 
unfold that would make him weep tears 
of bitter, unavailing sorrow7. We will not 
have him brought him back to Colorado 
—the further oil he is the better we will 
like him.

Durango’s Artist.
From the Durango Record.

On upper First street, near tlsc new 
blacksmith shop, is a neat little cottage, 
painted very white in front. Mr. II. C. 
Shroder lives in this cottage and paints 
for a living. He does not paint on wood, 
but on canvas, and has now, stretched in 
his studio one canvas, 10xt4 in dimen 
sions. Work was commenced on this 
tv7o years , ago. Tile picture represents 
“ The Last Day,” and, wdien finished, will 
have in the foreground some twenty or 
more life-size figures, male and female. 
Mr. S. expects to finish the picture, which 
is a very meritorious work, by April, when 
it will he for sale, the price asked being 
only $200. Anyone desirous of doing so 
can inspect this piece of work now in its 
unfinished state, hut when completed, it 
will no doubt he visited by a majority of 
Durango’s art loving citizens. The gen­
tleman doing this work is au artist of 
more than ordinary note, having studied 
for a number of years in Chicago and 
other eastern cities, and is equally at 
home in oil painting and crayon drawing. 
He paints in oil from photographs, en­
larging to any size.

Somebody, who kept a record of the 
executions of 1881, says ninety men were 
hanged in the United States in accordance 
with law7 and as many more without ac­
tion of judge or jury. Arkansas heads 
the list with fifteen men hanged by law 
and several in defiance of law.— West Las 
Animas Tribune.

Southwest Colorado will be heard 
from in the future as the greatest silver- 
producing section in the Nation, and in 
its output the record of Rico will un­
doubtedly lead. I have conversed with 
experts who claim that there is more ore 
here than ever Leadville contained; that 
it is easier mined, by reason of its soft- 
character, and that it is a better climate 
for work by reason of its lower altiude 
and general surroundings.— Correspond 
cnee o f Philadelphia Bullion Miner.

W ashington, January 27.—Tlie mili­
tary reservations reported to the House 
as no longer needed by the War Depart­
ment are: Fort Fetterman, Wyoming; 
Fort McPherson, Nebraska; Camp Sher­
idan, Nebraska; Camp Independence, 
California; Fort Ilartniif, Nebraska; Fort 
Benton, Montana; Fort Sterlaeoon, Wash­
ington Territory; Whipple barracks, Ari­
zona, and the coal reservations on Sul­
phur creek, Wyoming; Fort Dodge, Kan­
sas, and Fart Lyons, Colorado.

Many persons are puzzled to under­
stand what the terms “ fourpenny,” “ six­
penny” and “ tenpenny” means, as applied 
to nails. “ Fourpenny” means 4 pounds 
to the thousand nails, or “ sixpenny” 6 
pounds to the thousand, and so on. “ 10- 
penny” meant at first “ ten-pound” nails 
(the thousand being understood), but the 
old English clipped it to “ten-pun,”  and 
from that it degenerated until “ penny” 
was substituted for “ pounds.” When a 
thousand weigh less than 1 pound they 
are called tacks, brads, etc., and are reck­
oned by ounces.

Journalistic.
Tlie Denver weekly News has been en­

larged and now contains 56 columns of 
the cream of tlie mammoth daily.

F rank P. Siieafor, of the Pitkin Min­
ing News, was manied on last Sunday 
to Miss Maggie Britton, of Pitkin. That’s 
what we call journalistic enterprise.

And now the Denver Republican and 
John Evans promise to furnish the mate­
rial for a sensational libel suit. Enough 
money to build at least a mile of the D. & 
N. O. before “ Johnnie comes marching 
home.”

A Sunday morning paper, the Denver 
World, has just, been issued in the capital 
city. Arthur Shepherd, well known to 
many citizens of Rico, is the editor. In 
our opinion this new journalistic feature 
in Denver, is one which meets the wants 
of thousands of western readers, as it is 
devoted to mining and the arts, etc.

