The Colorado Prize-Fight
Last week we referred to a fight which 

was to take place between Tom Walling, 
of Williamsburg, on Oak creek, but who 
was formerly a resident of Rico, and Bar­
ney Campbell, of Leadville. . In stating 
that the contest would take place oil the 
25th of April we were in error—May 5th 
is the. correct time. The stakes are $1,000; 
$500 a side and 'one-half o f that amount 
has been deposited at Canon City, to be 
placed in the hands of Richard Iv. Fox, 
of the Police Gazette. A  description of 
the two men might not prove uninterest­
ing to. many of our readers:

Walling is well known to many Rico 
people. He is 39 years old, about 5 feet 
10 inches in height and weighs about 160 
pounds. . His. arms are several inches 
longer than Campbell’s and he is the hero 
of eleven battles and has always come out 
ahead. He is a coal miner working at 
Qak creek and there are a great many 
men there, as well as here, who will back 
him, and no doubt a great deal of money 
will change hands on the coming fight. 
He has only had one fight in America and 
that was at Denver, May 18th, 1877, with 
Dick Mullenger, of St. Louis. Fifty- 
seven rounds were fought, lasting two 
hours and forty-eight minutes. He was 
victorious, but suffered great punishment, 
and declared he would neyer fight again, 
hut could not well refuse when Campbell 
canie to where he was working and chal­
lenged him in person. He is now train 
ing in a coal mine, but will be put in time 
to train for the great oth of May mill.

Barney Campbell is an Irishman and 
weighs about 145 pounds. He is about 
5 feet seven inches and intends to train 
himself down to within 130 pounds before 
the fight comes off. lie  is a very heavy- 
built, strong, pugnacious looking fellow, 
and a dangerous antagonist. He is a 
professional fighter and has won a num­
ber of battles. He claims never to have 
been whipped and is now in Pueblo, and 

j will be heard of in sparring matches be- 
I tween now and the time for the fight.

A Shot at the Queen.
New Y ohk, March 2.—The press asso­

ciation says Queen Victoria was fired at 
while at the Winsdor railroad station to­
day. She escaped unhu.it.

Later—As the queen was entering her 
carriage this evening a man in the sta­
tion yard deliberately fired a pistol at her. 
The man, who was a miserable looking 
object, was instantly seized by the po­
lice and taken to the Windsor police sta­
tion. The queen has been in London 
since Tuesday, where she. gave a dra-w- 
ing room reception Wednesday in honor 
of the Princess Helena, of Waldeck, who. 
is to marry Prince Leopold. A crowd as­
sembled at Buckingham palace this morn­
ing in hopes to see the queen drive out.' 
The demeanor of the people was cordial 
as usual.

As soon as the queen arrived at the 
castle she sent an equerry, to proceed to 
the depot to enquire if any one was hurt. 
The report of the pistol was sharp, but 
not loud. MacLean apparently intended 
firing again when the revolver, which 
seemed to bo a new one, was knocked 
from his Land by a bystander and handed 
to the police. Eton scholars were promi­
nent in the attempt to lynch MacLean. 
The queen’s secretary proceeded to the 
police station and after obtaining all the 
information possible telegraphed to Glad­
stone the facts of the assault. It is un­
derstood the queen lias not sustained any 
shock. MacLean is said to be an inhab­
itant of the South sea. The general 
opinion is the act was the result of lunacy.

There was a large crowd of spectators 
awaiting the queen’s arrival at Windsor. 
Tlie queen walked across the platform of 
a railway station to the carriage which 
was waiting to take her to . the castle. 
John Brown had already ascended to a 
seat behind the carriage, when a man 
standing at the entrance to the station 
yard among the spectators, pointed a pis­
tol at the carriage and fired. To judge 
from the report of the pistol, it was not 
heavily loaded. The. Queen, who was 
not probably aware of what had happen­
ed, was immediately driven to the castle. 
But before she had passed the man had 
been seized by the superintendent of the 
Borough police, who was standing near 
at hand. He was also violently seized by 
the crowd and~6nly rescued by three or 
four policeman who came to the superin­
tendent’s assistance. The pistol was 
captured by one of the crowd. MacLean, 
who was miserably clad, was taken into 
High Street and thence taken to the po­
lice station.in a cab.

