Harvest

Finally overcoming the frequent June
rains, Hansford County farmers finish-
ed the 1986 wheat harvest with a
surprisingly high quality crop.

Elevator surpervisors stated that they
thought the wheat is 100 percent
finished. Most everyone should have
finished Saturday or Sunday.

" Ates farm experts reported the wheat
crop, which most had anticipated as
having a poor quality, ending up much
better than predictions.

“Overall, it was alot better than
everyone had anticipated and hoped for.
Most people felt the crop wasn't going
to be very good due to the lack of
rains,” explained one area farm expert.

“Overall yields were pretty good, too.

The dryland averaged probably 15-20
(bushel per acre) and that sure is pretty
good especially considering the dry year
we had,”" experts observed.

**March, April, and May were dry
months and moisture during that time
period is essential for the development
of wheat."’

**Our biggest limiting factor for the
wheat crop was the lack of rain. Starting
about in March and April, the rain is
really needed."

Another minor factor was the dis-
covery of the Russian wheat aphid in the
county,

The aphid is reported to be one of the
most destructive things for wheat. A
field that probably would have produced
60 but will end up producing only 20
thanks to these aphids.

Hansford County was lucky not to
have very much severe damage from
these little pests.

Action and adventure are sure to be
yours in a new book titled Adrift -
Seventy-Six Days LostAt Sea, by Steven
Callahan. When Steven's small sloop
sank west of the Canary Islands, he
found himself adrift in the Atlantic in a
five-and-a-half-foot inflatable raft, with
only three pounds of food and eight pints
of water. Pounded by storms, broiled by
the tropical sun, buffeted by dorados
and sharks that attacked the raft, he
drifted for two weeks until he
spotted his first ship. He sent up six
flares and watched the ship sail on, the
first of hine to pass him by. Finally, out
of flares and out of the shipping lanes,
his only hope was to try to float to the
Caribbean.

He built a makeshift spear to hunt
fish, and he distilled water by the
spoonful with a primitive still. The raft
leaked badly, especially after he pune
tured it while hauling in a large dorado.
Constantly soaked by salt water, Calla-
han developed terrible boils and sores.
On a sparse diet of raw fish, he wasted
to little over a hundred pounds.

On the seventy-fifty day he spotted
land, and the next moming he was
picked up by fishermen from an island
sixty miles away from his original
destination. In seventy-six days he had
drifted eighteen hundred miles, the
only man in history to have survived
more than a month alone at sea in an
inflatable raft.

This is the true story of Steven
Callahan's historic raft voyage, told in
his own words. It is one of the great sea
adventure stories of all time. Only one
of many knew books for you to choose
from in your City Library.

$11,500,000 Bond Issue

An $11,150,000 bond issue to build
the Palo Duro Creek dam in Hansford
County, creating a water reservoir for
North Plains cities, was considered
Tuesday by the board of directors for
the Palo Duro River Authority.

The regular meeting of the board was
held at the PDRA offices in the
Pittman- Shieldknight building in Spear-
man where the river authority is
headquartered. The meeting began at 2
p.m.

A date in August is antici-
pated for the vote in
Moore and Hansford counties
and the City of Stinnett, the
member entities in the auth-
ority,

Volers will have two issues
to decide - whether or not to
approve the bonds and a tax
rale to pay off the note.

The Palo Duro authority

has a proposal from the

Texas Water Development

Board to buy the bonds for

7.6 percent — about one per-

cent below the convention-

al bond market, reports

Johnnie Lee of Spearman,

PDRA manager.

He adds that the payback
period would run for 25
years.

“Ths will save the river
authority a considerable
amount of tax dollars,”” he
reports. ‘““The municipal
bond market is currently at
8.5 percent for periods of 15
to 20 years."”

The proposition to use Tex-
as Water Plan funds to pur-
chase the PDRA construc-
tion bonds has developed
over the past three to four
weeks in meetings between
Lee and-Charles Neimer,

executive director of the Tex-
as Water Development
Board; Reg Arnold, execu-
tive director of the Texas
Water Development Fund,
and Dr. Herb Grubb, chief
nner for Texas Water
elopmentiBoard.

Lee explains that
TWDB proposal to buy
river authority bonds
in additional to an earlier

69,000 acre foot reservoir.

Those funds would be ap-
plied toward construction
costs of the dam, an outlet
system for a future water
n?p!y system, and the de-
velopment of recreation
areas about the lake.

The water storage pur-
chase would amount to $11-
150,000 -- the other half of the

from the water development
board, PDRA directors will
also amend a request to the
state agency for $22.3 million
in Texas Water Plan funds
for the North Plains lake
project.

That request is due a pub-
lic hearing on July 17 in Aus-
tin before the Texas Water
Development Commission.

