EX-PRESIDENT DEAD.
Ex-Presidtat Grim Cleveland Passes 

Away SaMeaiy at His PriRCitaR 
Heal if  Heart Faitore

Kx President Grover Cleveland, 
died -uddenly at his home in 
Princeton, N. J., Wednesday 
morning. June 24, at 8:40^o’clock, 
of heart failure occasioned by a 
lon>: illness from kidney disease 
and other troubles.

Aniiuiincenients have been made 
from tune to time o f the serious 
illness of Mr. Cleveland but his 
wonderful vitality had enabled him 
to recover and it was hoped that 
he would survive for many years.
His condition was not considered 
alarming until about half an hour 
before his death from which time 
he failed rapidly dying as stated 
above.

Ik was the only surviving Ex- 
President and was 71 years of age 
March 18. He was the only Pres 
idiiit married while in office and 
the only one to be re-elected after 
having been defeated. W hile 
President no one dictated his po li­
cy and he passes into history as 
one of our greatest American 
statesmen.

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Secretary of War, William Howard Taft was nominated on the 
first ballot at the Convention in Chicago last Thursday. For a while 
it was thought that the Convention would be stampeded in favor of 
President Roosevelt, but the party leaders succeeded in holding down 
the delegates, and Taft won on the first ballot, with 702 votes. Knox 
received the next highest number. 68. The nomination was after­
wards made unanimous.

John S. Sherman, of New York was put on the ticket for Vice 
President. His nomination was also made unanimous.

One feature of the republican platform which will interest citizens 
o f this territory, is the favoring of admitting New Mexico and Arizona 
as seperate states. At one time the committee on resolutions decided 
to withdraw this part o f the platform, but Andrews, Curry, Bursum 
and others o f the New M exico delegation, worked far into the night 
and finally pursuaded the Committee to reconsider its decision. With 
Taft as President, Andrews Delegate to Congress, and a republican 
majority everywhere, New M exico will take her place as a sovereign 
state in the very near future.

CITY GODNGIL MEETS
Pass OrdiRiace Against Riding Bicycles 

or Sidewalks, Order ia Sidewalks • 
Special Tai for Others

The City Council met in regular 
session Tuesday night and passed 
several good ordinances. One was 
to prevent riding bicycles on side­
walks, and provides for a fine of 
not less than $5.00 or more than 
$10.00 for violating the provisions 
o f the ordinance. Ordinance No. 
84 was amended to make the side­
walks placed two feet from the

line instead of five feet.

the following places: Beginning 
at the northwest corner of Block 2, 
original town, thence west along 
the south side of Chisum avenue, 
and the north side of Blocks 2. 3 
and 21 o f original town, to the 
northwest corner of Block 21. 
Where west line of 2nd street in­
tersects south line of Grand A ve­
nue, thence west along south side 
o f Grand Avenue and north side 
of Blocks 4 and 5 of the Blair A d ­
dition.

Special taxes were assessed 
against several lots, to pay for 
putting in sidewalks after the ow n­
ers had failed to comply with the 
provisions of the sidewalk ordin-
