W. H. T A F T  ELECTED
Republician Landslide Elects Republican Candidate 

W ith  Over 300 Electoral Votes— Hadley 
W ins in Missouri by 15,000

Although complete* returns of 
the election have not been receiv­
ed, enough is known to state with 
assuraiuv that Ta ft has carried the 
country by nil overwhelming ma­
jority and th it Andrews has car­
ried the Territory with a majority 
that bids fair to reach 2000.

The result o f the national elec­
tion was a surprise even to the re­
publicans. The first returns indi­
cated increased strength for the 
republicans and as the hours went 
by, it became apparent that one of 
th. mast remarkable landslides in 
the history of the country had tak­
en place.

The voting population of Arte­
sia, both Republican and Demo­
crats assembled at the club room 
and as the reports were received 
indicating the certain election of 
Taft, the Democratic boys consol­
ed themselves that the report 
from the Territorial election would 
be of such a character as to revive 
their drooping spirits. The first 
reports to reach the city were from 
the Pecos Valley and the eastern 
counties, which, in some instances 
showed small majorities for their 
favorite candidate. Toward morn
ing reports began coming in from

the northern counties and during 
the following day it become ap­
parent that Andrews had again 
been chosen to represent the Terri­
tory in Congress, and the majori­
ties were so great as to leave no 
doubt as to who is the choice of 
the people.

The returns give Taft at least 
301 electoral votes with a possibili 
ty that this number will be increas

ed from the doubtful states.
The Democrats failed to poll the 

strong vote in the Pecos Valley 
that they had hoped to, Eddy 
county coming nearest to their ex­
pectations. That J03 to 603 votes 
of the Plains dwindled to just 86 
and 15 of them were for Andrews. 
There was a decided slump at Ros­
well and even Carlsbad fell behind 
the vote for Larrazolo in 1933, 62 
votes. The valley has proved a 
dire disappointment to the Demo­
crats.

In 1906, Bernalillo county gave 
Andrews but 259 majority while 
this year his majority is 706. San 
Miguel county gave Larrazolo a 
majority of 783 in 1906, but this 
year it gave to Andrews a majority 
of over 600. In many other coun 
ties the result is the same.

Andrews is still doing things.
Missouri is still in doubt with 

the probability that the electoral 
vote will go to  Taft. Hadley, 
Republican was elected by at least 
15,000 plurality and is the first Re­
publican governor in 35 years. 
The indications are that Maryland 
is safely within the republican 

ranks.
Eddy county went democratic 

by over 600 and the three bridge 
propositions carried by good in a 
jorities. Mr. Turknett. republi­
can candidate for commissioner 
carried his home precinct by 18 
votes notwithstanding the fact that 
the vote on Delegate was 258 to 93 
in favor of Larrazolo.

Among the most recent fina, 
which have been made at Carthage 
by the Rev. P. Delatler are a num- 
l»er of sarcophagi. In many of these 
the top cover is sculptured in re­
lief with a figure of life size carved 
out of marble and beautifully tinted 
in various colors. One very tine 
specimen wns found in the necropo­
lis at a depth of twenty-five feet. 
On the cover is a figure of a woman, 
executed in the Greek style, with a 
long garment reaching to the ankles 
and a veil covering her head. Great 
technical skill is shown in treating 
the different tissues. The flesh parts 
are well polished and the eyes are 
paiided, giving a lifelike aspect. The 

,1’itir is gilded. Inside the sarcopha­
gus were found the remains of the 
person, wi h some bronze objects.

THE TYPHONOID.

“Typhonoid,”  a word derived from 
i  Greek term meaning whirlwind, 
has been applied to a new type of 
boat invented by a French engineer, 
who seeks to do away with the pres­
ent-day 6crew propeller. The new 
screw is placed at the bow of the 
boat ins'end of at the stern, and it is 
believed that by it the centrifugal 
displacement and the central void of 
th*» present type are converted into 
lionefits and the limit to the advan- 
'iigeous increase in velocity of rota­
tion of the propeller is removed. The 
apparatus is designed to work by 
suction in the manner of a water­
spout. The inventor figures that his 
boat, with a 3?V£-inch screw, will go 
through the water at a rate of more 
than G2 miles an hour.

STEEL MILEPOSTS.

Here are a few steel mileposts: In 
1880 we were consuming a million 
tons of steel, and thought we were 
doing big things. Twenty years 
later the needs of the country re­
quired 14,000,000 tons, and this year 
will call for ‘25,000,000 tons. In 27 
years the country’s steel demands 
have increased 25 times. The rail­
way mileage of the country alone 
now eats up 2,000,000 tons a year, 
whereas a quarter of a century ago 
the annual steel consumption of the 
United States for all uses was only 
half that amount.— Wall Street 
Journal.
