HOME RULE BATTLE TO HIGHLIGHT 

WEEKS CONGRESSIONAL ACTIVITY 

WASHINGTON, D. C.- 
The 

 
 showdown over "home 

rule" for the District of Colum-
bia will dominate activity this 
week. Congressman Walter 
Rogers said Saturday. He added 
that last - minute amendments 
proposed to the home-rule bill 
may not go far enough to 

make the bill acceptable to a 
majority of House members" 
and predicted a close vote. 

Another week of morning-
to-night sessions as the House 
works to clear its agenda for a 
possible October adjournment. 
Congressman Rogers said. The 
home rule bill. which reached 
the floor Monday. is one of at 
least half a dozen bills on which 
debate may be conducted. 

"There's a possibility that 
the minimum wage bill will 
come up Monday," Congress. 
man Rogers said. "It contains 
provisions to include within the 
scope of its coverage a large seg- 
ment of U. S. farm labor. The 
ramifications of this proposal 
will require extremely close 
scrutiny.'' 

"The home rule proposal is 
in trouble." Congressman Rog-
ers said. "Some House members 
who had given general support 
to the idea of 'home rule' have 
withdrawn support after study-
ing specific provisions of this 
legislation. They now realize 
that this bill would place the 
Federal Government, a sovereign 
entity comprised of fifty sov-
ereign States, in a subordinate 
position to a ward-boss govern-
ment of the District of Colum-
bia." 

Congressman Rogers said 
amendments have been drafted 
in an attempt to strengthen the 
bill. One would make the pro-
nosed "automatic" Federal sun-
port payment to the District 
subject to annual Congressional 
review and appropriation. An-
other would permit the Presi-
dent to assume command of the 
metropolitan police department 
"in the national interest". giv-
ing him emergency authority to 
take police control from the 
hands of the D. C. city council. 

"These amendments may not 
go far enough to insure the bill's 
passage." Congressman Rogers 
said "Unless improvements are 
made in other sections the House 
may well reject it." 

The Congressman said the 
week's agenda also might in-
clude consideration of the pro-
p o s e d highway beautifiication 
program, the medical library 
assistance act. Federal employ-
ees' pay raise legislation, the 
sugar act. and final action on 
the omnibus farm bill. 

Congressman Rogers also 
will attend sessions of the Com-
mittee on Interstate and Foreign 
Commerce as it takes up pro-
posed legislation to establish a 
Federal commission on prob-
lems of alcoholism. Also pend-
ing before the Committee is a 
bill approved by Congressman 
Rogers' Subcommittee on Com-
munications and Power to pre-
vent the Federal Power Com-
mission from exercising regu-
lator ,  power "to take over and 
engulf", as he put it. rural 
electric cooperatives. 

A most regrettable error has 
been committed recently, al-
though it is not the fault of 
anyone locally. The incident 
occurred during the investiga-
tion of a rumor that subversive 
organization had purchased the 
"Weekly Reader" magazine a 
paper read by many of our small 
children. 

A report was received by Mr. 
Mason that this had happened 
and he immediately did the 
thing that anyone with the best 
interests of our children at heart 
-he wrote to the Texas Edu-
cation Agency at Austin to 
have them check on the com-
pany publishing the paper and 
the agency wrote back and in-
formed Mr. Mason that they 
made a mistake - that their 
letter should have read that the 
company in question was not 
on the subversive list. The most 
recent letter from the Education 
Agency to Supt. Mason is as

There Is no substitute for con-
stant moisture after grass seed 
has been sown so, unless rains 
are frequent, watering will be 
needed.
