AUSTIN — Uppermost ques­

tion in the minds of taxpayers 
and legislators is — will there 
be a new tax bill?

Answer rests with the law­
makers. And their decision de­
pends on whether or not a tea­
cher pay raise bill is passed.

About $73,500,000 ln new state 
revenue would be needed to 
cover the cost of Texas State 
Teachrs Association's $45-in-'65 
program.

Alternate proposal offered by 
Gov. John Connally to reward 
experienced teachers at an ac­
celerated rate would cost the 
state anestimated $64,700,000.

Both plans arc based on cost 
estimates for the next two years 
and would, of course, call for 
additional local money.

Hundreds of teachers jammed 
into the legislative chambers 
for hearings on the teacher- 
pay-ralse bills, putting all the 
pressure possible on the legis­
lators.

TSTA stresses that many local
