GINNING REPORT 

Th.s week's ginning report 
shows their total has reached 
into the 2,000 bale bracket, with 
the amount up to Wednesday 
evening being 2,558 bales. 

The cotton has been coming 
in at a last rate during the past 
two weeks now that field hands 
are a little more plentiful than 
before. Lots of transient hands 
are working in this area, how-
ever, a few of the farmers are 
still short of helpers. 

It is their hope that the nice 
weather continues as it has 
been until their cotton crop is 
all pulled and delivered to the 
gin. 

Ginners estimate that dry land 
cotton is turning out from a 
third to a half a bale per acre; 
some fields even more. 

Maximum capacity of our two -
gins for a period of a week 
amounts to around 1,000 bales. 
This week's operation of 1,054 
bales show that the gins still 
have a couple hundred more to 
go before they can reach that 
capacity mark.

The Panthers are currently 
sharing the top spot in the con-
ference with the Matador Mat-
adors, each team owning two 
conference wins. 

Last Friday night the Panth-
ers rOuted the Lakeview Eagles 
here on Panther Field by a score 
of 32-0. It was the lifth win 01 
the season for the locals with 
no losses. The Panthers are one 
of the few football teams in the 
entire Panhandle with a clean 
record and the only team in the 
district with an unbeaten slate. 

That unbeaten record will be 
definitely in jeopardy cane Fri-
day night's tussle with the Owls. 
Although the Silverton crew 
has managed to win only two 
games thus far this seasod, they 
have played a much tougher 
schedule than have the Pan-
thers. Silverton has won over 
Kress and Lakeview while losing 
to Dimmitt, Price College and 
Happy. Silverton defeated Kress 
in the season opener 32-0 and 
a couple of weeks later the Pan-
thers had trouble with the Kan-
garoos and won by the slender 
margin of one TD. The Owls 
dropped their next three con-
tests and then apparently found 
the spark to make them go and 
walloped Lakeview 61-0. Taking 
the two common foes it can be 
seen that the Panthers will 
have to play better tootball Fri-
day night than they have at 
any time this season it they ex-
pect to continue on undefeated 
and also to have a shot at the 
district title. One loss would 
probably be fatal. 

Th Panthers have not won 
from Siverton since 1950, so it 
will be the last chance for the 
several senior members of the 
squad to taste of victory over 
the Owls. We haven't been so 
bold as to predict the outcome 
of Friday night's game but this 
we do believe—if the Panthers 
play as well as they are capable 
of playing, if they do not make 
as many mistakes as they have 

made in some of the previous 
games, such as 'unoes and pen. 
alties—that the Panthers are 
capable of beating the Owls. It 
all depends on hoe/ bad they 
want to win, now hungry they 
are for a victory over Silverton. 

Rumor has it that in Silver-
ton a person can get from 14 to 
21 points on Friday night's al-
fah* and probably the so-called 
experts will establish the Owls 
as favorites. That is all well and 
good. It is always best to be the 
underdog in a football game 
Everyone is always gunning for 
the leaders of the pack

let's go to Silverton Friday 
night and mow 'em down! 

Last Friday night the Pan-
thers were a trifle flat and took 
awhile to get unwound but af-
ter coming to life they ran the 
Eagles ragged. 

The first period was scoreless 
but on the first play of the sec-
ond quarter Mo Eddleman went 
8 yards for the first touchdown 
and then dropkicked the extra 
point and the locals went ahead 
7-0. 

Minutes later, after forcing 
the Eagles to punt, the Panthers 
took over and with a first on the 
Eagle 41, Carl Brown broke 
through the middle and ran 41 
yards for the second tally. The
