Latest estimate placed the 
crop at 469 pounds per acre on 
4.2 million harvested acres. 
That would surpass the 
previous high yield of 430-plus 
pounds per acre in 1979, 
points out Dr. Bob Metzer, 
cotton specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System. 

Since 1960, the 400-pound 
;ekr level for the state has 

been exceeded only in 
1965:68;72;73;77;79 and 
'85. 

"This year's cotton crop 
survived a shaky start to get 
in position to reach the 
projected record," notes 
Metzer. "There was some 
freeze damage to the south 
Texas crop in early spring, 
late plantings in the plains,

The annual earnings base -- the 
maximum amount of earnings 
that counts for Social Security will 

increase to $45,000 for 1988, up 
from $43,800 for 1987. In addition, 
the 1988 tax rate for employees 
and their employers will increase 
to 7.51 percent, up from the 1987' 
rate of 7.15 percent. 

The increase in the wage base is 
based on the change in average 
earnings levels from 1986 to 1987. 
The tax rate increase was already 
a part of the Social Security law. 
The effective tax rate for self-em-
ployed people will rise .  from . 12 3 
percent to 13.02 percent V17 1 19E18. ; 

The increase in the tax rote will-
amount to $7.20 a month for a per.. 
son earning $2,000 a month. 

Other Social Security figure4 
are scheduled to increase in 1988 

as well. The. annual exempt 
amount used in the annual ear. 
nings test will increase. The an-
nual earnings test 19 the measure 
used to determine Nehetller a per t 

 son who works will receive bene, 
fits during the year. 

The 1988 annual exempt 
amount for people 65 through 69 
will be $8,400, up from the 1987 
amount of $8,160. The 1988 
exempt amount for people under 
65, all of 1988 will be $6,120, up 
from the 1987 amount of $6,000. 

A person whose earnings do not 
exceed the annual exempt amount 
will receive all benefits for the 
year A person's benefit is reduced 
by $1 for each $2 of earnings 
above the exempt amount. The 
annual earnings test does not 
apply once a person reaches 70. 

The amount of earnings needed 
to earn a quarter of coverage -- the 
measure of Social Security work 
credit -- will be $470 in 1988, up 
from $460 for 1987. In 1988, a wor-
ker will earn four quarters of 
coverage if his or her annual earn-
ings are $1,880 or more
