Occasional problems with falling 
asleep are common for many people. 
Research suggests about one in eight 
Americans suffer some sleeplessness 

annually. Sleeplessness may stem 
from stress. noise, in lag or an unfa-
miliar environment. Napping, alco-
hol and caffeine use can also cause a 
night of tossing and turning. Here are 
answers to questions about sleep that 
may help you: 

Q. How much sleep do I need? 

A. The idea that every adult need 
eight hours of sleep a night is a myth 
Each individual has different require-

ments for "a good night's sleep." The 
average amount for adults is seven to 

eight hours. but the range is iy 

about six to nine hours for 90 percent 
of the public; as little as (our or as 
much as ten for the rest. 

Q. What do I do If I can't sleep? 
A There are several steps you can 

take. First, go to bed about the same 
time each night and get up the same 
time each morning. Avoid a big meal 
or a dnnk too close to bedtime. Try 
something relaxing such as a warm 

bath before reunng and don't watch 
TV in bed. If that doesn't work, you 

may want to consider an over-the-
counter sleep aid such as Nytol. Made 
for those occasional nights when you 
need help falling asleep, it contains 
an antihistamine to help reduce the 

time it takes you to fall asleep and 
helps you sleep soundly and awake

which were first proposed by the 
Environmental Protection 

Agency EPA) m 1 9titi This set 
of regulatory criteria is aimed at 
developing nation wide stan• 
dards for the design, operation, 
and post-closure care of munia • 
pal solid waste landfills and are 
intended for the protection of 
ground water. As originally 
proposed, the new regulations 
were going to add significant 
_oats to the operation of landfill 
facilities and in most cases, the 
cost of compliance would be too 
high to justify the :ontinued 
operation of smaller Type II and 
Type Ill landfills. On Septem-
ber 11, 1991, EPA Administra-
tor William Reilly s•gned Sub-
title D into law. 

Though in its final form, 
Subtitle D is not quite as strigent 
as first anticipated, these new 
regulations will stilt be quite 
costly to implement and ulti-
mately, will affect the closure of 
many of the smaller landfills in 
the Panhandle. The Texas 
Department of Health (TD H) will 
soon be revising the state's 
landfill regulations to meet the 
new Subtitle D guidelines and 
by October, 1993, most of the 
new directives will go into effect. 
Any landfill still in operation at 
that time will have to comply 
with all the new requirements. 

Anticipating the impact that 
Subtitle D would have through-
out the state, the 72nd Texas 
Legislature, via Senate Bill 1519, 
mandated the creation of re-
gional solid waste management 
plans. These plans are being 
undertaken throughout the state 
to assist localities in the contin-
ued provision of solid waste seeN 
ices after Subtitle D bicorritli 
effective. Once completed, the  

regional plan will become • tool 
for local officials to use in deter-
mining the fate of the solid waste 
generated within their own re-
spectiv e communities. With so 
many facilities expected to done. 
the coming trend in continued 
service will most likely be the 
regionalization of disposal sites. 

The Panhandle Regional 
Planning Commission's Re-
gionsl Solid Waste Management 
Advisory Committee has been 
actively working toward the 
development of such a plan since 
September, 1990 The Commit-
tee is comprised primarily oflocal 
officials representing20 munici-
palities and one county in the 
Texas Panhandle Also serving 
on the Committee area number 
of private solid waste service 
providers and individuals who 
represent concerned citizen 
groups. 

During the past year the 
Committee has been laying con-
siderable groundwork for the 
plan's development and has now 
reached a critical juncture in the 
planning process which is, to 
establish the goals and objec-
tives of the plan. These goals 
and objectives will set the tone 
and the direction for all future 
planning activities and should 
be designed to address the most 
pressing solid waste concerns in 
the Panhandle. Because of the 
bearing that these upcoming 
decisions will have on the over-
all plan, the Committee will be 
seeking public input in deter-
mining and setting those goals 
and objectives. To do so, a sei ies 
of eight public meeting will be 
held throughout the Panhandle. 

