, 7 football and basketball assign-
ments. This is a regular event 
which happens every two years 
to r,•., ,, ;n. if necessary, schools 
to ncv. districts in these sports. 
Schools, from the very small to 
the largest. wait with anticipa-
tion for this important occasion. 
There are usually a number of 
surprises and this announcement 
offered no exception. 

The UIL usually works under 
extreme conditions as its staff 
attempts to be fair and consider-
ate when determining classifica-
tion and district assignments. It 
must be secret in deliberation 
without allowing even a hint as 
to what the new classification or 
district assignments will be. 
Schools rarely agree with UIL 
decisions but the decision will 
stand unless special errors have 
been made. A lot of criteria is 
considered before final assign. 
ments are made public. 

One surprise affecting Valley 
School assigns this school to 
Region II in football. This is the 
first time in the history of Valley 
that the school will participate in 
this region. The regional ar-
rangement, however, will make 
little difference in football be-
cause regional playoffs are not a 
tournament situation. Valley will 
remain in Region I for basketball 
competition and regional games 
will be played in Levelland. 

The last two years Valley has 
competed in a 14-school district 
but is assigned to a 12-team 
district in the new alignment. 
Seven of the schools were in the 
old district and the other five are 
new. The seven schools are 
Valley, Motley County. Asper-
mont, Chillicothe, Crowell, Knox 
City and Munday. The five new 
schools in the district are Lor-
aine. Paducah. Roby, Roscoe and 
Rotan. Paducah and Rotan have 
dropped from AA classification 
to class A. 

On February 19. the superin-
tendents from each of the school 
districts will meet to schedule 
district games and adopt specific 
district rules. The large number 
of schools in the district will 
require the district to divide into 
two zones with six schools 
assigned to each zone. The 
geographic location of the schools 
will determine whether a school 
will be assigned to a north or 
south zone. The north zone will 
probably be comprised of Valley, 
Motley County. Chillicothe. Pa-
ducah and Crowell. Munday and 
Knox City are centrally located 
and one of those schools will 
likely be placed in the north zone. 

Contacts with other schools 
concerning non-district games 
have been made. The normal 
two-year contracts for these 
games cannot be firmed until the 
district meeting is held and 
district games are scheduled. 

No changes were made in the 
basketball district assignment. 
Valley will compete in the same 
district with Silvertnn, Lakeview 
and Hedley.

How Far Does 
A Nickel Go? 

About 8.224 miles, according 
to the latest figures from the 
highway department. That's the 
number of highway miles cur-
rently undergoing some type of 
work in Texas following the 
five-cent a gallon fuel tax in-
crease and the increase in motor 
vehicle registration fees. 

The surge in roadwork is the 
result of a special legislative 
session in the summer of 1984. 
During that session, the lawmak-
ers enacted an increase in both 
fees, which pumped enough 
money into the highway system 
to restore the construction and 
maintenance program. Prior to 
the infusion of funds, the high-
way department had been forced 
to reduce its maintenance pro-
gram. 

"We had reached a real crisis 
point in 1984," said Bob Lanier, 
chairman of the State Highway 
and Public Transportation Com-
mission. "We were trying to 
operate a 1980s highway system 
on 1950s economics. The state 
fuel tax had not been increased 
since 1955. And, except for a 
minor change in 1982, registra-
tion fees for motor vehicles had 
remained essentially the same 
since 1957."

"During the ten-year period 
prior to 1984, the number of 
drivers in the state increased by 
more than 46 percent," Lanier 
said. "But those same years 
coincided with a focus on fuel 
economy by motorists, so reven-
ues from fuel tax were not 
keeping pace with the economy." 
And nearly thirty years of 
inflation, he said, had decreased 
the spending value of the long-
standing five-cents a gallon state 
fuel tax. 

With motor vehicle registra-
tion fees similarly reflecting 
nearly thirty-year-old economy 
figures, the highway department 
lacked the funds to meet the 
state's highway needs in the 
1980s, Lanier said. Cars used less 
gas and were lighter in weight, a 
combination that had an adverse 
impact on both sources of reven-
ue. And, in Texas, millions of 
new motorists crowded 73,000 
miles of state-maintained high-
ways. A system that, by then, 
was both inadequate and in a bad 
state of repair. 

"We had, in effect, become a 
federal-aid highway system. If 
we could not get federal dollars 
to do a project, the project didn't 
see reality," Lanier said. "With 

federal budget cuts a constant 
worry, we felt it was time to let 
our fees reflect the current 
needs." 

