Mrs. Hawkins was born in 

1889 in Snyder, Texas the eldest 

of eight children born to William 

Oliver and Epsie Adeline (Byrd) 

McFall. Growing up on a ranch 

in Kent County, Ava attended 

school at Elkins between Snyder 

and Clairmont. 

She became the bride of Will 
Ware in 1906. They had two 
children, Ira Earnestine who 

died in 1918 and Oliver Kieth 
Ware who still resides at Qui-
taque. Earnestine was buried 
in the Silverton Cemetery as 
there was not one at Quitaque at 
the time. The Wares had come 
to Briscoe County in the mid-

teens. Ava worked for A. L. 
Patterson in his dry goods store 

for a number of years. 

In 1936 on March 29, Pierce 

Hawkins and Ava were married 

in Quitaque. He was a farmer 
and cabinet maker. Pierce died 
in 1962 at Matador. 

From 1962 until 1989 Ava 

lived in Quitaque taking care of 

her own home and yard, sewing 

many pillow cases, aprons and 

pot holders. At one time she 

raised chickens and had her own 
fresh eggs along with a garden 
of fresh vegetables.

Customers of West Texas 
Utilities may notice two new 
items on their electric bill begin-

ning in January. Both result 

from changes required by state 

officials and affect every inves-

tor-owned utility in Texas. "One 

item will not cost customers any 

more money but the second item 

will slightly increase bills" ac-

cording to Keith Edwards, 
WTU's area manager. 

The first item involves the 

customer charge which has been 
part of the electric bill for sev-

eral years. By order of the Pub-

lic Utility Commission (PUC) of 

Texas it now must be listed as a 
separate item. The charge in-
cludes basic costs such as 

reading meters and processing 
the bills. It does not change 
each month and is currently set 

at $6.50 for residential custom-

ers. The customer charge has 
not increased and this change 
does not affect the amount of a 

customer's bill. 
The second new item involves

the Texas Legislatulre in 1991. 
The PUC recently decided how 
utilities should collect the new 

state tax. The tax will be col-
lected for each kilowatt hour a 
customer uses. The total tax for 
a month will be listed as a sepa-

rate item on the bill. A typical 
WTU residential customer who 

uses 600 kilowatt hours will see 

about a 30 cent increase on their 

monthly electric bill as a result 

of the new tax. The factors used 
to collect the tax will vary ac-

cording to the type of customer. 
For example the amount of tax a 

commercial and a residenial 
customer pays will be different. 

These recent actions cap off a 

year of activity involving the 
PUC and WTU. Most of the 
activity was initiated by WTU 
and centered around reducing 
customer's bills or stimulating 

the West Texas economy. 
In June and October custom-

ers received good news from the 
company in the form of reduced 
fuel factors and a fuel credit. 
These reductions were a direct 
result of the company's efforts to 

reduce fuel costs. 
In December the company 

filed a request to offer three new 

services designed to attract new 

business and help existing busi-
nesses. The three new services 

were in the form of tariffs or 

rates which cover economic 
development, interruptible serv-

ice and curtailable service. If 
approved by the PUC, these 
services would strengthen efforts 

to maintain a viable West Texas 
economy.
