Johnny Can't Read 
tFalitor's Note: Bill Necley teach-
es k.liglish and Spanish at Burk-
burnett High School and wrote 
the following in reply to a column 
by Glenn Shelton in the Wichita 
Falls Times-Record which deplor-
ed the quality of education being 
offered.)

I read with interest Glenn Shel-
ton's column on the plight of ed-
ucation last Sunday, and yes, 
achievement levels are.going down 
and this is alarming to parents, 
teachers and civic leaders, for we 
want a quality of life for our 
young. 

The question is, however, what 
kind of life do our young people 
want' Obviously many of them 
resist being placed in the same 
mold into which their parents 
have been cast. The social upheav-
al of the '60's has ended on the 
aurfac,. but just because our 
youth are no longer marching and 
burning buildings does not mean 
they have snapped into form and 
marched right along in step with 
society's drum. Staggering num-
bers of them have not They have 
quietly dropped out. 

So the problem of increasing 
achievement levels in our schools 
has its roots in sociological factors 
many of which go beyond the jur-
isdiction of the school and many 
of which are too powerful for the 
school to cope with—even on a 
surface level. 

Nationwide, there is a deep and 
growing resentment' on the part 
of young people toward adults. 
The Vietnam War and Watergate 
have left so many of our youth 
cynical and disillusioned. Couple 
that with the breakdoWn of the 
family and you can see part of 
the basis for the self-alienation 
of the bulk of our young people. 

Your columnist mentioned that 
LBJ had been a benefactor of 
education. Actually he did push 
through large appropriations for 
guaranteed loans for students who 
might not otherwise have gotten 
a college education. This bene-
volent action we can all applaud. 
But the huge sums doled out to 
university professors fur research 
bad many ramifications, not all 
of which were good. The new math 
and new English came to us via 
the researcher's imagination. 

For these two curses we can 
thank dramatic drops in student 
achievement levels. Only recently 
have policy makers in education 
come to realize how successful 
the old basics had been Slowly, 
schools are returning to multipli-
cation tables and traditional gram-
mar. 

Another factor for lagging a-
chievement levels. I think, is the 
overall emphasis in our society 
upon leisure. As America's work 
force has more time off, so do the 
young people. They go and do and 
experience. They learn what is 
relevant to them and what is not 
When a teacher stands before a 
group of these young people, he 
had better be ready to (1) be real, 
(2) act like the adult In charge 
and not their cool buddy, (3) tell 
them what they're going to learn 
and WHY, (41 be consistent in 
discipline (so few have bad any 
discipline at home. It shows and 
kids are hungry to know where 
they stand). 

In short, young people today 

The Valley l'alnuts dropped 
their first district outing of the 
season last Friday night to pow-
erhouse Sudan 30-12.

15 yards on a pass attempt. On 
fourth down Valley had its punt 
blocked and Sudan's fine all-ar-
ound Kyle Martin picked up the 
football and scored a TD. The try 
for extra point was no good and 
with 8:03 left in the first quarter 
Sudan led 6-0. 

The Patriots suffered a couple 
of costly penalties on their next 
possession but then the Patriots 
recovered a fumbled punt at the 
Sudan 48 yard line, but again a 
15 yard penalty and a loss of 15 
yards on another pass try wound 
up with the Patriots owning the 
ball on their own 19 yard line 
with a 4th down and a mile to 
go. This time with Hornets buzz.

He was a performer 
whose sheer magnetism packed the 
smallest rural dance halls and the 
largest city ballrooms with crowds 
numbering into the thousands. His 
cigar, fiddle and big white hat 
were his trademark, but it was his 
famous holler, "aa haa," that en-
deared him to his fans. 

In 1968, the Country Music As-
sociation in Nashville, placed Wills 
in their Hall of Fame. Numerous 
country music artists each year 
pay tribute by featuring the Wills 
fiddle sound on their recordings. 
The continuing strong attraction 
of the Wills image was demonstra-
ted by a recent Hollywood Bowl 
country music concert at which 
the crowd was brought to its feet 
when superstar, Waylen Jennings, 
sang his composition'—"Bob Wills 
Is Still King."

OF COTTON THIS SEASON

Derel Cruse produced Motley 
County's first bale of cotton for 
the 1976 fall crop, the cotton be-
ing brought to the Caprock Gin 
at Flomot Monday of last week, 
September 20, according to gin 
owner Rex Johnson. 

Johnson said that Cruse brought 
1910 pounds of seed cotton to 
the gin and from that was receiv-
ed 570 pounds of lint and 940 
pounds of seed. 

The Caprock Gin paid Mr. Cruse 
83c per pound for the cotton and 
$110.00 per ton for the seed. Area 
merchants made up a $160.00 pre-
mium for Mr. Cruse for bringing 
in the county's first bale of the 
season; making the first bale 
worth $684.80. 

Mr. Johnson stated that the 87c 
per pound he paid for the cotton, 
as far as he remembers: was the 
highest price paid for a bale of 
cotton in this area, at least in his 
memory.

will not respond to instruction un-
less it is relevant, and yet they 
still need the discipline of yester-
year. 

It's tough, Mr. Shelton, to be an 
effective teacher in today's world. 

But back to leisure. Too many 
of our textbo,pks are written to 
entertain, not teach. An article 
on the teaching of grammar in the 
current issue of "Saturday Re-
view" laments the use of watered 
down advertisements' to attract 
the kids' attention rather than 
the writing of the masters of our 
literature to show them how lan-
guage is used. A good point! There 
is entirely too much emphasis in 
all of public school education up-
on entertaining students. 

Just think of the programs in 
most high schools which receive 
this kind of emphasis. Football is 
the prime example. It seems as 
if schools have gotten into a race 
with professional sports for the 
entertainment dollar. 

Actually, football and all other 
sports are extracurricular versions 
of physical education, and as such 
do their part in producing a heal-
thy body for the young people 
involved. 

And yet too many parents and 
coaches take the fun out of it for 
the participants. Only one thing 
counts—WIN Many young people 
today are dropping out of those 
sports which they feel ,pressure 
them too much. 

Somehow we have evolved from 
entertainment • to emphasis, and 
yet the two are intertwined. Par-
ents can see their son run for a 
touchdown. That is an immediate 
performance of the objective the 
coach set for him (with the young 
man agreeing to• that objective). 
But do the parents ever see their 
son's performance in math or his-
tory or English? No, for the ulti• 
mate performance in those sub-
jects is reflected when he is out 
in the world. 

When he gets a job, if he has 
trouble functioning, then the 
school will hear about it. Then the 
teachers will be maligned. The 
question is, who encouraged the 
teacher to work harder for this 
boy while he was in that teacher's 
math or English class? 

Who sold the boy on develop-
ing his mind as well as his body? 
Nobody. Looking briefly at the 
report card and telling him to 
study and pass so he will be eli-
gible for football is NOT an in-
centive for him to learn. On the 
contrary, he is taught the sub-
servient role of academics in to-
day's entertainment - emphasis 
schools. 

Please use your influence in 
helping to correct the structure 
and direction of our schools. If 
you were to criticize teachers, you 
would be partly right, but largely 
wrong. The teacher is the loneli-
est combatant I know today. Even 
when teachers knew the new En-
glish wouldn't work, it was cram-
med down their throats. 

Even when teachers knew the 
new reading approaches would not 
work, they were forced to teach 
them nonetheless. In many schools 
those who work in the front lines 
day in and day out have little or 
no say in the overall policy en-
acted by the school board and 
school administrators. They have 
no say but seem to always get the 
blame. Please don't do that to us. 
We're doing the best we can.
