To Launch New Crop Year 

The latest information to help area cotton farmers plan their 

1993 crop will be presented January 25-26 during the Caprock 
Cotton Conference. The two day program, featuring national 

leaders in the cotton industry, will be at the Crosby County Pioneer 

Musuem and Civic Center, 101 West Main St. in Crosbyton. 
This conference is especially designed for growers of the South 

Plains, Rolling Plains and West Texas. It is being sponsored by the 
ag committees of Briscoe, Crosby, Floyd, Dickens, Motley and 
Garza counties. 

The program has been approved for seven continuing education 
units for licsensed private chemical applicators who attend. 

The first day's technical sessions will open with information on 

growing cotton with limited water. It will be presented by Dr. Dan 
Krieg, professor of agronomy at Texas Tech University, Lubbock. 

Dr. Harlan Thorvilson, professor of entomology at Tech, will dis-
cuss insect management. 

Mark Brown, extension pest management agent for Crosby and 

Roger Haldenby, Plains 
Cotton Growers coordinator of the boll weevil diapause program, 
Lubbock, will report on that long-successful effort. The proposed 

boll weevil eradication program for Texas will be discussed by Dr.

Start the New Year 
With Nutrition 
"Know-How" 

Each January 1, Millions of 
Americans across the country re-
solve to lose weight. Many, how-
ever, are still unclear about the beet 
way to shed those excess pounds. 

But, according to Kelli Cochran, 
R. D., dietitian at Methodist Hospi-
tal, going on a diet does not have to 
be as complicated as many believe. 

"Beginning a diet doesn't neces-

sarily mean you have to give up the 

food you love," said Cochran. "It is 
possible to greatly reduce fat and 

calories without compromising the 
taste of food." 

Cochran suggests the following 

guidelines for those beginning a 
weight loss program. 

1. Don't skip breakfast. The body 
needs calories and nutrients to fuel 

daily activity. Missed meals slow 
the rate at which calories are burned 
and can lead to overeating at night 

when energy demands are low and 
calories are more likely to be stored 
as fat. 

2. Eat more white meat. Red 
meat is a major source of fat, and 
reducing fat is the beet way to cut 
calories. 

3. Use low-fat substitutes when 
cooking. Use butter substitute or a 
small amount of m argari ne, instead 

of butter or cheese sauce. Use an 
egg substitute and skim milk in 

favorite recipes. Reduce sugar by 
one-third in almost any recipe. 

4. Eat real food. Liquid diets can 
last only so long-dieters must even-

tually go back to eating normal 
food. Learning to eat a variety of 

foods while still losing weight is the 
best long-term method. 

5. Drink plenty of water. The 
body requires a quart of water each 
day to rid itself of waste. Drinking 

water also curbs the appetite and 

slows the pace of eating. 

6. Exercise. Any type of exer-

cise burns calories. To promote 
weight loss from body fat, exercise 

at a moderate intensity for 30 to 45 

minutes three to five times per week.

Hypothermia A Hazard 
courtesy Texas Parks & ' 
Wildlife News 

Hypothermia, the number one 
outdoor killer, can occur in water or 

on land and winter anglers and 
hunters are especially susceptible. 

Hypothermia, simply put, means 
a person is getting cold. Victims of 

hypothermia lose heat faster than 
the body can produce it, and it can 
be dangerous. 

"Anyone who has experienced 
uncontrollable shivering may have 
entered one of the stages of hypoth-
ermia, probably without realizing 

it," said Steve Hall, conservation 

education director for the Texas 

Parks and Wildlife Department. 
"The victim many times is unaware 
that he is past a point of no return 

without assistance from a compan-
ion to warm the body." 

The outdoor sportsman is sus-
ceptible to this "hidden danger," he 

said. However, people who typi-

cally do not veture out during win-
ter months may be more vulnerable 
because they are unprepared for 

what could happen, even if they are 
only traveling to visit friends or 
relatives. 

In the outdoors, hypothermia 
usually kills victims who fall into 
cold water by weakening their abil-

ity to swim or stay afloat. For the 
boater and waterfowl hunter, espe-
cially in the winter months, falling 

into the water can be deadly. It also 
is advisable for children and others 
to avoid walking or playing on fro-

zen playa lakes, ponds and reser-
voirs. Even a jogger, hiker, camper 
or land-based hunter, exposed to 

wind and perspiration or moisture, 
is a potentially hypothermic victim. 

Moat hypothermia cases happen 

in weather between 30 degrees and  

50 degrees Fahrenheit, Hall said. 

This is the time many outdoorsmen 
are unprepared, such as when a 

norther moves through Texas. 
Preparation is critical to prevent. 

ing hypothermia. Ifyou're a boater, 

sit low and don'tmove around in the 
boat ,unnecessarily. Also, don't 

overload the boat: Control the wake 
at the stern when slowing down. 
Avoid alcoholic beverages and al-
ways wear a life jacket. 

Hall said hunters should dress 
in layered clothing with flotation-
type outer wear for warmth and 

safety. "If you fall overboard, keep 
your shirt on. Your clothing and 

boots will provide some insulation, 
temporarily reducing heat loss," he 

said. Return to the boat or shore at 

once. Get out of the water as quickly 
as possible. 

It is a good idea to always hunt or 

boat with a companion. Also, avoid 

icy areas. "The maximum survival 

time in freezing water may be as 
little as 15 minutes," he said. 

The outdoorsmen can beat the 

cold by dressing properly, staying 

dry, being prepared, keeping his 
wits, avoiding icy conditions and 

checking the weather before leav-

ing home or while making plans.
