The Early Years 

Born March 6, 1905 in Lime-
atone County, Texas, Jim Rob Wills 
was the oldest of ten children born 
to Emmeline Foley Wills and John 
Tompkins Wills. Bob was named 
tbr his great uncle James Robert 
Wills. 

He was the third generation of 
hie family to be born in Texas. Both 
of Jim Rob's grandfathers were 
fiddle players. His father, nine 
uncles and four aunts also played 
the fiddle. 

Dr. Sal acii n H. Wills, Bob's great 
grandfather came to East Texas in 
1846 along Wi th three brothers. they 
were of English and Irish ancestry. 

The Wills family moved to Hall 
County in 1913. Bob was eight 
years old. The trip was 500 miles. 
On the way to Hall County they 
pulled cotton all the way from Lime-
stone County. This was the begin-
ing of the negro influence on his 
music, the rhythm that he usedlater 
in life to pay with more feeling than 
formal training. 

During the winter of 1913 and 
1914 the Wills family lived in a 
dugout. But in the spring of 1914, a 
farm was rented from the Ogden 
Ranch. The house even had a phone. 
Bob attended Newlin School that 
year. After renting another farm in 
1916 the children went to Friend-
ship School. 

Bob's family wanted him to grow 
up and cherish music but never did 
they intend for him to grow up and 
become a professional musician. 

Ranch dances that the Wills 
family played for were a great influ-
ence on Bob's music. This was the 
main social life of people living on 
ranches at this time. Bob played 
the mandolin and backup guitar for 
his dad. 

The first time Bob played in 
public was in 1915. At 15 years old 
he played the 6 tunes he knew over 
and over at a ranch dance until 2 
am. because his father failed to 
show up on time for the dance. He 
continued to play for dances until 
1969. 

The family then bought a farm 
between the Big Red River and the 
Little Red River which was about 
midway between Turkey and 
Lakeview near the Oxbow Cross-

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ing. About 1922 they built a three 
bedroom home here and painted it 
bright yellow. 

The first night in the new house 
a group of riders came by and asked 
the family to play. One of these was 
I. D. House of Turkey who later 
married Eloise Wills. 

The Middle Years 
One of his first jobs in the early 

'20s was as a construction worker in 
Amarillo. While in Amarillo he made 
his radio debut at two early radio 
stations, KGRS and WDAG. 

In 1925 Bob returned to the farm 
once again and began playing for 
local dances but was soon roaming 
again. 

Bob began selling insurance in 
1927. He also entered barber col-
lege in Amarillo in 1927 and took 
music lessons in his spare time. 

The end of 1927 saw Bob barber-
ing for the natives of Roy, New 
Mexico. While there he organized a 
band made up of Mexicans. Bob 
often played the drums with this 
band. This is where he began to 
play with the Spanish beat to his 
fiddle music. He not only had the 
southwest beat to his music but the 
negro spiritual and Texas ranch 
dance music also influnced the beat 
and rhythm of his music. 

While in Roy, New Mexico Bob 
composed the "Spanish-Two Step" 
which he rearranged in 1930 to make 
the hit song "San Antonio Rose." 

Early in the spring of the follow-
ing year he and his wife returned to 
Turkey. He began to earn $35 to 
$40 per week. The problem was 
that Saturday was his busiest day 
and therefore he was not able to 
play for the dances that he loved. 

Jim Rob took the fourth chair at 
Ham's barber shop. He lived at 
Turkey over a year this time in a 
little rented two room house. He 
and his wife, Edna liked living in 
Turkey and called it his hometown. 
On January 15, 1929, his daughter 
Robbie Jo was born in Turkey. By 
this time he was one of the best 
known fiddlers in West Texas. Only 
his father, John Wills was better 
known.

In 1971, a group of Turkey men 

consisting of Lee Vardy, Harold Ham 
and Ronnie Eudy went to Oklahoma 
City and met with Tex Brown, 
President of Oklahoma Bob Wills 
Memorial Fund and Cimmaron 
Valley Historical Society. Mrs. Betty 
Wills, Bob's wife and other family 
members also attended the meet-
ing. This group of volunteers from 
Turkey was seeking permission to 
establish a Bob Wills Day in their 
town and to erect a monument in 
Bob's honor. Fort Worth and Tulsa 
organizations were both trying to 
establish memorials, but with the 
help of Betty Wills and Bob himself, 
Turkey residents were first to meet 
the goal. 

