Today we hear a lot about people suing someone just because 
they feel that they can win the case not because they have really 
been harmed by the other party. Just because you win does not 
mean that you are doing the right thing morally. Is sound moral 
principles necessary today to get ahead in the modern world? 

According to Bits and Pieces sound moral principles may seem 
a bit old-fashioned, but for the up-and-coming executive, they are 
pretty hard to beat. 

Graduates of one business school are given this advice as they 
leave to take their first job: 

"No matter what business you enter, the personal quality of 
integrity is indispensable. Few will reach the top of the manage-
ment ladder without it—and even those few who do won't stay 
there very long." 

This simple advice contrasts strangely with the philosophy of 
business success glamorized by writers who picture the corpora-
tion as a modern—day jungle. 

In popular fiction, all executives are surrounded by rivals ready 
to topple the next person at the first chance by fair means or foul. 
Their objectives are to outmaneuver the person in the next office 
and to exploit those under them, in any way that suits their own 
best interests. Loyalty is something they give only to the person 
who can do the most for them. 

In fact, however, it is the person with integrity who will get to 
the top—and stay there. Most successful executives seem to be 
pretty solid charactetrs—people you can trust. People you can rely 
on. 

There's no question about it—occasionally an unscrupulous 
person does get to the top. But it's usually by shrewd wheeling and 
dealing rather than managerial results. And when a shrewd 
operator does get there, he or she rarely proves to be an outstand-
ing leader. 

Executives without integrity, with no guide except their own 
immediate self-interest, sooner or later become known as people 
who can't be trusted—by subordinates, by colleagues, and eventu-
ally by superiors as well. 

As Abraham Lincoln said, "You can fool some of the people all of 
the time, and all of the people some of the time; but you can't fool 
all of the people all of the time." 

In picking a winner for the long run, you can bet on integrity 
ahead of cleverness every time. It isn't outdated. It's still the first 
requirement of a successful manager. 

The same is true of an athlete, student, teacher, doctor, me-
chanic, store owner, or just your plain ordinary person that we 
meet on the street every day. Integrity is important in all of our 
lives!! Choose the path of integrity instead of cleverness!

Increases Rates 

At a special open meeting with the public on September 22, 1994 
the Turkey City Council met with the public to discuss an increase 
in the water and sewer rates. 

It was decided that effective with the November billing, the water 
rates will advance to $8.50 for the minimum Of 2,000 gallons, $1.10 
per 1,000 for the next 7,000 gallons and $1.50 per 1,000 thereafter. 
Homeowners outside of the city limits will have a new rate of $10.50 
for the minimum of 2,000 gallons of water and $1.35 per 1,000 for the 
next 7,000 gallons and $1.50 per 1,000 gallons thereafter. 

The sewer rates will be set at $5.00. 
Citizens of Turkey are very fortunate to have some of the lowest 

water and sewer rates in the entire Panhandle of Texas. 
Other Council action at the regular September meeting increased 

the City tax rate by $.02 from $ A8 to $.50 per $100.00 evaluation for 
the next tax year. 

New Ordinance Issued For 
Residents of Quitaque 

The Quitaque City Council passed a new City ordinance prohib-
iting illegal dumping on City Property or in the dumpsters 
provided by the City of Quitaque. 

The City of Quitaque has no means available to dispose of the 
following materials so it will be a violation to dump any of them on 
City Property or place them in the dumpsters provided by the City. 

Illegal dumping charges can and will be filed against any re-
sponsible party or parties who choose to ignore the new ordinamce. 

No hazardous, industrial, or toxic waste such as chemicals, 
chemical containers, batteries, auto parts, antifreeze, motor oil, oil 
filters, fuel filters or tires may be placed in the dumpsters or on City 
property. Also it will be illegal to put asbestos, building materials, 
treated seed._ building wire. cable. fence materials, metal items, 
appliances or carpet on City property or in the dumpsters. Infec-
tious waste, medical waste, grass clippings, yard waste or smolder-
ing or burning materials may not be put into dumpsters or placed 
on City Property.
