Texas Driver 

Texas Driver Licenses will 

have a new look beginning early 
in 1995. 

The new licenses will be more 

convenient for Texas' 15.6 mil-

lion license and identification 
card holders and will provide 

more security features, accord-
ing to the Texas Department of 
Public Safety. 

"We're always looking for new 
ways to prevent criminals from 

using driver licenses for illegal 
purposes," said DPS Director 
Col. James R. Wilson. "The new 

licenses and identification card 

will be much harder to forge or 
alter. A real bonus is that the 

same technologhy that makes 
the new licenses more secure 

will greatly reduce the time it 

takes to get the card into the 
hands of the owner." 

The DPS will begin phasing 

in the new technology in Janu-

ary. New licenses will be avail-

able in all 243 towns and cities 

with driver license offices later 
in the year. 

Current licenses need not be 
replaced. They will continue to 
be valid until their expiration 

date. Fees will remain the same. 
The new licenses will have a 

look similar to a credit card, but 
will be easy to distinguish be-

cause of the colorful images of 
the Texas flag and Texas seal 

against a beige background. 
New digital imaging technology 

also will enhance the licensees' 
photographs. 

"The new format will include 

a magnetic stripe, a bar code 

and a special laminate to maxi-

mize security," said Judy Sibert, 

DPS project manager for the 
digital image driver license sys-
tem. "Licenses issued for Tex-
ans under the age of 21 will look 

different from regular licenses, 
making it easier for merchants 

to determine a customer's age."

The application and renewal 

procedures will change very 
little. Applicant's thumb prints 
will be taken using imaging 

equipment, eliminating the 

mess of ink. Photos will be 
taken with video cameras linked 
to computers, allowing techni-

cians to better assure a good 
likeness of the applicant. 

"A real benefit to licensees is 
that the new system will allow 

us to get the liocense in their 
hands in fewer than 10 days, 
instead of the current four to six 
weeks." Sibert said, "And as 

merchants adopt equipment 
capable of reading the magnetic 

stripe, these new cards will speed 
up check acceptance." 

Sibert said another security 
feature will be a laminate em-

bossed with the word "TEXAS" 

in lines on the front. The 

"TEXAS" will glow under ultra-
violet light. 

Drivers with good records will 

continue to be able to renew for 
a second four-year period with-

out returning to a license office. 
The last major change in li-

censes was made in 1968, when 

pictures were added and the use 
of paper licenses was discontin-
ued except for tremporary li-
censes, learners' permits and 

certain special needs licenses.

Fiddler Bateman 
Dies At Kemp 

J. C. "Jody" Bateman, a for-

mer fiddler in the famed west-

ern swing group Bob Wills and 
the Texas Playboys died Tues-
day, December 20, 1994. 

Bateman of Kemp, Texas was 

found at his home having died of 

natural causes. 
He started playing the fiddle 

when only 6 years old. At the 

age of 13, according to his daugh-
ter, Jona Mills of Wills Point, 
Texas, Bateman was heard play-

ing by Bob Wills at a store in 
Corsicana. A few weeks later 

Bateman had signed a contract 
to play with the Texas Playboys. 

Bateman wrote the famous 

"Faded Love" song, along with 
many other well loved songs.

A New Year's resolution to exer-
cise should include three things: 
stretching, strengthening and cross 
training. 

"Before exercise begins, decide 
what level of fitness you want to 
reach," said Dr. John Cianca, an 
assistant professor of physical 
znedicine and rehabilitation at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston. "Then work the three key 
elements of exercise into a basic 
fitness regimen." 

Stretching should be done every 
day for 10 or 15 minutes, concen-
trating on all of the major muscle 
groups. 

Cianca, director of sports medi-
cine at the Medifit Human Perfor-
mance and Rehabilitation Center, 
suggests stretching the buttocks, 
thighs and calves. Also the back, 
chest and abdominal muscles in the 
trunk area and the shoulders and 
arms should be stretched daily, even 
if no other workout ios planned. 

Strengthening exercises should 
be done two or three times weekly 
says Cianca, depending on the type 
of activities you enjoy. 

