January has zoomed by and as I 
promised, here are the last of the 
exclusivly low fat recipes, They are 
unrelated and I probably wouldn't 
serve them together, but each is 
delicious and saves you some fat 
and calories. Note that the Tasty 
White Bread does not use any but-
ter, oil or shortening. This is not a 
mie-print. I kept reducing the 
amount of fat in the recipe until I 
just left it out entirely, but it still 
tastes good and smells heavenly. 

TASTY WHITE BREAD 
1 package(114 oz.) active dry yeast 
3 teaspoons sugar 
2 1J4 cups warm water 
2 teaspoons salt 
6 to 6 112 cups flour OR bread flour 

In a large mixing bowl, combine 
yeast, sugar, warm water, and salt. 
Let stand 10 minutes. Add 3 cups 
of flour; beat until smooth. Add 
enough remaining flour to make a 
soft dough. Turn onto a floured 
surface and knead until smooth 
and elastic. .Place in a greased 
bowl, turning once to grease top. 
Cover and let rise in warm place 
until doubled, about 1 hour. Punch 
down, shape into 2 loaves. Places 
in Pam sprayed bread pans, cover 
and let rise until doubled, about 1 
hour. Bake at 350 for 35-40 
minutes. Remove from pane and 
cool on wire racks. Makes 2 loaves. 

MOCK GUACAMOLE 
1 1/2 cups frozen peas 
2 tablespoons water 
1/3 cup nonfat sour cream 
2 tablespoons mashed ripe avocado 
1 tablespoon lemon juice 
1 minced garlic clove 
I/2 teaspoon ground cumin 
Dash hot pepper sauce 
1/2 cup chopped tomato 
2 tablespoons finely chopped onion 
Raw vegetables or baked tortilla 
chips 

Place peas and water in saucepan 
and cook about 2 minutes until 
heated through. Drain; put into 
food processor or blender. Add sour 
cream, avocado, lemon juice, garlic, 
cumin and hot pepper sauce. Pro-
cess until smooth. Stir in tomato 
and onion. Cover and refrigerate at 
least 1 hour. Serve with vegetables 
or chips. No one will guess that the 
secret ingredient is peas! 

PINEAPPLE CHICKEN 
1 can(8 oz.) unsweetened crushed 
pineapple, undrained 
2 tablespoons cider vinegar 

2 tablesPoone soy sauce 
1 mimed garlieseleve 
1/4 teaspoon pepper 
6 boneless, skinless chicken breast 

halves, about 1 1./2 pound. 
In a large sealable bag, combine 

the first 5 ingredients. Add chicken. 
Seal bag and turn to coat; refriger-
ate for 30 minutes. Place the 
chicken and the marinade in am 
11x17x2 baking dish. Cover and 
bake at 350 for 26 minutes until 
chicken juices run clear. Serve over 
hot cooked rice. Make 6 servings.

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Texas A Step Closer To Livestock 
Emergency Preparedness 

With the new year, Texas animal health officials have been equipped with emergency authority to fight a 
foreign animal disease outbreak. New emergency response and management regulations for the T exas Animal 
Health Commission, (TAHC), the state's livestock health regulatory authority , became effective January 1. 

We must be ready for action if a foreign animal disease is accidentally or intentionally introduced into 
Texas." said Dr. Linda Logan, Texas state veterinarian and TAHC executive director. New emergency response 
regulations will streamline our ability to immediately declare livestock movement restrictions statewide, if 
needed, establish quarantines and start fighting a foreign animal disease without waiting for the 12 T AHC 
commissioners to convene a meeting. Any delays in action to stop disease spread could be costly for T exas 
livestock producers." 

Dr. Logan explained that the new regulations do not exclude the 12 governor -appointed TAHC commission-
ers, but allow her or designated deputies to act immediately on their behalf to fight the spread of disease. In an 
c.-...:rgency, the commissioners would convene as quickly as possible in an open meeting to address the disease 
outbreak. 

The TAHC commissioners will retain ultimate authority , and they will be involved in deliberations with 
industry stakeholders to direct the agency in responding to an emergency ," commented Gene Nelson, TAHC 
general counsel. "Furthermore, this new authority will be used only when a foreign animal disease has been 
introduced into the state. While the T AHC always has had broad-based legal authority to eradicate or control 
livestock disease, the authority to be more direct in responding to such a livestock emergency mustbe legisla-
tively modified. These new regulations, however , provide an interim framework to ensure that we can address 
problems if they arise prior to the next legislative session." 

"In Great Britain's 2001 foot-and-mouth disease outbreak, authorities determined the virus had been in 
their country for two or three weeks before sick swine were seen at a slaughter plant in February 2001. In the 
ensuing battle to contain infection, more than 6 million head of livestock on 9,662 farms were slaughtered in 
Great Britain. The cost of the Outbreak will run well over $4 billion," said Dr . Logan. 

