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AUSTIN – The Texas 
Railroad Commission is one 
of the state's oldest and 
most powerful regulatory 
agencies. The Commission, 
which consists of three 
elected officials, is respon-
sible for regulating the oil 
and gas industry, the truck-
ing industry and more. The 
Commission, which was 
created in 1891, was sched-
uled to go out of existence 
this fall, unless the Texas 
Legislature voted to re-
create it. 

The State Senate has vo-
ted to re-create the Com-
mission and in doing so, 
made some far-reaching 
changes which will benefit 
the people of Texas. The 
changes approved in the 
Railroad Commission in-
clude limited regulation of 
agricultural trucking. new 
laws defining Commission  

authority over natural gas 
rates, and legislation deal-
ing with the problem of 
underground water pollu-
tion. 

Although the changes 
made in the area of agri-
cultural trucking were not 
as strong as we hoped, we 
believe the changes made 
will help provide much 
needed relief for the ship-
pers, producers and con-
sumers of Texas. Under 
the legislation approved by 
the Senate, truck trans-
portation used by a farmer 
or rancher to ship his 
crops or livestock to mar-
ket anywhere in the state, 
would no longer come un-
der economic regulation by 
the Railroad Commission of 
Texas. However, once a 
farmer, rancher or coop-
erative relinquishes owner-
ship of the produce or 
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livestock, trucks carrying 
such goods must be certi-
fied and regulated by the 
Commission. The change in 
the law came in an effort 
to help reduce actual farm 
and ranch costs. We feel 
this deregulation will 
provide healthier competi-
tion which will help drive 
down the price for shippers, 
producers and consumers. 

Another provision of the 
Commission calls for the 
creation of a separate gas 
utility regulatory act. The 
act would cover rate setting 
and regulation of intrastate 
gas utilities in Texas. Cities 
would still retain their origi-
nal jurisdiction in setting 
gas rates, but would have to 
use uniform state standards 
under the new law. All 
appeals would be handled 
by the Railroad Commis-
sion. 

Another 	significant 
change provides for the 
creation of the office of the 
Public Utility Counsel. This 
provision will enable a city 
to request the participation 
of the Office of Public 
Counsel in representing its 
residential consumers before 
the Railroad Commission 
and during any subsequent 

judicial proceeding. 
Although natural gas 

used for agricutural pur-
poses will remain unregu-
lated under the Railroad 

Commission, we feel the 
introduction of a bill call-
ing for its regulation did 
help the farmers in district 
31 who have been faced 
with escalating gas prices. 
For example, shortly after 
we introduced a bill calling 
for natural gas regulation 
for agricultural purposes, 
some farmers in the Pan-
handle reported isolated 
cases of gas rate reductions. 

There have also been 
measures taken to address 
the problems of under-
ground salt water pollution. 
We feel the concerns asso-
ciated with underground 
water pollution have 
reached the appropriate 
people and we can look for 
necessary changes in the 
near future. We coauthored 
a bill that addresses the 
problems of underground 
water pollution. We feel 
that recognition of the 
problem by the Railroad 
Commission will lead to 
positive 	action 	in 
controlling 	salt 	water 
pollution which has been a 
problem in some areas of 
the state including West 
Texas. 

The changes in the 
Railroad Commission were 
made to benefit the public. 
AS a member of the Sunset 
Advisory Commission, I was 
able to see firsthand, the 
changes that needed to 
he made. We feel that the 
Railroad Commission must 
keep its ears open to the 
people of Texas. I urge you 
to contact the Commission 
if you have any concerns 
that need the attention of 
the Railroad Commission. 
The Commission was 
established to protect your 
interests. If you have any 
questions or comments con-
cerning the changes in the 
Railroad Commission, 
please write to Senator Bill 
Sarpalius, P.O. Box 12068, 
Austin, Texas 78711.

Albinos 
have no melanin. Other less 
common risk factors are pro-
longed contact with coal tar, 
pitch, arsenic compounds,. 
paraffin oil, or radium. How- 
ever, these substances now 
pose little threat, since their 
potential danger is known 
and their use is regulated by 
government agencies. 

Question: If one has a polyp 
in the colon does this mean 
cancer will develop? 

A N SW E R line: 	Polyps are 
tiny grape-like growths, gen-
erally non-cancerous, that de-
velop in the linings of intes-
tines. They sometimes be-
come cancerous if not re-
moved. This means one is at 
higher risk for colon cancer 
and should have a regular 
examination so the doctor 
can monitor the growth and 
possibly remove it if neces-
sary. If polyps bleed, this can 
usually be seen in one's stool.
