The proposed rule in question 
states that a student will not be 
allowed to miss more than five 
days from any one class to 
participate in any specified acti-
vity which may take place below 
the district level within the 175 
day school year. The Amarillo 
area people had an opportunity 
March 1 to appear before the 
State Board in a public hearing to 
voice an opinion concerning the 
five day rule. A large number of 
parents, vocational, 4-H, and 
school people appeared at that 
hearing to give testimony about 
what they did not like about the 
rule and also to offer suggestions 
for alternative solutions. If those 
who testified are any indication 
about how people feel about the 
rule, apparently not many are in 
favor of the five day limitation. 
Of those appearing, not one 
person was in favor of the 
proposal; in fact, all of them 
wanted at least 10 days or more. 
Some suggested that such a rule 
is unnecessary and that limita-
tions can be controlled at the 
local level. 

Looking at the question from 
the Valley School point of view, 
we see that five days may be too 
restrictive in certain situations 
where quality students would be 
forced to choose between activi-
ties. A highly involved student 
may wish to participate in 
livestock shows, UIL literary 
activities, athletics, music, voca-
tional contests, or the many 
other worthwhile programs 
which may interfere with class-
room time and even go beyond 
the proposed five day rule. Even 
though these students are very 
involved they still often make the 
best grades in school and profit 
from their involvement. Ten 
days for Valley are more than 
necessary. We can easily live 
within a ten day limitation with 
minimum interference with our 
existing program. 

Whatever rule the State Board 
adopts it is essential that it 
contain certain elements which 
does not limit student motivation 
but yet make sure that a learning 
atmosphere is maintained in the 
classroom.

Texas Farmers Union Presi -

dent Mike Moeller is applauding 
efforts by Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Jim Hightower to 
convince federal budget director 
David Stockman to review his 
interpretation of the Economic 
Emergency Loan Program. 

Moeller. speaking to Hightow-
er's February 17th letter written 
to Stockman, says "Some type of 
action must be taken; the hand-
ling of the Economic Emergency 
IRE) program by Farmers Home 
Administration (FmHA) has 
been abominable. Stockman's 
office is at fault. The Office of 
Management and Budget (OMB) 
for the White House stepped in 
after Judge Flannery ordered 
the release of the $600 million 
(Kjeldah vs. Block. Civil Action 
No. 82-27451 Stockman directed 
FmHA to release some $50 to $60 
million of the money for direct 
loans; the remaining $540 to $550 
million is only to be used for 
guarantee purposes." 

"These guaranteed loans in 
this program have two prob-
lems." continued Moeller. "To 
begin with, the loan rates for the 
direct, insured loans are carrying 
interest of 10.25% to 10.75%, 
while the guaranteed loans are 
going for 14% to 15% through 
commercial banks. You don't 

have to have a doctorate in 
economics to realize the differ-
ence between the two sets of 
rates. Then on top of that, the 
agricultural credit situation is 
tight out there in the country. 
These little rural banks just don't 
have the money to loan . . . they 
are all 'loaned' out." 

Moeller's comments were 
prompted by the tightening 
credit situation, Hightower's cor-
respondence with Stockman, and 
U. S. Senator Walter Huddles. 
ton's (ky.) appeal to Judge 
Thomas Flannery of Washington, 
D. C. Senator Huddleston has 
asked Judge Flannery to review 
the OMB/FmHA conduct in the 
matter. Senator Huddleston has 
noted that since the EE program 
was created in 1978, the bulk of 
the $4.85 billion has been used as 
direct loans, and when the 
program first began, almost 95% 
of the funds were issued directly. 

National agriculture leaders 
were forced into a year's worth 
of civil action to pry the already 
available loan money from the 
FmHA, which operates under 
the auspices of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. The 
case was heard in the courtroom 
of Judge Flannery who found for 
the plantiffs and against Secre-
tary John Block and the USDA 
last October. 

The TFU president also echo-
ed and expanded on Hightower's 
closing comments in the letter. 
"The Commissioner is right 
about there 'being a world of 
hurt' in agriculture right now," 
says Moeller. 

He's also on target about the 
severe damage being done to the 
small rural communities. Recov-
ery may be on tap for other 
portions of the country, but there 
is still just one word to describe 
many rural towns now, in both 
economic and spiritual terms:

"It is time we took a new, 
fresh look at rural America and 
what it is Isetioning.." said Dr. 
William ktislesk., pnifessor of 
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Ron Patterson, executive dir-

ector of the State Property Tax 
Board (SPTB), today announced 
a statewide effort to inform 
Texas property owners of their 
rights, remedies, and responsibil-
ities as taxpayers. 

