With a shorter time period this 
year of 48 hours, we are con-
cerned that too many people will 
try to plan too much travel in the 
shorter time thus increasing the 
likelihood of a traffic mishap. 
Snider continued, "Of the 15 ve-
hicle occupant deaths with safety 
belts available, only two (2) were 
using them and the two were in 
high impact collisions." 

Remember, obey all traffic 
signs and laws, allow plenty of 
travel time, buckle up, be alert, 
and please, don't drink and drive.

19, 1996 
ing can often reduce symptoms of 
depression such as energy loss and 
trouble sleeping. 

Starting a new tradition instead 
of focusing on missing ones can help 
reduce a negative cast on the holi-
days. While it is important to re-
member special times with a friend 
or spouse, it is not realistic to expect 
holidays to feel like those when the 
family member was present. 

Hanging a special ornament on 
the tree to symbolize a connection 
with a lost loved one or planting a 
tree to memorialize the person you 
have lost may help. 

"Seeking out the listening ear of 
a friend is one of the best ways to 
ward off the blues," Warren said. 
"Find someone that will listen to 
your concerns without giving advice 
or trying to convince you that ev-
erything is okay." 

This may be a friend, family 
member, or someone you know who 
had a similar loss. When the blues 
persist, however, seeking help from 
a professional counselor, psycholo-
gist or your doctor may be neces-
sary. 

"Listeningis the greatest giftyou 
can give a friend who is having 
trouble coping with the holidays." 
Warren said. "When you acknowl-
edge the emptiness your friends 
feels, you are validating the impor-
tance of the person she has lost. 
Listening to heartfelt memories can 
be useful in the healing process."
