Farmers To Withhold Taxes Lines From Lynda 
Starting in January 1990, em-

ployers are required to withhold 
income tax from their employees, 

regardless of the number of employ - 
ees. Prior to 1990, agricultural pro-

added as new optional features. 

The proposed changes and new 
service offerings have been assigned 
Docket No. 9251, and pursuant to 
Section 43(d) of the Public Utility 
Regulatory Act will become effective 
lune 23, 1990. Rates for service 
will be applicable to customers who 
subscribe to the service as well as 
existing customers. Therefore, there 
will be no effect on any other 
rates of the company. The company's 
gross annual revenues will increase by 
approximately 5399,600, or less than 
one percent annually.

not have to withhold federal income 

taxes out of the employees' pay-
checks. All employers, including 

farmers, wre required to withhold 
Social Security contributions. As a 
result income taxes were not with-

held from many workers' pay under 
the old rules. This change will re-

quire employees to complete a W -4 

form, Employees Withholding Al-
lowance Certificate. Next January, 
employees should receive a W-2 

form. "Wage and Tax Statement 

1990:from their employer showing 
the amount of income tax withheld. 

The amounts withheld are paid 
to the Internal Revenue Service 

(IRS) through an authorized bank 
by employers on a periodic sched-
ule. Employees will have to use the 
W-2 form as a basis to file an income 

tax return at the end of the year. 
They will then determine if they 
owe more taxes or if they are en-
titled to receive back all or part of 
the taxes withheld. 

This new change means that 

employees of farmers who were not 
withholding income taxes under 
the old rules will probably receive 

reduced paychecks starting in 
January 1990. As an example, a 

single worker receiving $3.50 per 
hour in wages would be entitled to 
$140 for a 40 hour weekly salary. 
With one exemption listed on his W-

4, his employer will be required to 
withhold $12 in income taxes. The 
employee would lo? entitled tc re-
ceive the remaining $128. 

Employees should keep in mind 
that Social Security taxes would 
also be deducted from the paycheck. 
The Social Security tax rate is 7.65 

percent of the first $51,300 of an-
nual salary. 

This means that the $128 in this 
example would be further reduced 
by $10.71 (140x7.65%) and the 

employee would receive $117.29. 

Readers should keep in mind 

that the amount of income tax with-
held is heavily dependent on the 
size of the paycheck, marital status 
and the number of exemptions. If, 

for example, the employee declared 
4 exemptions on his W-4 form, ru 
federal income taxes would be with 

held, but the $10.71 Social Security 
taxes would have to be paid. 

While this method of dete:min-
ing withholding amounts is typicrJ  

and common, IRS allows so/en.' 
other methods. Concerned employ-
ees should check with their employ-

ers as to the method used to deter-
mine their income tax withholding. 

Agricultural workers may be 
exempt from income tax withhold-

ing requirements if they meet all of 
the following tests: had no income 

tax liability in 1989 (received a total 

refund); do not expect to have a tax 
liability in 1990 (would receive a 
total refund); are not a dependent 
on anyone else's tax return r.nd, if 

elm med by someone else, total wage 
and non-wage income is less than 

$500. 
However, all employees, includ-

ing agricultural workers, are not 
exempt from Social Security pay-

ments.

Are you a chicken fried steak 

and gravy man? Do you think a 
good day begins with bacon and 
eggs? Such eating habits could be 
hazardous to your heart and 

health. 
Your heart has to last you a 

lifetime, and I know you want that 

to be a very lone time  A healthy, 
low-fat diet has been proven as 
one means of reducing the risk of 
heart disease. 

Its hard to change a lifetime of 
eating habits, but have you noticed 
that those who have survived a 
heart attack suddenly develop a 
taste for salads, baked fish and 
chicken, and fruits instead of 
chocolate cake? 

You don't have to give up 
everything you love, but just be 
willing to make a few changes to 
reduce fat and calories in your 
diet. 

Build your daily food choices 
around the basic food groups-four 
or more servings of vegetables, 
fruits and juices; four or more 
servings breads, cereals, pasta or 
starchy foods; two or more 
servings of low-fat milk or dairy 
products; and two servings (six 

ounces) of lean meat, fish or 
poultry. 

Limit fats and oils--this includes 
fat in fried foods, bacon, butter, 
salad dressings, baked goods, etc.--
to no more than 5-8 teaspoons per 
day. 

Broil or grill meat instead of 
deep frying. Trim all visible fat 
from meat. Remove skin from 
poultry. Chill soups, stews, and 
broths and remove the fat from 
the top. This saves 100 calories per 
tablespoon. 

Use reduced calorie dressings 
and low-fat cheeses like 
mozzarella for higher fat hard 
yellow cheeses. Omit bacon from  

your diet, or reduce its use. Bacon 
is high in fat and sodium and has 
very little protien. 

Enjoy a nutrutious baked potato 
but reduce the butter and sour 
cream. I know—that's what makes 
it taste good, but wouldn't you like 
to stay around longer? 

When statistics continue to 
indicate that heart disease is the 
number one cause of death and 
that we have control over many of 
the heart risk factors, it would 
seem that the stakes (not steaks) 
are high enough to motivate a 
change in our lifestyles habits. 

We will be planning 
educational programs throughout 
the year to address the problem of 
heart disease risk and hope that 
each of you will take responsibility 

for the health of YOUR heart.
