After 
receiving a 15 yard penalty, the 
Longhorns had to give up the 
ball, kicking it to their own 49 
yard line. On their first play, 
Valley's James McNary raced 
40 yards for a first down at the 
nine, then on the next play, he 
carried it in for a touchdown. 
The try for extra point failed, 
and Valley led 13-0. 

Once again Williams kicked 
the ball into the end zone, and 
Lazbuddie took over at their own 
20. The Longhorns failed to gain 
on their first try, and on second 
down, the Longhorns tried a 
pitch-out. There was a fumble, 
and the ball was recovered by 
Michael Dosed who ran it in for 
a touchdown. The score was now 
19-0, with 7:21 left to play, and 
after touching the ball four times 
on offense, the Patriots had three 
touchdowns.

Steinbock was injured and forced 
to leave the game. His replace-
ment, Casey McGroom, threw a 
pass into the end zone, where 
Kevin Hendrix stepped in front 
of the intended receiver, inter-
cepted the pass, headed east, and 
did not stop until 102 yards la-
ter, in the Lazbuddie endzone. 
Dee Dowd kicked the extra point, 
making the score 47-0.

Soil Conservation Service 

The Cap Rock Soil and Water 
Conservation District board of 
directors are considering selling 
windbreak trees and shrubs to 
citizens of Briscoe County. If en-
ough people are interested orders 
vill be made this fall for trees 
to plant next March. 

Other conservation districts 
have had good results from trees 
produced by the Colorado State 
University Forest Service. Last 
year the following trees were a-
vailable that are well adapted to 
this area: Green Ash, Chinese 
Elm, Ilackberry, Lombardy Pop-
lar, Honey Locust and Russian 
Olive. They also provided these 
shrubs. Honeysuckle. Lilac, Na-
tive Plum and Sumac. The ever-
greens they have that do well in 
this country include Austrian 
Pine. Rocky. Mountain Juniper, 
Scotch Pine and Ponderosa Pine. 

The trees that will be available 
next spring were planted this 
summer. The hardwoods are ship-
ped as bare root seedlings, while 
the evergreen ,  arc putted seed-
lings. Due to shipping distance, 
bare root evergreens are not

1956 Dwight Eisenhower vetoed 
a bill which would have outlawed 
federal control over natural gas 
in interstate commerce.

Changes in the 
body's metabolism can occur be-
cause the body does not consume 
as much oxygen. But quitting is 
a completely individual . experi-
ence. A substantial number of 
people lose weight after kicking 
the cigarette habit, says the lung 
association. People who decide 
to take control of their lives by 
quitting smoking also determine 
to alter unhealthy eating habits 
as well.
