"Cotton Pickin Time" 
by Curtis Tunnel 

Looking back about sixty one years ago from 1919 to 1925, 
when fall of the year came along, Papa would hitch his horses 
to the wagon and head for town and come back with a bale of 
ducking. We knew what that meant, it was cotton pickin time 
and cotton pickin we did. First, mama had to sewup and make 
our sacks, they would be either seven or nine feet long, which 
ever one suited you better. The nine foot sack was the best 
length for it would hold one hundred pounds before you had to 
weigh up and empty yot , r sack. This would save time although 
a hundred pounds was hard to slide on the ground. Most people 
could pall from six to eight hundred pounds per day, some 
people could pull from one thousand to a bale in one day. We 
would hook our horses to the wagon and take the cotton to the 
gin, and maybe sit in the gin office most of the night for they 
were always behind with the ginning. If the rest of the men got 
tired of waiting and went home this would sometimes get you 
ahead of as much as one hundred bales for you had to pull your 
bale under the suction and run the suction yourself for the gin 
did not furnish a suction hand. 

When the bale was ginned you would load it in your wagon 
and pull up on main street and sell it to the highest bidder who 
was usually one of the merchants of the town. 

During this time if someone picked up something that 
belonged to you, you would jokingly say keep your cotton 
picking hands off that, for in those days if you lived on a farm 
you did have cotton picking hands. 

Now I like very much the way farmers gather their cotton, 
now instead of pulling it one boll at a time. I had rather get in a 
tractor or pickup andgo to the gin instead of hooking horses to a 
wagon. That was alright fifty or sixty years ago but it would not 
work now. 

Times are changin, now I will take my cotton pickin money 
to the "Cotton Pickin Bank . ' then go down to the "Cotton Patch'

cents out of every dollar gets

Day, Turkey (which is correct). 
Then, 'Born in Oklahoma, Wills 
came to Turkey at a young age. 
(the birth place is incorrect.) from 
the book 'San Antonio Rose —The 
Life and Music of Bob Willa" by 
Charles R. Townsend." 

Bob Wills was born March 6, 
1905, on a farm near Kosse in 
Limestone County, Texas, the first 
of ten children born to John 
Tompkins Wills and Emmeline 
Foley Wills, Bob of the third gener-
ations of Willses born in Texas. 

In the fall of 1913, the Wills 
family loaded their possessions 

into two covered wagons and 
moved five hundred miles 
northwest to Hall Co. where they 
rented a farm on the Ogdon 
Ranch located about 9 miles from 
Memphis, in the spring of 1914. 
That year they arrived they picked 
cotton with their relatives already 
living in this area. 

In 1919, Bob's father bought his 
own property, a 600-acre 
combination farm and ranch 
between Big Red River and Little 
Red River, about midway between 
Turkey end Lakeview near Ox-
bow Crossing, that is where that 
expression came into his life, 
"Down between the rivers." It was 
in the late 30's when Bob Wills 
worked In the Ham Barber Shop 
in Turkey. Bob and his wife Edna 
and daughter, Robbie Jo lived on 
Alexander street about a block and 
a half west of the Turkey Hotel, 
the last house on the west end of 
Alexander on the north side of the 
street. The house was new at that 
time.

1926. 

Borger, besides being famous 
for oil, has the world's largest fish 
fry every year. At Panhandle, the 
first Bois d'arc tree is found. 
Amarillo is famous, among other 
things, for its beautiful civic center 
and the helium monument. Both 
Amarillo and Canyon claim 
TEXAS, the stage production held 
at Palo Duro Canyon all summer 
each year. Sybil and Don 
Harrington, Mrs. Degan said, have 
done so many things for both 
towns. Canyon, of course, is 
famous for the University, also.

business, can I still get Social 
Security retirement checks?" 

The answer depends partly on 
your age. If you are under 65, you 
can earn up to $6,000 in 1987, and 
receive ALL benefits due. If you 
are 65 through 69, the annual 
exempt amount this year is $8,160. 
And if you are 70 or older, there is 
no limit on earnings. The exempt 
amounts increase each year to 
keep pace with rising wage levels. 

Even if you earn over these 
amounts, partial benefits may be 
payable. The basic rule is that $1 in 
benefits is withheld for each $2 
earned over the exempt amount. 

