type of bouquet 
first. 

Arrangements 
should be wa- 
tered daily with 
tepid water, not 
too hot and not 
too cold. They 

should be displayed in a cool 
place, out of sunlight but not 
in drafts, either. The top of 
the TV set is a bad place to put 
flowers because it gives off 
heat even when it's not on 
Ledges and sills near heating 
and air conditioning units also 
should be avoided. 

Some flowers in arrange-
ments may droop before oth-
ers and should be removed 
immediately so they don't 
affect the rest of the blooms. 

Still another way to ex-
tend the life of cut flowers is 
to add a preservative to the 
water. Packets of commercial 
preservative are available 
from florists at low cost. You 
also can use sugar — a table-
spoon to a quart of water. 
Aspirin dissolved in water, 
contrary to what you may have 
heard, isn't much help at all 
As one florist said, "We rec-
ommend aspirin for headaches, 
not for flowers."

One time each year the State 
Property Tax Board (SPTB) 
estimates the total taxable value 
of all property within each school 
district. The information derived 
from the estimate is used by the 
Texas Education Agency to 
figure the distribution of state 
education aid to local school 
districts. 

In Texas, allocations of state 
aid are based, in part, on the 
wealth of a school district in 
comparison to other school dis-
tricts. The figures from the 
reported SPTB values are very 
important and school districts 
have been given the right to 
protest if the estimated values 
seem to be incorrect. 

Taxable property values in 
Texas are developed into eleven 
property classifications. Categor-
ies of property range to include 
residential property, lots, acre-
age, commercial, minerals, and 
other tangible types of property. 
The largest category in the 
Turkey-Quitaque district is iden- 

tified as land or acreage, followed 
by single-family residences. 

Other properties in large am-
ounts in the school district 
include utilities, commercial pro-
perty, and farm and ranch 
improvements. 

Total market values for the 
Turkey-Quitaque ISD, according 
to the Property Tax Board, is $75 
million. The local appraisal dis-
trict valued the property within 
the school district at $64 million 
or 86% of actual market value. 
The report from SPTB last year 
showed the comparison to be 
82% ratio, placing the school 
district closer to the goal of 
100%. The Property Tax Board 
values the taxable property 
within the district at $41 million 
while the appraisal district valu-
ed the same property at $34 
million. The school district values 
taxable property at 83% of what 
it is valued by the state. Eighty-
three percent appears to be 
above the state average. State 
education aid is based upon state 
property values. 

The SPTB figures show a 
decrease of $30 million in the 
value of land in the school 
district. The decrease is due in 
part to a reduction of "net return 

to land" through the loss of 
productivity over the past five 
years. Land is not taxed on 
market value, but rather on the 
productivity of the land. The 
market value of land in this 
district is $49 million but only a 
value of $16 million is taxed. 

Other than loss of property 
value due to land productivity, 
the school district property val-
ues are reduced $1.4 million for 
other exemptions. State home-
stead, veterans, and over 65 
homestead account for the $1.4 
million. 

The Valley School Board has 
called an election to be held April 
5 to elect two members to the 
Board of Trustees. Current mem- 
bers who are completing their 
terms of office are Jarrell Rice 
and Jerry Morgan. Morgan has 
served on the board four years 
and Rice has served six years. 
The terms of service by Morgan 
and Rice are greatly appreciated. 

Anyone wishing to become a 
candidate for school trustee may 
file at the school business office. 
The deadline for filing is March 5.

Texas farmers and ranchers 
will look back at 1985 with mixed 
emotions. It was a year marked 
with abundance but there was no 
prosperity. 

Abundance came by virtue of 
good crop yields resulting from 
good weather—timely rains for 
the most part and no major 
losses from hailstorms, hurri-
canes or similar wraths of 
nature. 

Mother Nature generally was 
the farmer's ally in 1985. It was 
this ally that probably got a lot of 
farmers and ranchers through 
the year because little else went 
right for them. While they "put 
their shoulder to the wheel" and 
produced in abundance, the 
rewards they reaped were minis-
cule—barely enough to eke out a 
living and to keep them in 
business for another year. It was 
all the result of an agricultural 
economy gone bad. 

Many Texas farmers farmed 
for the last time in 1985. Caught 
up in dire financial straits, an 
estimated 2,700 were forced out 
of farming. This compares to 
some 1,364 farm and ranch 
operations that shut down in 
1983 and another 1,776 that 
closed down in 1984. 