Petty jealousies are finding the bosoms 
of some of Colorado’s journalists. In a 
political excuse there is a poetical license 
but on general principles there should be 
a continuance of tlie honored courtesies 
of those who laid the corner stone of 
journalism in this great field of gold and 
silver. Silly “ bosh” in the shape of com­
plimentary remarks regarding members of 
the press, is not absolutely necessary, for 
the purpose of keeping good feeling in 
the newspaper family,—but, there are 
many duties to perform and courtesies to 
extend between the members, no matter 
how remote or exalted. Colorado has 
long been proud of her newspapers, and 
may she never blush for shame, on ac­
count of a lack of harmony among those 
who go to make up the best newspapers 
iu the Union. Small things should never 
enter the field of ‘Western journalism.

Since our last issue a new theory has 
been advanced regarding the origin of 
the fire which destroyed McJunlrin’s saw­
mill on Friday night of last week. At 
that time no thought was entertained hut 
that the fire built by Capt. Luther had 
caught in a pile of dry slabs and from 
them communicated to the mill buildings. 
Such it seems, is not the case. When the 
fire was first discovered, Mr. McJunkin 
ran from his house to the mill, a distance 
of about 150 yards, and found the side of 
the building opposite to where Luthers 
fire had been, had been almost entirely 
consumed, while the side nearest, the fire 
had barely commenced to burn, and that, 
too, in the face of a very strong wind, 
so strong, in fact, that large cinders were 
found after the fire about and even be­
yond the house in which the proprietor 
resided. It is his decided opinion that 
the fire could not have been communicat­
ed from the little fire Luther had during 
the day and set the building in flames in 
the condition in which he first found it 
Several parties have visited the scene of 
the conflagration during the week and 
are of the same opinion. The majority 
of them contend that the fire must have 
originated in the blacksmith shop, from 
which corner of the building, the wind 
was blowing. There had been no fire in 
the shop for ten or twelve days previous 
to the tire and it looks as though the work 
of an incendiary were apparent. All the 
circumstances of the case point to an ar­
tificial origin and no other conclusion can 
be maintained. It is a most cowardly 
way in which to wreak vengeance upon 
an enemy and to vent malice by burning 
his property.

The unfortunate proprietor of the mill 
has gone to Durango for the purpose of 
securing new machinery and feels confi­
dent that he can bring in a mill and have 
it in running order by April 1st if the 
roads remain as good as at present.

It is rumored that the Navajoes, gener­
ally the most peaceable of Indians, are 
indulging in a little exercise of a warlike 
nature, witness the following telegram 
from Santa Fe, under date of Feb. 6th: 
“ News from Rio Arriba county is to the 
effect that the Navajoes,south of the San 
Juan river settlements, are ugly, and 
have been stealing cattle, and but three 
days ago burned a new house put up by 
a French mining company, on the south 
side of the river, near Porter. The peo­
ple have complained to Governor Shel­
don, who has laid the case before the 
Secretary of the Interior, aiid recom­
mended the stationing of troops at Port­
er to keep) the people from attacking the 
Navajoes, and keep the Navajoes on their 
reservation.” We do not believe the 
Gov. will have much trouble in prevent­
ing the “ people from attacking the Nav­
ajoes.” The shoe is on the other foot.

D urango has been treated to a little 
excitement over the arrest of several 
parties there charged with counierfeiting. 
Jim Bush(“ Speck-eyed Jim”) well known 
in Rico, was one of the arrested parties. 
From the. Southwest we learn that an 
examination was had before U. S. Com­
missioner Pennington and that the pris­
oners were all. discharged. From the 
evidence elicited it would seem that Bush 
knows mare concerning the spurious 
coin than appears on the surface. If 
there is a gang of counterfeiters there, it 
would be well to spare no effort to  bring 
its members to justice. The San Juan 
country is a splendid field for the opera­
tion of “ shoving the queer,” as money 
does not receive that rigid examination 
to which it is subjected in most sections, 
and the conviction of a few might in­
timidate the remainder.

J ack W. Lyon met with an accident 
yesterday which came near resulting in 
death. He was working in the Zulu 
Chief, on Expectation mountain about 
a mile west of town, when Dan L. Taylor 
and othei’3 were working above him about 
100 yards’ A piece of timber got away 
from them and rolled down towards the 
workings. Taylor called “Lookout” and 
Lyon ran to the mouth of the tunnel and 
was struck just above the eye by the rol­
ling’ timber and knocked senseless. He 
was carried to a cabin about 200 yards 
distant, where he now lies, cared for by 
many friends. He recovered conscious­
ness about 2 o’clock this morning. The. 
blow was a very severe one, but we hope 
he will speedily recover.