Referring to the attempted. assassina 
tion, the Kansas City Evening Star re­
calls the incidents of previous attempts:

In this connection some reference to 
the previous attacks upon Queen Victoria 
may not be uninteresting. The; Queen’s 
life has been attempted a number of times 
but always, happily, without results. The 
first attempt was made on June 10, 1840, 
when she had only been on the throne 
about three years. She was driving- up 
Constitution H ill with Prince Albert, 
when Edward Oxford, a pot boy, deliber 
atoly fired two shots at her, but missed 
in each case. He was- at- once arrested 
and proved to be a crack-brained egotist, 
with a consuming passion for notoriety. 
Upon his trial the jury adjudged him in­
sane and he w'as committed to a lunatic 
asylum “ during Her Majesty’s pleasure,’’ 
He was subsequently released.

The next attempt was that of John 
Francis, son of a machinist in Drury 
Lane, and occurred on May 30, 1843, at 
precisely the same place as the one just 
recorded. Francis was only a few feet 
from the carriage when lie fired, and 
missed only because of tlie rapidity with 
which the royal vehicle was moving. 
The would-be assassin who was but twen­
ty-two years old, was arrested, convicted 
of high treason, and sentenced to death, 
but the punishment was. commuted to 
transportation for life. Tlie only object 
of this attempt, as of the preceding one, 
seemed to be notoriety.

On the very day after the commutation 
of Francis’ death sentence became pub­
licly known, a hunch-backed lad named 
Bean presented a pistol at the queen’s 
carriage as she was passing from Buck­
ingham Palace to the Chapel Royal. He 
was, however, prevented from firing, by 
a boy standing near, who seized the 
weapon just in time. The pistol was 
found to be loaded with powder, paper 
closely rammed down and some scraps of 
clay pipe. About this time.a bill, intro­
duced by Sir Robert Peel, was passed, 
making attempts upon the sovereign’s 
life punishable by transportation for sev 
en years, or by a term of imprisonment 
not exceeding throe years, “ the culprit 
to be publicly or privately whipped as 
often and in such a manner as the court 
shall direct, not exceeding thrice.” Bean 
was convicted under this act and sen­
tenced to eighteen months imprisonment.

This did not, however, conclude the at­
tacks on the queen. An Irish bricklayer,

of March the 2nd occurred nearly 
twenty-two years later than' that of Pate. 
On Feb, 29, 1872, Arthur O’Connor, aged 
seventeen, presented a pistol at the queen 
as she was entering Buckingham Palace 
after a drive. The pistol proved to be' 
unloaded, and was an antique and use­
less weapon. O’Connor carried in liis 
left hand a petition for the pardon of the 
Fenian prisoners. Hamilton and Pate 
were each sentenced to seven years trans­
portation, and O'Connor was punished 
with twelve months imprisonment and a 
flogging.

It will be observed that no political 
significance whatever’ has attached to any 
of those attcnrpvS' upon tfle life o f Queen- 
Victoria, In every case the deed was 
either committed by an actual madman, 
or by some half crazy rulventurer iu quest 
of notoriety.

The MewUte Bili.
The following' bill w as reported by the 

Committee on Senator Hill’s bill as pre­
sented last January:

Be it enacted by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of tlie Uuited States 
of America in Congress assembled; That 
all that portion of the Ute Indian Reserva­
tion in the state of Colorado lately occu­
pied by the Uncompahgre and . White 
River Utes be, and the same is hereby de­
clared to be public land of the United 
States, and subject to disposal from and 
after the passage of this act, in accord­
ance with the provisions and under the 

.restrictions and limitations of section- 
three of tlie act of Congress approved 
June fifteenth, eighteen hundred and 
eighty, chapter two hundred and twenty- 
three, except as hereinafter provided, 
under regulations to be prescribed by the 
Secretary of the Interior in accordance 
with the provisions of this act.