If approved, the project
to develop a municipal
water reservoir for the ci-
ties of Dumas, Cactus, Sun-
ray, Stinnett, Gruver and
Spearman will become the
first in Texas to use the
water fund which Texans
approved last November.
The lake project advanced

by the PDRA calls for con-
struction of a 4,900-foot long
earthen dam al the junction
of Palo Duro Creek and
Horse Creck, which is locat-
ed northwest of Spearman in
Hansford county.

The dam will create a
lake with 2,500 surface
acres with much of the
shoreline surrounding the
lake developed for recrea-
tion use.

PDRA board members are
advancing a plan to build the
dam now and develop the
municipal water supply sys-
tem at a future date when the
lake begins to fill.

Reagan & South Africa

One reason President Reagan
doesn’t think broad economic
sanctions are the best answer to
South Africa’s segregration policy
is that they will hurt more blacks
than whites.

They will hurt especially the
countries bordering South Africa.
Zimbabwe (Rhodesia), to the
north, is a perfect example. More
than ninety percent of that coun-
try's trade uses South African
ports and rail routes. Experts say
South Africa could bring Zim-
babwe to its knees in months if not
weeks by closing these routes, The
economy of Zimbabwe would col-
lapse, a black businessman admit-
ted in recent days.

Factories, farms and otho
businesses could be shut down by
such action. The same is true of
other states bordering on South
Africa, to varying degrees, That's
why these countries have not im-
posed sanctions - thesc black
couniries. Quietly, many govern-
ment officials in them want token
sanctions but oppose broad sanc-
tions by the European Community

the *‘Christian Science Monitor”’
says some top officials in these
states admit they oppose tough
sanctions, though publicly sup-
porting the idea. That's because
blacks would suffer much more
than whites.

This is probably why the “‘Iron
Lady," - Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher - stuck to her guns and,
with West German support, suc-
cessfully thwarted a move by the
European Community in June to
impose broad sanctions. Despite
the threat from one common-

wealth prime minister to leave the
commonwealth, Thatcher held to

her policy, convinced that sanc-
tions will not work and will harm
blacks, in South Africa and
elsewhere, more than whites,

It's easy to demagogue on this
issue and charges of hypocrisy fly
back and forth. Reformers in the
U.S., such as Gary Hart demon-
strating in front of the South
African Embassy in Washington,
should remember that it costs
them nothing if the economy of
Zimbabwe collapses, and those of
other black states. And it costs
them nothing if large numbers of
jobs, black and white, are lost in
South Africa. ;

)

IF there's a small amount
of artificial flavor, the words
will read **vanilla-flavored.” If
it"s all artificial flavor, the label
will read, “‘artificially-flavored
vanilla.”

FEW ice creams contain no
stabilizers or emulsifiers - they
make for smooth texture, allow
more air to be mixed in, and
the ice cream to keep longer in
storage.

Turn Leftovers Into ** Planned-Overs"

Most of us refrigerate left-over food
for one of two reasons: either we want to
postpone washing the dish it's in or we
feel guilty about throwing away perfect-
ly good food. But when food sits in the
refrigerator too long, we often wind up
throwing it away anyway - and the dish
still has to be washed!

A better system for handling left
overs is to think of them as *‘planned-
overs."” Here are some suggestions for
planning to make good use of leftover
food before it goes to waste:

Know the appropriate amount of food
to buy for your household. If you buy an
extra amount of a certain food because
it's on sale, perpare two batches of the
same dish and freeze one. Label and
date the frozen dish. Then keep a
running list or card file of frozen items
s0 you can remember to include them in
future menu plans.

Decide immediately after a meal
whether you can incorporate any left-
over food into the current week's
menus, or it you should freeze it for
future use., Family members may be
more accepting of leftovers if they

Farm Credit Banks of

The Texas
bank first asked its regulator for an
interest rate reduction in September of

In previous requests to lower interest
rates, the Texas board had been asking
for a 1 percent across-the board de-
crease for the Federal 1and Bank, The
last request was for a one half of one
percent reduction which is all FCA says
they will allow at this time.

Some ecriterion the banks must meet
to get a favorable ruling on interest rate
reductions include disigning and imple-
menting a program to obtain current
financial statements from borrowers
and effecting a program for restructur-
ing loans for borrowers. FCA also urged
the districts to offer programs based on
differential interest rates, determined
by borrower credit quality and classifi-
cation.

The Texas Farm Credit System is
comprised of the Federal Land bank of
Texas and its 44 Federal Land Bank
Associations, the Federal Intermediate
Credit Bank of Texas, 28 Production
Credit Associations and the Texas Bank
for Cooperatives. Collectively, they
have $4 billion in loans outstanding to
40,000 of the state’s farmers, ranchers,
aquatic harvesters and 147 rural utility

cooperatives.