The informative PRPC meet- 

ing in Memphis on October 17, 
1991 was well attended by ap-
proximately 30 interested citi-
zens, several being from Tur-
key. Memphis has been se-
lected as a possible choice as one 

of the sub-regional landfill sites. 
On October 28,1991 at 7 p.m. 

a public meeting will be con-
ducted in Tuba City Hall. Dur-
ing this meeting, • presentation 
will be made by staff members of 
the Panhandle Regional Plan-
ning Commission and represen-
tatives from the Advisory Com-
mittee reviewing the conditions 
which have led to our national 
"solid waste crime: overviewing 
the activities of the Panhandle 
Regional Solid Waste Advisory 
Committee to date and highlight 
ing the solid waste needs which 
have thus far been identified 
The public will then lv given an 
opportunity to comment on the 
findings of the Adivsory Com-
mittee and to provide suggested 
priorities for the regional plan. 

To a certain degree, the new 
Subtitle D regulations will in-
evitably affect every resident in 
the Texas Panhandle. The pur-
pose of these public meetings 
will be not only to Inform area 
residents of the issues at hand 
but also to allow them to play a 
role in determining the future of 
solid waste management in the 
Panhandle for many years to 
come.

Support needed for prison bonds 
Our criminal justice system is broken. Texans are fed up with 

the spectacle of violent offenders being released from prison after 
serving only a fraction of their sentence. 

County jails are backed up with state inmates, and our state 
penitentiaries operate like a revolving door – sending violent 
criminals back out onto the streets after they have served only a 
fraction of their sentence. 

Judging from the mail my office is receiving, I can assure you 
that most Texans recognize crime as the No.1 problem facing this 
state. And Texans want to keep violent offenders off the streets. 

One way to do that is to vote on November 5. 
Proposition 4 authorizes the state to issue up to $1.1 billion in 

general obligation bonds to finance the cost of new prison facilities 
that will lock up 25,300 new prisoners. When you consider that our 
current prison capacity is nght at 50,000, you can see what a 
difference these 15 new prisons will make. If we are going to keep 
violent offenders incarcerated, we must have the space for them. 

New cnme control laws also create a substance abuse felony 
punishment and provide space for 12,000 inmates punished under 
this provision. The money raised from the $1.1 billion bond issue 
can also be used in this effort to break the cycle of addiction and 
crime. 

To ensure us additional Anson space for violent criminals, we 
need you to vote yes on Proposition 4 on November 5. 

There are other important items on the ballot. 
– Proposition 11 is the constitutional amendment that would 

authonze a state lottery. 
If approved, a state lottery will pump about $500 million into 

the state treasury this biennium. That's half a billion dollars that 
can be put to good use educating our children, making our 
communities safe, creating jobs for Texas and providing health and 
human services to those Texans in need. 

The lottery is that rarest of all beasts -- a popular method of 
raising state revenue

Farmers Union 
Members Meet 
With Madigan 

Twenty four members of the 
National Farmers Union told U.S. 
Agriculture Secretary Edward 
Madigan that the Bush Administra-
tion needs to begin focusing atten-
tion on the immediate needs of 
American farmers in addition to 
activities in the international arena. 

The Farmers Union delegation, 
headed by NFU President Leland 
Swenson, told Madigan that "sen-
sible, reasonable and significant 
changes" in U.S. farm policies are 
necessary for the survival of family 
farm producers. "I agree with Sena-
tor Robert Dole (R-KS) when he calls 
the farm economy a 'house of cards,"' 
Swenson saidin reference to a letter 
Dole sent to the White House. 

The Farmers Union members, in 
Washington lobbying as part of an 
NFU legislative "Fly-in," told Madi-
gan that immediate action is needed 
to reform federal dairy policy and to 
provide disaster assistance to farm-
ers whose crops were hurt by 
weather disasters this year. 

The Farmers Union members 
articulated the hardships they are 
facing because oflow prices for milk, 
grains and livestock. They believe 
policies that would provide incen-
tives for production management 
are the key to their survival on the 
farm. 

A proposed two-tier dairy pro-
gram, under which farmers would 
be discouraged from overproducing 
as a way to stabilize market forces, 
is an example of the kind of program 
the farmers say they want. Although 
a version of the two-tier proposal 
did not make it through Congress 
before the August recess and is still 
pending, NFU is pushing to have it 
considered again before lawmakers 
adjourn for the year.