The state fuel tax was doubled, 
from five cents a gallon to ten 
cents. Motor vehicle registration 
fees were increased and restruc-
tured from a formula based on 
the weight of the vehicle to one 
based on the age and value of the 
vehicle. 

The impact of the fee increases 
on the highway system has been 
far-reaching, according to high-
way department engineer-direc-
tor Mark Goode. 

"As of November 1, 1985, we 
had more than $2.8 billion in 

highway projects under con-
tract," Goode said. "That is 
nearly double the 51.5 billion we 
had two years ago." Goode said 
the number of projects jumped 
from 559 in 1983 to nearly 1,000 
in 1985.

SESQUICENTENNIAL 

MOMENT 

George Spiller wrote, in a 
letter dated May 21, 1923: "I was 
in your county with a surveying 
party in December 1874. At that 
date there was only one road 
there. It had been made by Gen. 
Mackenzie, from his supply camp 
on Catfish Creek or White River, 
which heads in Canyon Blanco (at 
that time there were no counties 
in that territory) to where he had 
a fight with Commanche Indians 
on North Fork Red River. It 
came out of the Canyon Blanco, 
crossing an arm of the plains 
extending east to Dickens Coun-
ty, going east to Quits Que peak, 
that is the way we spelled it 
then. Crossing Prairie Dog or 
main Prong of Red River below 
the sand hills, at the mouth of the 
Paloduro Canyon. I had traveled 
this trail in September 1874. I 
ran a line from Canyon Blanco to 
Canadian river in 1874. I was 
then to survey the land north of 
Quita Que to breaks of Paloduro 
on the headquarters of Pease 
River. I here followed the trail up 
in the Panhandle to McClellan 
Creek, moved south along the 
foot of the plains. On December 
22, 1874 came out of the breaks, 
camped on the prairie north of 
the North Fork of Pease. Survey-
ors camped the line on to the 
river, morning of the 23rd, sent 
party up to the foot of the plains 
to run over creek to intersect the 
river. I took party on to camp on 
the river, when surveyors got to 
camp they reported having found 
camp of Mexicans, four of whom 
had been killed and scalped or 
partly so. Presumption was 
party came on them before they 
finished their work. That night 
two Mexicans came to our camp 
stating they belonged to the 
party of Mexicans who had just 
come in there for hunting wolves. 
One seemed to be the Alcade of 
party. He had taken one other 
and had gone to hunt suitable 
camp, when he got back he found 
the devastation of his party. 
Found our trail and followed to 
our camp. On December 24th we 
went with these of the Mexicans 
up to their camp found one of the 
Mexicans still alive, tho scalped. 
One other his scalp to pulled off. 
Rather confirmation of our sup-
position that the surveyors had 
surprised the Indians before 
finishing the job. We then dug a 
grave, put the three dead ones 
in, just as we were in the act of 
filling the grave the old Alcade 
said hold on this one "bout to 
die." We waited till he ceased to 
breathe, one of our party, now 
living in Dallas (won't give his 
name) held his pulse till it 
stopped beating. When we filled 
up the grave we made quite a 
mound of stone over it to prevent 
the wolves scratching the bodies 
up. This place is near a spring 
near the trail going up on the 
plains. It was a branch of the 
Mackenzie trail, I have already 
mentioned. It branches off from 
his main trail where it crosses 
that prong of Pease river, goes 
over into Tulia Canyon, where he 
killed the horses he had captured 
from the Indians. 

"In this fight on North Fork in 
1871, he captured their horses 
and all of their squaws. A few 

nights afterwards the Indians 
raided his camp. I ran off their 

•ponies, let him keep the squaws. 
I saw them at Fort Concho in 
May 1873. During that year they 
never returned to Fort Sill 
reservation. This is about as 
good history as I can give you of 
this transaction. 

"I have a diary I made on that 
tour, my dates are absolutely 
correct. Only three of us living 
now, that have knowledge of."

New Industry Being 
Introduced in Texas 

The Valley Tribune ran a 
letter from the Texas Press 
Association about the increase in 
postage for mailing the second 
class mail in a recent issue. This 
week, the Tribune received a 
release from Senator Lloyd Bent-
sen, in which he tells of another 
great cost increase in the produc-
tion of newspapers. The cost of 
newsprint is about 40 percent of 
a newspaper's operating budget 
and between 1970 and 1980, the 
price per ton of newsprint has 
skyrocketed from $168 to $500. 
and it's still going up. As the 
price of the U. S. newsprint 
soared. foreign manufacturers 
moved to capture almost 60 
percent of the U. S. newsprint 
market. We now import about 
seven million tons of newsprint, 
mostly from Canada. That has 
been going on for years. 