Many community meetings were 
held and councilmen for the Bob 
Wil I s Foun dation were selected, Lee 
Vardy, Jim Majors, Ronnie Eudy, 
II. W. House, Doc Williams, David 
Guest and Byron Young. Commit. 
tee chairmen were chosen and 
preparations for the first annual 
Bob Wills Day were under way. 

Organization began for a gen- 

In the southwest corner of Hall 
County sits the city of Turkey, Texas. 
Thelittle community was on 
called Turkey Roost because of the 
wild turkey roosts along Turkey 
Creek. 

In 1893 the establishment of the 
post office shortened the name to 
Turkey, although the city was not 
officially incorporated until 1926. 

Settlers began moving into the 
Turkey area in the 1890s. The W. 
M. Coopers settled in this area at 
this time. In 1890 W. M. Cooper 
gave several acres of his land for a 
town site which was named Turkey. 

Mr. Cooper's daughter married 
another early settler, David Lane, 
and their daughter, Lura, was the 
first child born in the Turkey com-
munity. 

On June 13, 1906, the Turkey 
School District No. 19T was cre-
ated. This district was abolished in 
1973 when Turkey and Quitaque 
schools consolidated. 

In 1927 the Fort Worth and 
Denver Railroad built a branch 
through Turkey from Estelline to  

eral clean up of the streets, vacant 
lots and the city of Turkey. The 
Turkey School granted permission 
to the Foundation to use the school 
cafeteria for its barbecue. The first 
dance was to be held outdoors, but 
due to rain, was moved to the 
Memphis Compress. 

In 1972, the Bob Wills Founda-
tion purchased the old Turkey school 
buildings. That was the year that 
Turkey and Quitaque schools con-
solidated to form Valley School. 
Because of this purchase by the 
Foundation, these buildings were 
put to good use, housing not only 
the Bob Wills Museum but city of-
fices as well. 

The football field west of the old 
Turkey High School building be-
longed to Reddell and Dothe Irby 
and they granted permission to the 
foundation to use the field each year 
during the cel ebratio'u.' 

The Bob Wills Foundatian . qe0 
secured the land for the building of 
the Bob Wills Monument and Bob 
Wills himself dedicated the monu-
ment in 1972. 

Lubbock increasing business and 
population. 

The Turkey Chamber of Com-
merce was established in 1928. The 
Turkey Volunteer Fire Department 
was also organized that year after 
two disastrous fires destroyed most 
of the business district. 

The Peoples State Bank of Tur-
key opened in October of 1943. 

For a number of years the City of 
Turkey thrived and grew. The farm 
land was rich and times for the 
people of Turkey were good. Be-
tween 1927 and 1929 the popula-
tion of Turkey swelled to 1,200 
people. 

But times got hard and the little 
town began to dwindle. Today, 
Turkey has a population of 505 and 
still has many businesses and ac-
tivities for its residents. On the last 
Saturday in April, the population of 
Turkey increases to something over 
8,000 people. All are there to cele-
brate the life and times of a former 
Turkey resident, Bob Wills.

The first time he rented a garage 
in Turkey and had his own dance, 
his part of the take was $190.00, 
more money than he had ever had 
in his life at once. 

In 1929, Bob left Turkey for good. 
Bob was considered an impetuous 
and impulsive person who failed to 
consider how his decisions and ac-
tions would affect other people, of-
ten bringing misery and unhappi-
ness to himself and often to those 
closest to him. 

In Fort Worth he got a job 'with a 
medicine show. He hocked his bar-
ber tools and paid $3 down on a 
fiddle. He, got a band together and 
showed up at WBAP Radio Station 
where he had talked to the manager 
the day before. He and his band 
began to play a 15 minute show that 
day for "nothing." Bob and his band 
worked at the flour mill 10 hours a 
day and played at 7 a.m. in the 
morning for $7.50 per day. 