"Resistance, or weight training, 
should focus on making you stron-
ger for the activities you enjoy," 
Cianca said. "For example, a run-
ners performance may be impaired

The Texas Runaway Hotline 
is a toll-free, 24 hour a day 
hotline answered by more than 
100 volunteers and staff mem-
bers who offer crisis interven-
tion and peer counseling. Infor- - 
mation and referrals are avail-
able to callers who are in need of 
shelter, counseling medical and 
legal assistance, as well as ser-
vices that provide free transpor-
tation home.

by a power lifting program, but en-
hanced with a total body 
stengthening program." 

The final aspect of a basic fitness 
regime, cross training, improves 
overall muscular coordination. Find 
two or three activities you enjoy 
that combine strength and coordi-
nation and rotate them through your 
workout schedule. The result will 
be better health and more skill do-
ing things you enjoy. 

"Cross training is a popular 
phrase that also happens to be a 
valuable tool in a workoutregimen," 
said Cianca. "Choose several ac-
tivities that challenge you physi-
cally and will keep your interest in 
working out for a longer period of 
time." 

For example, a runner may bi-
cycle on "off days." An aerobics buff 
could swim occasionally. 

A physician, personal trainer or 
fitness instructor may be helpful in 
deciding which exercises and 
stretches will be most effective for 
you. 

Cianca says any fitness regimen 
should begin with a visit to a phy-
sician.

Office of Changes 
by Manager in Plainview 

Do you know that if you receive 

Supplemental Security Income 
(SSI), you have a responsibility to 
report changes in your living ar-
rangements to us? This is not dif-
ficult at all. All you need to know to 
know is what to report, when to 

report, and how to repro. 
The changes in your living ar-

rangements you need to report in-

clude: 
*If you move or change your ad-

dress; 
*If someone moves into or out of 

your household, someone in your 
household dies, or if someone in 
your household has a baby; 

• If you get help with food, utili-

ties, rent, or mortgage; or 

• If you enter or leave a residen-
tial institution, hospital, skilled 
nursing facility, nursing home, in-
termediate care facility, halfway 
house, jail, prison, public emergency 
shelter or any other kind of insti-
tution; and /or 

• If you leave the United States. 
You m ust report a change in your 

living arrangements within 10days 
after the month it happens.. You 
should report a change even if you 
are I ate. If you do n' t report a change, 
you may miss out on money you 

need if the change will mean you 
can get a bigger check, or you may 
get too much money and have to pay 

it back. 
If you don't report a change or if 

you make a false statement and get 

money you aren't supposed to, So-
cial Security will makeyoupay back 
any money. You may also have to 
pay a fine, face imprisonment, or 
both. 

You can make your report by 
calling Social Security's toll-free 
number, 1-800-772-1213, from 7 am 
to 7 pm any business day. The beet 
times to call are later in the week 
“nd later in the month to avoid busy 
telephone lines. 

You can also report by mail or in 
person. If you mail your report, be

Conserve Water 
In The Bathroom 
by Ronda Alexander 
Water Conservation: making the 
most efficient use of the state's pre-
cious water resources. The first 
step in conserving water is to real-
ize that each of us has an obligation 
to be water conscious. This means 
recognizing and participating in the 
various ways that we can save wa-
ter. 

65% of an individuals water Us-
age is in the home, while 35% occurs 
outside on the lawn and garden. 
49% of home water use occurs in the 
bathroom. Let's go to the bathroom 
to take our first step towards water 
conservation. 

Installing a low-flow shower-
head is the single most effective 
conservation step that can be taken 
inside the home. Taking a shower, 
instead of a bath will usually save 
about one-half ofthe water currently 
being used in the shower, while still 
providing a refreshing and cleans-
ing shower. 

The second most effective con-
servation step that can be taken 
inside the home is the installation 
of a water displacement device in 

the toilet. The purpose of this de-
vice is to reduce the volume of water 
used in each flush without affecting 
the water height in the tank. There 
are three different types of die-
placement devices, they include the 
toilet dam,toilet bag and the plastic 
bottle. 