"Foot-and-mouth disease is the most destructive and costly livestock disease, because it can infect all ani-
mals with split hooves, including cattle, sheep, goats, pigs and llamas. Free-ranging animals, such as white-
tailed deer and feral swine also are susceptible. Foot-and-mouth disease maims animals, leaving them lame, 
blistered and unable to eat or drink. To stop the outbreak, infected and exposed animals must be slaughtered 
and properly disposed of, either by burning or deep burial. Foot-and-mouth disease is particularly difficult to 
battle because the virus can travel not only via live animals, but also on the wind, on clothing and footwear , on 
contaminated vehicles and equipment, in uncooked and undercooked meat products, and in manure," she said. 
"If the disease was introduced into Texas, and we halted livestock movement immediately , we have a chance at 
stopping the spread of the disease. Until now , commissioners had to hold an emergency meeting in order to 
enact widespread livestock movement restrictions," she said. The emergency response regulations also autho-
rize the slaughter and disposal of infected and exposed animals, and provide for the T AHC to assist owners with 
obtaining any indemnity funds available from the state or federal government. 

In a foreign animal disease outbreak, Dr. Logan explained that the Texas Emergency Response Team will 
lead the initial charge. This special-duty team, she said, is comprised of the T AHC and Texas-based staff from 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture's Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services, V eterinary Services (USDA-
APHISOVS). Early this spring, the T AHC gained additional support when it joined the 31-member State Emer 
gency Management Council. Under a governor's disaster declaration, the T AHC can access the equipment, 
manpower and expertise of member Agencies, including the Department of Public Safety, National Guard, or 
Texas Department of Highways. 

"Thanks to USDA funding, six TAHC veterinarians and several private veterinary practitioners in T exas 
also spent month-long stints in Great Britain during the outbreak to learn how firsthand to fight this disease," 
said Dr. Logan, who noted that foot-and-mouth disease has been eradicated in the U.S. since 1929. 

"Regulations, laws and extra manpower and equipment are helpful in an outbreak, but they will never take 
the place of our first line of defense, the livestock owner and private veterinary practitioner Keeping a sharp 
eye on livestock and promptly reporting any unusual sighs of disease could save billons of dollars in the long 
run," said Dr. Logan "Our hotline, operated cooperatively by the USDA and TAHC is available 24 hours a day. 
A foreign animal disease diagnostician is always on call and can be reached by calling the toll-free number , 1-
800-550-8242. There is no charge by the USDA or TAHC for conducting a foreign animal disease investigation."

PET TALK  
Dandruff and itchy scalp. It's em-

barrassing for people, but for pets, it 
can be a real nuisance. 

In dogs and cats, the constant pro-
ducing and shedding of skin cells is 
normal. There are factors, however, 
such as skin damage or internal im-
balances, which alter the ability to 
shed cells normally. 

The result is large, visible clumps 
of cells called scale, or "dandruff." 

When faced with pet dander that's 
out of control, the most important 
thing to consider is the cause of the 
problem, says Dr. Robert Kennis, a 
veterinarian in the College of Veteri-
nary Medicine at Texas A&M Univer-
sity. Simply grooming away the 
flakes may keep them at bay tempo-
rarily, but treating the cause can rid 
your pet of its scaly problem for good. 

"The list of causes for excessive 
scale is lengthy," says Kennis. "En-
vironmental factors, such as the dry, 
warm air we use to heat our homes 
during winter, may be the culprit." 

Other causes are excessive bath-
ing, blow-drying, an inadequate or 
imbalanced diet, and parasites. Meta-
bolic diseases such as hypothyroid-
ism and hyperadrenocorticism can 
also cause scaling. There are dozens 
of additional possibilities that a vet-
erinarian may explore to find the 
cause of your pet's dander. 

"Home remedies are rarely useful 
and may actually worsen the prob-
lem," Kennis adds. 

"Any product recommended for 
humans should be strictly avoided. 

Your veterinarian can make sug-
gestions for dietary changes, pet 
shampoos and topical treatments 
suitable for your pet." 

Kennis also advises regular 
grooming to maintain your pet's 
healthy skin and coat. Contrary to 
popular belief, dogs do not need to 
be bathed on a routine schedule, but 
rather only when they are excessively 
dirty or smelly.

Please bring your household mercury then - 
mometers, and we will exchange them for new household non-mercury 
thermometers. 

We cannot accept: tire collection is not available at any of these clean-
ups. Empty plastic pesticide containers must be clean, triple-rinsed or 
high-pressure rinsed to be accepted. There is a limit of two 55-gallon 
drums per participant on oil filter recycling.

compressed gas cylinders, fertilizers, nutrient materials that are neither 

hazardous nor contain pesticide admixtures.

DPS Turns Tables On Radar Detectors 
The Department of Public Safety is stepping up efforts to get big rigs 

to slow down. 

Supplemented by federal grant money, the DPS has purchased 101 
radar detector detectors for use by License and W eight troopers. Another 
43 could be purchased by June. Federal law forbids commercial vehicles 
from using radar detectors and they can be pulled over and ticketed for 
simply operating a radar detector during travel. 

The combination of size and speed can make large trucks a lethal 
combination, -  said DPS Director Col. Thomas Davis Jr . 'Because of their  

vehicle's sheer mass, truck drivers have a special responsibility to drive 
safely. Hopefully. this additional enforcement tool will make them think 
twice about violating the speed limit." 

Some License and Weight troopers have been using radar detector de-
tectors for several years now , but the new and future purchases will even-
tually equip nearly every License and W eight patrol vehicle in the state 
wit); the technology to spot active radar detector devices in commercial 
vehicles. 

The units cost about $1,500 a piece and were purchased with the help 
of grant money from the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration.