According to Patterson, SPTB 
will coordinate efforts with ap-
praisal districts and all local 
news media to help make taxpay-
ers aware of rendition and 
exemption filing deadlines and 
methods by which exemptions or 
other forms of tax relief may be 
obtained. 

"The first priority for property 
owners is to file renditions and 
applications for tax relief before 
May 1 this year," Patterson said. 

Rendition is the method 
through which a property owner 
reports or lists the taxable 
property he owned or managed 
on January 1, 1984. It is also the 
means by which a taxpayer is 
allowed to record his own opinion 
of his property's value. 

Patterson noted that taxpay-
ers may file all exemption 
applications and property rendi-
tion forms with the central 
appraisal district office. State 
law also allows one-time applica-
tions for homestead exemptions, 
disabled veterans' exemptions 
and open-space land valuation. 

However, he said, persons 
whose property is located in 
more than one county appraisal 
district have an additional res-
ponsibility. These property own-
ers may be required to file for 
exemptions and productivity val-
uation in each appraisal district 
in which their property is 
located. Failure to do so could 
result in one or more taxing units 
taxing the property on its full 
market value. 

An example would be where a 
city or school district is located in 
two counties and chooses to join 
only one appraisal district. 

Property owners who last year 
received homestead exemptions, 
disabled veterans' exemptions 
and open-space land (141-11 valua-
tion do not need to reapply in 
1984. However, the chief apprais-
er may confirm a person's 
current qualifications by request-
ing a new application form be 
completed. 

Applications must be filed in 
1984, Patterson said, by property 
owners who have not previously 
received tax relief on their 
present homestead or land. 

State law also requires that 
applications for agricultural 11-d1 
valuation be filed each year in all 
appraisal districts. 

Agricultural (1-d1 and open 
space land (1-d.1) valuations are 
available to property owners 
using land for farming or ranch-
ing purposes. Such land may be 
taxed based on productivity 
rather than market value. 

Certain property owners are 
required to render their proper 
ty . "Any person who owns or 
manages income-producing per-

sonal property on January 1 is 
required by state law to file a 
rendition statement with the 
appropriate appraisal district," 
Patterson said. 

Special rendition procedures 

exist for property on which an 
exemption applicable on January 
I ends during the tax year. In 
such a case. the person is ho owns 

or acquires the property when 

the exemption ends must render 
the property for taxation within 
30 days. 

And, the chief appraiser may 
require rendition of other tax-
able property upon notice to the 
property owner or manager. 
Transportation companies, banks 
and railroads must also file 
special rendition statements. 

Patterson said rendition forms 
are available from appraisal 
district offices. Transportation 
businesses may obtain property 
report forms from the SPTB. 

Complete information on tax 
exemptions and rendition re-
quirements is contained in "Tax-
payers' Rights, Remedies, Res-
ponsibilities!," a taxpayer pam-
phlet produced by the SPTB. 

The pamphlet also reviews 
how to prepare and present an 
appeal to the appraisal review 
board. It is available at no charge 

from appraisal district offices or 
from the SPTB in Austin. 

"The property tax is the 
primary source of local govern-
ment revenue in Texas," Patter-
son noted. "It will generate about 
$8 billion this year to help fund 
public schools, cities, counties 
and special districts." 

"We urge all property owners 
to become familiar with the tax 
process, to file renditions and to 
apply for all exemptions or other 
tax relief to which they are 
entitled," Patterson concluded.

Enemies: Roaches 

i n 1983, American con- 
sumers will spend over 500 
million dollars on insecti-
cides. In 1984, that figure

For the most 
part, the beleaguered object 
of this massive assault is the 
roach. 

The roach, of which there 
are over 3,500 varieties, has 
been a thorn in man's side 
for over 300 million years.

Gas Research Institute (GRI) 
for this intensive research, 

after screening studies had 

ranked biomass candidates in 
terms of crop production and 

potential for providing high 

methane yields at rapid 
biomass-to-methane conver-

sion rates. 
Sorghum can be grown as 

an annual or perennial crop, 

is climatically adaptable, and 
can tolerate a wide pH range 
(degree of acidity or alkalinity) 

in soil. 
Sorghum requires a rela-

tively short growing season, 
relatively little water, has 
lower fertilizer requirements 
than most agricultural crops, 

and can be grown in rotation 
with other crops.