There is also a special rule that 
applies in only 1 year -- usually the 
year you retire. You can get a full 
benefit for each month earnings 
do not exceed one-twelfth of the 
annual limit (in 1987: $500 if you 
are under 65 and $680 if you are 
65 through 69.) 

This monthly rule allows you to 
start getting benefits right away in 
the year of retirement no matter 
how high your earnings earlier in 
the year. If you are self-employed, 
your time and services devoted to 
the business are considered in addi-
tion to net income; you can get 
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more information on this at the 
Social Security office. 

To see how these two rules 
work, consider "Joe" who retired 
at 62 in 1986 and gets $450 a 
month from Social Security. He 
took a part-time job in January 
1987 and will earn $7,600 in 1987. 
Under the basic annual rule. Joe 
will lose $800, or a little less than 2 
months benefits. 

Now let's say Joe, instead, 
retires June 30, 1987, and earns 
$15,000 in the first 6 months. Then 
he works port time the last 6 
months for $300 a month. Even 
though Joe's total 1987 earnings 
are $16,800, he can get a full 
bereft for each of the last 6 
months under the monthly rule. 

You should notify Social 
Security any time you start or stop 
work or have a change in 
estimated earnings. In this way 
you can avoid a possible 
overpayment. It's best to estimate 
on the "high side" to be safe since 
your benefits for the year will be 
based on that estimate.

Proper documentation is the 
key to hiring workers under the 
new Immigration Control and Con-
trol and Legalization Amendments 
Act of 1986. 

"Employers should ask for and 
make copies of documents 
presented for all employees hired 
since November 6, 1986," points 
out Dr. Richard Edwards, econom-
ist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, the Texas A & 
M University System. "Applicants 
should not be hired without proper 
documentation." 

As 	far 	as 	agricultural 
employees are concerned, 
Edwards notes these provisions of 
the new legislation: 

--It is illegal to knowingly hire, 
recruit or refer for a fee any 
person not authorized to work in 
this country. There are stiff penal-
ties for violators. All employers are 
affected regardless of size or num-
ber of workers. 

--Employers must inspect docu-
ments and attest to the legal right 
to work of every person hired. 
There are penalties for employers 
who do not comply with this 
paperwork requirement even if no 
illegal aliens are employed. 

--Most agricultural workers will 
be able to attain legal status. 
Workers can obtain temporary res-
ident status and, after two years, 
become permanent residents if 
they can show they have worked 
90 or more man-days in producing 
and harvesting perishable 
agricultural commodities during 
the year beginning May 1, 1985. 
Those who have worked 90 man-
days in the same capacity in each 
of the three years ending May 1, 
1984, 1985, and 1986 may become 
residents after one year. The 
number allowed permanent status 
under the three-year consecutive 
years of work provision is limited 
to 350,000. Once either group has 
obtained permanent status, 
however, they have no obligation 
to continue to work in agriculture. 

--Anyone who can show 
continual residence since January 
1, 1982, can be granted temporary 
status for 18 months and may be 
granted permanent status after 
that period. 

Stop! Don't throw that 
empty pickle jar in the trash, 
and hang on to those used soft 
drink, make-up, wine, per-
fume and medicine bottles 
too. Even empty, glass con-
tainers are valuable, because 
just like the family cat, bot-
tles have nine lives. 

Here are five sparkling 
facts on the benefits of recy-
cling glass. 

• Energy Savings. Man-
ufacturers add crushed recy-
cled glass to the mixture of 
materials in the glass-making 
process. This reduces melting 
temperatures and saves 
energy. 

• Environmental Pro-
tection. Recycling is consi-
dered a sensible and money-
saving solution to the prob-
lem of fewer available landfill 
sites. Close to three billion 
containers are now recycled 
each year. The result is less 
waste to be disposed of or left 
to litter the landscape. 

• Resource Conserva-
tion. Recycling saves virgin 
natural resources. 

--During a four-year period 
from 1989 -1993, a limited number 
of aliens will be admitted to per-
form field work in fruits, 
vegetables and other perishable 
commodities if it is determined 
they are needed. Those admitted 
are obligated to do at least 90 man-
days of such work for three 
consecutive years. They can then 
stay in the U.S. permanently but 
have no further obligation to work 
in agriculture. 

Types of Documen- 
tation. 