While receipts from agricultur-
al sales are estimated at near 
1984 levels due to the large 
crops, profits again tumbled 
because of continued high pro-
duction costs. Net  farm profits in 
Texas will likely be down 25 to 30 
percent from the $2 billion level 
of 1984. 

1985 Predicted as "Tough" 
Economists had predicted at 

the beginning of the year that 
things would be tough on the 
farm front during 1985—and they 
"hit the nail on the head." The 
culprit was large surpluses of 
farm commodities—something 
that's been nagging at this 
country's agricultural economy 
for a number of years. 

In past years, however, there 
often had been an outlet for 
these large supplies of farm 
produce—the export market. 
Alas, farmers have looked over-
seas to solve their marketing 
problems. Slowly but surely, 
however, these markets have 
faded due to a number of factors, 
including trade policies, the 
strong U. S. dollar abroad and 
increased agricultural production 
in other countries. 

Farmers faced the realities of 
the marketplace going into 1985, 
hoping something would happen 
to change the situation. Govern-
ment programs for some com-
modities offered a little help, 
providing an opportunity for 
farmers to sell a crop to the 
government (loan program) and 
offering deficiency payments 
(target price minus loan rate). 

Bountiful Harvests 
As the year progressed, far-

mers began to reap bountiful 
harvests, first in the Rio Grande 
Valley and then northward over 
the state. 

Cotton yields in the Valley 
reached record levels—an aver-
age of about 600 pounds of lint 
per acre—and yields of three 
bales per acre on irrigated cotton 
were common in the Uvalde area. 
A lot of cotton over the state 

produced a bale or more per acre. 
But there was no joy in Mudville 
(where, in baseball lore, mighty 
Casey had struck out) because 
farmers were not reaping the 
fruits of their labors. Cotton 
prices remained depressed 
throughout the year. 

Grain farmers faced the same 
dilemma. Corn yields of .110 to 
120 bushels per acre tipped the 
scales over much of south and 
central Texas. Sorghum yields 
skyrocketed to 6,000 and 7,000 
pounds per acre. Farmers' grain 
bins overflowed but their coffers 
did not. 

Poor Cattle Prices 
Cattlemen suffered the same 

plight. Cattle numbers were 
down in Texas going into 1985 
since the drought caused exten-
sive selling the previous year. 
Also, as the year began cattle 
numbers generally were down 
across the country due to poor 
market prices for the last few 
years. Economists insisted that 
the liquidation phase of the cattle 
cycle was continuing and that 
eventually this would mean 
better times for those in the 
cattle business. 

As 1985 wore on, the cattle 
market offered little excitement, 
with many facors playing a part. 
Many consumers continued to 
shy away from beef and turned 
to the more plentifu: and cheaper 
poultry. (Currently, beef is $1.50 
to $2.00 per pound higher than 
poultry.) This decline in beef 
demand forced prices lower 
despite the reduced cattle slau-
ghter. 

In the wake of low prices and 
cheap grain, feedlot operators 
decided to hold cattle longer 
before moving them to market, 
hoping prices would improve. 
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This pushed animals past their 
prime slaughter weights, result-
ing in overfinished carcasses and 
price discounts. Beef supplies 
increased as these heavier-than-
normal animals moved to slaugh-
ter. In addition, cattlemen, facing 
low prices, continued to trim 
their herds. This brought more 
cows and heifers to market, 
further adding to the supply 
problem. 

A Late Cattle Rally 
The 1985 cattle market in 

Texas might have been a total 
bust except for a changed 
attitude among feedlot operators 
as profitability returned in early 
fall. Also, the demand for stocker 
cattle increased as good rains in 
late September and early Octo-
ber gave a boost to pastures and 
ranges and to grazing prospects 
from small grains—wheat and 
oats. At the same time, fed cattle 
prices rose sharply as overfinsih-
ed cattle disappeared from the 
market. This sparked a modest 
increase in feeder and stocker 
cattle prices and brought a much-
needed turnaround in the cattle 
market. 

Any Change in '86? 
Where does that leave farmers 

and ranchers as they look toward 
1986? 

The scenario might well be the 
same in the year ahead. Farm-
ers. in particular, will face 
another tough year—one domin-
ated by continued surpluses of 
agricultural commodities and in-
creasing foreign competition in 
agricultural production. 

While talks on trade policies 
and negotiations with this na-
tion's trading partners will con-
tinue, major changes that might 
have a significant impact on U. 5: 
commodities seem highly unlike-
ly. On the domestic front, new 
farm legislation is about to 
become a reality.