Mrs. C'olorow was dressed in 
plain ashes of sage brush, gunny sack 
cut a la robe de sleeping car, with ear or­
naments of copper rivets and bracelets of 
mother of clamshell, strung on strips of 
brocaded buckskin. Miss Cleopatra-Un­
ion-Fore ver-One-ami-inseparable Coloro w 
wore a gros grain army tout, witlt brass 
overcoat buttons and hand painted with 
the device:

hair was frescoed with antelope tallow 
and bangles of grizzly bear toe-nails, 
held in place with tarred rope.

A n e w  system of gold mining has 
been introduced in Georgia, what is call- 
de a vacuum dredging boat having been 
successfully tried on the Chestatee river. 
It is designed t-o raise the gravel from the 
beds of rivers, washing the sand and sep­
arating the gold from it. At a recent 
trial the boat raised the sand by the vacu­
um system at thp rate of from two to 
four tons every five minutes. The sand 
was rapidly washed automatically in 
sluice boxes and the gold collected in 
quicksilver. As the result of three hours 
work, $200 worth of gold was secured. 
The expense was not more than $12. 
The sand was found to be very rich, and

The following article appeared in the 
editorial columns of the Denver Tribune 
dated Jan. 21:

“ It is an unusual tiling for a mining camp 
in the Rocky Mountains to get up a rous­
ing boom in midwinter, yet this is just 
what Rico is doing at the present time. 
Though snow bound in the rocky fast­
nesses of the San Juan mountains, with­
out any sort- of rail communication, the 
only wagon road inlet leading from Du­
rango over high-swept storm ranges which 
no stage line lias hitherto dared to travel, 
with only one smelter in operation, and 
that equal to the reduction of no more 
than fifteen or twenty tons o f ore per day. 
This recently opened mining, district is at­
tracting a greater degree of interest and 
a larger immigration apparently than any 
other quarter of the state. Now we have 
no ventures, present or prospective, in 
Rico, nor do we subscribe to all that is 
said of the mines located there, hut the 
facts remain that, like a circus or a mins­
trel show, it is drawing large audiences.

The gold and the silver are where you 
find them. Rico is credited with a fair 
percentage of gold, but the dominant 
metals are lead and silver, with a libera! 
sprinkling of copper. The best infor­
mation obtainable warrants the belief 
that out of the many discoveries of con 
tact and fissure veins recorded in Dolores 
county, a considerable number have been 
converted by development into liberal 
producers of ore, which if reduced on 
the ground will return handsome profits. 
This much has been determined by re­
peated practical tests; but among them 
are a few from which very high grades of 
material have been selected, and milled, 
the range being from 200 to 1,500 ounces 
of silver per ton. These grades will 
bear transportation to distant smelters, 
but the majority feeing of less value, say 
from $50 to $120 per ton, must of neces­
sity find markets at home or remain on 
the dumps. There being but one pur­
chasing agency in the .district, and that 
mainly confinc-d t-o the treatment 
of the product o f its mines, it 
follows that the preset output of bullion 
from Dolores is small, when compared 
with the capabilities of the lodes and 
contacts, and before it can become a 
great mining camp the facilities for re­
duction must be somewhere equal to- the 
demand. It is probable, however, that 
ample markets will be established by 
spring. Then should the Denver and 
Rio Grande people finish their projected 
branch to that camp, the miners will he 
able to prove its value as a mineral bear­
ing section before the end of the current- 
year, 5>y the shipment o-f ores and bullion.

Within the present month, owing to 
the large increase of travel in that direc­
tion, the managers of several stage lines 
plying elsewhere have made arrangements 
to put on a full supply of comfortable 
coaches from Durango, and perhaps other 
points, to Itico. At present the only reg­
ular conveyance is a buck-board, which 
carries the mail and from -1 to G passen­
gers each way.

Prom the reliable reports we have re­
ceived at different times during the past 
six months, we are disposed to believe 
these mines will be extensively worked 
next spring and summer, and become an 
important element in the general indus­
try c>f mining.

P. S.—All who are directly or indi­
rectly interested in Rico and its mines, 
and who want its local and mining news, 
can do no better than read the D olores 
N e w s .