Se c . 2. That the Secretary of the In­
terior shall, at the earliest practicable day, 
ascertain and establish the line between 
tlie land mentioned in section one of this 
act and that now or lately occupied by 
the Southern Utes in said state; and for 
that purpose there is hereby appropriated, 
out of any money in the Treasury of the 
United States not otherwise appropriated, 
tlie sum of five hundred dollars.

Se c . 3, That all entries, settlements, 
or locations heretofore made, under any 
law of the United States; by duly quali­
fied persons, upon a strip of land extend­
ing northerly and southerly, not exceed­
ing ten miles iu width, within , that part 
of the Ute Indian Reservation in the state 
of Colorado lately oeeupied by the Un­
compahgre and White River Ute Indians, 
and bounded on the east by the one hun­
dred and seventh meridian of longitude 
west from Greenwich, shall legally date 
from the time they were respectively 
made; and the rights of said persons shall 
be in all respects the same as if the lauds’ 
had been legally subject to- their claims. 
when the same were initiated: Provided, 
however, That if homestead entries have- 
been made on said strip, the lands so en­
tered shall be paid for in ©ash, after proof 
which would be satisfactory under the 
pre-emption laws: And provided further, 
That none o f said lands shall be disposed 
of for any consideration' other than- cash, 
nor for a less price than one dollar and 
twenty five cents per acre.

L eadville, March 4.—A queer case of 

professional incompetency and reckless-, 
lessness came to light to-day, after cost­
ing one of our prominent mining com­
panies a big pile of rntmey and some val­
uable time. The Anglo-American Min­
ing Company, of Red Cliff, erected on the 
strength of assays made by a prominent 
metallurgist residing in LeadVille, exten­
sive works-at Red Cliff for the treatment 
of their ores, which the said assaycr re­
ported as being very rich in gold and 
platinum. The assaycr 'Was retained by 
them at a large salary for the last year: 
Quantities of the supposed gold and sil­
ver accumulated at the Red Cliff works, 
and were lately sent to Argo and oilier 
places for refining purposes,' when all at 
once it was ascertained that the ore was 
worthless, containing a mere trace of 
gold and six or seven ounces of silver.

A n in e  pound nugget of gold was 
found recently near Dahlonega,, Ga., and 
Messrs. Lumsden found a two hundred 
and forty-two pennyweight g o ld . nugget 
in their gold mine in Nacoochee valley, 
White county, same state, flip  mineral 
resources of Georgia are vast,: and are 
quite undeveloped, and we believe that 
north-west Georgia to-day presents an 
excellent field for the careful prospector 
and that his researches would develop 
marvelously rich gold mines.

It  is said that Tom Nast will sever his 
connection with the Harpers, having m ade 
enough money to enable him to live in 
retirement, notwithstanding his. reported 
loss of $40,000 in Plata Verde at Silver 
Cliff. T h e  D olores N e w s  has offered 
him a position on its staff and he may be 
induced to reconsider bis decision. Ho 
would find a scope here that would 
very prolific of ludicrous subjects.
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The Mill-Site Claimants Gain a De­
cision in Their Favor.

Julius Thompson received a telegram 
from 'Washington last night stating that 
dn last Tuesday Commissioner McFarland 
of tlih General Land Office rendered a dc- 
•disiori in the mill-site vs. town-site case, 
giving their owners the Maid of Athens, 
Gulch and Independent mill-sites com­
plete. We hope to receive the decision 
in time to give it to our readers in full 
next week.

Lafe Pence, attorney for the city,notifies 
ms that liis client will take an appeal to 
the Secretary of the Interior. Such be­
ing the ease,-it may be some time before 
the ease comes up for hearing and final 
decision, the time depending of course 
upon the press of business docketed pre­
vious to tIlls case.