Part of the problem lies in the 
cost of raw materials. Paper mills 
were built on timbered lands to 

ensure a cheap, nearby source of 
wood pulp. Some mills now pay 
to have wood shipped to them as 
the land around them has turned 
to other uses. 

Mr. Bentsen says that the time 
is ripe to create another indus-
try. Kenaf is a woody fiber that 
stands about 10-14 feet tall and 
looks like bamboo. It is a cousin 
to cotton. Kenaf pulp can be 
substituted for wood in making 
high quality newsprint, with few 
if any changes needed to current 
manufacturing equipment, and it 
can be easily grown close to 
established paper mills with 
dwindling wood supplies. 

The kenaf pulp is not limited to 
use in newsprint. In Southeast 
Asia, the kenaf pulp is used in a 
multitude of other paper pro-
ducts—everything from facial 
tissue to computer paper to 
grocery sacks and file folders. 

Mr. Bentsen reports the U. S. 
has known this about kenaf for 
years, but until recently, didn't 
see the need or incentive for the 
development of the industry. The 
product grows almost anywhere 

cotton can be grown, and where 
cotton now yields about 400 
pounds per acre at 556 per 
pound, kenaf yields some 10 tons 
per acre at $45 - $50 a ton. 
Reducing the cotton acreage 
would also help stabilize the 
cotton industry. 

Senator Bentsen has joined 
forces with Senator Dennis De-
Concini of Arizona to push 
through a farm bill amendment 
to allow the USDA to set up four 
small scale demonstration pro 
jells for making newsprint from 
kenaf, including one in South-
west Texas. Farmers who grow 
this kenaf will be paid for their 
crop with surplus cotton, not 
cash. Paper mills have agreed to 
use kenaf in their newsprint, 
which newspaper publishers will 
evaluate. The project will be 
completed by March 1987, lend-
ing credibility to kenaf as a crop 
and a pulp source and providing 
the groundwork for a new 
industry which could bring mil-
lions of dollars into the farm 
economy. He states that interest 
is so strong in Texas that many 
businessmen and farmers in 
South Texas already are lining 
up to become part of the kenaf 
industry. 

The 1986 Briscoe County Jun-
ior Livestock Show can be 
termed nothing short of a 
success.

This 
was approximately $1,000 in-
crease over the previous year's 
donations. This is extraordinary, 
to me, considering the economic 
strife our county is currently 
going through.

STRESS ON THE 
FARM AND RANCH 

Those of you involved in agri-
cultural production are recogniz-
ed as some of the biggest 
gamblers in the world! You put 
all of your energy, brain-power, 
money and other resources into 
decisions that may mean major 
gains or major losses for you and 
your families. 

You take the gamble, not just 
for the chance to make a profit, 
but most of you enjoy the inde-
pendence of owning your own 
business and want to continue 
producing because you enjoy it 
and because your families have 
been involved in farming or 
ranching for generations. 

Yet we know that farm famil-
ies are facing greater stress 
related to their decision to 
remain in farming. We know that 
how each agricultural family 
responds to the stressors from 
agriculture production can be the 
difference between success and 
failure. 

The first steps in managing 
stress are to understand what 
stress is and to recognize the 
sources of stress that affect you. 
Stress occurs when agricultural 
production factors interact with 
the producer and his family in a 
way that causes their health and 
their way to thinking to deviate 
from normal functioning. 

Stress can be good or bad. 
There are times when stress 
must occur to cause us to make 
needed changes. Bad stress 
occurs when the changes we 
make bring about destructive 
results, like illness, depression, 
violent behavior or accidents. 

To make stress work for you, 
sort out the sources of your 
personal stress into three 
groups: those you have NO 
CONTROL over; those you CAN 
CONTROL; and those you can 
feel better about if you UNDER-
STAND them better. Remem-
ber, events which are highly 
stressful to one person may be 
only mildly stressful or not at all 
stressful to another. Each indivi-
dual has his/her own internal and 
external resources and strengths 
for coping with stressors. 

In my newsletter which will be 
in the mail this week, I have 
included a check sheet on "Stress 
. . . Individual Perceptions" for 
families to use in becoming more 
aware of your individual stress 
responses. I encourage families 
to use this sheet to identify some 
of the ways they react physically 
and mentally to stressors. 

Stress which is not controlled 
can affect your health and your 
family relationships. We hope to 
have a program in the near 
future on coping with the stres-
ses related to agriculture. If you 
need further information on this 
topic, call my office, 823-2343.