He fiddled in a band with W. Lee 
O'Daniel. In 1929 W. Lee (Peppy) 
O'Daniel was the announcer for the 
Light Crust Dough Boys. He, 
O'Daniel, was to become governor 
of Texas in 1938. 

From Fort Worth Bob traveled to 
Waco to try his luck. Problems 
followed him to Waco and he de-
cided to try out Oklahoma City. He 
finally arrived in Tulsa in 1934 and 
remained there to play his special 
type of music until 1942 on KVOO. 

Later Years 
Bob made his first recording in 

1935. In 1940 he recorded "San 
Antonio Rose" which brought him 
national fame. His first movie was 
also made in 1940. This was the 
year that he switched from the string 
band style music to the big band 
style. 

A lunch honoring Bob was held 
in Tulsa on February 14, 1941 by 
the Chamber of Commerce, one of 
many such honors during his life-
time. 

"Take Me Back to Oklahoma" 
film was made in 1940 with Tex 
Ritter. He appeared in 26 movies 
over the years. 

Jim Rob Wills joined the army in 
1942 to serve his country during 
World War II. 

During his lifetime he composed 
500 songs. "Bob was a creator of 
Western Swing in the southwest

and on the west coast, a founding 
father of country-western music in 
Nashville, a transitional figure in 
rock and roll, an idol of musici ans in 
Bakersville and now an influence 
on country rock in Austin," states 
Charles R. Townsend, author of"San 
Antonio Rose, The Life and Music of 
Bob Wills and Texas Playboys." 

Al Strickland pianist said "Bob 
was a musical rebel. You didn't 
build a fence around his music. It 
was as uninhibited as he was." 

The Last Years 
In 1968, he was inducted into the 

Country Music Hall of Fame. Bob 
was described by the late Tex Ritter 
as "The man who originated the 
Nashville Music." 

The Texas Legislature and the 
Texas Govenor honored Bob Wills 
for his contribution to American 
Music in 1969. This was the day 
before Bob suffered the first of sev-
eral strokes and was partially para-
lyzed. 

On the November 10, 1973 Bob 
received the American Society of 
Composers, authors and publishers 
award. 

Bob purchased his first fiddle for 
$1.50. Later in life he paid $12,000 
for a fiddle. At one time in Holly-
wood more than 8,000 people showed 
up to dance to the fiddle music of 
Bob Wills at the Venice Pier Ball-
room. This is quite a contrast to his 
begining tours for dances in a seven 
passenger Lincoln limousine with 
two jump seats. Bob's trademark 
was the white Stetson hat, a cigar 
and a fiddle. 

In 1972, Turkey, Texas had their 
first Bob Wills Celebration. Since 
begining they have erected a eight 
foot tall red granite monument. The 
base of themonument is etched with 
figures of Bob, fiddle, cigar, war 
record, movie career and a list of his 
musical hits. The monument is 
topped with a massive aluminum 
shaft with a five foot double sided 
fiddle. 

The Foundation has also bought 
a fire truck, donated $3,000 to 
cemetery upkeep, purchased the old 
school building, turning part of it 
into a musuem of Bob Wills memo-
rabilia. His widow, Bette Wills 
Sheets supplied the majority of the 
articles. 

Bob was quoted as saying "If I 
was born with a silver spoon in my

mouth, it was the encouragement of 
my kinfolks. They used to come get 
me to stay with them for two or 
three days when I was little. Every 
place I'd go there'd be a fiddle: .  

He really wanted to be a fiddler 
as he grew up but it was rather 
embrassing to him to explain to the 
fellows on the farm why he wore 
gloves when he was working. "I 
wanted to save my hands for fid-
dling," Bob said, -So I just had to 
take up barbering so I could save 
them." 

Jim Rob Will, King of Western 
Swing died in May of 1975. There is 
a fiddle and a bow engraved on his 
headstone with the epitaph "Within 
My Heart Lies a Melody." 

In 1986 at the outdoor concert 
Leon McAuliffe began the afternoon 
concert with these words. "We've 
had by-passes, hearing aids, new 
teeth, dyed hair, and laser eye op-
erations but Bob wrote a song about 
us--Time Changes Everything--then 
the band began the swing concert.