Toilet dams reduce the amount 
of water used and save 1/2 to 2 
gallons of water per flush. They are 
available from plumbing supply 
stores, as are the toilet bags. A 
displacement bag can also be used 
in place of a dam and will save 
between 1.2 and 1 gallon of water 
per flush. The third device is a 
plastic bottle which is filled with 
water and weighed down with a few 
atones; it will save 1.2 to 1 gallon ppr 
flush. The bottle should be placed 
in the tank so that it will not inter-
fere with the flushing mechanism. 
Any displacement device used 
should be checked periodically to 
make sure the device has not moved 
out of place. Bricks should not be • 
used in the tank because small 
pieces can break off and 
permantently damage the plumb-
ing system.

Hints on Water 
Conservation 
by Ronda Alexander 

Outside the Home 
35% of household water use goes 

to the lawn and garden. We are all 
just as guilty of wasting water out-
side the home as we are inside, 
sometimes more so. 

Some basic water conservation 
tips to consider for the lawn and 
garden are: 

*Water during the early morn-
ing hours or late evening traduce 
evaporation losses 

*Avoid watering during high 
winds or in the heat of the day 

*Water only when needed, don't 
over-water 

*Use a sprinkler that throws 
large droplets to reduce evaperati on 
losses 

*Water slowly for better absorp-
tion 

*Don't water the street or side-
walk, it won't grow 

*Don't sweep walkways with a 
water hose, use a broom

servation program on November 28, 
to learn more ways that you can 
conserve water.•If you have an idea 
for conserving water, write it down 
and enter it in the contest spon-
sored by the Executive Board of the 
Briscoe County Extension Program 
Council.

Inside the Home 
Have you ever thought about 

how much water you use per day? 
Or how much you waste per day? I 
am sure that if each of us looked at 
our daily water usage, we would see 
many ways that it could be con-
served. 

The average person uses between 
123 and 176 gallons of water per 
day. 2-7 gallons of water are used 
to flush a commode and 2 gallons 
are used to brush your teeth. Be-
lieve it or not but a dishwasher 
actually uses less water than hand - 
washing. 

The following are some very 
simple ways to cut sown on water 
usage in the home. I hope that 
you'll try some of them.*Repair all 
leaky faucets; a slow drip of 100 
drips per minute will waste up to 
360 gallons per month 

*Keep a container of drinking 
water in the refrigerator 

*Run the washing machine and 
sdishwater only when full 

*Do not use the toilet to dispose 
of trash 

*Install a low-flood showehead 
that restricts the flow of water 

Water is used in many ways: 
from processing food to making 
plastic and processing steel. As out 
water supply lessens, there may be 
some things that we have to learn to 
do without. It is up to each of us to 
start conserving now. 

Conserving Water 
In the Kitchen 
by Ronda Alexander 

Water conservation must begin 
with each individual. Even just a 10 
to 15 % reduction in personal water 
use can save Texas water and sewer 
rate payers, billions of dollars over 
the next 50 years. The effort to 
conserve must begin now! 

There are numerous ways to 
conserve water in the kitchen, most 
of them are just small changes in 
how we do things. Never run the 
dishwater without a full load. This 
practice will save water, energy, 
detergent and money. Using a pan 
of water or placing the stopper in 
the sink for rinsing pots, pans and 
cooking utensils, rather than leav-
ing the faucet running will also helop 
save water. Try keeping a con-
tainer of drinking water in the re-
frigerator. Running water from the 
tap until it is cool is wasteful. Bet-
ter still, both water and energy can 
be saved by keeping cold water in a 
picnic jug on a kitchen counter to 
avoid opening the refrigerator door 
frequently. Use a small pan of wa-
ter for cleaning vegetables, rather 
than letting the water run over 
them. Consider using a small 
amount of water in the pot with alid 
on it for cookingmost food. Not only 
will this method save water, but 
food is mor nutritious since vita-
mins and minerals are not poured 
down the drain with the extra 
cooking water. 

Always keep water conservation 
in mind, and think of other ways to 
save in the kitchen. Small kitchen 
saving from not making too much 
coffee or letting ice cubes melt in a 
sink can add up in a year's time.