Edwards points out that any of 
the following documents or comb-
ination of documents are proof of 
resident status as set forth in the 
law: A U. S. passport; Certificate of 
U. S. citizenship; Certificate of 
naturalization; Resident alien card 
or other alien registration card 
with photo that is evidence of 
authorization to work; A current 
foreign passport with a current 
endorsement allowing the 
applicant to work in the U.S.; 
Social Security card and a driver's 
license or other identification card 
with photo issued by the state; U.S. 
birth certificate or birth certificate 
which establishes U. S. nationality 
at birth and a driver's license or 
other state-issued identification 
card with photo. 

Penalties for 
Employers 

"Employers who knowingly 
hire unauthorized aliens can be 
fined between $250 and $2,000 for 
each such employee for a first 
offense," Edwards points out. "The 
second violation carries a fine of 
$2,000 to $5,000 per employee 
found in violation, and fines range 
from $3,000 to $10,000 per offense 
after more than two previous 
citations." 

If the attorney general rules 
that an employer is engaging in a 
pattern or practice of violations, 
that employer may face criminal 
charges which carry fines or jail 
sentences. 

No citations will be issued 
through March 1987, says the 
economist. During the subsequent 
year through March 1988, a first 
offender will be cited, but no 
penalty will be assessed. Second 
and subsequent violations found 
during this year, however, will be 
penalized as previously outlined. 
After March, 1987, all violations 
are subject to the full measure of 
the law. 

• Consumer research 
has consistently demonstrated 
that glass is the preferred 
packaging material when it 
comes to protecting product 
taste and quality. 

• The Pay Off For You 
And The Community. Many 
places recycle glass and other 
waste products to save money 
on trash disposal and often 
make money on the reclaimed 
materials. Individuals who 
recycle glass find it doesn't 
take much time or effort. All 
they need do is rinse the con-
tainers, remove metal rings, 
sort by color and drop them 
off at a nearby Collection 
point. 

The Glass Packaging Insti-
tute offers an informative 
booklet to answer frequently 
asked questions about recy-
cling.

For 	seasonal 	agricultural 
employees (90 man-days in 
producing and harvesting 
perishable commodities), no penal-
ty will be imposed for violation 
until the application period for the 
seasonal agricultural worker 
program has ended in October 
1988, notes Edwards. 

The • new law also addresses 
workers employed through a labor 
contractor. If a farmer knows the 
employees are not authorized to 
work in the U.S., he is considered 
to be the one doing the hiring. Any 
sanctions imposed will be against 
the farmer. 

Employers who do not adhere 
to the documentation 
requirements also may be fined, 
adds Edwa—'s. The law mandates 
employers ix. maintain a record 
keeping system that verifies they 
have examined documents presen-
ted. Employers may photocopy 
the documentation. Those 
employers found in violation shall 
be fined between $100 and $1,000 
for each individual in violation.

Dieters are 
deluged with books, tapes, pills, 
potions, gadgets, TV shows, and 
testimonials all designed to take 
off pounds painlessly. 

Have you ever stopped to think 
that if one of these wonderful 
weight loss methods really worked 
that soon we would all be thin? 
Many of us know people who 
have lost weight on one of these 
fad diets, but how many maintain 
the loss for any period of time? 
According to an FDA article, fewer 
than 20 percent are able to keep off 
the pounds they shed. 

Does this mean there is a deep, 
dark secret for weight loss? Some 
diet promoters would like us to 
think that. The truth is that we 
must use up more energy 
(calories) than is taken in through 
food. This means eating less or 
exercising more, or some 
combination of the two. 

Our problem is that we want it 
to happen instantly. This makes us 
vulnerable to "quick" weight loss 
plans. If we stop to think, we 
realize that our excess weight too 
time to add on and will take time to 
remove.

Omitting one group of foods, such 
as carbohydrates, from our diet 
can be harmful to the body.

Carbohydrate 
and protein foods contain 4 
calories per gram, whereas fats 
contain 9 calories per gram.

make weight loss difficult. 

Energy or calories comes only 
from fats, carbohydrates and pro-
teins.

Do you 
know how much meat is a 3-ounce 
serving? 

Eating a balanced diet from the 
four food groups -- 4 servings 
from breads and cereals; 4 
servings from fruits and vegeta-
bles; 2 or 3 servings from milk and 
dairy products; and 2 servings 
from meat, poultry, or fish -- while 
reducing fats, sweets, and alcohol.