Parties maliciously inclined have taken 
advantage of the circumstances to indus­
triously circulate the report that there Cis 
not a foot of ground in Rico to which a' 
clear title is had and that consequently a 
person purchasing Rico property throws 
his money away and involves himself in 
tedious and expensive litigation. It is 
strange that Durango parties should- he 
so blindly foolish as to assist in scattering 
broadcast this outrageous' report, intend­
ing to use it as damaging to Rieo’s pros­
perity. Neighboring mining camps may 
be excused fer exerting themselves against 
Rico’, because of a chronic jealousy, which 
they- never lose an opportunity .todisplay, 
but there is no chance for jealousy be­
tween Durango and Rico, as our interests 
are so nearly identical. So far as the 
question of title to Rico town property 
is concerned,, there is no portion, of the 
town even in controversy except that 
covered by the mill-sites and a very small 
surface in the northwestern part of town 
which conflicts with tne Sun-Up lode. 
About 100 feet south of Campbell street 
the mill sites begin and extend to and be­
yond the southern limits of the town. 
So, even allowing that every inch of ter 
ritory in litigation will eventually he lost 
to the town, it leaves available a large 
and beautiful townsite, perfectly free 
from any incumbrance whatever. But 
the title to the disputed territory is still 
excfiodihgly doubtful. It is true rh.-n. the 
ground,claimed'Ky the mill-sites mentioned 
is quite valuable and comprises a goodly 
tract of land, hut is by po means absolutely 
essential to the growth of the city. We 
Will'prosper as a town without it as well 
as with it, although should the final de­
cision he adverse to the town-site it will 
work great hardship to such persons as 
have located or purchased lots on the con­
tested ground and erected buildings. Let 
no person be deceived by false and atro­
ciously malignant utterances of the slan­
derous tongues of Rico’s enemies; there 
is but a fraction of the town-site in liti­
gation, tiie title to all the remainder being 
wholly unclouded.

Serious Mining Accident.

serious and simultaneous accidents in the 
American basin on Thursday, morning of 
last week.- They were working on the 
Aildie Lovell for Maj. Lovell, and were 
attempting to take out a charge that had 
missed fire.'

Frank had 
liisr right ieg broken in two places below 
the' knee and was so badly burnt in the 
face that he has been unable to open his 
eyes since, though lie can catch from un­
der- the lids -of one ’ a glimmer of light. 
John--had liis right arm broken in two 
places below' the elbow and also had his 
face badly peppered with powder. One 
o f his eyes is closed. He can see with 
the other. The unfortunate fellows were 
woriring in an open cut or they would 
liav'e been more severely injured. Dr.

Quit foreign.commerce has-increased at 
the rate of 75 per cent in twenty years; 
England's at the rate of 83 per cent. The 
mere increase of British commerce in that 
time is more than the whole of our foreign 
commerce for the year. We started, 
twenty years ago, $927,000,000 behind 
England, and we arc now more than 
$1,700,000,000 behind her. Yet the pop­
ulation of England'has increased only 25 
per cent in twenty years; while ours lias 
increased 55 per cent. Great Britain and 
Ireland have a population of less than 
M,000,000; w e  have more than'48,000,- 
00-0. Yet our foreign commerce is only 
two-fifths of Great Britain’s. In 1859 pur 
commerce amounted to $22.60 per head; 
in 1879 to $25.20. In 1859 British com­
merce amounted to $36 per head; in 1879 
to $88 per head.— T. O. Shearman.

WEST DOLOEF.S,
Race Dun ton, J. H. Gilmore and San­

born McFarland have been at work all 
winter on the Little Emma and Centre 
claims, which are situated on the West 
Dolores, about nine miles distant in an 
airline, but by the route traveled the dis­
tance is 10 or 15. Mr. Dun ton was in 
town last Monday and from him we learn 
that thin winter’s work bids fair to develop 
the fortunes or" the parties mentioned, as 
well as that of T. Duran, who is also 
an owner in the claims. On the Centre, 
but little work has been done, a 20 foot 
tunnel comprising the result.' One sack 
of ore from the surface ran $11.98 in gold, 
and $139.52 in silver, and the best assay 
for gold on tills claim was $30. Specimens 
of wire silver were shown from this lode. 
On tiie Little Emma there is a cross-cut 
tunnel of 43 feet and a drift on the vein 
of 37 feet. In addition to these is an­
other tunnel of 20 feet above other work­
ings, Best assay ‘for gold from this claim 
was $41, arid a mill-run from Munn’s 
sampling works gave gold$11.98 and sil­
ver, $51.-97.

Re went to bed late Sunday 
night, in a little tent which was also oc­
cupied by Hedge’s, present book-keeper 
and another man. Just before daylight, 
the two mentioned were -aroused by the 
report of a gun in the tent. When a.can­
dle was lighted, Mr. Dalton was found 
on his back with life extinct. A  44-cal- 
ibre Colt’s revolver by both hands; the 
muzzle had been placed against the cen­
ter of his. forehead, the ball ranging up 
and coming out of the top of the head 
and scattering his brains against the side 
of the tent. Dalton leaves a wife and a 
child about a year old. whom he left a few 
days ago at the Ten Mile house, this side 
of Silvertcn. Discouragement and failing 
to get employment leading to liarxd drink­
ing, was undoubtedly the cause o f -his 
untimely death.-—Durango JRcrovd,

Senator Hill has recently introduced in 
the Senate and proposes to force to a 
linal passage,a bill to provide lands in sev­
eralty to the Southern Ute Indians in 
tlie Uintah reservation, in lieu of that 
now occupied by them on the La Plata 
river in the southwestern part of the 
state. This action is rendered necessary 
in view of the fast growing country on 
each side of the reservation, and the nec 
essily which exists for the transfer of the 
Indians, that the section now occupied 
by them may be opened up to settlement 
by tlie busy, pushing white population 
which is flocking to us, and spreading all 
over the southwest. ' The Southern Utes 
should have gone to Uintah when the 
rest of the tribe was transferred; but the 
obstinacy of the late Secretary of the In­
terior prevented it. Under the terms of 
tlie treaty made with them it was pro­
vided that each individual Indian should 
have allotted to him a prescribed amount 
of land in severalty “ lying along the La 
Plata river.” It was represented to 
Scliurz by Ignacio their chief; by Page 
the agent, and by others well informed 
on the subject— and who were present 
in Washington at the time when the 
memorandum of the treaty was made— 
that there was not sufficient land within 
the limits specified to allow the proposed 
division. Scliurz insisted that there was, 
and held to the arrangement. The White 
river and Uncompaligre Utes were re­
moved out of the state, but tlie Southern 
Utes allowed to remain. Favorites of the 
Secretary were appointed to the work of 
surveying the land, and have been busy 
at the labor for nine months, thus incur­
ring a large expense from which no re­
turn can ever conic. Now it is proposed 
by Senator Hill’s bill to do just what ought 
to have been done in the first place, and 
which Governor Pitkin urged should be 
clone at the time. The people of south­
western Colorado want the Indians away. 
The Denver and Rio Grande railroad runs 
through fifty miles of the reservation and 
is in no degree safe from depredation 
should the redskins at any time, become 
turbulent, therefore, although a large 
amount of good money has been spent, 
tire World hopes for the speedy pas­
sage of Mr. Hill’s bill, and the final hegira 
o f the last of the Utes from the borders 
-of our state.— Denver World.

It is designed in this connection to ex­
hibit a record of every mine, giving its 
history in all the essential and necessary 
details to afford an investigator tlie ex­
act or. most' approximate truth. Mines 
and mining districts will be encouraged 
by every guarantee which can be reason­
ably given to improve their exhibits from 
time to time, as their development shall 
warrant.

The location of the Exposition build­
ings is peculiarly favored, iu all import­
ant particulars and the main building, 
which is designed after the National Mu­
seum, at Washington,and will be situated 
in the center of a plat of forty acres, 
which will afford abundant room for con­
cessions to such districts as may want to 
erect their own buildings. The directory 
has not yet acted upon the terms for 
space to be allowed to mining exhibits, 
but it is probable that it will be free or so 
liberal that nobody can reasonably object.

Other states and territories are moving 
in this matter and wc hope to see Colo­
rado represented by sfieh an exhibit from 
all her camps as will fully justify the claim 
we make, that she is naturally the richest 
and greatest mining state in tlie union.

It is expected most confidently to bring 
to Colorado this year, 200,000 visitors 
and it is impossible to do too much to­
wards instructing these strangers about 
our resources.
